 Georgia Tech senior Guillermo Gomez was voted 
the Atlantic Coast Conference Men’s Tennis Player 
of the Year and headed up the 2011 All-ACC Team.

Alex Domijan of fi ve-time conference champion 
Virginia was selected as the ACC Freshman of the 
Year, and the Cavaliers’ Brian Boland received ACC 
Coach of the Year honors for the fourth straight 
season and the sixth time overall. Individual 
honors, as well as the 18-member All-ACC team, 
were determined by a vote of the league’s 12 head 
coaches.

Virginia placed a conference-high fi ve players on 
the All-ACC team, including four-time selection 
Sanam Singh and three-time selection Michael 
Shabaz. Georgia Tech and North Carolina each had 
three players voted to the team.

Gomez, a senior from Alicante, Spain, stood 31-7 
overall entering NCAA Tournament play, includ-
ing a 20-3 dual record and a 12-2 spring season 
mark against ACC opposition. Gomez, a four-time 
All-ACC selection, headed into NCAA play with a 
career record of 116-37 – the most singles wins 
in Georgia Tech school history and the seventh-
highest winning percentage (.758). Gomez led the 
Yellow Jackets to a 19-5 overall record and a No. 
16 national team ranking.

In addition, Gomez teamed with Dean O’Brien in 
doubles to post a 19-3 regular-season record, the 
sixth-most doubles wins in a season by a Yellow 
Jacket tandem, and the sixth-best doubles winning 
percentage in school history.  

Domijan, a unanimous selection as ACC Freshman 
of the Year and the only freshman voted to the 
All-ACC team, held a national ranking of No. 2 – 
the highest ranking by a freshman in the nation. 
The ITA All-American singles champion in the fall, 
Domijan stood undefeated in dual match play (24-
0) and lost only one set during the spring season. 
The Wesley Chapel, Fla., carried an overall record 
of 34-2 in the NCAAs.

In doubles, Domijan and Jarmere Jenkins cur-
rently hold the No. 27 spot in the ITA national 
rankings.

 Under Boland’s guidance, the Cavaliers entered 
NCAA postseason play with a 29-0 dual match 
record that included yet another unbeaten season 
in ACC play. Virginia has won a conference-record 
77 straight matches against ACC opposition. In 
addition to becoming the fi rst team to capture fi ve 
consecutive ACC Championships, Boland’s squad 
has won the title seven of the last eight years.

2011 ACC CHAMPIONSHIP

Virginia captures fi fth straight ACC Championship
Shabaz, Singh named MVPs as Cavaliers sweep three matches
If the term “fi ve-peat” sounds trite and manufactured, there’s a much simpler way to sum up the end result of 
the 2011 Atlantic Coast Conference Men’s Tennis Championship.

The Virginia Cavaliers own the title again.

Coach Brian Boland’s nationally No. 1 and top-seeded team downed third-seeded Duke by a 4-0 score in 
the April 24 fi nals match at Cary (N.C.) Tennis Park. Virginia became the fi rst team to claim fi ve consecutive 
ACC Men’s Tennis Championships while winning its 77th consecutive match against conference opposition. 

“Each championship is special, and each group of kids is different,” Boland said. “I am just so happy for this 
group of kids. They have worked so hard all year long. I don’t know that I’ve had a more deserving group.”

In addition to being the Cavaliers’ fi fth straight ACC championship, the title was Virginia’s seventh in eight 
years.

“This feels every bit as good as the fi rst championship,” Boland said. “We don’t take for granted winning an 
ACC championship. We have so much respect for the Atlantic Coast Conference across the board, espe-
cially in men’s tennis.”

After capturing the doubles point, Virginia took full control with singles wins on the No. 3 and No. 
1courts. Sanam Singh defeated Chris Mengel 6-3, 6-3 at No. 3, while Michael Shabaz topped Hen-
rique Cunha 7-5, 6-1 at No. 1.

The wins by seniors Singh and Shabaz, who shared the tournament’s Most Valuable Player Award, 
gave Virginia 3-0 lead. Freshman Alex Domijan then fi nished the Cavaliers’ job with a 7-6 (7), 6-0 
win over Reid Carleton for the clinching point at No. 2.

Virginia became the second team to win the ACC Men’s Championship with by three straight 4-0, 
4-0, 4-0 match scores, equaling the accomplishment fi rst achieved by the Cavaliers’ 2009 squad.

The ACC title match win was Virginia’s second straight over Duke. The Cavaliers won last year’s 
meeting between the teams by a 4-2 score.

“Duke fought hard and they deserve a lot of credit,” Boland said. “The score isn’t refl ective of how diffi cult 
that match was.”

No. 5 Shabaz’s win over No. 7 Cunha in the match between nationally top-10 ranked players allowed the 
Virginia senior to earn a measure of redemption. The pair had met on fi ve previous occasions, with Cunha 
winning four matches and one ending in a no-decision. Cunha defeated Shabaz in last year’s ACC Champi-
onship and won during the 2011 regular season by a 7-6 (9-7), 6-3 score for the Blue Devils’ lone point in a 
6-1 loss to the Cavaliers on April 1.

“He’s gotten me a few times, so it was good to win against him today,” Shabaz said. “All of our other matches 
have been close and decided at the end, and today I was able to get that fi rst set and take advantage of 
some things that I hadn’t before. He’s one of the best players in the country. He’s won a lot of matches in the 
ACC, and I have a lot of respect for him.”

2011 NCAA TOURNAMENT

Virginia again earns No. 1 seed for NCAA Men’s Tennis Championship
ACC and SEC lead all conferences with nine teams in postseason fi eld

 Top-ranked Virginia is the No. 1 seed in the NCAA Division I Men’s Tennis Championship for the fourth 
straight year and joined eight other Atlantic Coast Conference teams in competing for the national title when 
play began on Friday, May 13. 

No. 11-seeded Duke, No. 15 Georgia Tech, No. 16 North Carolina,  Miami, Wake Forest, Virginia 
Tech, Maryland and Florida State also earned spots, tying the ACC with the Southeastern Conference 
for the most teams in the 2011 fi eld announced on May 3.

Duke and Georgia Tech joined the Cavaliers in hosting the fi rst and second rounds. This marks 
the seventh straight year that at least seven ACC teams have been selected for the NCAA men’s 
tennis fi eld. Seven teams were also chosen in 2008, 2009 and 2010, and a league-record 10 teams 
received berths in 2007. 

This year’s selections proved historic for both Virginia and Maryland.

Virginia is the fi rst school to be the top seed in four straight tournaments since USC in 1991-94. The 
nation’s only undefeated team this season, Virginia won its fourth consecutive ITA National Team 
Indoor Championship and its fi fth consecutive ACC Championship. It marks the eighth consecutive 
year that Virginia has received a seed and hosted a regional. The Cavaliers are the only team to be a 
top eight seed in the tournament in each of the past eight seasons

Maryland, meanwhile, earned a spot in the NCAA fi eld for the fi rst time since the tournament went to 
a single-elimination tournament format in 1977. 

The 64-team NCAA Tournament opened the weekend of May 13-15. The third round, quarterfi nals, semifi -
nals and fi nals will be held at Stanford University from May 19-24. Virginia, Duke and Georgia Tech all held 
serve at home and advanced to the Round of 16, giving the ACC three remaining teams in the fi eld.

The individual singles and doubles championships were held at Stanford following the NCAA Team Champi-
onships. That competition is scheduled to begin on Wednesday, May 25 and continued until champions were 
determined on Monday, May 30. 

Miami appeared for the 26th time in the NCAA Tournament, while Duke made its 20th straight ap-
pearance and 21st overall. North Carolina appeared for the 12th straight year (21st overall), while 
Wake Forest made its 11th straight trip (12th overall) and Florida State its ninth (12th overall).

Virginia Tech appeared for the fi fth straight time (11th overall). Georgia Tech made its second 
straight NCAA appearance but its 14th overall.

2011 NCAA Men’s Tennis singles fi eld included 11 from ACC
Virginia’s fi ve selections sets record for a 64-player draw; fi ve doubles teams chosen

Eleven Atlantic Coast Conference student-athletes – including fi ve from league champion Virginia – were 
among the 64 competitors in the 2011 NCAA Division I Men’s Tennis Single Championships, held May 25-30 
at Stanford University’s Taube Tennis Center

Freshman Alex Domijan of Virginia earned the ACC’s automatic qualifying spot and  was be joined by team-
mates Michael Shabaz, Sanam Singh, Drew Courtney and Jarmere Jenkins. Virginia’s fi ve players selected 
for singles play sets a new NCAA tournament record for a 64-player fi eld. UCLA placed fi ve student-athletes 
in the 1982 NCAA fi eld, but the draw consisted of 69 players.

Duke placed two players in the fi eld in sophomore Henrique Cunha and senior Reid Carleton. Florida State’s 
Vahid Mirzadeh, ACC Player of the Year Guillermo Gomez of Georgia Tech, North Carolina’s Jose Hernan-
dez and Virginia Tech’s Luka Somen also earned tournament spots.

Five ACC tandems were among the 32-team doubles fi eld, led by reigning 2010 NCAA champions and 
ACC automatic qualifi ers Courtney and Shabaz of Virginia. The Cavalier team of Domijan/Jenkins was also 
selected, as were Duke’s Carleton/Cunha, Florida State’s Mirzadeh/Connor Smith and Georgia Tech’s Kevin 
King/Juan Spir, the eventual 2011 NCAA runner-ups. Courtney and Shabaz received the No. 2 overall seed 
in the doubles fi eld, while Carleton and Cunha were ranked among the 5-8 teams.
