NORTH CAROLINA WINS FIFTH NATIONAL TITLE
With a 3-0 defeat of Penn State 
at the University of Maryland on  
Sunday, Nov. 18, North Carolina 
seized the fi fth national title in 
school history, and the 13th for the 
Atlantic Coast Conference.  Com-
ing up big in the championship 
game for the Tar Heels was senior 
Rachel Dawson, who scored her 
19th goal of the season, as well as 
sophomore Danielle Forword and 
freshman Katelyn Falgowski, who 
each added a goal in the match.  On 
their way to the sixth national title 
in a row for the ACC, the No. 1 Tar 
Heels also defeated Stanford (4-0), 
No. 7 James Madison (1-0) and 
No. 4 Connecticut (3-2).  For the 
season, North Carolina fi nished 24-
0 with sixteen wins against teams 
ranked in the nation’s top 25.

For the third year in a row, the ACC 
placed fi ve teams in the NCAA 
tournament.  In all, the league post-
ed a 7-4 record in the 2007 NCAA 
Tournament, with two teams mak-
ing the “fi nal four.”

NCAA Tournament Notes

-In the 27 years of NCAA Championship 
competition, ACC teams have captured 13 
national titles, including 11 of the last 15 and 
six in a row.

-North Carolina’s appearance in this year ’s 
national championship game marked the ninth 
straight year in which the ACC has placed at 
least one team in the final.  In all, the ACC 
has been represented in the championship game 
in 14 of the last 15 years, and 18 times in 
NCAA Tournament history.

-In 25 all-time appearnaces in the NCAA Tour-
nament title game, ACC teams are 13-12.  

-Now with five national titles North Carolina 
is one of only three teams to have won at least 
four NCAA national championships.  Old 
Dominion (9) and Maryland (5) are the two 
others. 

-In 2007, five ACC teams earned births into 
the NCAA Tournament for the third year in a 
row and just the fourth time in league history.

-With six teams in the top 20, the ACC was 
the only conference in the nation to end the 
season with more than four ranked teams.  The 
Big Ten (4) was next, followed by the Big East 
(3), the America East (2) and the Colonial 
(2).  No other conference had more than one 
ranked team 2007’s final poll.
