award. Moster be-
came the first three-
time All-America in
the history of the
ACC in 2004, earn-

ing a spot on the third team for the second season
in a row. Moster finished the season second in the
ACC and 14th in the nation in kills per game with
an average of 5.27 per game. Moster led Georgia
Tech to a 16-0 league record and the regional semi-
finals of the NCAA Tournament.

Virginia outside hitter Sa-
rah Kirkwood was selected
as the ACC Freshman of the
Year in 2004, making her
the first Cavalier player to
ever win the award.
Kirkwood ranked third in
the ACC and 26th in the
nation with 4.95 kills per
game, and with 554 total
kills, turned in the second-
best single-season total in
Cavalier history.

Shymansky
guided the Yellow
Jackets to a 27-7
record on the season,
including a spotless
16-0 mark in ACC
play.
