ACC-best 15-1 slate in 1999
• With a victory over N.C. State in the fi rst match of the 2004 season, Hoover joined 
UNC’s Joe Sagula and Maryland’s Janice Kruger as the only coaches to reach the 
100-win plateau in ACC action
• Hoover served as the head coach of the USA’s Youth National Team in 1996, an 
assistant with the 1995 Olympic Festival Team, and as the assistant coach for the 
Youth National Team in 1994
• Hoover graduated from Illinois State University in 1986, where she was an all-league 
selection in the Gateway Conference in 1983 and 1985 and also the league’s Most 
Valuable Player in 1985
