� Air Force’s 17 wins since 2007 are the best in back-to-back season since 1998-99 when it combined

for 18 (12-1 in 1998, 6-5 in 1999).

� Air Force has posted 11 MWC wins in back-to-back seasons which is a school record. The previous

mark was eight in 2000 (5-2) and 2001 (3-4). Air Force finished 5-3 in 2008 and 6-2 in 2007, marking

the first time in school history the team has won four or more MWC games in back-to-back seasons. 

� Head coach Troy Calhoun has led Air Force to 17 wins in his two seasons at Air Force. The 17 wins

are the second-best of any service academy head coach in his first two years. Fisher DeBerry, who took

over Air Force in 1984, has the best mark with 20 wins. Air Force was 12-1 in 1985 and 8-4 in 1984.

� Air Force had a five game winning streak earlier this season. The five-game streak is the longest

since the 2003 when the team opened 5-0. The five-game streak is the best in the second half of the

season since 1998 when the team won nine straight.

� Air Force had a four game MWC winning streak which is a school record. 

Air Force 5-2 away from home last season
Air Force was 5-2 away from Falcon Stadium last season which is the fourth best mark in school his-

tory. The Falcons have defeated Wyoming, San Diego State, UNLV and Army on the road and Houston in

a neutral site game. The team’s only losses came at No. 15 TCU and vs. Houston in the Armed Forces

Bowl. The 1958 team posted the school’s only undefeated road team with a 6-0-1 away record and 6-0-

Air Force finished 4-2 last season and is 9-3 under head coach Troy Calhoun in games during the sec-

ond half of the season (last six regular season games). Prior to Calhoun’s arrival in 2007, the Falcons

were 12-24 over the last six games of the season since 2001. The Falcons went 5-1 last season which is

the best mark since the 1998 team was 6-0.

One of America’s top coaches
Air Force head coach Troy Calhoun is quickly becoming one of America’s top coaches. He is 17-9 overall

and 11-5 in conference play in his second year at the helm at the Academy. Calhoun is fourth in Moun-

tain West Conference history in career winning percentage in conference games with a .688 mark (11-

5).  

Calhoun’s 17 wins in one-plus season is the second-most ever for a service academy head coach in his

first two seasons. He has led the Falcons to a fourth place MWC finish this season after being picked

sixth in the preseason polls. Last year, Calhoun led Air Force to a second place finish after being picked

seventh. The +7 combined improvement over the last two years in the best int he conference.  

In his first year at Air Force, the 1989 Academy graduate led the Falcons to the most wins ever by a

first-year head coach, along with the nine wins by Ben Martin in 1958. Calhoun led the team to six con-

ference wins which is the most ever by a first-year head coach, breaking the mark of four set by Fisher

DeBerry in 1984.

Calhoun began his coaching career at the Academy, then after serving his military committment, was

an assistant at Ohio University, later becoming the offensive coordinator. He was the offensive coordi-

nator at Wake Forest before joining the National Football League with the Denver Broncos from 2003-

05. He was the offensive coorinator for the Houston Texans in 2006 before returning to his alma mater

last season as the sixth head coach in school history.

Calhoun was named the AFCA Region 5 Coach of the Year for 2007. Calhoun, who was also named the

Mountain West Conference coach of the year, joined five other coaches to win the honor.

Air Force defense solid
Defensive season highlights
� The Falcons allowed just 10 points in the first two games last season which is the best effort in back-

to-back games since allowing 10 points at Army (W, 35-7) and at Wyoming (W, 10-3) in 1998. The 10

points allowed in the opening two games of a season is the second-best in school history and best since

the 1963 team allowed just seven in a 10-7 win vs. Washington and a 69-0 victory vs. Colorado State. 

� The Falcons held Southern Utah to just 130 total yards, including just seven yards on the ground.

Southern Utah managed just eight first downs, was just 2-12 on third-down conversions and never

reached the red zone. Southern Utah avoided the shutout late in the third-quarter with an 80-yard

touchdown drive. Outside of that one drive, the Thunderbirds managed just 50 total yards and they

never got deeper in Air Force territory than the 42 yard line. 

� The 130-yard effort by the defense vs. Southern Utah is the fifth-best single-game effort in school

history and best since holding Army to just 100 yards in 1999. The seven yards rushing is the 14th-best

single-game effort in Air Force history. Air Force held Southern Utah to just 0.3 yards per rush which is

the 10th-best single-game effort in school history.

� Air Force scored three defensive touchdowns last season. Senior DE Jake Paulson returned a fumble

25 yards for a touchdown vs. Utah. The score is the first by an Air Force defensive lineman since Bryce

Fisher vs. Oregon in the 1997 Las Vegas Bowl ... Junior ILB Justin Moore returned an interception 25

yards for a touchdown vs. San Diego State ... Senior Aaron Kirchoff returned a fumble 96 yards for a

game-changing touchdown vs. New Mexico. The 96-yard return is the second-longest in AFA history.

� Air Force held Navy, who entered the game second nationally in rushing with a 335.0 per-game aver-

age, to a season low 206 yards.

� Air Force has held five opponents (Southern Utah, 130; Wyoming, 216; Navy, 244; San Diego State,

165; Army 250) under 300 yards of total offense.

� The Falcons allowed just 165 total yards and just 2.5 yards per play vs. San Diego State. SDSU was

held to just 13 yards on 28 plays in the second half.

� Air Force allowed just seven points at Army. After allowing a touchdown on the opening drive, Army

was held scoreless the remaining 58:42 of the game and only allowed Army inside AF territory four

times with the deepest penetration being the 36.

� Air Force shutout Colorado State in the second half and held the Rams to just 120 yards after half-

time. 

Air Force fourth nationally with 194-game scoring streak
� Air Force has scored in 193 consecutive games dating back to 1992.

� The Falcons were last shutout by Mississippi, 13-0, in the 1992 Liberty Bowl.

� Air Force’s streak is the second-longest active streak of teams in the Mountain West Conference and

the fourth longest in the country.

The Air Force Academy football team honors the

the Air Force and and several different units

throughout the Air Force by wearing patches on

its uniforms.

The team also honors 10 of the Air Force's Her-

itage Wings and Groups by wearing patches on

their home uniforms; and six USAF Air and Space

Expeditionary Wings by wearing patches on

their away uniforms for the second straight year.

The team will wear the Air Force logo on both

uniforms for the first time in 2008. 

The Heritage Wings and Groups date back to the

foundations of the Air Force, beginning on Aug.

1, 1907, when the U.S. Army Signal Corps estab-

lished a small Aeronautical Division to take

"charge of all matters pertaining to military bal-

looning, air machines and all kindred subjects."

But, it was not until May 26, 1909, that military

aviation was born, when Lts. Frank P. Lahm and

Benjamin D. Foulois made their first ascent and

qualified as the airship's first Army pilots. The

National Security Act of 1947 created a separate

Department of the Air Force, headed by a Secre-

tary of the Air Force; from that law, today's Air

Force was officially born on Sept. 18, 1947. 

The 10 patches represent active duty units that

have colorful and distinguished histories. These

"heritage units" not only represent the legacy of

the Air Force past, but also the promise of its fu-

ture. Each Air Force mission and capability is

represented with this cross-section of units. 

The Air and Space Expeditionary Force concept

is the Air Force's vision for the 21st century to

organize, train, equip and deploy forces for con-

tingency operations while remaining ready to

meet national crises.

Tim DeRuyter is in his

seventh season overall at Air

Force and third since return-

ing to the Academy following

the 2006 season. This season

is his third as the defensive

coordinator/safeties coach and second as associ-

ate coach.

DeRuyter established the defensive unit into

one of the most improved in the conference in his

initial year. The Falcons were sixth in the confer-

ence in total defense, fifth in rushing and scoring

defense. The Falcons were at the bottom of the

conference in each category the year prior. 

The Falcons allowed just 21.1 points per game

and allowed just four opponents 30 or more

points in a game. DeRuyter’s attacking 3-4 style

helped several individuals excel as well. Safety

Chris Thomas established himself as one of the

top defensive players in the league. Thomas fin-

ished second on the team in tackles with 110 and

had nine tackles for loss, 1.5 sacks and an inter-

ception as a sophomore. 

A 1985 USAFA graduate, DeRuyter came to the

Falcons after two seasons as Nevada's co-defen-

sive coordinator. He worked with the Wolf Pack

safeties and directed the pass defense along with

coach Barry Sacks. 

Prior to his stint at Nevada, DeRuyter spent

three years at Ohio University, serving as defen-

sive coordinator and secondary coach. He helped

produce the 25th-ranked defense in the NCAA and

the No. 2 defense in the Mid-American Conference

in 2004. Prior to his stint in Athens, Ohio, he

worked for three years at Navy. He also worked at

Air Force for four years as a full-time military

coach and served one year as a graduate assistant.

He worked at Ohio University from 1995-98 as

defensive coordinator. 

All told, DeRuyter has 17 years of coaching

experience, all at the NCAA Division I-A level, and

has coached in five bowl games. He has experi-

ence with both 4-3 and 3-4 defensive schemes

and in pressure, attack-style philosophies.

DeRuyter's defenses have traditionally been

ranked among the national leaders during his 17-

year coaching career at three different I-A schools. 

A three-year letterman for the Falcons,

DeRuyter earned a bachelor's degree in manage-

ment and received an M.B.A. in market strategy

from Regis University in Denver in 1992. As an

outside linebacker, he helped the Falcons to three

bowl game victories during his playing career.

DeRuyter attended St. John Bosco High School in

Bellflower, Calif., where he graduated in 1981. 

Born Jan. 3, 1963, the 44-year-old DeRuyter

and his wife, Kara, have a son, Jake, and a daugh-

ter, Christina. 

Clay Hendrix
Co-Offensive 

Coordinator / OL
Clay Hendrix is in his

third season at the Academy

as the co-offensive coordina-

tor and offensive line coach.

Hendrix made his pres-

ence in the program known

early, as he turned a very young, inexperienced

unit into one of the top offensive lines in the con-

ference.

Air Force won its 25th conference rushing title

in 2008, while finishing sixth nationally in rushing

with an average of 266.9 yards per game. 

One of the biggest surprises was the develop-

ment of senior Blaine Guenther, who moved to

center for his final season and anchored the line

while earning first-team all-conference honors.

Sophomore Nick Charles proved the future is

bright, earning second-team all-league honors at

guard. Hendrix also permanently moved Keith

Williams to the offensive line from defense and he

earned mid-season all-conference honors in one

poll.

In addition, Air Force’s offense ranked as one

of the top units in the conference last season. The

Falcons finished second in the conference in scor-

ing and total offense with averages of 29.9 points

and 419.4 yards per game. 

Hendrix came to Air Force after completing 19

seasons at NCAA I-AA Furman as the offensive line

coach, including the last five as assistant head

coach. Since joining the staff in 1988, he played a

central role in Furman's success as his offensive

lines helped the Paladins post a 147-73-1 record,

win six Southern Conference titles and claim the

1988 NCAA I-AA national crown. 

The success Furman enjoyed over his last

seven years, including a combined 65-24 record

and three league titles, was due in large measure

to the work of Hendrix-directed fronts. 

A product of Commerce, Ga., he starred as an

offensive guard as a prep, helping Commerce to a

13-1-1 record and the 1981 AA state champi-

onship. A 1986 Furman graduate, he was a three-

year starter from 1982-85 when Furman rolled up

a 39-10-1 record. He also played on three league

title teams and four nationally-ranked squads, in-

cluding the 1985 national runner-up team. Fur-

man also recorded impressive wins over South

Carolina (1982), Georgia Tech (1983), and N.C.

State (1984 & '85) during his tenure. He was

named all-state in 1985. 

Following graduation, he joined Dick Sheri-

dan's coaching staff at North Carolina State as a

graduate assistant before returning to Furman in

1988. 

He and his wife, the former LeeAnn Hedg-

peth of Taylors, S.C., have two sons, Clayton Call-

away, and William McDaniel.

Head Coach/Co-
defensive coord./ILBs

Matt Wallerstedt enters

his second season as assis-

tant head coach/inside line-

backers coach and �irst as

co-defensive coordinator at

the Academy. 

Wallerstedt comes to the Academy from

Kansas State, where he was a former All-American

linebacker. He coached inside linebackers in

2006-07 and served as the Wildcats’ recruiting

coordinator during the 2006 season and coordi-

nated K-State’s special teams units in 2007. He

helped the Wildcats to the 2006 Texas Bowl while

there.  

Prior to his stint at Kansas State, Wallerstedt

completed a successful two-year run at Akron,

where he served as the Zips’ associate head coach,

linebackers coach and special teams coordinator.

He helped the program to the 2005 Mid-American

Conference title and its �irst bowl in school his-

tory (Motor City Bowl). The defense was the top-

ranked unit in the conference that year.

A 1984 graduate of Manhattan High School,

Wallerstedt lettered at Kansas State from 1984-

1987 and led the Wildcats in tackles as a junior

and senior. In fact, his 165 tackles in 1987 still

rank �ifth on K-State’s single-season tackle chart,

while his 338 career stops rank ninth all time in

school history. One of K-State’s 1987 co-captains

and the Wildcats’ MVP that season, Wallerstedt

earned all-Big Eight honors and was an honorable

mention All-American by The Associated Press for

1987. 

Wallerstedt received his coaching start in 1988

as a student assistant with the Wildcats. He went

on to serve the 1989 and 1990 seasons as a grad-

uate assistant at Arizona State.

After three years in private business, Wallerst-

edt received his �irst full-time coaching opportu-

nity as the defensive line coach at Fort Hays (Kan.)

State in 1994. He helped guide Fort Hays State to a

share of the 1995 Rocky Mountain Athletic Con-

ference championship and national playoffs. The

team �inished the season ranked 18th nationally.

Wallerstedt then coached defensive backs at Em-

poria State in 1996.

In 1997, Wallerstedt began a six-year stint at

Wyoming. In just his �irst year in Laramie, Wyo.,

the Cowboys ranked second in the nation in sacks

(54), sixth in pass defense, 17th in scoring de-

fense and 23rd in total defense. A very successful

one-year stay as the defensive coordinator at

North Alabama followed in 2003 where he helped

the program to the Gulf South Conference champi-

onships and the league’s top-ranked defensive

unit. The defense ranked sixth nationally and the

team �inished 13-1 and was ranked �ifth in the na-

tion. 

Wallerstedt earned his bachelor’s degree in

business management from K-State in 1988 and

added a master’s in athletic administration from

Fort Hays State in 1995. He and his wife, Josie,

have an eight-year-old son, Cal.
