15yearsasan assistant and associate head coach at the University of Arizona, Harvey took the reins of the program
during the 2002-03seasonand led the men's team to six-consecutive top-25 « nishes outdoors and the women to
top-25 ¢ nishesin each of the last « ve seasons, both indoorsand outdoors.

Harvey and his coaching sta€ have recruited another strong batch of student-athletes this season and the
chanaesof continuing the top-25 streaks look to be in good shape. Over the years of his head coaching career, 22

men have earned 66 All-America honors and 20 women have earned 44 All-America certie cates under Harvey and six Arizona student-
athletesearned 11 NCAA Individual Championships.

He wasnamed the 2011 Pac-10 Men'sand Women's Coach of the Year and, on the national scene, the U.S Track and FHeld and Cross
Country Coaches Association (USTFCCCA) named Harvey its West Region Men's and Women's Coach of the Year. Harvey led both squads
to runner-up ¢ nishesat the Pac-10 Outdoor Championships before taking the teamsto top-10 national « nisheswith the women ¢ nishing
« fth and the men seventh at the NCAA Outdoor Championshipsin Des Moines, lowa.

Harvey hasworked countless hoursto create his3Template for Success® The top-three factorsin thistemplate include recruiting
the top student-athletes, recruiting the top sta€ and having the total support of hisathletic department. His coaching expertise, combined
with hisenthusiastic recruiting, has continually kept Arizonaranked among the top teamsin the nation since hispromotion to head coach.

During Harvey's tenure, the Wildcats have signed over 30 U.S. high school state champions, three U.S Junior Champions, one
Chinese N#aonal Junior Champion, three Ndional Junior @llege Champions and one N&A Division Il N@onal Champion.

A native of San Francisco, Harvey came to Arizona from Cal Poly-San Luis Obispo, where he was the assistant women's coach for
sewenyearsand coached 14 NCAA Division Il National Champions, 52 NCAA Division Il All-Americansand two Division | All-Americans. Dur-
ing his seen-year stint, the Mustangswon four NCAA Division Il National titles.

Harvey was selected to coach the U.S. men at the 2003 Pan American Games. During the ¢ ve-day event in Santo Domingo, Do-
minican Republic, he led the €éam b 21 ptal medals - sean gold, seen siler and seen bronzes.

Harvey'smost noted Olympian islocal Tucsonan Michael Bates. Bateswasthe 1992 bronze medalist in the 200-meter dash at the
Baicelona Games before going on to an illustrious career in the NFL as a kick returner. At the 2000 Olympic Games, Patrick Nduwimana, a
Harvey pupil, advanced to the semie nalsin the 800 meters.

Head cross country coach and associate head track and ¢ eld coach Dr. James Li enters his 10th season as a
memberof the Arizona sta€, directing the middle distance and distance runnersand men'sand women's cross coun-
try programs. He came to Tucson from Washington State University, where he worked with the Cougar track and « eld
and cross country programs for a combined total of 13 years. During his collegiate coaching career, Li has coached
numerous individual student-athletes and relay teams to more than 30 conference championships, 50 All-America
honors and nine n&onal championships

Li led thewomen'scross country team to their « rst NCAA Championship appearancein eight yearsduring the 2009 campaign and
an 11th-place « nish at the 2010 NCAA Cross Country Championships. The squad earned a runner-up ¢ nish at the Pac-10 Championships
with four runners eaming All-Pac-10 accolades.

On the men's side, Sephen Sambu was a cross country All-American, the NCAA West Region runner-up and earned a e fth-place
* nish at the Pac-10 Championships. For hise€orts, Sambu wasnamed the 2010 Pac-10 Athlete of the Year and Newcomer of the Year. Li was
named the Rc-10 Women's Coach of the Year.

Top performancesincluded a bronze < nish in the 10,000 me-
tersby Jen Bergman at the NCAA Outdoor Championshipsand a 1-2 sweep by Lawi Lalang and Sambu in the 5,000 meters at the Pac-10
Outdoor Championships. Maggie Callahan won the Pac-10 Outdoor title in the 3,000-meter steeplechase and Hannah Moen set a school
record in the event at the NCAA Prelimswith her time of 10:10.61.

Sambu was named the Pac-10 Men's Newcomer of the Year for hisbronze ¢ nish at the NCAA Outdoor 10,000 metersand awin in
the samerace at the Pac-10 Outdoor Championships. On the season, he collected two All-America honors and two All-Pac-10 certie cates.
He also set schookcordsin the 5,000 metersindoors (13:28.48) and the 10,000 meters outdoors (27:28.64).

Li is also credited with the success of former UA distance standout Robert Cheseret. While running for the Wildcats, Cheseret
broke three school records and won two NCAA Outdoor Championship titles. Cheseret also won 10 Pac-10 individual titlesin track and
cross country, the most Pac-10 distance titleswon by one runner in conference history. He was named the Pac-10 Athlete of the Year twice
in cross ountry and three timesin outdoor track and « eld.

Li *rst joined the Washington Sate University men's track and ¢ eld coaching sta€ in 1985 as a graduate assistant. Under the
guidance of head coach John Chaplin, he primarily worked with distance runners. Li rejoined the Washington Sate men's sta€ in 1994
and began coaching the men'sand women's distance runnersin 1995 when the Cougars combined their track and « eld and cross country
programs. Li was named the Cougars head cross country coach in 1998.

While at Washington Sate University, Li recruited and coached distance great Bernard Lagat. Behind Li's guidance, Lagat won
four NCAA Championship titlesand was named the NCAA Division | National Indoor Runner of the Year and the Pac-10 Runner of the Year
in 1999.Li continuesto coach Lagat during his post-collegiate years and he was ranked among the top four runnersin the world in the
1,500meters10out of the past11years. Lagat holds national recordsin the 1,500 metersin two countries (Kenya and the U.S) and isthe
semnd-fastestall-time runnerin the world over the distance. He also holdsthe American recordsin the indoor mile and the 3,000 meters
and in the outdoor 5,000 megrs

Lagat won a bronze medal in the 1,500 meters at the 2000 Olympic Games in Sydney and a silver medal at the 2004 Olympic
Gamesin Athens. In 2007, Lagat became the ¢ rst man to win gold medalsin both the 1,500 metersand the 5,000 metersat an IAAFWorld
ChampionshipgOsaka, Japan). He earned asilver « nish in the 5,000 metersat the 2011 IAAFWorld Championshipsin Daegu, South Korea.

In 1990, Li became the head men'strack and « eld coach at Minnesota Sate University at Mankato (formerly Mankato Sate Univer-
sity).During hisfour yearsat Mankato, Li coached the sprinters, jumpersand throwers. He directed the Mavericksto top-three ¢ nishesand
the North Central Conference Championshipsin each of the indoor and outdoor seasonsfrom 1992 to 1994. Li's squads also had multiple
top-Ten « nishes at NCAA Division Il Indoor, Outdoor and Cross Country National Championshipsduring histenure.

Over the years, Li has spoken and presented at numerous local, national and international coaches clinics and educational pro-
grams. In 2006, Li earned the2Chief Coach Certis cate’the highest designation under the IAAF Coaches Education Program.

Li has also been selected as a sta€ member to a number of U.S National Teams and as the head manager for the men of Team
USAat the 2008 Olympic Gamesin Beijing. Most recently, he was named the head men's coach for Team USA at the 2011 World University
Gameswhere Wildcats Brigetta Barrett, Edgar Rivera-Morales and Luis Rvera-Morales competed for their countries. He paced the squadto
four medals during the event: one gold, one silver and two bronze.

He began his coaching career at Schuan Sorts
Technique Institute and he was a provincial team coach (Schuan Province) from 1983 to 1985 where he coached men's middle and dis-
tance runners

Li wasborn in Chengdu, Chinaand wasnaturalized asa U.S. citizen in May of 1998. He received a master'sdegree in biomechanics
from Washington State University in 1987 and a doctorate in educational athletic administration in 1993. Li and his wife, Jean, have two
sons Alen and Athony.

Sheldon Blockburger begins his sewventh season as an assistant coach for the University of Arizona. He is
charged with directing the Wildcats horizontal and vertical jumpersand combined events. Blockburger has coached
a naional champion in six of the last sem seasons

High jumper BrigettaBarrett, under Blockburger'sleadership, reigned supremein 2011. She wasthe 2011 USA Cham-
pion with a personal best of 6-4.75 and won both the NCAA Indoor and Qutdoor titles. She also collected the MPSF
title indoors and the Rc-10 Outdoor title.

When the collegiate season wrapped, Barrett went on to win the USA Outdoor title and clear athen-personal best of 6-4.75. She upped her
PRto 6-5, and the No. 2 jump in UA school history, with agold medal win at the World University Gamesin Shenzhen, China. She ended the
season with a 10th-plae ¢nish in the high jump « nals at the IAAFWorld Championshipsin Daegu, Korea.

Blockburger'sjumpers also swept the conference high jump titles on the men's side with Edgar Rivera-Morales winning the Mount Pacie ¢
Spotts Federation (MPSF) Indoor title with a clearance of 7-2.5 and Nick Ross with the Pac-10 Outdoor title with a height of 7-2.5. Both
eamed Al-America honorsat the NCAA Indoor and Outdoor Championships.

At the 2011 Pac-10 Outdoor Championships, Arizonas jumpers earned four all-conference honors and Liana Fuentes picked up a bronze
*nish in the heptathlon.

In 2010, Liz Patterson won the 2010 NCAA Indoor Championshipstitle in the high jump with a clearance of 6-4. Patterson went on to earn
arunner-up ¢ nish at the 2010 NCAA Outdoor Championships and the 2010 U.S Championships. Blockburger was named the 2010 MPSF
Women's Assistant Coach of the Year after guiding Barrett and Patterson to a 1-2 sweep in the high jump at the MPS-Championships.

Ross earned All-America honors, both indoors and outdoors, in the high jump and was the only UA male student-athlete to score at the
2010 N@A outdoor meet Rvera-Moraleswon the 2010 MPSFIndoor Championshipstitle in the long jump.

Blockburger coached Jake Arnold to back-to-back NCAA decathlon titlesin 2006 and 2007. Arnold's score of 8,215 in 2007 broke a 19-year-
old schoolrecord and wasthe sixth-highest score in NCAA meet history. Arnold was also named the U.S Track and Feld and Cross Country
Coaches Association (USTFOCCA) Held Athlete of the Year. Arnold went on to earn arunner-up ¢ nish at the 2007 NCAA Indoor Champion-
shipswith aschool-record score of 5,909. Arnold also ¢ nished 13th at the 2007 IAAFWorld Championshipswith his second-best score ever
(8,002).

Prior to hisarrival in Tucson in the fall of 2005, Blockburger spent nine seasons coaching the jumps, throws, short hurdlesand multi-events
at Cal Poly-San Luis Obispo prior to hisarrival in Tucson in the fall of 2005. During histime at Cal Poly, Blockburger coached 15 All-Americans
and 20 BigWest Conference Champions. At the 2004 NCAA Championships, Sharon Day and Kaylene Wagner each high jumped 6-2.75 to
place second and third, respectively. At the 2005 NCAA Championships, Day upset the reigning NCAA Champion, Chaunte Howard, to win
the event with a school-record jump of 6-4.

From 2002-04, Blockburger also served as a head regional coach for the WGA Decathlon Club, where he coached two post-collegiate
decahletes in peparation for the 2004 Olympic Trials. He placed Paul Terek on the 2004 Olympic Decathlon Team with a score of 8,312.

Blockourger was named head coach of Team USA for the U.S vs. Germany decathlon competition in 1998, where the Americans made a
huge semnd-day comeback to defeat the Germansin Lubbock, Texas. He was also the head coach of Team USA for the U.S. vs. Germany
decathlon competition in 2008 and led the squad to its  fth-consecutive victory over the German team. Arnold wasthe individual runner-
up in the ewent.

An accomplished competitor at the international level, Biockburger was a standout at LSUJ where he captured the Southeastern Confer-
ence decathlon title in 1986 with a then-meet record of 7,737 points and set the indoor pentathlon world record at the 1987 SEC Cham-
pionshipswith 4,453points. Blockburger was the decathlon runner-up at the 1989 USA Championships with a score of 8,248 and was a
bronze medalist at the 1990 USA Championships with 8,301 points. In 1993, he won the MultiSars Decathlon in Brescia, Italy with 8,296
points. Blockburger retired following the 1994 USA Championships where he ¢ nished fourth with a score of 8,281. He did come back in
1995 b win the inaugual heptahlon at USA Championships with 6,030 pa#

Anative of Newport Beach, Calif., Blockburger earned hisbachelor'sdegree from LSUJin 1988. He ismarried to CynthiaBlockburger andthe
couple hastwo children, Alyssa and Johnnie.

6th Season -Throws

Chaged with overseeing Arizona's throwers, Craig Carter begins his sixth season as a member of the Arizona
stae. Snce arriving in Tucson for the 2006-07 season, he has changed the face of collegiate throwing on the national
and onference scene.

Namedthe 2011U.S Track and Held and Cross Country Coaches Association (USTFCCCA) National and West Region

Women's Assistant Coach of the Year, Carter's throwers dominated the scene in 2011. Julie Labonte swept the NCAA
Indoor and Outdoor titlesin the shot put while setting Canadian National Recordsin both throwing events. She also swept the conference
titles in the shot put at the Mountain Paci€c Sports Federation (MPSF) Indoor Championships and the Pac-10 Outdoor Championships.
Laborte set anew school record in the indoor shot put with her toss of 57-9 at the MPSFIndoor Championships.

At the 2011 Pac-10 Outdoor Championships, Carter's female throwers went 1-2-3-5-6 in the shot put, 2-3-4-6 in the discus and 5-6 in the
hammer. Freshman Baillie Gbson scored valuable pointsin all three throwing events. She went on to earn All-America honors outdoorsin
the discus and shot putd go along with indoor Al-American accoladesin the shot put.

On the men's side, in 2011, UA throwers earned two All-America certi€cates and seven All-Pac-10 honors. At the 2011 Pac-10 Outdoor
Championsthe men €nished 2-3-6 in the shot put, with Bozidar Antunovic's runner-up €nish and throw of 59-7.5 and 4-6-7 in the discus.
Antunovic also won the MPSF Indoor Champion in the shot put with histhrow of 58-5.25.

Carter iscurrently coaching the No. 1 female shot putter in the U.S, Jill Camarena-Williams, who isalso avolunteer assistant. Snce working
with Carter, she haswon seven indoor and three outdoor national championships. In 2011, she set the American indoor record with atoss
of 65-2.25. She @nt on to also set the American outdoor record with her throw of 66-2.5. She is currently ranked No. 3in the world.

At the 2011 World Championships, Camarena-Williams made history as the €rst American woman to ever medal in the shot put at the
World Championships. She marked athrow of 65-8.25 on her fourth attempt and recorded her second-best performance ever, only behind
her throw that tied the American record earlier in the summer.

Camrena-Williams has competed on Team USA at the 2006 World Cup, the 2007 World Championships, the 2008 Olympic Games, the 2009
World Championships, the 2010 World Indoor Championships, the 2010 Continental Cup and, most recently, the 2011 World Champion-
ships

Carter started his coaching career as a graduate assistant at Utah Sate before leaving to teach and coach at the high school level. He
returned to Utah Sate two years later to be the head throwing coach. During that time, he coached several NCAA indoor and outdoor
quali€ers, 25 Big West Champions, 53 All-Big West performers and was part of €ve men's conference championships and seven women's
conference championships. Under hisdirection at Utah Sate, Olympian James Parker was an eight-time All-American in the hammer and
weight throws and an All-American in the discusthrow.

An accomplished competitor in hisown right, Carter was a two-time NCAA All-American in the weight and hammer throwswhile compet-
ing for Utah State. He was also voted Big West Athlete of the Year and was an 11-time All-Big West performer. Carter was arecipient of the
Utah State University Outstanding Athlete Robins Award. Carter was given the coveted Wayne Estes Award - the most prestigious award
ever given by Utah State University - to a student/athlete exemplifying all-around excellence.

Upon graduation, Carter continued competing and quali€ed for the USA Championshipsfor six-straight years (1992-1997). Hishighest €n-
ish was seenth in the hammer throw at the 1996 Olympic Trials before retiring and focusing on coaching.

He eamed his bachelors degree in physical education from Utah Sate University. Carter is married to Jo-Anne Bouwhuis and they have
four children: Cameron, twins Mark and Makenzie and Ragan.



Assistant Track and Feld Coach Francesca Green
3rd Season - Sprints/Relays

Francesca Green enters her third season as Arizonas men's and women's sprints and relays assistant coach
while still handing meet managemert and equipment distribution. Previously, Green served as UAs Director of Op-
erationsfor cross Country and track and  eld for four seasons.

The 2011 season was another banner year for the Wildcat sprinters under Green's tutelage. At the Pac-10 Outdoor

Championshipsthe quartet of Christina Rodgers, Shapri Romero, Echos Blevins and Georganne Moline set a school
record in the 4x400-meter relay with atime of 3:31.62. They also earned a runner-up « nish in the event. The same squad went on to earn
semnd-team Al-America honorsat the NCAA Outdoor Championshipswith their ninth-place ¢ nish.

Sixof the top-10 times on UAs all-time 4x400-meter relay list were set during the 2011 season. Romero, just a walk-on freshman in 2011,
ran to the No. 5 time in school history in the 400 meterswith her clocking of 53.62. Her time came at the Pac-10 Outdoor Championships
where she nished sixth.

Also, UA's top women's 4x100-meter relay time of the season isthe No. 10 time in school history. The quartet of Dahlys Marshall, LaTisha
Holden,Tamara Pridgett and Germe Poston clocked atime of 45.11 at the Mt. SAC Relays. Poston also clocked season bestsof 11.65in the
100 metersand 23.80in the 200 metersto set UA freshmen recordsin both events. Her times also rank sixth and eighth, respectively, on
UAs all-time lists.

On the men's side, Sean Delfani earned All-America honors as the 400-meter leg of the distance medley relay that « nished ¢ fth at the
NCAA Indoor Championships. Running with Abdi Hassan (1,200 meters), James Echberger (800 meters) and Lawi Lalang (1,600 meters),
the quartet clocked a time of 9:30.33. Earlier in the season, the same quad clocked a school-record time of 9:28.87 at the MPSF Indoor
Championships

At the Pac-10 Outdoor Championships, Chris McSwain ran to a fourth-place ¢ nish in the 100 meters (10.44) and a seventh-place ¢ nish in
the 200 meters (20.88)clocking personalbestsand eaming All-Pac-10 honors in both events. Additionally, the men's 4x100-meter and
4x400-metrrelaysboth « nished seventh, also earning all-conference accolades. During the indoor season, McSwain wasthe MPSFIndoor
Champion & 60 metrs with a time of 6.70 andt200 metkrs with a time of 21.42.

In 2010, Green guided UA football kick returner Travis Cobb to a spot at the NCAA Quartere nalsin the 100 meters- despite the fact that he
hadn't run on the track in nearly « ve years. During the 2010 football season, he had 34 returns for 887 yards including one for a 100yard
TDin the win againstranked lowa. He clocked a2011 indoor best of 6.89 in the 60 metersto ¢ nish seventh at the MPSFChampionships. He
chose b focus solely on NFLr&Day and clocked a40-yard dash time of 4.35. He recently signed as a free agent with the Chicago Bears.

Green relocated to Tucson in August, 2004 to continue her competitive training with head coach Fred Harvey and also worked asamarket-
ing associ&e for Arizona Athletics. Green came from Purdue University where she spent the 2004 season as a volunteer assistant coach
under head oach Lissa Olson with the sptersand jumpers.

Prior to her arrival at Purdue, Green spent eight years, both as a student-athlete and coach, at Washington Sate University. Her collegiate
coaching career began in August 2000 when the Cougars head coach Rck Soan named her assistant coach in charge of the men's and
women's sprintsand relays.

In 2003, Green guided Washington Sate'swomen's 4x400-meter relay team to All-Americahonorsasthey ¢ nished seventh (3:35.49) at the
NCAA Indoor Championships. Her 4x400-meter relay team later went on to place third at the Pac-10 Outdoor Championshipsand ¢ nished
asthe runner-up at the NCAAWest Regional Championships. Green'swomen's 4x100-meter relay squad also scored at the Pac-10 Outdoor
Championships placing sixh with a time of 45.49.

Individually, Green coached Ti€any Giles to a pair of top- ve showings at the Pac-10 Outdoor Championships, running 23.82 in the 200
meters and 53.82 in the 400 mets Giles also sxed a -« fth-place ¢ nish in the 400 meters at NCAA West Regional Championships.

Green led Washington Sate's men's sprinters and relays to a pair of Pac-10 Outdoor titles and a runner-up showing in 2003. Anthony
Buchananwon the 100-meter title, clocking a time of 10.10, and the 4x100-meter relay crossed the ¢ nish line « rst with a time of 39.68.
NCAA regional qualie er Bennie Chatman placed behind Buchanan in the 100 meters (10.12) and earned the bronze at the NCAA Regional
Championships coming in a 10.48.

In 2002, Green had two sprinters compete at the NCAA Championships: Anson Henry at the indoor meet in the 60 meters (third, 6.66) and
Buchanarat the outdoor meet in the 100 meters. Henry continued to train with Green during the 2003 season and went on to place second
at Canadian National Championshipsin the 100 meters(10.04). Henry also competed on the Canadian National team at the Pan-Am Games

As a student-athlete, Green was one of the most versatile, accomplished and decorated track and « eld athletes in Washington Sate his-
tory. Shewon the Pac-10 Outdoor long jump titlesin both 1996 and 1998 and earned All-Americahonorsin the long jump during the 1996
NCAA Outdoor and 1997 NCAA Indoor Championships. A sprinter and competitor in the high, long and triple jump events, Green scored
21.50f WSk 123 points at the 1999 Pac-10 Outdoor Championships. She ran the anchor leg of WU's record-setting 4x100-meter relay
team (44.50) in 1999. In 1996, Green was a member of Team USA at the World Junior Championshipsin Sydney, Australia.

A star in the classroom, she was selected as a GTH CoSDA Academic All-American (District MII), to the Pac-10 All-Academic team and
eamed Senior Excellence in Academics honors. She was selected asthe WSU Sudent-Athlete Advisory Board Outstanding Senior, earned
the EagleHardware and Garden Academic Salute Trophy, selected for the WSU President's Award for Leadership and was honored with an
Arthur Ashe, J. Award.

The main reason for her stay at Purdue in West Lafayette, Ind. wasto train for the 2004 Olympic Trialsin the long jump. Green ¢ nished in
18th place & the trials but her season- and personal-best rkaxf 21-1.5 (6.41mpanked her 15th in the auntry during the 2004 season.

After the 2010 collegiate season concluded, Green was an event manager for Team USA at the 2010 NACAC Under-23 Championshipsin
Miramar, Ha., where four current UA student-athletes competed (Echberger, Mohamud Ige, Julie Labonte and Rodgers).

During the summer of 2009, Green was an assistant coach for Team USA at Pan-American Junior Games held in Port of Spain, Trinidad,
where she coached the men's sprints and relays. Green helped guide several student-athletesto exceptional resultsincluding a 1-2 Team
USAe nish in the men's 100 meters and runner-up * nishes in both the men's 200 meters and 400 meters by American male runners. The
Team USA men's 4x100-meter and 4x400-meter relays were Pan-Am Junior Champions, running 39.06 and 3:03.25, respectively.

In 1998, Boxley started coaching the UA men'sand women's short (100 and 200 meters) sprints. She has coached the
female student-athleteswith the four-fastest timeson UA's 100-meter top-10 list.

During the 2008 season, Boxley coached the men's 4x100-meter relay team to the NCAA Championships for the second-straight season,
despite the squad losing two members from the previous season's All-America team. The 2008 team of Marcus Tyus, Bobby McCoy, Kyle
Alston and Xuehan Xiong won the NCAA West Regional Championship titlein the event and posted the fastest time in the conference with
a 39.52. Boxley was also involved in helping Tyus run to his personal best of 10.50 in the 100 meters. Tyus went on to take all-conference
honors, in addition b qualifying or the NGAAWest Regional Championships.

In 2006, Boxley coached the women's 4x100-meter relay team to an NCAA berth and a school record. The team of Jennifer Whitlock, Mar-
quita Taylor, Maritza Moraand Nikki Martin broke the school record with atime of 44.58. Whitlock (100-meter hurdles), Martin (100 and 200
meters)and Taylor (100, 200 and 400 meters) also each added their namesto the Arizona top-10 lists. Martin and Taylor also made indi-
vidual appearancesat the NCAA Championshipsin the 100 meters and 200 meters, respectively. Martin ran the second-fastest 100-meter
time in schoolhistory (11.35) and also moved into the top-10 in the 200 meters (No. 8, 23.99). Taylor ran the third-fastest time in the 100
meters (11.56), meed up to No. 4 in the 200 meters (23.45) and posted the eighth-fastest time in the 400 meters (53.94).

In 2005, she coached Martin to her « rst appearance at the NCAA Regional and Nationals Championships. In 2003, Boxley'sgroup waspaced
by senior Senaybou Ndyiae, who ran the then-second-fastest 100 metersin school history (11.57) and wasan NCAA competitor in both the
60-meter dashindoorsandthe 100 metersoutdoors. Ndyiae, along with Taylor, was also a part of the 4x100-meter relay team that made a
trip to the NCAA Championships.

Boxley wasinstrumental in Brianna Glenn's success, amultiple NCAA event champion while at Arizona. Glenn won atitle in the 200 meters
at the 2000 NCAA Outdoor Championshipsand placed third in the 100 metersat the same meet. Genn also racked up numerous All-Amer-
icahonors, both indoors and outdoors, and she became the school-record holder in the 100 meters (11.33), 200 meters (22.91), indoor 60
meters (7.25) and indoor 200 mets (23.29).

Herpost-collegiate coaching includesformer Pac-10 Champion Akin Akinremi. Boxley also coached Danny Andrews, aformer University of
Miami student-athlete who isaleg amputee, at the 2004 Paralympicsin Athens, Greece. Andrewswasthe gold medalist in the 400 meters,
setting a new vorld record. He was also amember of the gold medal winning 4x100-meter and 4x400-meter relay teams.

Boxley was a sprinter for the Wildcats under now head coach Fred Harvey. She earned her degree from Arizonain 1996. She is married to
former Wichita Sate pole vaulter Eic Boxley and they have two daughters: Ava Grace, 5 and Kyla Nicole, 2.

She marked athrow of 65-8.25 on her fourth attempt and recorded her second-best performance ever, only behind
her throw that tied the American record earlier in the summer.

Camarena-Williamshascompeted on Team USA at the 2006 World Cup, the 2007 World Championships, the 2008 Olympic Games, the 2009
World Championships, the 2010 World Indoor Championships, the 2010 Continental Qup and the 2011 World Championshipsin Daegu,
Korea.

A 2004 graduate of Sanford, Camarena-Williams was a six-time All-American and won three Pac-10 titles. She married Dustin Williamson
