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Atlantic 10 Conference
On March 2, 1975, the idea

of what is now the Atlantic 10
Conference was conceived.
What started as an eight-
school, men's basketball-only
affiliation has grown into a
14-university, 21-sport league
that is universally hailed as
one of the best conferences
in the country.

That growth and promi-
nence is a direct result of the ideals and commit-
ments of the member institutions of the Atlantic 10 -
the University of Dayton, Duquesne University,
Fordham University, The George Washington
University, La Salle University, University of
Massachusetts, University of North Carolina at
Charlotte, University of Rhode Island, University of
Richmond, St. Bonaventure University, Saint
Joseph's University, Saint Louis University, Temple
University, and Xavier University.

On June 2, 2008, Bernadette V. McGlade was
named the fifth full-time commissioner in Confer-
ence history, replacing Linda Bruno, who held the
position for 13 years.  McGlade's experience in
collegiate athletics as a student-athlete, coach and
administrator spans more than thirty years.

"Bernadette's deep experience with arguably the
class-act athletic conference [Atlantic Coast
Conference] in the country makes us incredibly
excited to be bringing her on board as commis-
sioner of the Atlantic 10 Conference," said Father
Michael Graham, Xavier University president and
president of the Atlantic 10 Presidents' Council.

The presidents and chancellors of Atlantic 10
institutions have made a strong commitment to
making the academic and athletics equation work.
Over the years, the league membership has strived
to better recognize the academic accomplishments
of its student-athletes. The Commissioner's Honor
Roll, which cites every Atlantic 10 student-athlete
with a 3.5 grade point average or better,  recog-
nized 1,247 student-athletes in the Fall 2007 while
1,106 were named to the Spring 2008 Honor Roll.

The league sponsors Academic All-Conference
teams in each of its sports and honors one student-
athlete per sport as the A-10 Student-Athlete of the
Year. In 2007-08, 192 student-athletes earned
Academic All-Conference recognition.  Moreover,
the Atlantic 10 provides four postgraduate
scholarship grants to qualified student-athletes.

The Atlantic 10 Conference had 34 teams among
the 712 Division I sports teams honored by the
NCAA with public recognition awards for their
latest multi-year Academic Progress Rate (APR)
scores.  These teams posted multi-year APR
scores in the top 10 percent of all squads in their
respective sports.  Saint Louis and Xavier led the
Atlantic 10 in the number of high-performing squads
receiving awards with six teams each.  In 20 of the
21 sports sponsored by the Atlantic 10, the
league's APR scores were at or above the

conference average nationally according to the
most recent data released by the NCAA.

Men's swimming & diving standout Brad Byars of
Saint Louis was among 58 NCAA winter-sport
student-athletes to earn an educational grant for
the upcoming academic year through the NCAA
postgraduate scholarship program.  Byars will
continue his education at Saint Louis University
where he will pursue a Juris Doctorate and
Masters of Health Care Administration.

The Atlantic 10 Conference, with a total
population of nearly 74 million people within its
geographic footprint of eight states and the District
of Columbia, will crown champions in 21 sports this
season: baseball, men's and women's basketball,
men's and women's cross country, field hockey,
men's golf, women's lacrosse, men's and women's
indoor and outdoor track & field, women's rowing,
men's and women's soccer, softball, men's and
women's swimming & diving, men's and women's
tennis, and women's volleyball.

2007-08 REVIEW
For the 14th time in Conference history and fifth

since 2000, the Atlantic 10 Conference earned
multiple at-large berths to the NCAA Men's
Basketball Tournament as league champion Temple
was joined by Xavier and Saint Joseph's in the field
of 65.  Xavier advanced to the Elite Eight of the
NCAA Tournament for the second time in program
annals and became the 11th team to reach the Elite
Eight as a member of the Atlantic 10.  XU ended the
year ranked eighth by ESPN/USA Today and 12th
by the Associated Press.  Charlotte, Dayton,
Massachusetts and Rhode Island earned NIT bids,
with Dayton advancing to the quarterfinals and
UMass reaching the finals.  In addition, Richmond
garnered a berth in the inaugural 16-team College
Basketball Invitational.

In women's basketball, George Washington
reached the Sweet 16 of the NCAA Tournament for
the second straight year and was joined in the
tournament by Temple and A-10 champion Xavier.  It
marked the third time in four seasons that three
teams from the Conference received NCAA berths.
Charlotte and Dayton also represented the league
in postseason play as they garnered WNIT bids.

For the first time since 1985, two teams from the
Atlantic 10 advanced to the NCAA Women's
Volleyball Championship as A-10 champion Dayton
and runner-up Xavier earned berths.  It marked the
Musketeers' first-ever NCAA at-large bid, while UD
reached the second round for the first time since
2003.

In men's soccer, A-10 champion Massachusetts
reached the semifinals of the NCAA College Cup
and ended the year ranked fourth in the final
NSCAA/Adidas top 25, while Saint Louis made its
second consecutive NCAA appearance and earned
a No. 12 ranking in the NSCAA/Adidas poll at the
end of the season.  Charlotte seized its first-ever
A-10 women's soccer championship and third

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NCAA Tournament berth.
In softball, UMass won its 20th league champion-

ship and advanced to the NCAA Regional finals,
Richmond captured its seventh straight A-10
women's swimming & diving championship and
Massachusetts took home the men's crown for the
third consecutive year and 10th time overall.

Charlotte climbed to 18th in the national baseball
polls during the regular season and defended its A-
10 title, while Temple took home its first league
championship in women's lacrosse since 2004.  In
cross country, La Salle won its fourth consecutive
women's crown while the Explorers' men's team
won their sixth title in the past seven years.
Massachusetts captured its first A-10 field hockey
championship since 2001 and downed Princeton in
NCAA play.

Charlotte defended its league title in men's golf
and earned the school's first-ever No. 1 ranking in
any sport during the regular season.  The 49ers
finished in a tie for eighth at the NCAA Champion-
ship and ended the year ranked in the top 10 in
every major poll.  Xavier won its first-ever men's
tennis title and earned the accompanying NCAA
automatic berth, while Temple claimed its first A-10
women's tennis crown since 2003.

Rhode Island's women's rowing team claimed its
first-ever A-10 championship, Charlotte defended
its women's indoor and outdoor track & field titles,
the 49ers' men's team captured the indoor crown
while Rhode Island won its third consecutive men’s
outdoor track & field championship.

In all, 437 teams have represented the Atlantic 10
Conference in postseason play since the 1976-77
campaign.

Individually, the 2007-08 campaign was a great
success both in competition and in the classroom.
Kimberly Beck of George Washington garnered
Associated Press and WBCA honorable mention
women's basketball All-America honors in addition
to being tabbed a finalist for the Nancy Lieberman
Award, presented to the nation's top point guard.

Massachusetts senior Gary Forbes, the 2008
Atlantic 10 Player of the Year in men's basketball,
was named an honorable mention All-America by
the Associated Press, while Stanley Burrell of
Xavier was tabbed a Defensive All-America by
CollegeInsider.com.

Massachusetts' Zack Simmons, a member of the
College Cup All-Tournament Team, was named a
third-team men's soccer All-America and the Umbro/
Soccer News National Player of the Year.  Calum
Angus of Saint Louis garnered second-team men's
soccer All-America acclaim and Charlotte women's
soccer standouts Whitney Bryant and Sam Huecker
earned fourth-team freshman All-America honors.
Charlotte catcher Chris Taylor, the Atlantic 10 Co-
Player of the Year, earned third-team All-America
baseball honors, while Billy Barber of Richmond
and Charlotte's Corey Shaylor and Joe Yermal
garnered freshman All-America accolades.  In
softball, Massachusetts junior Brandice Balschmiter

received second-team All-America distinction, her
third All-America honor in as many seasons.

Alli Lokey of Temple was named a second-team
All-America in field hockey, while Temple's Whitney
Richards received third-team women's lacrosse All-
America honors.  Teammates Jonas Enander Hedin
and Corey Nagy of Charlotte garnered third-team
and honorable mention All-America golf honors,
respectively, with Enander Hedin being tabbed a
finalist for the prestigious Byron Nelson, Ben Hogan
and Jack Nicklaus National Player of the Year
awards.

Jamie-Lee Richards and Erin Schroeder of
Dayton and Xavier's Jill Quayle received honorable
mention All-America honors in women's volleyball;
La Salle's Sean Quigley claimed All-America honors
in men's indoor (3,000 meters/5,000 meters) and
outdoor (10,000 meters) track & field; teammates
Lauren Beaudreau and Katie Sieben of Richmond
qualified for the U.S. Olympic Women's Swimming &
Diving Trials, while Quigley competed in the 10,000
meters at the U.S. Olympic Trials.

Atlantic 10 student-athletes thrived in the
classroom as well. In all, 12 Atlantic 10 student-
athletes were named to ESPN The Magazine/
CoSIDA Academic All-America teams.  First-team
Academic All-America honorees were Lamarra
Currie of Charlotte (women's track & field), St.
Bonaventure's Randy Moley (baseball), Lindsey
Ozimek of Charlotte (women's soccer) and
Fordham's Mary Beth Puccio (softball).  Second-
team Academic All-Americans included Paul Amess
(men's golf) of Temple, St. Bonaventure's Brianna
Bricker (softball), Jonas Enander Hedin (men's golf)
of Charlotte, Dayton's Laura Matthews (softball)
and Doug Rappaport (men's soccer) of Massachu-
setts.  Those named third-team Academic All-
Americans included Kaelyn Caldwell (women's
soccer) of Massachusetts, George Washington's
Sarah-Jo Lawrence (women's basketball) and
Katelyn Murray (women's basketball) of St.
Bonaventure.

Charlotte's Lindsey Ozimek (women's soccer)
was named to the Lowe's Senior CLASS All-
America first-team, while Carlene Hightower
(women's basketball) of La Salle, George
Washington's Sarah-Jo Lawrence (women's
basketball) and Brian Roberts of Dayton (men's
basketball) garnered second-team distinction.  The
Lowe's Senior CLASS Award recognizes student-
athletes for great achievement during competition
and in the classroom while celebrating the loyalty of
seniors who honor their four-year commitment to
their universities.  The acronym "CLASS" stands for
Celebrating Loyalty and Achievement for Staying in
School.

SELECT COMPANY: Temple guard Dionte Christ-
mas averaged a league-best 19.7 points last
season to become just the third player in Confer-
ence history to lead the Atlantic 10 in scoring in
successive years.  The two other players to hold
that distinction are John Battle of Rutgers (1984-85)
and St. Bonaventure's Earl Belcher (1980-81).
Christmas enters his senior campaign poised to
become the first student-athlete in Conference
annals to win the scoring title three times.

START YOUR ENGINES: Forty-one starters are
scheduled to return for the 2008-09 campaign.
While no A-10 program welcomes back all five
starters, five schools have four returning starters.

WELCOME BACK: Former Minuteman point guard
and Springfield native Derek Kellogg was named the
21st head coach in Massachusetts men's basket-
ball history on May 23.  The 1995 UMass graduate
returns to his alma mater for his first head coaching
job after serving as an assistant coach for 12
years, the last eight at the University of Memphis
under former Massachusetts head coach John
Calipari.  As a four-year letterwinner at UMass from
1992-95, Kellogg played on four Atlantic 10
Conference regular season and tournament
championship teams. The Minutemen were just the
second team in NCAA history to win four-straight
outright season and tournament championships.
During his four-year career at UMass under
Calipari, the Minutemen were 111-24, including 51-
11 in the Atlantic 10, and advanced to the NCAA

Tournament each year, including the Elite Eight in
1995.  Kellogg was named the team's captain as
both a junior and senior. He was named a 1995 All-
Conference third-team selection and was a three-
time All-Atlantic 10 Academic honoree. On UMass'
career lists, he is fifth in assists (453), seventh in
all-time three-pointers (138), as well as seventh in
three-point percentage (38.1). Kellogg played his
high school basketball at Springfield Cathedral
where he was a two-time Massachusetts All-State
player and McDonald's honorable mention All-
American.

NUMEROLOGY: Plenty of talented returnees will be
back in the fold for the 2008-09 season.  Below is
a look inside the numbers of the returning student-
athletes:

• Nine players who ranked among the league's top
20 scoring leaders last season are slated to return,
including two-time scoring champion Dionte
Christmas of Temple.

• Kahiem Seawright of Rhode Island averaged 8.4
rebounds last season, good for second in the
Conference, and is joined by 11 players who
finished the year ranked in the top 20 of the league
in rebounding.

• Five players who scored 30 or more points in a
game last season will be back this year.  Massa-
chusetts junior Ricky Harris, the Chris Daniels Most
Improved Player recipient in 2007-08, is slated to
return after sharing the league-lead with 18
performances of at least 20 points.

PASSING THE ROCK: Senior guard Chris Lowe of
Massachusetts led the A-10 and ranked 13th
nationally in assists (6.2 apg.) last season.  The
Mount Vernon, N.Y., native registered at least ten
assists on six different occasions, including a
career-high 14 versus La Salle on Mar. 5.  By
comparison, no other player in the Conference
dished out ten or more assists in more than one
game in 2007-08.

OWLS SOAR TO A-10 CHAMPIONSHIP: Dionte
Christmas, the Championship's Most Outstanding
Player, scored a game-high 22 points to lead Temple
to its first Atlantic 10 crown since 2001 with a 69-
64 win over Saint Joseph's in the finals of the A-10
Championship…SJU  reached the finals of the A-10
Championship for the third time in four
years…Christmas was joined on the All-Champion-
ship team by teammate Mark Tyndale, Pat Calathes
and Ahmad Nivins of Saint Joseph's and Charlotte's
Leemire Goldwire…for the second consecutive
year, the Championship was held at Boardwalk Hall
in Atlantic City, N.J.  The tourney will return to
Boardwalk Hall in 2009.

Charlotte, Dayton, Massachusetts
and Rhode Island earned NIT berths, with Dayton
advancing to the quarterfinals and UMass reaching
the finals.  In addition, Richmond garnered a bid in
the inaugural 16-team College Basketball Invitational.

BALANCE OF POWER: The Atlantic 10 had a
league-record seven teams win at least 20 games
last season and all seven earned postseason
berths.  Only the Big East (nine) had more 20-win
teams.  In addition, 11 of the Conference's 14 teams
reached the 15-win mark in 2007-08, the most in
league history.

STAN THE MAN: Senior guard Stanley Burrell of
Xavier, the 2007-08 Atlantic 10 Defensive Player of
the Year, was one of 16 student-athletes named to
the CollegeInsider.com Defensive All-America team.
Accepting his role as a defensive stopper while
guarding the opposing team's top perimeter player,
Burrell anchored a Xavier defense that led the A-10
in field goal percentage defense (.410) and ranked
second in scoring defense (63.4 ppg.).
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FORBES NAMED A-10
PLAYER  OF THE YEAR
Gary Forbes of Massa-
chusetts averaged 19.4
ppg., good for second in
the Conference, and
finished tied for fifth in
rebounding (7.5 rpg.).
The two-time A-10 Player
of the Week selection

shared the league lead with 18 performances of 20
or more points, ranked ninth in the Conference in
minutes (33.72 mpg.) and added 57 three-pointers
and 41 steals.  The 6-7 forward/guard is the
second Minuteman in as many seasons to earn the
league's Player of the Year honor as Stephane
Lasme took the award in 2006-07.  Forbes also
earned honorable mention All-America honors from
the Associated Press.

Stanley Burrell led a
Xavier defense that
ranked first in the A-10 in
field goal percentage
defense (.410) and
second in scoring
defense (63.4 ppg.).

In four seasons as head
coach of the Musketeers, he   boasts a record of
93-39 and has led the program to three straight 20-
win seasons.  A four-year standout at Pittsburgh,
Miller graduated in 1992 with a bachelor's of arts
degree in communications.

DUNCAN SELECTED AS
TOP PLAYER OFF THE
BENCH
Xavier senior forward
Josh Duncan led the team
in scoring (11.6 ppg.)
while shooting 49.6
percent (141-of-284) in
just 22.4 minutes per
game.  In A-10 contests,

the Cincinnati, Ohio, resident averaged a team-high
12.8 points and shot 51 percent (25-of-49) from
beyond the arc.  Duncan grabbed 4.7 rpg. and
earned second-team All-Conference honors.  He
was named to the Phoenix Regional All-Tournament
Team while leading the Musketeers to a program-
record 30 victories and the Elite Eight of the NCAA
Tournament.

ACHARA REPEATS AS
STUDENT-ATHLETE
OF THE YEAR
For the second consecu-
tive year, 6-9 senior
forward/center Kieron
Achara of Duquesne was
named the A-10 Student-
Athlete of the Year.  The
Stirling, Scotland, native
averaged 11.3 points and ranked second on the
team with 45 blocks while guiding Dukes to their
highest win total (17) since the 1993-94 campaign.
In the classroom, Achara boasted a 4.0 grade-point
average as a graduate student in Duquesne's
sports leadership program.  One of 30 nominees for
the Lowe's Senior Class Award, he was a three-
time All-Academic Team selection.

Optimism abounds in Charlotte as the 49ers
return 73 percent of their scoring, 87 percent of
their rebounding and 86 percent of their assists
from a team that reached the 20-win plateau for the
fifth time under head coach Bobby Lutz and
advanced to the NIT.  Now in his 11th year at
Charlotte, Lutz has guided the program to eight
postseason appearances and his 188 wins are
tops in school annals.

Charlotte welcomes back its entire starting
frontcourt in senior forwards Lamont Mack and
Charlie Coley and sophomore An'Juan Wilderness.
The 6-7 Mack was the 49ers' second-leading
scorer (12.8 ppg.) and rebounder (5.1 rpg.) a year
ago and displayed great range by knocking down
64 field goals from beyond the arc.  Coley (8.7
ppg.) led the team in both rebounding (6.2 rpg.) and
blocks (46), while Wilderness was an A-10 All-
Rookie selection after posting averages of 8.1
points and 4.9 boards, shooting 48.2 percent (92-
for-191) from the floor and grabbing a team-high 86
offensive rebounds.

The backcourt will be without Leemire Goldwire,
who graduated after leading the team with an 18.6
scoring average and league-best 128 three-
pointers, but the tandem of point guards DiJuan
Harris and Michael Gerrity is solid.  Harris (3.5 ppg.)
passed out a team-high 108 assists, led the A-10 in
assist-to-turnover ratio (2.77) and was third on the
team in steals (37) as a sophomore last season.
Gerrity sat out the first semester a year ago after
transferring from Pepperdine and averaged 4.7
points while dishing out 91 assists.  Junior Ian
Andersen (5.8 ppg.) shot 37 percent (47-for-127)
from beyond the arc and will be counted on to help
replace some of Goldwire's long-range shooting.

Depth will be a huge asset for the 49ers, who
have added a pair of impact newcomers in 6-3
freshman guard Shamarr Bowden (17.0 ppg.) and
versatile 6-5 junior Rashad Coleman (26.0 ppg.).
Freshman guard Javarris Barnett (14.0 ppg.)
redshirted last season and sophomore Charles
Dewhurst (4.4 ppg.) provide speed on the
perimeter, with junior Phil Jones (3.3 ppg.) and

sophomore Gaby Ngoundjo (1.2 ppg.) adding
power in the paint.

Dayton jumped out to a 14-1 record and No. 14
national ranking before an onslaught of injuries and
illnesses decimated the team.  UD finished 23-11
overall and advanced to the NIT quarterfinals
before losing at eventual champion Ohio State.  The
Flyers return 10 lettermen from that team, including
three of their top four scorers and three leading
rebounders.  Missing, however, will be three-time
All-Conference guard Brian Roberts, who ended
his career at or near the top of many of the
program's all-time statistical categories.

Leading the way in 2008-09 will be the team's
top three rebounders from a year ago in sophomore
forward Chris Wright (5.7 rpg.), junior guard
Marcus Johnson (5.1 rpg.) and senior forward
Charles Little (4.6 rpg.).  All three players boast
vertical leaps of 40 inches or better.  The 6-8 Wright
averaged 10.4 points and was named to the
league's All-Rookie Team despite suffering a
fractured ankle in the Flyers' A-10 opener.  He
returned to average double figures in the NIT.

Little, the 2007 Atlantic 10 Sixth Man of the Year,
averaged eight points per game last season while
shooting 49.8 percent (100-for-201) from the field.
He will be joined in the frontcourt by Kurt Huelsman,
who made great strides a year ago as a sopho-
more.  The 6-10 center has started every game of
his college career and averaged 5.9 points and four
boards last year.  Sophomore Devin Searcy (1.0
ppg.) will provide depth along the baseline.

Duquesne continued its turnaround under third-
year head coach Ron Everhart by posting the
program's first winning season in 14 years with a
17-13 record in 2007-08.  As a result, Everhart inked
a multi-year extension in the offseason that will
have him on the sidelines of the A.J. Palumbo Center
though the 2013-14 season.

In order to maintain the program's ascent, Everhart
is going to have to find a way to replace the team's
top five scorers from a year ago.  The Dukes, who
have led the Atlantic 10 in scoring average in each
of the last two seasons, will look to the returning trio
of senior Aaron Jackson and sophomores Damian
Saunders and Bill Clark from an extremely young
nucleus that includes 11 freshmen and sophomores.

The 6-4 Jackson averaged nine points while
shooting an astounding 54.9 percent (106-for-193)
from the field last season.  Jackson, who boasts an
impressive 1.8-to-1 assist-to-turnover ratio for his
career and 311 assists, will slide over to the point
guard slot for the first time since his freshman
campaign.  The versatile Saunders earned A-10 All-
Rookie honors after averaging 6.5 points and 5.2
boards, which ranked second on the team, while
leading the Dukes in steals (45).  The three-time
Rookie of the Week selection blocked a Duquesne
freshman-record 39 shots and displayed great
range as evidenced by his 24 field goals from
beyond the arc.  Clark appeared in every game a
year ago and averaged 8.2 points and 4.3 boards
while leading the team in three-point field goals with
40.  Guards Phillip Fayne (3.5 ppg.) and Jason Duty
(2.3 ppg.) will provide depth and experience in the
backcourt.

The Dukes' seven-player freshman class, ranked

"Praise youth and it will prosper."  It's an old Irish
proverb that Fordham will be looking to for guidance
in 2008-09.  The Rams will feature six new faces,
five of those freshmen who will be looking to help
the program recover from the loss of five seniors,
including four starters.  To call the Rams a young
team would not be a stretch as the roster consists
of two seniors, five juniors, two sophomores and
five freshmen.  However, the squad will be an
athletic and fleet-footed one that should allow sixth-
year head coach Dereck Whittenburg to push the
tempo and create havoc on defense.

Junior guard Brenton Butler, the lone returning
starter, will lead the Rams after finishing third on the
team in scoring (11.0 ppg.) a year ago and dishing
out 68 assists.

There's no doubt that the success of the 2008-09
Rams will be directly related to the success of their
newcomers.  Leading the way are guards Jio
Fontan (10.5 ppg.) and Alberto Estwick (8.0 ppg.),
teammates on the 2007-08 St. Anthony's (N.J.)
squad that went 32-0 and finished the year as the
nation's top-ranked high school team.  Fontan could
assume the starting point guard responsibilities and
received rave reviews for his play over the
summer.

Massachusetts brought home one of its own to
run the men's basketball program as former
Minuteman point guard and Springfield native Derek
Kellogg was named the 21st head coach in
program history.  The 1995 UMass graduate returns
to his alma mater for his first head coaching job
after serving as an assistant coach for 12 years,
the last eight at Memphis under former UMass head
coach John Calipari.

Kellogg has worked hard at continuing to build
the foundation started under former head coach
Travis Ford, who led the Minutemen to 25 wins and
the finals of the NIT last season.

2007-08 FINAL STATISTICS

In fourth-year head coach Chris Mooney's first
season at Richmond, there were no scholarship
guards in the program.  In his second season, the
team's top four scorers were freshmen. Last year,
with 81 percent of the scoring coming from
freshmen and sophomores, the Spiders finished
fourth in the Conference, earned a first round bye
in the A-10 Championship and a berth in the
inaugural College Basketball Invitational.

Mooney, who guided UR to a 16-15 overall
record – its first winning mark since 2003-04 – now
enters the 2008-09 campaign faced with the
distinct possibility of not having one of the league’s
top players at his disposal.  Junior Dan Geriot, a 6-9
forward/center and third-team All-Atlantic 10
selection who has started 52 games and led the
Spiders in both scoring (14.3 ppg.) and rebounding
(5.5 rpg.) last season, sustained a knee injury
during summer league competition and could miss
the year.

Richmond does welcome back nearly its entire
team from last season, led by athletic swingman
David Gonzalvez, who averaged 11.7 points and
was the Spiders’ top three-point shooter with 61
field goals from beyond the arc as a sophomore.
Vying for a starting role in the frontcourt is 6-9
senior Jarhon Giddings (3.9 ppg.), who finished
second on the team with 16 blocks while averaging
10.7 minutes a year ago.  Giddings is the lone
scholarship senior on the squad.

Sophomore Kevin Anderson, the 2007-08 Atlantic
10 Rookie of the Year, assumed the starting point
guard role early on in his freshman campaign and
flourished with averages of 10.7 points and three
assists while ranking fourth in the Conference in
minutes (34.8 mpg.).  Junior guard Ryan Butler (5.5
ppg.) registered 44 steals, good for second on the
team, and shot an efficient 34.3 percent (35-of-
102) from three-point range.

While Anderson made the biggest impact as a
rookie, classmates Kevin Smith and Justin Harper
also displayed great promise a year ago.  Smith
averaged 4.6 points in 21.6 minutes of action and
added 24 steals while showing great potential on
the defensive end.  An athletic 6-9 forward, Harper

(3.3 ppg.) saw action in 29 games and could be
poised for a breakout year.

The staff is excited about the impact of its three
incoming freshmen: forwards Josh Duinker and
Darrius Garrett (16.2 ppg.) and guard Francis Cedric

With his blue collar work ethic now instilled in the
program, second-year head coach Mark Schmidt
will continue his revival of St. Bonaventure
basketball in 2008-09.

Schmidt and his staff will have their work cut out
for them as they welcome back just three
letterwinners, including two starters, from last
year's squad. With the departure of seniors
Zarryon Fereti, Michael Lee and Tyler Relph - the
team's top three leading scorers who accounted
for 64 percent of the offense - the Bonnies will turn
to a talented group of nine newcomers to take over
the brunt of the scoring load.

Senior forward D'Lancy Carter is the team's
leading returning scorer (6.6 ppg) and rebounder
(6.2 rpg) after one season in the Brown and White.

2007-08 FINAL STATISTICS

Saint Joseph's returned to the NCAA Tournament
in 2007-08 as a resilient group battled through a
rollercoaster season to reach the finals of the
Atlantic 10 Championship and earn the program's
fifth NCAA berth under head coach Phil Martelli.

Heading into 2008-09, the Hawks return three
starters, led by senior Ahmad Nivins (14.4 ppg.).
Twice named to the All-Conference team, the 6-9
forward averaged 5.8 boards while shooting 64.7
percent (165-of-255) from the floor.  SJU also
welcomes back its starting backcourt in senior
Tasheed Carr and junior Darrin Govens.  The 6-4
Carr averaged 10.8 points and 5.6 assists, good for
second in the A-10, while demonstrating the ability
to run the offense.  Govens (9.8 ppg.) started
every game at shooting guard and finished second
on the team with 68 three-pointers.

Junior Garrett Willamson (5.3 ppg.), a 6-5 guard,
is an intense defender on the perimeter who will be
counted on to extend his shooting range.  He
ranked third on the team in assists (89) while
averaging 23.3 minutes.  Sophomore forward Idris
Hilliard (1.2 ppg.) will have the chance to earn a
starting spot in the frontcourt. A good rebounder
and inside scorer, the 6-7 forward saw action in
every game last season.  Senior guard Edwin
Lashley (1.4 ppg.) and sophomore Charoy Bentley
(0.3 ppg.) will be vying for more playing time, while
junior walk-on C.J. Brown (0.5 ppg.) provides
energy and depth.

An athletic and versatile five-man freshman
class will be heavily relied upon for depth and
production.  The group includes guards Mike
Auriemma (20.0 ppg.), Chris Prescott (22.0 ppg.)
and A.J. Rogers (7.0 ppg.), forward Bryant Irwin
(31.0 ppg.) and center Temi Adebayo (7.9 ppg.).

"Balance is certainly going to be a style of play
for us. We need five guys on the floor who can
score the ball. I think we can be better defensively,
and we need to be better defensively," says
Martelli, who embarks on his 14th season on Hawk
Hill.

"We need to have a balance between offense
and defense - we're not going to be out-shooting
people, we need to be outplaying people. The style

for us stays the same - to be highly competitive,
share the ball, take your shot when it's available
and defend to the best of your ability."

The Hawks will play their home games at The
Palestra this season as the Fieldhouse undergoes
renovations.

The Saint Louis program will usher in a new era
with the debut of its state-of-the-art, on-campus
Chaifetz Arena in 2008-09.  Billiken supporters
believe the 10,600-seat building is one of the finest
on-campus facilities in the country, and the arena
demonstrates SLU's dedication to competing at the
highest level.

Leading the way in the new building for second-
year head coach Rick Majerus will be the senior
guard tandem of Kevin Lisch and Tommie Liddell.
The duo has been a mainstay in the backcourt for
three seasons and after both student-athletes
surpassed the 1,000-point scoring milestone last
season, they could move into the top 10 of the
program's all-time scoring list by season's end.
Lisch was a third-team All-Conference and All-
Defensive team selection last year after averaging
14.6 points to go along with team highs in assists
(97) and steals (38).  He also knocked down 63
field goals from beyond the arc, tops on the team.
The 6-5 Liddell was second on the team in scoring
(12.3 ppg.) and added 4.3 rpg.  Both players were
instrumental in helping the Billikens lead the A-10 in
scoring defense (61.6 ppg.) last season and rank
fourth in the Conference in field goal percentage
defense (.423).

Also back for his senior season is forward Barry
Eberhardt, a solid contributor on the frontline a year
ago with averages of six points and 3.8 rebounds
while shooting 48.4 percent (75-of-155) from the
field.

After a seven-year hiatus from the NCAA
Tournament, Temple put together a remarkable run
in 2007-08 to capture its seventh Atlantic 10
Championship.  Head coach Fran Dunphy, now in
his third season at the helm of the Cherry and
White, is looking for an encore.

TU welcomes back four starters and ten
letterwinners, including senior guard Dionte
Christmas (19.7 ppg.), a first-team All-Conference
selection a year ago.  Vying to become the first
player league history to lead the Conference in
scoring three times, Christmas also pulled down 5.9
rebounds per game and was named the Most
Outstanding Player of the 2008 Atlantic 10
Championship.  Christmas drained 104 field goals
from beyond the arc and finished second on the
team in steals with 46.

Senior Sergio Olmos showed major improvement
over the course of the season and gives the team a
strong presence in the paint.  The 7-0 Spaniard
more than doubled his production from his
sophomore season, averaging 5.8 points and 3.6
rebounds, while shooting 56.3 percent (81-of-144)
from the field and adding 49 blocks.  Sophomore
Lavoy Allen made an immediate impact in his initial
campaign and was named to the league's All-Rookie
Team.  The 6-9 forward averaged 8.1 points and
5.7 rebounds while leading the team with 52 blocks.
He scored in double figures 11 times, including 13
points in the team's NCAA Tournament contest
versus Michigan State.

Junior Luis Guzman became the starting point
guard in the fifth game of the season and never
relinquished the role.  The 6-3 playmaker contrib-
uted 3.9 points and dished out 54 assists.  Ryan

in scoring (8.6 ppg.) a year ago.  Senior guard
Semaj Inge (3.1 ppg.) provided great versatility off
the bench while registering 36 assists and 20
steals.

2007-08 FINAL STATISTICS

It's difficult to discuss the 2008-09 season
without talking about recent success, especially the
record-setting 2007-08 campaign behind the
leadership of a trio of senior stars.  Xavier made its
third straight NCAA Tournament appearance last
season and seventh in the last eight years. In fact,
after last year's Elite Eight run, XU is one of only
nine schools that have made the Elite Eight multiple
times in the last five years.  Xavier lost three
starters off of last year's team but welcomes back
two starters, several key reserves and a highly-
touted class of seven newcomers.

The Musketeers, who led the A-10 in scoring
margin (+11.7 ppg.) a year ago, return their second-
leading scorer in athletic junior forward Derrick
Brown (10.9 ppg.) and senior guard/forward C.J.
Anderson (10.7 ppg.), who is adept at scoring in
traffic and off the dribble.  Brown served as a
counselor at both the Nike Vince Carter Small
Forward Camp and the LeBron James Skills
Academy over the summer.

Also returning is senior guard/forward B.J.
Raymond, who averaged 9.9 points and knocked
down 82 three-point field goals last season.  XU
welcomes back its top three rebounders from last
season in Brown (6.5 rpg.), Anderson (5.9 ppg.),
and bruising junior forward/center Jason Love (6.0
ppg., 5.5 rpg.).  Sophomore guard Dante' Jackson
(2.4 ppg.) averaged 10.4 minutes and showed
great potential as a defender with 22 steals.

The talented newcomer class consists of
freshmen guards Terrell Holloway (14.0 ppg.), Mark
Lyons (21.0 ppg.), Brad Redford (36.7 ppg.), who
won the prestigious Michigan "Mr. Basketball"
Award, and Brian Walsh (19.7 ppg.), as well as 7-0
All-America center Kenny Frease (20.6 ppg.).  In
addition, the Musketeers welcome 6-8 sophomore
forward Jamel McLean, a transfer from Tulsa who
averaged six points and 4.8 rebounds while making
seven starts in 2006-07.

These additions add to fifth-year head coach
Sean Miller's reasons for optimism as XU guns for a
third straight Atlantic 10 regular season crown.
Miller, the 2007-08 Atlantic 10 Coach of the Year, is
93-39 (.705) in four seasons at Xavier, and already
ranks fifth in wins in program history.
