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ATLANTIC 10 CONFERENCE

On March 2, 1975, the idea of what is now
the Atlantic 10 Conference was conceived.
What started as an eight-school, men’s
basketball-only affiliation has grown into a 14-
university, 21-sport league that is universally
hailed as one of the best conferences in the
country.

That growth and prominence is a direct
result of the ideals and commitments of the
member institutions of the Atlantic 10 — the
University of Dayton, Duquesne University,
Fordham University, The George Washington
University, La Salle University, University of
Massachusetts, University of North Carolina at
Charlotte, University of Rhode Island,
University of Richmond, St. Bonaventure
University, Saint Joseph’s University, Saint
Louis University, Temple University, and
Xavier University.

The presidents and chancellors of Atlantic
10 institutions have made a strong
commitment to making the academic and
athletics equation work. Over the years, the
league membership has strived to better
recognize the academic accomplishments of
its student-athletes. In doing so, the Atlantic
10, under the leadership of commissioner
Linda Bruno, instituted the Commissioner’s
Honor Roll, which cites every Atlantic 10
student-athlete with a 3.5 grade point average
or better. Over 1,050 student-athletes were
named to the Fall 2005 Honor Roll and over
1,070 were named to the Spring 2006 Honor
Roll. The league sponsors Academic All-
Conference teams in each of its sports and
honors one student-athlete per sport as the A-
10 Student-Athlete of the Year. In 2005-06,
over 170 student-athletes earned Academic
All-Conference recognition.

In addition, the league names a male and
female Scholar-Athlete of the Year in each A-
10 sport. The Atlantic 10 also provides
postgraduate scholarship grants to qualified
student-athletes.

The Atlantic 10 Conference, with a total
population of nearly 73 million people within
its geographic footprint of eight states and the
District of Columbia, will crown champions in
21 sports this season: baseball, men’s and
women’s basketball, men’s and women’s
cross country, field hockey, men’s golf,
women’s lacrosse, men’s and women’s indoor
and outdoor track & field, women’s rowing,
men’s and women’s soccer, softball, men’s
and women’s swimming & diving, men’s and
women’s tennis, and women’s volleyball.
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Xavier became the first team in NCAA
history to win four games in four days at its
league’s men’s basketball tournament twice
when it won the 2006 A-10 title (previously
done in 2004). The Musketeers earned the
Atlantic 10’s automatic bid to the NCAA
Tournament and were joined by George
Washington, which became just the fourth
team in league history to go unbeaten in
Conference play. The Colonials, who at one
time had the nation’s longest winning streak
(18 games), were ranked as high as sixth in
the national polls. In addition, Charlotte, Saint
Joseph’s, and Temple earned NIT bids. In
women’s basketball, Temple won its third-
straight A-10 title and was joined by George
Washington in the NCAA Tournament.
Charlotte, Saint Joseph’s, and Xavier garnered
WNIT bids.

Saint Louis won the A-10 baseball
championship and earned its first NCAA berth
since 1966. In cross country, Duquesne won
its first-ever men’s title and La Salle won its
fourth women’s crown in the last five years. In
field hockey, Richmond ended the season
ranked 19th nationally after going unbeaten in
Conference play for the third straight year in
advancing to the NCAAs.

The men’s golf season was the most
successful in Atlantic 10 history as league
champion Charlotte was joined by George
Washington, Rhode Island, Richmond, and
Xavier in the NCAA Tournament, marking the
first time ever that five A-10 schools earned
postseason bids. Charlotte, which won the
title in its first season as a member of the A-
10, reached the national finals for the first
time in school history.

Richmond won its first-ever women’s
lacrosse regular season title and its second
tournament title in advancing to the NCAA
Tournament. In addition to Richmond, St.
Bonaventure earned a national ranking in
20086, the first-ever in school history. The
Massachusetts women’s rowing team won its
11th straight A-10 title, building upon its
league record for the most consecutive
tournament championships won by any team
in any sport. Rhode Island won the A-10
Men’s Soccer Championship, while Saint
Louis won the women’s regular season and
tournament titles and advanced to the second
round of the NCAA Tournament.

In softball, UMass won its 18th league
championship and an automatic bid to the
NCAA Tournament, advancing to the Super
Regional round. St. Bonaventure won its first
A-10 men’s swimming & diving crown since
1999 and the Richmond women claimed their

fifth straight title. Richmond captured its third
straight men’s and women’s tennis
championships and the accompanying NCAA
automatic berths. Charlotte took the men’s
and women’s indoor and outdoor track & field
titles. In volleyball, Dayton won its third
straight Conference crown to earn the league’s
automatic NCAA bid.

In all, 392 teams have represented the
Atlantic 10 Conference in postseason play
since the 1976-77 season.

Individually, cross country performers
Sean Quigley and Rachel Papin of La Salle
and Charlotte’s Cassie Ficken earned All-
America status after qualifying for the NCAA
Championship. Charlotte’s Shareese Woods
also claimed All-America honors in the indoor
400 meters, while teammate Courtney
Patterson was named an All-American in the
outdoor 100 meters. Kate Austin of George
Washington was named a second-team All-
American in women’s rowing, while Temple’s
Candice Dupree garnered third-team honors in
women’s basketball. Men’s basketball players
Mardy Collins of Temple and Steven Smith of
La Salle and Xavier women’s basketball player
Tara Boothe were named Associated Press
honorable mention All-Americans. Chase
Eckard of Charlotte was named a Junior All-
American in the outdoor 800 meters, while
Richmond’s Jessica Young was honored in
the outdoor 200 and 400 meters.

Additionally, Charlotte’s Roy Sichel
became the first player in school history to
qualify individually for the NCAA men’s tennis
championship; Duquesne’s Tom Slosky
(3,000-meter steeplechase), Quigley (10,000
meters), Papin (10,000 meters), and
Charlotte’s Lamarra Currie (4x100-meter
relay), Tsehaye Dagnachew (3,000-meter
steeplechase), Ficken (5,000 meters),
Patterson (100 meters, 4x100-meter relay),
Pat Springs (4x100-meter relay), and Woods
(100 meters, 200 meters, 4x100-meter relay)
all qualified for the NCAA outdoor track & field
championships.

Atlantic 10 student-athletes excel in the
classroom as well. In all, 22 Atlantic 10
student-athletes were named to ESPN The
Magazine/CoSIDA Academic All-America
teams. Xavier's Kate Duchek was named the
Academic All-American of the Year in
women’s volleyball. Joining Duchek as first-
team Academic All-America honorees were
Charlotte’s Mike Ambrose (baseball), Rhode
Island’s Emily Anderson (women’s track &
field), Ryan Bird of Saint Louis (baseball),
Xavier’s Kristen Clary (women’s tennis), John
DiRaimondo of Saint Louis (men’s soccer),
Saint Louis’ Courtney Hulcer (women’s
soccer), Melanie Kasparek of Rhode Island



(women’s soccer), George Washington’s Elana
Meyers (softball), and Duquesne’s Noah Salsi
(men’s soccer). Second-team Academic All-
Americans include Cassie Ficken of Charlotte
(women’s track & field), Duquesne’s Bob
Healy (men’s track & field), Christopher
Johansen of Saint Louis (men’s swimming &
diving), Charlotte’s Sharonda Johnson
(women’s track & field), and Duquesne’s
Steve Maiolo (baseball). Those named third-
team Academic All-Americans include
Charlotte’s Lindsey Beam (women’s soccer),
Megan Kasparek of Rhode Island (women’s
soccer), Jon Korhonen of Massachusetts
(men’s track & field), St. Bonaventure’s
Lauren Krieger (softball), Lauren Proctor of
Massachusetts (softball), Duquesne’s Melissa
Stewart (women’s track & field), and Kelly
Tessar of Saint Louis (women’s swimming &
diving).

In addition, St. Bonaventure swimmer
Jackie Babich was one of 13 student-athletes
to be awarded a Women’s Enhancement
Program postgraduate scholarship for careers
in athletics by the NCAA.

HISTORY

The genesis of this tradition of success
can be traced to March 2, 1975, when eight
university representatives met in Harrisburg,
PA, to discuss the formation of a new
collegiate basketball association. A similar
meeting was also held on May 23 of that year,
with the final formation of the Eastern
Collegiate Basketball League announced on
August 13, 1975. The NCAA granted allied
affiliation status upon the ECBL on October
15, 1975, and granted the league an
automatic berth to the NCAA Tournament on
June 17, 1976.

The ECBL began operation at the start of
the 1976-77 season with Duquesne, George
Washington, Massachusetts, Penn State,
Pittsburgh, Rutgers, Villanova, and West
Virginia as its charter members. Several
changes happened quickly in the ECBL, the
first coming in 1977-78 when the league
changed its name to the Eastern Athletic
Association - better known as the Eastern 8 -
to reflect its changing mission. That year, the
Eastern 8 became more than a basketball
league as the men’s sports of baseball, cross
country, golf, swimming, and tennis were
added to the championship schedule.

The next major change came in 1981
when the office of the commissioner was
instituted. Leland Byrd, who had served as
president and executive director of the league
since its inception, as well as athletic director
at West Virginia, was named the Conference’s
first commissioner and established the
commissioner’s office in Pittsburgh. Byrd
guided the Eastern 8 through several
membership changes as Rhode Island, St.
Bonaventure, Saint Joseph’s, and Temple
replaced Pittsburgh and Villanova. After
membership stabilized, the Eastern 8
transformed into the Atlantic 10 Conference
with Byrd orchestrating the drive to make the
league more broad-based as the women’s
sports of basketball, gymnastics, softball,
tennis, and volleyball were added.

In May 1984, Byrd resigned as
commissioner and was replaced by Charlie
Theokas, who remained at the Atlantic 10 for
15 and a half months, bringing the league to
national consciousness with his “Think
Atlantic 10” campaign. On December 31,
1985, Theokas resigned to accept the athletic
director’s position at Temple and was replaced
by Ron Bertovich, who officially assumed the
commissioner’s position in May 1986 after
serving as interim commissioner following
Theokas’ departure. In eight years as

commissioner, Bertovich expanded the
Conference staff to better meet the growing
needs of the membership and established the
Atlantic 10 Television Network, which
developed into a major regional outlet and
won multiple Emmy Awards. In addition, he
oversaw further membership changes as
Xavier was added to the league while Penn
State, Rutgers, and West Virginia departed.
Furthermore, he continued the league’s
emphasis on broad-based programs as the
Atlantic 10 expanded its championship list
with the additions of women’s cross country,
field hockey, men’s and women’s soccer,
women’s swimming & diving, and men’s and
women’s indoor track & field, as well as the
reinstitution of men’s swimming & diving.

On April 13, 1994, Bertovich resigned his
position to accept the job of vice president
and general manager of Empire Sports
Network in Buffalo. On June 14, 1994, Linda
Bruno was officially introduced as the Atlantic
10’s fourth commissioner. As commissioner,
Bruno has strengthened the Atlantic 10’s
membership with the additions of Charlotte,
Dayton, Fordham, La Salle, Richmond, and
Saint Louis. She also negotiated television
deals with ESPN and was among the first to
sign a contract with College Sports Television.
CSTV will serve as the syndicator of A-10
games regionally and nationally, as well as the
marketing arm of the Conference. Under her
leadership, the Atlantic 10 has increased its
championship schedule to 21 sports with the
additions of women’s rowing, men’s and
women’s outdoor track & field, and women’s
lacrosse. In 1997, Bruno also spearheaded the
league’s entrance into Division | football with
the formation of the Atlantic 10 Football
Conference, which has seen three of its
members (Massachusetts, Delaware, James
Madison) win national titles in its nine-year
existence.

COMMISSIONER

The 2006-07 season marks the
13th season that Linda Bruno has
served as commissioner of the
Atlantic 10 Conference, guiding the
league to unprecedented prosperity
and acclaim while bettering the
quality of the student-athlete
experience.

Since being named the fourth
full-time commissioner of the Atlantic 10 Conference on June 14, 1994,
Bruno has strengthened the Atlantic 10’s membership with the
additions of Charlotte, Dayton, Fordham, La Salle, Richmond, and Saint
Louis; negotiated television deals with ESPN - the most lucrative and
extensive packages in league history; was among the first to a sign
contract with College Sports Television; added women’s rowing, men’s
and women’s outdoor track & field, and women’s lacrosse to the
Conference’s championship slate; and created officiating bureaus for
baseball, field hockey, men’s and women’s soccer, and women’s
volleyball to better serve those Atlantic 10 programs. She also was
responsible for bringing the 2001 (regional) and 2006 (first and second
rounds) NCAA Men’s Basketball Tournaments to Philadelphia.

She also spearheaded the Atlantic 10’s move into college football by
orchestrating the league’s operational takeover of the Yankee
Conference in 1997.

Her efforts have not gone unnoticed nationally as she was named
among the top 20 most influential women’s in sports business by
Street & Smith’s SportsBusiness Journal - the only collegiate
administrator to be recognized. She earned the 2004 Outstanding
Commissioner Award from the All-American Football Foundation and
was named 1995 Person of the Year by Eastern Basketball magazine.

Bruno’s comprehensive background in Division | athletics has
provided her with extensive experience in the areas of compliance,
membership, television, and licensing, which serve her well as she
confronts issues affecting not only the Atlantic 10, but all Division |
institutions.

In her role as Atlantic 10 commissioner, Bruno has been
instrumental in ensuring that the Conference continues to maximize
national television exposure. The 2006-07 season marks the first year
of an extensive partnership with CSTV, which will serve as the television
producer and syndicator of all Atlantic 10 sports, as well as the chief
marketing arm of the Conference. This season also marks the first year
of the A-10’s new contract with ESPN, which will feature Atlantic 10
basketball on ESPN, ESPN2, and ESPNU.

Bruno also oversees the baseball, men’s and women’s basketball,
field hockey, men’s and women’s soccer, women’s volleyball, and
football officiating programs and continues the Conference’s dedication
to student-athletes by endorsing the sponsorship of Academic All-
Conference teams in each of its sports. She also began the
Commissioner’s Honor Roll, which recognizes all Atlantic 10 student-
athletes with a 3.5 gpa or better.

Prior to joining the Atlantic 10, Bruno spent 11 years with the Big
East Conference, where she served in various capacities. She joined the
league in 1983 as its director of championships before being elevated
to associate commissioner in 1987. She held that position when she
was named commissioner of the Atlantic 10 Conference.

In her previous role, Bruno oversaw the administration of 18 Big
East championships, as well as serving as the league’s compliance
administrator. Additionally, Bruno assisted with the development of the
league’s women’s basketball Game of the Week television package,
coordinated its awards programs, and oversaw scheduling in several
sports.

INDA BRUND

The lona College graduate began her career in intercollegiate
athletics in 1977 at her alma mater, serving as an administrative
assistant to the director of athletics for one year. She served in several
athletics administration positions during her five years at lona before
accepting the position of manager of contests and promotions at Yale
University in 1982. After her promotion to assistant athletic director,
Bruno joined the Big East in 1983. Bruno was inducted into the lona
Athletic Hall of Fame during the summer of 1998.

A native of Pelham Manor, NY, Bruno received her Master’s degree
from lona and currently serves on its Board of Trustees. She resides in
Philadelphia, PA.
