About Gus Malzahn

Gus Malzahn, who served as Auburn’s of-
fensive coordinator from 2009-11, is in his first
year as Auburn’s head coach.

Malzahn, who won the Broyles Award as the
nation’s top assistant coach in 2010 while help-
ing the Tigers to the BCS National Champion-
ship, returned to Auburn after serving as the
head coach at Arkansas State in 2012, where
he led the program to the Sun Belt Confer-
ence title. He was named Auburn’s 27th head
football coach on December 4, 2012.

Last season at Arkansas State, Malzahn
led the Red Wolves to a 9-3 record and 7-1
conference mark. While at Auburn, Malzahn
made an immediate impact during his tenure,
highlighted by a record-setting offense in 2010
under Heisman Trophy winner Cam Newton.
The 2010 Auburn offense set nine school
records, including points in a season (577),
points per game (41.2), total yards (6,989),
total offense (499.2), rushing yards (3,987),
rushing touchdowns (41) and passing touch-
downs (31). Malzahn’s record-setting offense
in 2010 led the Southeastern Conference and
finished in the top 10 nationally in six statisti-
cal categories.

Malzahn’s arrival in 2009 and style of offense
marked a drastic turnaround from the 2008
season when Auburn struggled offensively. In
a two-year period, the Tigers improved from a
tie for 110th to seventh in the nation in scoring
offense (from 17.3 to 41.2) and from 104th to
seventh in total offense.

Prior to Auburn, Malzahn was the offensive
coordinator for two seasons at Tulsa (2007-08)
and Arkansas (2006). Two of Malzahn’s first
three collegiate offenses ranked in the top 10
nationally in rushing, including the 2008 Tulsa
team and 2006 Arkansas squad. His offenses
at Tulsa were also among the nation’s finest,
ranking first nationally in total offense in 2007
and 2008. He coached Heisman Trophy finalist
Darren McFadden at Arkansas, while helping
the Razorbacks finish fourth nationally in
rushing at 228.5 yards per game.

Malzahn’s coaching career began in his

home state of Arkansas at the high school level.

In 14 seasons as a high school head coach,
Malzahn led seven teams to the state cham-
pionship game and won three titles. In July
2013, he was inducted into the Arkansas High
School Sports Hall of Fame.

The Series

Auburn holds a 2-0 lead in the series with
Arkansas State. The Tigers were 27-0 winners
over ASU during the 2006 season. Auburn
defeated the Red Wolves 52-26 in the 2010
season opener. Both those contests were played
at Jordan-Hare Stadium.

Against The Sun Belt

Auburn’s all-time record against Sun Belt
Conference teams is 17-0. That includes games
against Arkansas State (2-0), Louisiana-Lafay-
ette (4-0), ULM (9-0) and Western Kentucky
(2-0). All of those contests have been played at
Jordan-Hare Stadium.

In September Games

Auburn holds a 157-51-5 (.748) all-time
record in games played during the month
of September, and have won 32 of its last 40
September games.

The Tigers are 94-19-1 (.829) all-time at
home in September, and 62-32-4 (.653) in
games on the road during that month.

Auburn Coaches Vs. Previous Teams

Facing the Arkansas State program where he
was head coach last season, Gus Malzahn won’t
be the first Auburn head coach to play against
a school where he was previously head coach.

Five other Auburn head coaches played their
previous schools. Tommy Tuberville had a 7-3
record against Ole Miss while at Auburn, Terry
Bowden was 1-0 against Samford, Pat Dye
was 2-0 against East Carolina, Jack Meagher
was 0-2 versus Rice, and Mike Harvey was 1-0
against Alabama.

About The Coaching Staff...

Gus Malzahn has produced nine 1,000-yard
rushers in seven seasons as a college head
coach/offensive coordinator including at least
one in each season.

In eight seasons as a college head coach or
coordinator, Malzahn has had a different start-
ing quarterback: Robert Johnson (2006/Arkan-
sas); Paul Smith (2007/Tulsa); David Johnson
(2008/Tulsa); Chris Todd (2009/Auburn); Cam
Newton (2010/Auburn); Barrett Trotter (2011/
Auburn); Ryan Aplin (2012/Arkansas State);
Nick Marshall (2013/Auburn).

Coach Malzahn has had nine 1,000-yard
rushers, five 1,000-yard receivers and three
3,000-yard passers. Included in the 3,000-yard
passers are Paul Smith, who threw for 5,065
yards for Tulsa in 2007 and David Johnson,

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who threw for 4,059 yards for Tulsa in 2008.
Malzahn has had two 1,000-yard rushers in
the same season twice, 2006 at Arkansas and
2010 at Auburn. His 2007 Tulsa team had three
1,000-yard receivers.

Rodney Garner and Dameyune Craig are
the first pair of former Auburn Football letter-
men to be on Auburn’s staff at the same time
since Kurt Crain and Garner were on the Tiger
staff from 1993-95.

The last time Garner and Craig were in
Auburn uniforms together at Jordan-Hare
Stadium prior to this season was the 1995
Iron Bowl, a 31-27 Auburn victory. Craig’s last
home game as an Auburn quarterback was an
AU 18-17 Iron Bowl victory in 1997.

Of the 31 schools that hired new head
coaches for the 2013 season, 11 completely
turned over their entire coaching staffs:
Auburn, California, Cincinnati, Colorado,
Florida International, Georgia State, Kentucky,
Purdue, South Florida, Tennessee and Western
Kentucky. Six others retained one coach (Ar-
kansas, Boston College, Idaho, North Carolina
State, Southern Miss, Western Michigan),
while the other 14 kept two or more former
assistants on staff.

Honoring Champions

Four outstanding Auburn football teams
will be honored during 2013 at Jordan-Hare
Stadium. Members of each team will be recog-
nized on the field; they will also visit with fans
at the Verizon Wireless Autograph Tent located
at Plainsman Park two hours prior to kickoff.

The 1988 Tigers, co-champions of the SEC,
will be honored at the September 7 home game
against Arkansas State. Coached by Pat Dye,
Auburn posted a 10-2 record that season and
faced Florida State in the Sugar Bowl. Auburn
finished ranked No. 7 in the nation.

The 1963 Auburn squad will celebrate its
50th anniversary at the Homecoming game
versus Western Carolina October 12. Posting a
9-2 record under Coach Ralph “Shug” Jordan,
the ’63 Tigers, who finished No. 5 in the na-
tional rankings, faced Nebraska in the Orange
Bowl.

The 1983 Tigers, Auburn’s first SEC cham-
pions since 1957, will celebrate their 30th an-
niversary at the Florida Atlantic game. Posting
an 11-1 record, 6-0 in SEC play, the 83 Auburn
squad defeated Michigan 9-7 in the Sugar Bowl
to finish No. 3 in most of the national polls.

The 1993 Tigers, coached by Terry Bowden,
posted an undefeated 11-0 record and finished
with a No. 4 national ranking; they were hon-
ored at the Washington State game.

30+ Points Equals Victory

Auburn has won 78 consecutive games
when scoring 30 or more points. The last time
the Tigers lost when registering at least 30
points was a 56-49, four overtime loss to Geor-
gia in 1996. In its history, Auburn is now 293-4
all-time when scoring at least 30 points.

Preseason All-SEC

Six Auburn football players were selected as
part of the SEC Coaches preseason all-confer-
ence teams released August 22.

Running back Tre Mason, who rushed
for 1,002 yards in 2012, and center Reese
Dismukes, a third-year starter on the offensive
line, were selected for the second team offense.

Placekicker Cody Parkey and punter Steven
Clark, both seniors, were second-team honor-
ees as well. Named to the third team were tight
end C.J. Uzomah and defensive end Dee Ford.

Eleven of the 14 SEC schools had a repre-
sentative on the first team, while every institu-
tion had at least two players named to one of
the three units. Coaches were not permitted to
vote for their own players.

The Graduates

Five members of the 2013 Auburn squad
have already earned bachelor’s degrees.
Graduating in May were Nosa Eguae (commu-
nication), Steven Clark (exercise science) and
Chandler Shakespeare (business management).
Craig Sanders (human development and family
studies) and Ryan Smith (public administra-
tion) were August graduates.

Interceptors

Robenson Therezie and Joshua Holsey each
recorded their first career interception against
Washington State. It marked the first time two
players recorded the first interception of their
careers in the same game since Jake Holland
and Jermaine Whitehead did so against Florida
Atlantic in 2011.

Therezie was the first Auburn player to
record two interceptions in a game since Josh
Bynes did it against Arkansas in 2010. Auburn
as a team had only two interceptions in the
2012 season.

o Auburn’s 297 rushing yards were the most
vs. a BCS conference opponent since Auburn
rushed for 315 vs. Georgia in 2010.

 Tre Mason’s 141 kickoff return yards vs.
Washington State were the most by an Auburn
player since Mason recorded 172 kickoff return
yards vs. Mississippi State on Sept. 10, 2011.

« Ryan White’s two-point conversion run was
the first Auburn two-point offensive conver-
sion since 2006 versus Alabama; that two-
point PAT was a pass from Carl Stewart to Lee
Guess.

o Tre Mason’s 220 all-purpose yards (73 rush-
ing, 6 receiving and141 kickoff returns) were
the most by an Auburn player since Darvin
Adams had 227 all-purpose yards (217 receiv-
ing and 10 punt return) vs. South Carolina in
the 2010 SEC Championship Game.

 Auburn was one of only 10 teams nationally
not to have at least one senior on its starting
offensive line for the opening game. Auburn
started juniors Reese Dismukes and Chad
Slade, sophomores Patrick Miller and Greg
Robinson and redshirt freshman Alex Kozan.

In Season Openers

Auburn is now 93-26-2 all-time in season
opening games. The Tigers have won seven of
their last eight openers.

Auburn is 35-6 all-time in season openers
at Jordan-Hare Stadium. The Tigers have won
their last seven home openers.

Opening Ws Third In SEC

Auburn’s total of 93 season-opening victo-
ries is just two behind Alabama (95) for the
most among the Southeastern Conference
schools. The Tigers are one win behind Arkan-
sas (94) and are followed by Georgia with 90
wins in season openers.

Tre Mason On The Carry

Junior Tre Mason continues to make his
mark on the Auburn record book. With 1,236
career rushing yards, he ranks 34th on the
Auburn all-time list after his 73-yard rushing
performance against Washington State, scoring
a rushing and a return touchdown.

His kickoff return touchdown of 100 yards
against WSU was the second KOR score of his
career; his first was a 97-yard return against
Utah State in the 2011 season opener. The Ti-
gers have returned 20 kickoffs for touchdowns
in program history. Auburn’s last kickoff return
for a touchdown was a 100-yard return by On-
terio McCalebb at Mississippi State last season.

Mason passed the 2,000-yard mark in all-
purpose yardage against Washington State, and
has 2,095 all-purpose yards in his career. Ma-
son now has 11 career touchdowns at Auburn.

On the final carry of 2012, Mason passed
the 1,000-yard rushing mark, finishing with
1,002 yards on 171 carries (the fewest number
of carries to 1,000 yards by any SEC rusher last
season). He was the first non-quarterback to
lead Auburn in total offense for a season since
Bo Jackson in 1985.

Mason’s 181-yard rushing total against
Alabama A&M last season gave him his third
100-yard game. He also had 100-yard efforts
with a then-career-high 152 against New
Mexico State and 106 yards against Clemson.
Mason’s 86-yard touchdown run in the first
quarter against Alabama A&M was the fourth
longest rushing play in Auburn history and the
seventh longest play from scrimmage ever.

Mason led Auburn in rushing for the 2012
season season with 1,002 yards on 171 carries,
a 5.9-yard per-carry average. Scoring twice
against AAMU, his eight touchdowns were also
most on the squad; he scored seven of those in
the last seven games.

Kickoff Return String

Auburn ranks third in the nation among
teams with the longest active streak of kickoft
returns for a touchdown in consecutive
seasons. The Tigers have had at least one
kickoff return for a score in each of the past six
seasons, including Tre Mason’s 100-yard return
against Washington State.

Grant On The Ground

With 146 yards rushing on nine carries
against Washington State, Corey Grant posted
his first 100-yard game, the 59th Auburn
rusher ever to do so. Grant’s 75-yard touch-
down run in the second quarter was his first
Auburn score and the 24th-longest touchdown
run in Auburn history.

First-Time Tigers

In the season opener against Washington
State, 12 Auburn players saw their first action
in a Tiger uniform: Montravius Adams, Cam-
eron Artis-Payne, Ben Bradley, Elijah Daniel,
Marcus Davis, Johnathan Ford, Brandon King,
Alex Kozan, Carl Lawson, Robert Leff, Nick
Marshall and JaViere Mitchell. Five of those are
true freshmen and three are redshirt freshmen.

On Scholarship

Formerly walk-ons, senior running back
Chandler Shakespeare, senior safety Blake
Poole and junior receiver Dimitri Reese were
put on scholarship for the Fall Semester;
classes began August 21.

Home Start

Auburn opens the season with three straight
home contests for the 12th time in program
history. Other seasons: 2009, 2007, 2005, 1999,
1995, 1993, 1988, 1986, 1982, 1980 and 1920.

SEC Numbers

In SEC action all-time, Auburn holds a 291-
230-18 overall record. In SEC games played in
Auburn, the Tigers are 118-52-6 all-time. In
all SEC games played away from Auburn, the
Tigers are 173-179-12 overall.

No Return Policy

Senior punter Steven Clark, a 2011 Ray Guy
Award finalist and 2012 semifinalist, continues
to excel. He averaged 41.6 yards per punt on
five kicks against Washington State, with three
punts inside the 20 and none returned.

Only five of his 70 punts last season were
returned. Clark averaged 39.8 yards per punt
in 2012, placing 15 kicks inside the 20. His
season long was 54 yards against LSU; he had
six punts last year of 50 yards or more.

For his career, Clark has a 39.9 average on
153 career punts, with 51 punts landing inside
the 20 and 20 kicks of 50 yards or longer.

Only 11 percent of his career punts (17-153)
have been returned, for an average of just 4.9
yards per return.

For Starters

Auburn has a total of 37 players with at least
one career start for the Tigers. Tops on that list
is Nosa Eguae with 31 career starts, eighth best
among current SEC players.

Five players made their first start for Auburn
Saturday against Washington State: QB Nick
Marshall, OG Alex Kozan, DE Craig Sand-
ers, DE LaDarius Owens and Star Robenson
Therezie.

Among 2013 SEC programs, Auburn had
the most returning career starts (365) on its
roster, seventh most nationally entering the
season.

When Scoring 20+ Points

Since 2001, Auburn is 102-14 (.879) when
scoring 20 or more points in a game. Dating
back to the start of the 1993 season, Auburn
is 145-21-1 (.871) when scoring 20 or more
points in a game.

Parkey For Three

Cody Parkey kicked a career-long 47-yard
field goal against Washington State, one of
three field goals he made in that 31-24 win. he
has made 13 straight field goals from 45 yards
and in, dating back through the 2011 Chick-
fil-A Bowl.

With two point-after kicks as well against
the Cougars, Parkey extended his SEC-leading
string of consecutive PATS to 53; that total
ranks him tenth nationally.

Parkey ranks fourth in Auburn career field
goal percentage at .750 (27-36), just behind
Scott Etheridge (.791/1992-93), Matt Hawkins
(.788/1994-95) and Win Lyle (.763/1987-89).

During his career, 78 of Parkey’s 156
kickoffs have gone for touchbacks (50.0%),
including 76 of 121 since the beginning of his
sophomore season (62.8%).

Last season, Parkey converted on nine
straight three-pointers dating back through
the 2011 season, before missing on a 49-yarder
vs. Arkansas. That tied the third best string of
consecutive field goals at Auburn since 1981.

Parkey was 11-14 on field goals last year,

and 27-27 last season on PAT kicks. He made
four field goals versus Clemson (37-46-27-36
yards), tying a Chick-fil-A Kickoff Classic re-
cord and earning him Lou Groza Award star of
the week honors. Parkey’s game-winner against
ULM earned him SEC Special Teams Player of
the Week honors.

Eguae is involved in a number of outreach
initiatives, led by his work as a volunteer with
the Pine Hills Literacy Project.

Since 1992, the Allstate AFCA Good Works
Team® has honored college football players at
all levels of the sport for their selfless acts of
giving back to the community and off-the-field
achievements. Auburn tight end Philip Lut-
zenkirchen was a member of the 2012 Allstate
AFCA Good Works Team.

Jordan-Hare Stadium

Jordan-Hare Stadium, the 11th largest
on-campus stadium in college football, seats
87,451.

The stadium was dedicated Nov. 30, 1939,
with 7,500 seats. Ten years later, 14,000 seats
were added, and the stadium was named Cliff
Hare Stadium (after a member of Auburn’s
first football team and eventual professor and
dean of the School of Chemistry), although
only 12 home games were played there over
that 10-year span. Additional seats were added
in 1955, 1960 and 1970. The West upper deck
was completed in 1980; the East upper deck
and suites were finished for the 1987 season.
The most recent addition to the stadium was
the construction of a LED board in 2007;
Auburn was the first SEC school to install a
high-definition video board display.

The facility was renamed Jordan-Hare Sta-
dium in 1973, recognizing Hall of Fame coach
Ralph “Shug” Jordan. The turf at Jordan-Hare
Stadium was officially named after Pat Dye,
Auburn’s Hall of Fame coach and athletics
director, prior to the 2005 Iron Bowl.

On game days, Auburn’s Pat Dye Field at
Jordan-Hare Stadium becomes the sixth-larg-
est city in the state of Alabama; Auburn has
averaged 80,000+ fans per game for the last 19
seasons. Since Jordan-Hare Stadium expanded
to its current capacity prior to the 2004 season,
the Tigers have tallied 28 sold-out games.

Parking and Tailgating

West Samford Avenue: A small area of green
space on West Samford Avenue near the Dun-
can Drive intersection will be opened up for
free parking and tailgating.

Cam Newton accounted for five touchdowns and 357 yards of total
offense, rushing for a school-record 171 on 15 carries as a quarter-
back, as Auburn defeated Arkansas State, 52-26, to open up the 2010
football season. Newton, playing in his first game at Auburn, rushed
for three touchdowns and threw for two others as Auburn racked up
608 yards of total offense on the night.

Auburn took a 35-16 lead into the half as Newton rushed for two
scores and threw another in the first half alone, taking less than two
minutes on each drive and using only 16 total plays. The two biggest
gainers were a 48-yard touchdown pass to Quindarius Carr with 5:59
left in the half that put Auburn ahead 28-13 and a 71-yard touch-
down run on a draw play to go up 35-16.

Newton also threw for 186 yards on the night, completing nine of
14 passes and tossing a pair of touchdowns to Mario Fannin as well
as the one to Carr. Fannin’s scores came on a 36-yard pass in the first
quarter that gave Auburn a 14-6 lead and a 38-yard pass for Auburn’s
first score in the second half. Fannin finished the game with four
catches for 65 yards.

Auburn trailed 6-0 after Arkansas State scored on a 10-yard pass
with 5:18 left in the first quarter but blocked the point after attempt.

Auburn opened the Gus Malzahn era with a 31-24 win over Wash-
ington State at Jordan-Hare Stadium.

The two teams played a see-saw first half, which saw five lead changes
and 46 total points before Auburn pulled out the victory.

Auburn rushed for 297 yards on 45 carries, led by Corey Grant’s 146,
which included a 75-yard touchdown run in the second quarter which
helped give Auburn a lead it would hold onto for the rest of the game.

Nick Marshall finished 10-for-19 for 99 yards. Sammie Coates (44
yards) and Quan Bray (28 yards) each had three catches.

Auburn’s defense collected three interceptions on the night, two by
Robenson Therezie, including one in the end zone as Washington State
was driving late in the fourth quarter for a tying score.

Washington State struck first, taking a 7-0 lead on a Jeremiah Laufasa
4-yard run, capping a 12-play, 75-yard drive.

Auburn took its first lead of the game when Ryan White’s two-point
conversion run made it 8-7 following a Tre Mason 8-yard scoring run.
The touchdown the 10th of Mason’s career while the successful two-
point conversion was Auburn’s first since Lee Guess caught a Carl Stew-
art pass at Alabama in 2006.

Washington State took a 14-8 lead with 8:02 left in the first half on a
Connor Halliday 7-yard touchdown pass to Bobby Ratliff, capping off
a nine-play, 67-yard drive. The lead was short-lived, however, as Mason
returned the ensuing kickoff 100 yards for the game-tying score. A suc-
cessful Cody Parkey extra-point put Auburn ahead, 15-14.

Mason’s 100-yard kick return tied for the second-longest in school
history and marks the sixth consecutive season in which Auburn has
returned at least one kickoff for a touchdown, tied for the third-longest
active streak in the nation.

Washington State wasted little time answering Mason’s return, going
75 yards in just 1:28 to reclaim the lead, 21-15, with 6:18 left in the half.
