Baylor Advances to Title Game... 
With Sunday's 59-47 win over No. 2 Stanford, Baylor advanced to the NCAA Championship title game for the second

time in program history, and will make its second appearance in the last seven years. Baylor won the 2005 national
championship in Indianapolis and was eliminated by UConn in the 2010 national semifinals at San Antonio. It marks the
second straight season a Big 12 Conference team will play for the NCAA crown (Texas A&M) and the fourth time
(Oklahoma, 2002) in the league's 16-year history. 

No. 1/1 Baylor Takes on Notre Dame for NCAA Crown... 
The top-ranked Baylor Lady Bears, NCAA Division I’s lone undefeated team with a school-record 39-0 mark, are the

NCAA Championships’ overall No. 1 seed and seek to become the NCAA’s first-ever 40-0 team.
After downing UC Santa Barbara (81-40) in the first round, the Florida Gators in the second round (76-57), 15th-

ranked Georgia Tech (83-68) in the Sweet 16, ninth-ranked Tennessee (77-58) in the Elite Eight and second-ranked
Stanford (59-47) in the semifinals, Baylor is making its second appearance in the title game.

Baylor is led by a trio of double-digit scorers on the season. Junior post Brittney Griner, AP and USBWA National
Player of the Year, unanimous AP All-American, WBCA All-American and 2012 U.S. Olympic Team finalist, leads the Big
12 with 23.2 points per game while sophomore guard Odyssey Sims, an AP and WBCA All-American, manages 14.7 a
contest, and junior forward/post Destiny Williams scores 10.1 an outing. Junior guard Kimetria Hayden adds 9.1 a
game. Griner, Williams and junior forward/post Brooklyn Pope are the team’s top rebounders with Griner averaging 9.4
a game, Williams 9.2 a game and Pope manages 5.4 per game. Sims is also averaging 4.4 assists and 3.0 steals per
contest while Griner manages a nation’s best 5.2 blocks per game.

Tuesday’s matchup between top-ranked Baylor and No. 4 Notre Dame marks the second time this season the two
teams have faced each other with a championship on the line. The Lady Bears posted a 94-81 homecourt victory over
the Irish in Waco in the Preseason WNIT championship game, Nov. 20. BU’s Griner tallied 32 points and 14 rebounds en
route to leading her team to victory, Sims added 25 points, six assists and six steals and Williams also recorded a double-
double with 15 points and 13 boards. Notre Dame’s Natalie Novosel led the Irish with 28 points while Skylar Diggins
added 27 and Kayla McBride scored 11 points.

HEAD COACH KIM MULKEY
Success = Kim Mulkey. No matter what she’s attempted in basketball, whether it be on

the court or along the sideline, Mulkey has found success. In just her 12th season as a head
coach, she attained 300 career victories and ranks No. 4 among the winningest active
Division I head coaches (.810) and No. 5 all-time by percentage. Of the three active coaches
ranked ahead of her, Mulkey reached 300 wins the fastest. It took Geno Auriemma (UConn)
and Pat Summitt  (Tennessee) each 13 seasons to attain the milestone and Stanford’s Tara
VanDerveer needed 14 years to reach 300.

When the Women's Basketball Hall of Famer accepted the position as Baylor University’s
women's basketball head coach on April 4, 2000, few could have predicted the dramatic
and prestigious transformation the program was about to undergo. In just 12 years at
Baylor, the former Olympic Gold medalist has guided the Lady Bear basketball program to
the pinnacle of women's basketball, the 2005 NCAA national championship, 11 NCAA

Tournament appearances, 12, 20-win seasons and three, 30-win campaigns, including a school-record 39 wins this season. In
addition, over the past seven seasons, Mulkey has led the Lady Bears to three Final Four appearances (2005, ’10, ‘12) and seven
Big 12 Conference titles.

The 2005 national title was Baylor's first for a women's team sport, and just the second in school history overall.
In winning the 2005 title, Mulkey became the first person, man or woman, to win a basketball national championship as a

player, assistant coach and head coach. 
En route to the NCAA championship, the Lady Bears won their first Big 12 Conference championship and were the league's

tournament champion, too. In 2009, the Lady Bears added to the trophy case with another Big 12 Tournament crown, claimed
both the 2011 regular season and tournament crowns and captured the 2012 regular season title by a record seven games over
second-place finishers Oklahoma and Texas A&M and again earned the tournament crown.

Mulkey has produced amazing results since taking over the program’s reins on April 4, 2000, averaging 28.1 wins a season. In
her 12 years at the program's helm, she has posted an impressive 337-79 (.810) record which ranks her No. 4 nationally in
winning percentage.  In addition, the Lady Bear program ranks No. 5 among the NCAA Division I's winningest teams over that
span.

Since coming into the league in 2000-01, Mulkey owns the top winning percentage and most victories among Big 12 coaches
at 81.0 percent (337-79). She is one of five coaches in Baylor Athletics history to ever amass 300 or more wins in Waco, joining
baseball’s Mickey Sullivan and Steve Smith, softball’s Glenn Moore and Matt Knoll (men’s tennis).

Quick Hits...
§ For the first time since 1989 (Maryland, Auburn, Louisiana Tech, Tennessee) and just second time in NCAA women’s

basketball history, all four No. 1 seeds have advanced to the Final Four.  Kim Mulkey was an assistant on the 1989
Louisiana Tech staff.

§ Baylor is making its second Final Four in the past three seasons, and its third overall (2005, ‘10, ‘12) and its second title
game appearance (2005 & ‘12).

§ Kim Mulkey is participating in her eighth NCAA Championship title game; two as a player (1982 & ‘83), four as an
assistant coach/associate head coach (1987, ‘88, ‘94, ‘98) and two as a head coach (2005 & ‘12).

§ Baylor’s 2011-12 roster features four McDonald’s All-Americans. Juniors Brittney Griner and Destiny Williams were
honored in 2009, while junior  Brooklyn Pope was a 2008 selection and sophomore Odyssey Sims was a 2010 recipient.

§ Baylor’s senior class of Terran Condrey, Ashley Field and Lindsay Palmer are 130-19 (.872) in four seasons with five Big 12
titles, four NCAA Tournament trips and a pair of Final Fours to their resume.

§ For the second time in her four-year career, guard Lindsay Palmer was named an NCAA Elite 89 scholar. She was also
2010 women’s basketball recipient. She carries a 3.985 grade point average.

§ Baylor is 12-0 vs. Top 25 teams this season, including 5-0 vs. Top 10 opponents. Baylor’s scoring margin vs. ranked
opponents is +16.8, while its rebounding margin is +7.6.

§ Brittney Griner’s 903 in 2011-12 is the most by a BU player in the NCAA era and is No. 3 all-time. She needs seven
points to break Andrea Riley’s (OSU) Big 12 single-season scoring record of 909 which she set in 2010.

§ Odyssey Sims is averaging 19.7 points per game vs. BU’s 12 ranked opponents and 14.7 on the season.
§ Baylor broke its own NCAA season blocks record of 277 set in 2010, as the Lady Bears have registered 304 blocks this

season; led by Brittney Griner’s 201, Sune Agbuke’s 27, Jordan Madden’s 24, Destiny Williams’ 20 and Brooklyn
Pope’s 18.

§ Baylor has already set five Big 12 Conference single-season records and is on pace to break four more. 
Records set - rebounds, 1,764 (breaking own record set last season, 1,646); assists, 707 (OU, 677 in 2001); blocks, 304 (BU
277 in 2010); victories, 39 (34 in 2011) and  points 3,056 (Texas A&M 2,949 in 2011).

§ Baylor has established school record for most points in a season in NCAA competition. BU currently has 3.056 points, it
scored 2,922 in 2010-11. 

§ Baylor has outscored its 39 opponents by 26.5 points per game on the season and by 23.9 points a game in Big 12 action.
§ Brittney Griner has registered a Big 12 record 594 career blocked shots, and ranks No. 2 on the NCAA Division I Career

Top 10 list; she trails record-holder Louella Tomlinson’s 663 rejections by 69. At her current pace of 5.2 bpg, Griner will
need 14 more games to break the record.

§ Brittney Griner has scored 2,399 career points and blocked 594 shots; she is the first player in NCAA Division basketball
history to record 2,000 points and 500 blocks (blocked shots were added to the NCAA records beginning with the 1985-86
season). 

§ At 39-0,  Baylor is the nation’s only undefeated NCAA Division I team, men’s or women’s. The 39-0 start is the best in Big
12 history; Nebraska opened the 2009-10 season at 30-0 on its way to a 32-2 finish. 

§ The Lady Bears own NCAA Division I women’s basketball’s longest active win streak at 39 games.  
§ Brittney Griner has improved her free throw shooting from .684 her freshman season to .803 this season, as her scoring

average has gone from 18.4 to 23.2.
§ Brittney Griner was named AP Player of the Year.
§ Brittney Griner is one of four finalists for the  Naismith Trophy.
§ Brittney Griner and Odyssey Sims were both named WBCA All-Americans, the first time BU has had two recipients.

Destiny Williams was an honorable mention selection.
§ Brittney Griner and Odyssey Sims are 2012 AP All-Americans, Griner was a unanimous choice and Sims was named to

the second team.
§ Kim Mulkey was named AP Coach of the Year and is one of four finalists for Naismith Coach of the Year and is a Russell

§ Odyssey Sims was one of eight nominees for the Lieberman Award recognizing the nation’s top point guard.
§ Destiny Williams ranks second on the team in rebounding on the season (9.2) and leads the team in double-digit

rebounding games with 19, she has 13 double-doubles to her credit in 2011-12 and led the Big 12 Conference in
rebounding in league games with 10.6 per contest. She currently ranks No. 3 in the Big 12 in rebounding.

§ Baylor registered its second-straight undefeated home record, as BU was 21-0 in 2010-11 and 19-0 this season.
§ The Lady Bears’ 40-game home win streak ranks No. 2 nationally, tied with Miami (Fla.), both of which trail Stanford’s

string of 79 straight wins.
§ For the second straight season and seventh time in program history, Baylor has reached the 30-win plateau. It marks the

third 30-win season under Kim Mulkey (33-3, 2005; 34-3 in ‘11 and school-record 39-0 in ‘12). 
§ Brittney Griner has scored in double figures in 79 straight games and in 109 of 111 career games.
§ Griner has blocked at least one shot in 108 of her 111-game career, including 49 straight outings. The three games in

which she did not block a shot all came in her sophomore season (vs. FIU, vs. Clemson, vs. Kansas State).
§ With its win vs. Iowa State, the Lady Bears became the first team to win 18 league games since this is the first year of the

expanded Big 12 schedule. BU became the third conference team to post an undefeated mark (OU, 2006; Nebraska, 2010).
§ Baylor claimed its second straight Big 12 Conference regular season crown and third overall.
§ Baylor is 73-3 over the past two seasons, 34-3 in 2010-11 and 39-0 this season.
§ The Lady Bears have shot 41.7% or better in 36 of 39 games this season (.380 at Iowa State, .351 vs. Texas Tech in Waco

and .365 vs. Stanford). BU is shooting a nation-leading 48.7% on the season.
§ Baylor has spent 26 weeks at No. 1 in the AP listing which ranks seventh all-time. It marked just the eighth time that a

women’s team has run the table in the AP Poll.
§ Brittney Griner ranks No. 1 nationally in blocks per game (5.2).
§ Brittney Griner ranks No. 3 on BU’s all-time scoring chart with 2,399 points and No. 4 on the Big 12’s career list. In

addition, Griner ranks No. 3 on the Big 12’s career free throw list with 635.
§ Baylor is the only school to have its women’s basketball (No. 1), men’s basketball (No. 9) and football (No. 13) teams

ranked among the AP Top 25.  
§ Baylor hasn’t allowed an opponent to shoot 50 percent from the field in 214 straight games, dating back to March 25,

2006.
§ Baylor was 27-0 a year ago and is 34-0 this season when scoring 70 or more points and has now won 112 straight such

games since a 78-72 overtime loss at North Carolina State in the 2nd Round of the 2007 NCAA Tournament at Raleigh,
N.C. The Lady Bears also have a string of 93 consecutive victories, including a 17-0 record in 2011-12, when putting 80 or
more points on the scoreboard, since a 103-99 triple-overtime loss at Nebraska in 2004-05.

§ In just her 12th season as a head coach, Kim Mulkey attained 300 career victories and ranks No. 4 among the winningest
active Division I head coaches (.810) and No. 5 all-time. Of the three active coaches ranked ahead of her, Mulkey reached
300 wins the fastest. It took Geno Auriemma (UConn) and Pat Summitt  (Tennessee) each 13 seasons to attain the
milestone and Stanford’s Tara VanDerveer needed 14 years to reach 300. Mulkey currently has 337 career wins.

§ Baylor has won seven Big 12 titles, three regular season (2005, ‘11, ‘12) and four postseason (2005, ‘09, ‘11, ‘12).
§ 20 of BU’s 39 wins on the season have come outside Waco.

Can They Maintain Perfection?...
§ If Baylor is able to remain perfect this season, it will become the first basketball team, male or female, in NCAA history to

produce a 40-0 record. The Lady Bears will have to win one more game in the 2012 NCAA Championship to achieve the
feat.

§ The 14 undefeated NCAA champions include: 2010 UConn women (39-0), 2009 UConn women (39-0), 2002 UConn

Baylor faced 16 opponents that are participating in 2012 postseason competition and it holds a 27-0 record versus those

teams. Baylor posted a 19-0 record against its 11 former opponents playing in the NCAA Tournament: Connecticut (1-0), Iowa
State (2-0), Kansas (2-0), Kansas State (3-0), McNeese State (1-0), Notre Dame (1-0), Oklahoma (2-0), St. John’s (1-0),
Tennessee (1-0), Texas (2-0) and Texas A&M (3-0). The Lady Bears were 8-0 against their five opponents participating in the
2012 Women’s WNIT: Chattanooga (1-0), Howard (1-0), Mississippi Valley State (1-0), Oklahoma State (2-0) and  Texas Tech (3-
0).

A Tradition of Excellence On the Field...
§ In the Big 12’s 16-year history, Baylor has won a combined 44 regular-season and tournament conference championships

in eight sports; 15 more than it won in 81 years of Southwest Conference membership. Baylor’s 44 all-time Big 12 titles
rank fifth overall (and No. 4 among the current 10-school league line-up behind Texas, Texas A&M and Oklahoma).

§ Over the last nine academic years (2003-04 thru 2011-12), Baylor has won a combined 35 Big 12 regular-season and
tournament championships in six sports, which ranks third behind Texas (60) and Texas A&M (43) in that period, and
ahead of Oklahoma State (30), Nebraska (29) and Oklahoma (28).

§ In that same span, Baylor has won two NCAA team championships (2004 men’s tennis and 2005 women’s basketball) and
13 individual NCAA titles, while registering seven of its 10 highest finishes in the Learfield Directors’ Cup all-sports
standings.

§ Seventeen of Baylor’s 19 sports’ teams have made at least one postseason appearance over the last eight years with men’s
basketball reaching the Elite 8 twice (2010 and 2012); women’s basketball advancing to three Final Fours (2004-05
national champions and 2009-10, 2011-12), baseball making the 2005 College World Series, softball advancing to the
2007 and 2011 (fourth-place) Women’s College World Series, men’s tennis advancing to nine consecutive Elite 8’s
(including the 2004 NCAA team championship, which started a run of four straight Final Four appearances) and women’s
tennis’s five Elite 8’s which includes a pair of Final Four appearances in 2008 and 2011.

§ Prominent Baylor athletes include 2011 Heisman Trophy winner Robert Griffin III; Olympic gold medalists Michael
Johnson and Jeremy Wariner; Mike Singletary, NFL Hall of Famer; Ted Lyons, MLB Hall of Famer; 2007 NBA Finals
participants David Wesley and Melvin Hunt; 2007 NFL Super Bowl XLI participants Fred Miller and Justin Snow; Current
MLB players include David Murphy and Kelly Shoppach and WNBA All-Star Sophia Young.

program records for single-season victories while reaching the Elite Eight for the second time in three years. Among NCAA
Division I programs, Baylor’s 69 combined victories ranks first nationally ahead of No. 2 Kentucky. Baylor and Kentucky
were the only schools to place both its men’s and women’s teams in the Elite Eight this season.

§ Every Baylor team has qualified for the postseason heading into the spring for the first time in school history.
§ Baylor football went 10-3, won the Alamo Bowl, produced its first Heisman Trophy winner in quarterback Robert Griffin

III, and was ranked No. 12 in the season-ending poll.
§ Baylor men’s basketball was the No. 3 seed in the South Regional and ended the year with a 30-8 record, a national

ranking of No. 9 and a runner-up finish in the 2012 Phillips 66 Big 12 Championship after third-place finish in the regular
season race. The Bears won their first- and second-round contests and defeated Xavier in Atlanta and fell to Kentucky in
the Elite Eight.

§ Baylor Lady Bear basketball is 39-0 after sweeping the Big 12 regular-season and tournament crowns and advancing to
the Final Four and has been the nation’s No. 1 ranked team from the start of the 2011-12 season.

With The Lead… 
§ Baylor has held a double-digit lead at some point in 36 of its 39 2011-12 contests . The Lady Bears’ largest lead of the

season was 66 points (91-25) with 1:35 left in the 2nd half vs. Chattanooga. In 23 games, BU held a lead of 30 or more
points at some point in the game, led by 40 or more in eight contests and 50 or more in four outings.

§ In 36 of 39 games this season, Baylor led by double-digits at some point in the game. The lone exceptions were the Lady
Bears’ 76-67 win at Tennessee, when their biggest advantage was nine points (00:39 in second half), a 66-61 win vs.
UConn, largest advantage was nine with 14:07 remaining in the second half and another nine point advantage vs. Texas
Tech (3:54 left in first half) in Waco. 

§ BU has won its 39 games by an average of +26.5 ppg, and held its opponents to 30.9 percent field goal shooting
(including 26.2 percent from 3-point range) and 51.9 points per contest.

§ Baylor failed to hold a double-digit lead in only three games this season; Nov. 27 at then-No. 6 Tennessee, Dec. 18 vs. No.
2 UConn and Feb. 18 vs. Texas Tech.

§ Baylor has only trailed at halftime in four games this season; 33-31 at Tennessee, 32-30 vs. St. John’s, 34-28 vs. UConn
and 35-30 vs. Texas Tech.

§ Baylor played only two games where its margin of victory was five points or less (UConn, 66-61 and Texas Tech, 56-51),
three games where its margin of victory was 6-10 points (Tennessee, 76-67; at Texas A&M, 69-62; Texas Tech, 72-64) and
five games with an 11-15 point margin of victory; 29 of BU’s 39 wins were by 16 or more points.

Notre Dame Fighting Irish...
§ Located in Notre Dame, Ind., the fourth-ranked Notre Dame Fighting Irish are 35-3 on the season and making their

second-straight NCAA Championship title game appearance. 
§ Four Notre Dame players are averaging double-digit scoring. They are led by junior point guard Skylar Diggins’ 16.8 points

per contest, senior guard Natalie Novosel scores 15.4 an outing, Devereaux Peters, a senior forward, manages 11.9 a game
and sophomore guard Kayla McBride averages 11.6 a contest. Peters is the team’s top rebounder at 9.5 an outing.

§ The Fighting Irish are coached by 30th-year head coach Muffet McGraw (Saint Joseph’s, 1977). McGraw is 591-214 (.734)
in her 25 years  seasons along the Notre Dame sideline and boasts a 679-255 (.727) career mark.

§ Griner threw down two more in Baylor’s victory over Texas State (Jan. 2, 2010) becoming just the second female to dunk

The Griner Effect...
§ With Brittney Griner’s 6-8 presence in the paint and her ability to block shots, BU’s opponents have increased their 3-

point shot attempts since her arrival. In 2008-09, the year before Griner came to Baylor, BU opponents took 570 shots
(16.2 per game) from beyond the arc, in 2009-10 foes took 740 treys (20.0) and they attempted 750 (20.3) a year ago.

§ So far this season, BU opponents have taken 747 (19.2 per game) shots beyond the arc.
§ Griner has affected Big 12 recruiting, too, as nine of 10 league teams have multiple players over 6-3 and there are eight

players 6-5 or taller, seven of which are on former Big 12 South teams.
§ Baylor opponents regularly deviate from both their normal offensive and defensive game plans to try to account for

Griner’s presence.
§ BU averages 44.3 points in the paint and holds opponents to 18.6 for an advantage of 25.7 points per game.

For the Blocks Record Books...
§ Brittney Griner’s 10 blocks against Oklahoma in the 2010 Big 12 Championship quarterfinals broke OU’s Courtney Paris’

2008 tournament single-game record of seven blocks.
§ Baylor’s 16 team blocks against Georgetown (March 22, 2010) set a new program single-game record for blocks, eclipsing

the previous mark of 15 against New Orleans (Dec. 20, 1986) and Oregon (Dec. 12, 2007). The mark is also an NCAA
Tournament record.

§ Griner ‘s 14 blocks against Georgetown also bettered her own Big 12 and Baylor single-game block record and also set an
NCAA Championship single-game record.

§ Griner’s 88 blocks in 14 games of NCAA Championship play is a continuing tournament record.
§ In 2010, Griner’s 40 NCAA Tournament blocks set a tournament record.
§ Griner’s 223 blocks in 2009-10 were an NCAA single-season record.
§ Griner’s 594 career blocks are a BU and Big 12 career record.
§ Griner’s 594 career blocks rank No. 2 on the NCAA Division I career block list. St. Mary’s (CA) Louella Tomlinson holds the

all-time career mark with 663 (see chart on page 8).  
§ This season Griner set a Big 12 Championship record for total tournament blocks with 18 and now also owns the

tournament’s career record (42).

§ When Brittney Griner scored her 2,000th point at Kansas State on Feb. 4, she became the only NCAA basketball player,

male or female, to score 2,000 points and block 500 shots (the NCAA did not record blocks prior to the 1985-86 season).
§ Since the NCAA began keeping block records, only eight men’s and women’s players, among the three divisions, have

blocked more than 500 shots and none have reached the 2,000 point mark.

Defense...
§ Baylor hasn’t allowed an opponent to shoot 50 percent from the field in 214 straight games, dating back to March 25,

2006, an 82-63 Sweet 16 loss to eventual national champion Maryland.
§ This season, BU has held its opponents, including nine of its 12 ranked foes, to a .306 field goal percentage.
§ In 2011-12, BU has held 18 of its 39 opponents to below a .300 field goal percentage, and only three teams, UConn

(.421), Texas Tech (.429) and Texas A&M (.464), have shot above 40% against the Lady Bears. 
§ Baylor ranks No. 2 in NCAA Division I statistics in field goal percentage defense (.309).
§ Baylor is 76-3 since the start of the 2009-10 season when allowing 60 or fewer points, including this year’s 33-0 mark.

The Lady Bears held 29 of 37 opponents to 60 or fewer points en route to sweeping the 2011 Big 12 regular-season and
tournament titles and advancing to the NCAA Tournament’s Elite Eight.

Griner Climbing Career Block Charts...
§ Brittney Griner entered her sophomore season ranked No. 2 on Baylor’s career block chart with 223 rejections. Just 41

games into her career (Nov. 23, 2010 vs. Texas Southern), Griner broke Danielle Wilson’s BU record of 249, achieved in 92
games.

§ During her sophomore season, Griner blocked 170 shots, including nine against both top-ranked UConn and No. 6
Tennessee. Her 2010-11 block total stands No. 2 on both the BU single-season and Big 12 lists behind her NCAA record
223 rejections as a freshman in 2009-10, but was surpassed in 2011-12.

§ The junior post has rejected 201 shots on the season, including a season-high nine shots vs. both second-ranked UConn
and No. 9 Tennessee and eight five times, which is No. 2 on the BU and Big 12 charts.

§ With her 201 blocks this season, Griner owns the top three single-season rejection totals in Baylor history.  
§ Griner, with 594 career blocks, broke Courtney Paris’  (Oklahoma) Big 12 record of 446, during the UConn game, Dec. 18,

2011.

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§ Baylor was 27-0 a year ago and is 34-0 this season when scoring 70 or more points and
has now won 112 straight such games since a 78-72 overtime loss at North Carolina State
in the 2nd Round of the 2007 NCAA Tournament at Raleigh, N.C. The Lady Bears also have
a string of 93 consecutive victories, including a 17-0 record in 2011-12, when putting 80 or
more points on the scoreboard, since a 103-99 triple-overtime loss at Nebraska in 2004-
05.

§ All-told, Baylor is 253-13 (.951) under Kim Mulkey when scoring 70 or more points,
including a 157-3 (.981) record when totaling 80 or more. The Lady Bears have averaged
70.4 or more points in 10 of Mulkey’s first 11 seasons along the BU sideline, and are
scoring at a 78.9 ppg clip in 2011-12.

§ Griner’s 247 free throws made last season ranked her No. 1 on the team’s individual season
best chart, passing Lynnell Pyron’s (1974-75) record of 237 makes. In addition, her 903
points this season rank No. 5 and her 23.2 ppg No. 4.

§ Griner’s 852 points as a sophomore ranked No. 2 on the Big 12 Conference’s single-season
list behind Andrea Riley’s 909 in 2009-10. Griner’s 40 points vs. Green Bay enabled her to
become the second player in Big 12 history to register an 800-point season and to break
Riley’s Big 12 sophomore scoring record.

§ Griner’s 903 points in 2011-12, are the most-ever by a BU player in NCAA competition
improving on her 852 points as a sophomore. Her total ranks third on the BU single-season
list.

§ Griner’s 953 career rebounds ranks No. 6 on  BU’s career list.

BU In the Polls...
§ Baylor went wire-to-wire this season in both the AP Poll and the USA Today/ESPN Coaches’

Poll. It marked just the eighth time that a women’s team has run the table in the AP Poll.
§ BU has been No. 1 in both polls every week of the season (preseason plus 18 regular

season) and is a unanimous selection for the 15th straight week in the AP Poll, garnering
all 40 votes. 

§ Baylor spent seven weeks at No. 1 in both polls last season, moving into the top spot in
the AP Poll on Jan. 3, 2011, and it stayed there until Feb. 21, 2011.  

§ All told, Baylor has spent 26 weeks at No. 1 in the AP listing which ranks sixth all-time.
§ On January 3, 2011, for the first time in program history, Baylor's women’s basketball

team ascended to the top spot in The Associated Press poll. Baylor had been ranked No. 2
every week since the beginning of the 2010-11 season but moved to the top spot after
then-top-ranked Connecticut lost at then-No. 9 Stanford, 71-59.

§ The Lady Bears are Baylor’s first team to ever achieve a No. 1 listing in an AP Poll. Men’s
basketball’s highest ranking was No. 3 and football’s highest ranking was No. 3 for two
consecutive weeks during the 1953 season.

§ Baylor also topped the chart in the Jan. 4, 2011, USA Today/ESPN Coaches’ Poll, moving
past UConn. It marked Baylor’s second No. 1 ranking in that poll, as it was listed in the top
spot in the final poll of 2005.

§ The Lady Bears have 135 AP Top 25 poll appearances in the 2000s, all of which have come
under head coach Kim Mulkey, to rank No. 12 on the wire service’s active all-time list.

§ BU has been ranked in a school-record 166 straight AP polls dating back to week nine of
the 2003-04 listing when it broke in at No. 24. 

§ Baylor is the only NCAA Division I school to have women’s basketball (No. 1), men’s
basketball (No. 9) and football (No. 13) teams ranked among the AP Top 25.

§ Brittney Griner etched her name in the Baylor record books when she produced the

program’s first triple-double on Dec. 16, 2009, against Oral Roberts. The 6-8 post poured in
a career-high 34 points, blocked a career-high 11 shots and hauled down 13 rebounds in
Baylor’s 101-76 victory.

§ Griner added back-to-back triple-doubles when she tallied 24 points, 11 blocks and 10
rebounds against Colorado on Feb. 6, 2010, and 17 points, 11 blocks and 10 rebounds at
Oklahoma on Feb. 10, 2010.

§ Griner was the only player in the Big 12 Conference to record three triple-doubles in
2010-11. Only Griner and former Kansas State standout Shalee Lehning have produced
three triple-doubles in a season, as Lehning tallied three in 2009 and a Big 12 record five
for her career.

§ Griner added her fourth career triple-double on Nov. 28, 2010, when she tallied 28
points, 10 rebounds and 10 blocks against Southeastern Louisiana.
