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How much effect is the poor economy having on the BC Athletics Department?

The economy has impacted our entire institution. The Athletics Department
has looked closely as to how we are spending every dollar, and we have made
cuts in many areas. The last thing that we would ever like to cut would be
positions, and I'm hopeful that is something we won’t have to do.

Will we be able to add a varsity men’s lacrosse program in the near future?

No. I do not see a men’s lacrosse team in the future. Only four institutions in
the ACC (Maryland, Duke, Virginia and North Carolina) offer men’s lacrosse,
and none of those institutions offer 18 scholarships for men’s ice hockey and
18 scholarships for women’s ice hockey. Hockey is a big and important sport
here at Boston College, so I do not see the addition of men’s lacrosse any time
in the future. We cannot be everything to everybody. Hockey has been and
will always be very important here at Boston College.

Are postseason revenues from bowl games, the NCAA Basketball Tournament,
the Frozen Four, efc., retained entirely by the individual schools or is a
percentage retained by the conference?

The Atlantic Coast Conference shares revenue on an equal basis. Every team
attending a bowl is given a bowl allowance from the conference to cover
expenses. All the revenue from the bowl games goes back to the conference
and is split evenly among the teams. In the NCA A Basketball Tournament,
the format is very similar. In hockey, there is no assistance provided by our
conference, so it costs us money to go to the NCAA Tournament and Frozen

Four as there is no extensive television package for hockey and thus there is
significantly less revenue.



ACADEMIC ACHIEVEMENT

Twenty-one Boston College sports
teams received a perfect Graduation
Success Rate score of 100, according
to data released by the NCAA last
November. That figure represents the
most teams with a perfect 100 score of
any Division I intercollegiate athletics
program in the country.

In addition, BC football — with a score
of 91 —was one of only six FBS (Football
Bowl Subdivision) programs in the
country to receive a score of 90 or better.

“This is a tremendous accomplishment
by our student-athletes,” Director of
Athletics Gene DeFilippo said. “This
represents many hours of hard work
by them, their coaches, our Office of

Learning Resources for Student-Athletes
and others. We are unbelievably proud of

our achievements in the classroom.”

The 21 Boston College teams that
recorded a perfect GSR score of 100
included baseball, men’s cross country/
track, women’s cross country/track,

men’s fencing, women’s fencing, men’s
golf, women’s golf, men’s skiing, women’s
skiing, men’s swimming, women’s
swimming, men’s tennis, men’s sailing,

women’s sailing, women’s basketball,
women’s rowing, women'’s ice hockey,
women’s lacrosse, women’s soccer,

women’s softball and women’s volleyball.

The six FBS institutions that received
scores of 90 or better were Duke
(96), Notre Dame (96), Navy (93),

Northwestern (92), BC (91) and
Vanderbilt (97).

The NCAA developed the Graduation

Success Rate as part of its academic

reform initiative to more accurately assess
the academic success of student-athletes.
The rate holds institutions accountable
for transfer students, unlike the federal
graduation rate. The Graduation Success
Rate also accounts for midyear enrollees
and is calculated for every sport.

The most recent Division I Graduation
Success Rates are based on the four
entering freshmen classes from 1999-
2000 through 2002-03. This year marks
the eighth year that Graduation Success
Rate data have been collected. The
NCAA began collecting GSR data with
the entering freshman class of 1995. The
latest entering class for which data are
available is 2002.

Boston College student-athletes are not
only dedicated to the classroom and the
athletic fields but also to giving back to

the community. Eagle student-athletes are
known to devote numerous hours toward
helping those less fortunate, establishing
programs, enhancing established programs
and aiding local youth groups and hospitals.

I've often heard it said that football does not create character; it reveals it. The game will not make you strong-willed, passionate,
or selfless, but you better be those things if you are fo excel. Football doesn’t create warriors; it just provides the battlefield.”

Mark Herzlich, my best friend, my
brother, is a warrior. He was an All-
American, the ACC Defensive Player

of the Year, a projected top draft pick.
He turned a smear of eye black into a
feared glare of intensity. Last May, Mark
proved that his relentless attitude isn’t
confined to that 6,000-square-yard piece
of turf. He battled cancer in front of
millions, finding himself, his health, and
his religion; a personal trial streamed live
over the most public of arenas. Even with
the hopes and expectations of the world
on his shoulders, he remained gracious
and loving. He remained determined,
never wanting sympathy and always
putting others first. And, most
impressively, he remained stubbornly
positive, heart locked on the day he could
call himself a survivor, high stepping
into Boston College’s Alumni Stadium
with fire in his eyes, adrenaline in his

veins, and a 12-inch titanium rod in his
left leg. The doctors told him they would
try to save his life. They would do their
best to save his leg. Best-case scenario-
he would jog again. Mark heard their
words, but within a day, he had made up
his mind. “They know cancer, but they
don’t know me.”

In his relatively short time in the public
spotlight, Mark has demonstrated his
fortitude. He wracked up tackles. He
beat cancer. But I was lucky enough to
have him as an inspiration before anyone
else could even pronounce our last name.
He was the subject of my first-grade

role model sentence and the reason 1
started playing football. He would pick
me up when I was down and knock me
down when we played pick-up in the
neighborhood (even though he two-hand
touched everybody else). No matter the
problem I faced, he always held the

answer. Honestly, I felt silly for how
much I looked up to him, until I realized
that everyone else did, too.

When I was 14, Mark invited me to a
preseason seven-on-seven at BC. He
toured me through the locker room,
introduced me to the guys, and even
invited me to run routes with the team.
Mark was a freshman in his first weeks
on campus, the youngest player in a new
system. Never have I heard of another
player bringing a sibling to practice, let
alone as the only freshman at summer
workouts. He introduced me to future
NFLers and threw me into Matt Ryan’s
drill. He put his reputation on the line
because he wanted me to be included, to
enjoy myself.

That’s just the type of person Mark is.
He'll sacrifice himself for those around
him. Throughout high school, he never

hesitated to bring me along with his
friends when I had nothing to do. He
backed out of a senior week in Cancun,
opting for a camping weekend spent with
yours truly in the hills of Jim Thorpe,
Pa., knowing that the next four years
would be dominated by football, with
little room for the brotherly time we
cherished.

Mark has uplifted the sporting
community. He helped raise hundreds
of thousands of dollars to fight cancer.
He has reached out personally to dozens
of athletes, coaches, officials, and fans
going through similar struggles. All
while he continued to fight for his own
life. He has turned me into the man that
I am, so maybe I'm biased, but I can’t
think of anyone more deserving of the
tremendous support and recognition
provided to him by the Boston College
family over the past year.

EAGLE OF THE YEAR

HONORS

Kelly Henderson '10, an All-America
defender and co-captain of the women’s
soccer team, and Ben Smith '10, an
assistant captain on the men’s hockey

team and the NCAA Frozen Four Most
Outstanding Player, earned Eagle of the
Year Awards at Boston College’s All-
Sports Banquet on May 7.

The Nathaniel J. Hasenfus '22 Eagle
of the Year Award is given annually

to one male and one female senior
student-athlete who are outstanding
citizens, leaders, scholars and athletes.
It is the most prestigious honor that the
Athletics Department bestows upon a
student-athlete.

Henderson served as co-captain of

the women’s soccer team. She earned
All-Atlantic Coast Conference second-
team recognition and National Soccer
Coaches Association of America
(NSCAA) All-America second-team
honors as senior defender in 2009.
Henderson registered 31 points - nine
goals and 13 assists - in 89 career games.
She ranks first among all players in
school history in games played.

Henderson was recently named a
recipient of the ACC’s Weaver-James-
Corrigan Postgraduate Scholarship. A
member of the Student-Athlete Advisory
Committee, Henderson also volunteers
as a mentor to underprivileged children
at local hospitals and schools and served
as a teacher’s aide in the North Shore
School District.

A native of Baldwin, N.Y., Henderson
earned Dean’s List honors from the
Lynch School of Education as an
elementary education and human
development major. She is a two-time
recipient of the Athletics Director’s
Award for Academic Achievement.

Smith served as assistant captain of

the hockey team that won the Beanpot
title, the Hockey East Tournament title
and the NCAA Championship. He
registered 37 points - 16 goals and 21
assists - in 42 games. The Avon, Conn.,
product captured the Frozen Four’s Most
Outstanding Player honor after he tallied

four points - three goals and one assist
- in victories over Miami (Apri/ §) and
Wisconsin (April 10) in Detroit, Mich.

Smith also earned the conference’s Len
Ceglarski Sportsmanship Award, the
program’s William J. Flynn Coaches’
Award and shared the Academic
Excellence Award with Matt Price as
the seniors with the highest grade point
average this season.

A four-time recipient of the Athletics
Director’s Award for Academic
Achievement and the school’s freshman
male scholar-athlete of the year in 2007,
Smith concluded his collegiate career
with 122 points - 57 goals and 65 assists
- in 165 games, including an amazing
33 points - 16 goals and 17 assists - in
27 postseason games. The Eagles went
25-2 in 27 postseason games in the last
four years.

The Outstanding Scholar-Athlete
Awards were also presented at the
banquet. These awards are given to a
male and female student-athlete from
each class for excellence in both the
classroom and on the playing field. The
winners were Jillian King of track &
cross country and Chris Kreider of men’s
hockey from the freshmen class; Emily
Charnowski from rowing and Brian Like
of fencing from the sophomore class;
Carolyn Swords of women’s basketball
and Anthony Castonzo of football from
the junior class; and Caitlin Bailey of
women’s track and Tim Ritchie of men’s
track from the senior class.

Also honored were 379 BC student-
athletes who earned the Athletics
Director’s Award for Academic
Achievement. They must have an
overall grade-point average of 3.0 to
garner the honor.




STEVE DONAHUE

NAMED

HEAD BASKETBALL COACH

Steve Donahue, who led Cornell to three
consecutive Ivy League titles and a trip to the 2010
NCAA Sweef 16, was named head basketball
coach at Bosfon College this past April.

“This is an exciting day for Boston
College basketball,” Director of
Athletics Gene DeFilippo said. “Coach
Donahue led the Cornell program to
an unprecedented level of success and
he is well respected throughout the
college basketball community. Coming
from an Ivy League institution, he
understands the academic mission of
Boston College. His teams play an
exciting, fast-paced brand of basketball,
and his student-athletes are great
ambassadors for the university. He is a
great fit for our program.”

Cornell achieved the best Ivy record
over the last five years (55-15) and
Donahue was recognized for his work
by being named a court coach by USA
Basketball for the Under-18 national
team trials in Washington, D.C., in
July of 2008. Donahue coached and/

or recruited seven of the school’s top 13
all-time leading scorers, two Ivy League
Rookie of the Year players, eight NABC
All-District selections, six Academic
All-District picks and two Academic
All-Americans.

The Big Red reached new heights in
2009-10, winning the program’s third
straight Ivy League title en route to an
Ivy League-record 29 wins and not only
the program’s first NCA A win, but a
trip to the Sweet 16. Cornell climbed
as high as No. 22 nationally in the
ESPN/USA Today Coaches’ Poll, the
program’s first national ranking in 59
years, and set an Ivy record for three-
pointers in a season (326). The team
also set single-season school records in
points (2,545), field goals (913), assists
(543) and blocked shots (727). The Big
Red won the MSG Holiday Festival
with a victory over St. John’s, Cornell’s
first win over a Big East school since
1969, and captured a season-opening
win at Alabama, the team’s first win
over a school from the Southeastern
Conference since 1972. Cornell went
11-1 at home and won 18 games away
from home, the most among any
Division I school. The most attention
was given to Cornell’s noble effort in a
71-66 loss at No. 1 Kansas, a game the
Big Red led with under a minute to play.



The Big Red then shocked the world
as a No. 12 seed, knocking out both
fifth-seeded Temple and fourth-seeded

Wisconsin by double figures to advance.

For his efforts, Donahue was named
the Clair Bee Coach of the Year, the
NABC District Coach of the Year, the
midseason Hugh Durham Coach of
the Year by collegeinsider.com as the
top mid-major coach in the country,
and was a finalist for both the Hugh
Durham Award and the Jim Phelan
Award for national coach of the year.

Cornell earned its second consecutive
Ivy League title in 2008-09, becoming
the first team other than Penn or
Princeton to win consecutive outright
championships in conference history in
the process. The Big Red went 21-10
and won the Ancient Eight by three
games with its 11-3 mark. It was the first
time Cornell had posted consecutive
20-win seasons.

The 2007-08 district Coach of the Year
according to the National Association of
Basketball Coaches (NABC), the United
States Basketball Writers” Association
(USBWA) and Collegelnsider.com
(Hugh Durbam National Mid-Major
Coach of the Year finalist), Donahue
directed the 2007-08 Big Red to a 22-6
record and the program’s first Ivy title in
20 years.

Off the court, Donahue expects his
players to succeed in the classroom and
contribute in their community. Cornell
players made frequent appearances in

local schools, speaking to students on
the importance of a good education.

Renowned as a top recruiter and for his
offensive mind while an assistant at the
University of Pennsylvania, Donahue
learned the trade from some of the
nation’s top coaches. Donahue served
as an assistant coach and recruiting
coordinator under Fran Dunphy at
Penn for 10 years. During his tenure

as a Quaker assistant, he was heavily
involved in the recruitment of five

of Penn’s top 20 all-time scorers. He
was also instrumental in the Quakers
winning six Ivy League titles in his
last eight years there, advancing to the
NCAA tournament five times and
earning national recognition with a top
25 ranking.

Prior to joining Dunphy’s staff at Penn,
Donahue coached for two seasons at
Philadelphia University. During his two
seasons there, the Rams won 20 games
each season and also competed in the
1989 NCAA Division II tournament.

Donahue served as an assistant for
current Lafayette head coach Fran
O’Hanlon at Monsignor Bonner HS,
helping to guide Bonner to the

1987-88 Philadelphia Catholic
League championship.

He began his coaching career at
Springfield HS under Skip Werley,
his former college coach. He served as
head coach of the junior varsity and
assistant coach for the varsity team for
three seasons.

He captained both the baseball and
basketball teams as a senior at Ursinus
College, earning four letters in both
sports. As a freshman, Donahue helped
the basketball squad finish 23-8 and
advance to the NCAA Division 111
tournament. He graduated in 1984 with

a Bachelor of Arts degree in economics
and business administration.

Donahue and his wife, Pamela, have
four children, Taylor, Matthew, Katie
and Jack.

Talk about your first weeks on the job. What has been the biggest change/
adjustment from Cornell to BC?

It’s hard to just look at it as Boston College and my transition here. It also
involves a lot of personal transition and that’s a large part of my life — and
for my assistants as well. It involves moving, finding a house and getting
acclimated to the area. That all plays in to the things that I'm trying to do.

With the team, I think getting to know the guys very well and their getting
to know me. We're trying to build up trust and develop a connection with
each other — and that means the players and the coaches. I think that’s been
the biggest challenge. It’s all new for the players and the coaches.

Can you offer your thoughts on the players in the program?
Any early impressions?

I think we have a group that wants to be really good. Theyve been very open
to everything that I've suggested and things that we implemented in the
offseason. I think we have really good specific goals to make these kids better
on and off the basketball court, and I've been very happy with how they've
been received and how they’re proceeding to make those things happen. I
think that’s a big step for this group. The guys who have stayed with us are
looking to get better in every aspect of Boston College basketball.

Is there a certain type of player that you'll be looking to bring into the program?

It’s not a specific type of player. It’s a specific characteristic. I love kids who
are “energy givers” as opposed to “energy drainers”. I love kids who have a
great passion for basketball, a great passion for being a great teammate and
who want the best for Boston College basketball, more than their individual
accolades. 'm looking for that type of individual to help us move this program
forward. There are a lot of other things that we look for in terms of basketball
specific, but those are the type of kids that I want to coach.

Everyone here —and across the country —was wrapped up in your Cornell team’s
success this past season and its run in the NCAA Tournament. What can BC fans take
from that team? What style of play — offensively and defensively — do you plan to bring
to Boston College?

I think what caught the imagination of the basketball fan with our team was,
the comment I always got was, it was fun to watch. I would hope that people
enjoy basketball being played unselfishly, with great passion, hard work,

perseverance and all of the unselfishness that exists on offense and defense. I

think that’s what the players that played for Cornell performed like this year.

The style of play for us will be one where we continually talk about playing
fast. What I mean by that is I'm going to find players that obviously push the
basketball on the offensive end and make quick decisions with the ball. It
doesn’t necessarily mean taking quick, bad shots. We're going to take a good
shot as quickly as we can, and continually put pressure on the defense before
it’s set. It doesn’t mean I need the most athletic guys, but I need a very high
skill level, a very high cardio conditioning level and a very good athlete to
perform this way.

On the defensive end, I think you’ll see a group that plays to the strength

of our personnel, but we will vary our stuff quite a bit. I think it fits the way
we play on offense. We'll have intelligent players who are able to switch the
defense from 3/4 court pressure to halfcourt to our standard man to man.
You'll see, when it’s all said and done, 75 percent of it will be man to man.
That’s my assumption right now, but I believe BC fans will see a brand of
basketball that’s fun to watch, that’s unselfish, that relies heavily on skill and
toughness with kids who can play athletically in the ACC.

Can you give us some insights into Steve Donabue? What makes you tick?

I don't like talking about myself so that’s hard. Honestly, me personally, I
think I'm an open book. I try to treat people like I would want to be treated.

Tlove every aspect of being a basketball coach. I love the teaching. I love the
relationships. I love that it’s a group of guys working together to overcome
obstacles. That’s what drives me.

All the other things are really nice. I love that people feel proud of Boston
College basketball if we are successful, but that’s not necessarily why I coach.
I coach for the intrinsic values that I get daily by working with young people.

My life is pretty simple. I have a great family that I love spending time with.
I'm raising four kids and I'm enjoying them and, obviously, my second family

is Boston College basketball.

It’s extremely important to me that we have great role models for our players
and not just guys who will talk the talk, but will live it day in and day out.

What are the biggest changes you'll bring to the basketball program?

It’s hard for me to speak in terms of changes because I've never been here.
Everybody that follows Boston College basketball closely knows Boston
College basketball better than I do.

What I'd hope you would do is see a team that you can be very proud of in
every aspect of how they go about their business — whether that’s on the court,
in the classroom, in the community. Every aspect of it I would hope that
people would understand that we're recruiting kids that play to the image of
Boston College. That’s very important to me that we do all those things as we
are successful on the basketball court.

Do you have plans to bring in any other players before the start of the 2010-11 season?

Here’s what I'll say. We are in what I call “Code Red”. Recruit every day.
The lifeline of our program is recruiting. Players make your program. We are
doing everything we can every minute of the day, in terms of recruiting, to
make our program better. We will do everything we can to make sure that
we’re looking at every avenue to find the right fit for Boston College in this
class and I'm confident that we’ll be able to do that.

Q Can you talk a little bit about your staff?

A

These players will see tremendous family men, husbands, fathers,
mentors and teachers. They will lead by example. I think as the Boston
College community gets to know these guys they’ll understand what I'm
talking about.

Joe Jones was a head coach at Columbia, a very difficult place to win, and he
brought them to the top of the Ivy League in terms of wins. He got Columbia
in the upper echelon year in and year out. He does a tremendous job
mentoring kids. I always thought his teams played extremely hard, unselfishly.
Going against him in recruiting and knowing his personality, I couldn’t
imagine anyone being a better recruiter for Boston College. Joe is a terrific
relations builder, a person who reaches out to people. He’s extremely unselfish
and egoless. I think he’ll be an incredible coach for us.

Nat Graham —I coached him as a player at the University of Pennsylvania
and worked with him the last five years at Cornell. He’s extremely intelligent
and has an incredible ability to gather information, evaluate talent and
develop relationships in recruiting. Nat is someone who gets the most pleasure
out of teaching the game of basketball on the floor. There are not a lot of
other things that he loves more than working with kids, making them better.
I think you'll see tremendous individual improvement in our players as the
season goes along and one of those reasons will be because of Nat’s ability to
teach the game.

I've known Akbar Waheed for 11 years. He was an assistant at Niagara
after playing there. He made a huge impression on me as I got to know him.
I never even talked about, if I ever got a job, would I hire him, but he was
always a guy that I thought would be a tremendous addition to our staff if T
had the opportunity. He’s a tremendous role model for kids. He has a great
work ethic. He has an outstanding ability to recruit and form meaningful
relationships. I think he’ll be a great teacher of the game. I just don’t know
that because I haven’t worked with him.

Woody Kampmann comes here after spending three years as an assistant
coach. He’s a great organizer. I thought he did an incredible job at Cornell

in organizing our underclass recruiting. He’s a diligent worker. He has

a tremendous ability to follow up throughout the recruiting process,
overturning every stone that needs to be overturned. He’s someone who can
run our recruiting from an organizational point because he can’t have contact
with recruits. He’s someone who will really do a great job organizing our
procedures as we go to recruit — for all the assistants and me. Woody is also
another great role model for our guys.

the basketball team to three NCAA
Tournament berths in his stellar four-
year career. He made an immediate
impact on the program, starting 25
games and leading the Eagles to the
NCAA Tournament’s Elite Eight in his
freshman season. He currently ranks
seventh on BC’s career scoring list (2,053
points) and third on its career rebounding
list (1,029 rebounds). After graduation,
Abrams enjoyed a highly successful 13-
year career in Europe (nine years in Spain,
Sfour years in Greece).

Becky Gottstein Holden '02 (basketball):
Becky Gottstein was a two-time All-Big
East second-team selection and earned
BC’s Female Eagle of the Year honor in
2002-03 (which was her - fifth year at BC;

CLUB HALL OF FAME

Eight of the finest athletes in Boston College
history were inducted into the Varsity Club
Hall of Fame this past year. Here are short
biographies of the new hall-of-famers:

she was injured for most of the 2001-02
season). She finished as the school’s
second all-time leading rebounder (884
rebounds) and its fifth all-time leading
scorer (1,490 points).

Gerry Hamel '61 (baseball):
Gerry Hamel was a three-year starter on

the BC baseball team. He batted third and

played right field for the Eagles. He led

the team in RBIs twice and in runs scored
once. Hamel was noted for his great speed
and his terrific defense. He earned Greater

Boston League all-star honors twice and
NCAA Tournament District 1 all-star
honors in 1961. BC went to consecutive
College World Series (1961 and 1962)
during his collegiate career.

Antonio Garay '02 (wrestling/football):
Antonio Garay was both a wrestler and
a football player during his collegiate
career. He was inducted primarily
because of his exceptional wrestling
record. He was a three-time participant
in the NCAA Championship. In 2000,
he earned All-America honors after
finishing fourth in the heavyweight
division at the NCAA Championship.
That same year, Garay captured

the Gorrarian Award (most pins in

the least amount of time at the NCAA
Championship). On the football field, he
overcame several injuries to record 172
career tackles in 31 games.

Craig Janney '87 (hockey):

Craig Janney played two years on the
Eagles’ hockey team. He registered 27
points in his freshman season, when

he was the youngest player on the

team. One year later, as a sophomore,
Janney captured All-America first-team
accolades after totaling a team-high 83
points - 28 goals and 55 assists. That
same year, he gained All-New England
and All-Hockey East first-team honors.
A member of the 1988 U.S. Olympic
hockey team, Janney played 12 years

in the National Hockey League (with
Boston, St. Louis, San Jose, Winnipeg,
Phoenix, Tampa Bay, NY Lslanders).

Gordie Farkouh '83 (soccer):

Gordie Farkouh was a standout
goalkeeper for the men’s soccer team
from 1979-82. He led the Eagles to 15
wins in each of his final three seasons.
The Manhasset, N.Y., product remains
BC’s career leader in four statistical
categories - saves (359), goals against

average (0.71), shutouts (33) and wins
(38). In his senior season (7982), he
recorded an amazing 14 shutouts.

Tom Nalen '93 (football):

Tom Nalen is one of the best offensive
linemen in BC football history. In fact,
Nalen is now renowned as one of the
greatest offensive linemen in NFL history.
The Foxboro, Mass., product started
every game in his last three years at BC.
He earned Associated Press All-America
third-team honors, All-Big East second-
team honors and ECAC first-team
accolades in 1993. He closed his collegiate
career playing in both the East-West
Shrine Game and the Senior Bowl. Nalen
spent his entire 15-year professional career
with the Denver Broncos. He started

188 games (of the 194 games in which he
played), the most for an offensive lineman
in Broncos history. Nalen helped lead
Denver to Super Bowl championships in
1998 and 1999.

The Irish holds a slight 10-9 lead in the
all-time series between the two teams
after last year’s win in South Bend. Prior
to that game, Boston College had won
the previous six meetings.

The team finished with a 29-10-3 overall record, including
a 16-8-3 mark in Hockey East play. The Eagles earned the
Beanpot title, the Hockey East Tournament title and the
NCAA Championship. As the top seed in the Northeast
Regional, BC defeated Alaska in the first round and Yale in the
quarterfinals to advance to the Frozen Four in Detroit, Mich.,
the program’s fourth Frozen Four in five years. There, the team
defeated Miami 7-1 in the semifinals and earned the school’s
fourth NCAA title with a 5-0 victory over Wisconsin in the
championship game. Senior Ben Smith earned the Frozen
Four Most Outstanding Player award. Junior Brian Gibbons
captured All-Conference first-team honors, sophomore
Cam Atkinson earned All-Conference second-team
accolades and Chris Kreider and Brian Dumoulin earned

All-Conference Rookie Team recognition. Atkinson led
HATIOMAL CHAMPION the nation with 30 goals.
