MICHIGAN STATE NAMED MEN’S BASKETBALL PRESEASON FAVORITE

Michigan State, one of two league teams to reach the Final Four last season, has been selected as the
preseason Big Ten favorite for the 2005-06 men's basketball season, as voted upon by members of the media
attending Big Ten Basketball Media Day. Fellow Final Four participant lllinois, the defending conference champi-
on, and Indiana are ranked second and third, respectively. In addition, Fighting Illini guard Dee Brown was
named the Preseason Player of the Year and was joined on the Preseason All-Big Ten Team by Indiana's D.J.
White, Michigan State's Paul Davis, Minnesota's Vincent Grier and Wisconsin's Alando Tucker.

The Spartans return four starters and three of their top four scorers from a team that finished with a 26-7
overall record and earned a trip to the 2005 Final Four. Entering his 11th season in East Lansing, head coach
Tom Izzo ranks 15th in league annals with 117 Big Ten victories and boasts a record of 233-97 at MSU, the
second-most wins in school history. He is one of only two coaches in NCAA history to lead his team to four
Final Fours in his first 10 years as head coach.

Illinois has been picked at the No. 2 preseason slot and will be guided by the reigning National Coach of
the Year in Bruce Weber, who became the first coach in league history to win back-to-back outright titles in his
first two seasons on campus. The Fighting Illini return a pair of three-year starters, Brown and James
Augustine, that led the program to a school-record 37 wins last season. lllinois wrapped up the season by
advancing to the national championship game for the first time in school annals.

Earning the No. 3 preseason nod, Indiana returns four starters and four of its top five scorers from last
season, headed by White, the reigning Big Ten Freshman of the Year. The 6-9 forward will miss the first six
weeks of play due to a broken foot. The Hoosiers also add a trio of impact transfers including senior forward
Marco Killingsworth, who led the Big Ten Foreign Tour Team in scoring and rebounding this summer. The
Hoosiers tied for fourth place in the Big Ten standings last year with a 10-6 mark and a 15-14 overall record,
while advancing to the postseason for the fourth time under head coach Mike Davis.

Brown was tabbed Preseason Player of the Year after being named the National Player of the Year by The
Sporting News and earning consensus first-team All-America honors as a junior. He averaged 13.3 points, 4.54
assists and 1.79 steals per game, while sweeping both the Big Ten Player of the Year and Defensive Player of
the Year awards last season, joining Michigan's Gary Grant (1988) as only the second league standout to claim
both accolades. Brown picks up Preseason Player of the Year honors for the second time in his career as he
was also selected in 2003. lllinois has claimed at least a share of Preseason Player of the Year honors in each
of the last six seasons, a group that includes Deron Williams in 2004, Brian Cook in 2002, Frank Williams in
2001 and Cory Bradford in 2000.

The Injury Report: Indiana sophomore forward D.J. White, a 2005-06 Preseason All-Big Ten honoree, will be side-
lined for at least six weeks due to a broken left foot. White underwent an MRI on Monday afternoon to determine the extent of the injury. The 6-9, 242-pound for-
ward is the Hoosiers' top returning scorer and rebounder from a season ago, averaging 13.3 points and 4.9 rebounds per contest in his freshman campaign. He was
named the Big Ten Freshman of the Year in 2004-05 after leading the conference freshman class in scoring, field goal percentage and blocked shots.

Big Ten in the Polls: The Big Ten was well represented in the preseason Associated Press and ESPN/USA Today Coaches’ polls with four teams among the top
25 and three programs receiving votes. In the AP poll, the Big Ten tied the ACC with four teams in the top 25 and ranked second behind only the Big East (5) for
the national lead. Michigan State led the way for the league in both polls, ranking No. 4 in the AP poll and No. 5 in the ESPN/USA Today Coaches’ poll. lllinois fol-
lowed at No. 17 in both polls, while lowa (No. 20/20) and Indiana (No. 23/22) rounded out the top 25. Michigan, Ohio State and Wisconsin also garnered votes in
both polls.

lllinois Vying For Third Straight Title: After clinching its second consecutive outright Big Ten crown last season for the first time since 1951-52, lllinois enters the
2005-06 campaign aiming to become only the third school in Big Ten history to clinch three consecutive outright crowns. Ohio State was the first school to win out-
right titles in 1960, 1961 and 1962, while Purdue also won three consecutive titles from 1994-1996.

Brown Aiming For Rare Double: lllinois senior Dee Brown could accomplish a rare feat this season as he strives to earn Big Ten Player of the Year honors for a
second consecutive year. Only two conference players have claimed back-to-back Player of the Year accolades in Big Ten history. Michigan State’s Mateen Cleaves
won consecutive accolades in 1998 and 1999, while Ohio State’s Jim Jackson was honored in 1991 and 1992. Brown could also become the fifth player in Big Ten
history to claim consecutive Defensive Player of the Year accolades in 2006. He would join former standouts - Purdue’s Kenneth Lowe (2003 and 2004), Ohio State’s
Ken Johnson (2000 and 2001), Michigan's Gary Grant (1987 and 1988) and lllinois’ Bruce Douglas (1985 and 1986).

Protecting Your Home: lllinois enters the 2005-06 season with the longest current home winning streak in the Big Ten. The lllini were the only league team to go
undefeated at home last season and have currently won 21 straight at Assembly Hall with their last defeat occurring on Jan. 10, 2004 against Purdue. lllinois’ 21-
game streak ranks fourth in the country entering the 2005-06 season (Gonzaga - 25, Southern lllinois - 24, Washington - 21) and still trails the Big Ten record of 53
straight home triumphs set by Michigan State from 1998 to 2002.

Painter Takes Over Purdue Helm: Head coach Matt Painter officially took the reins of the Purdue program on April 1, 2005 after spending the 2004-05 season as
the Boilermakers’ associate head coach. Prior to returning to his alma mater, Painter was the head coach of Southern lllinois from 2003-04, where he led the Salukis
to a 25-5 record and an appearance in the NCAA Tournament. Painter played guard at Purdue from 1990 to 1993 where he appeared in 109 games, with 50 starts.
He averaged 4.5 points per game and totaled 276 assists, while also earning honorable-mention All-Big Ten honors in 1993. Painter also helped lead the
Boilermakers to three NCAA Tournament bids and one NIT appearance during his playing career.
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The Veteran: With the retirement of former Purdue head coach Gene Keady at the end of the 2004-05 season, 2005-06 Preseason

The 2005
tournament was played at the United Center in Chicago and will return to the Windy City in 2007. In its first
eight years of existence, the Big Ten Men’s Basketball Tournament has welcomed more than 779,000 fans and
issued over 4,800 media credentials. Six different league representatives have become Big Ten Tournament
champions, with Michigan State (1999, 2000) and lllinois (2003, 2005) claiming the honor twice along with tri-
umphs by Michigan (1998), lowa (2001), Ohio State (2002) and Wisconsin (2004). In addition, every tourna-
ment game in the past eight years has been televised live on CBS, ESPN, ESPN2 or ESPN Plus.
