OFFENSE:

Kellen Lewis, Indiana SO, QB, Jacksonville, Fla./Mandarin
Lewis accounted for five touchdowns and broke loose for a career-best 199 rushing yards to boost Indiana
to a victory over Akron. The sophomore quarterback averaged 11.1 yards on 18 carries with two touchdowns
while also completing 79.2 percent of his passes (19-of-24) for 137 yards and another three scores. His 199-
yard effort marked the most rushing yards by a Hoosier since running back Levron Williams ran for 251 yards
against Michigan State on Nov. 10, 2001. Lewis joins 2001 Big Ten Offensive Player of the Year Antwaan
Randle El as just the second IU signal caller to compile 199 or more rushing yards in a game. Randle El set
the school's quarterback record of 210 rushing stripes against Minnesota on Oct. 21, 2000. Lewis accounted
for at least five scores for the second time in his career after contributing to six touchdowns against the
Spartans on Oct. 28, 2006. That performance earned him the second weekly conference accolade of his
freshman campaign, after also being honored on Oct. 16.

CO-DEFENSE:

Jonal Saint-Dic, Michigan State SR, DE, Elizabeth, N.J./Hudson Valley CC
Saint-Dic forced a pair of fumbles while adding five total tackles and three tackles for loss, including a pair of
sacks, to boost Michigan State to a narrow 17-13 victory over previously unbeaten Pittsburgh. The senior defen-
sive end’s biggest play occurred with less than five minutes left in the game, when he stripped the ball on a
reverse with the Spartans clinging to a 14-13 advantage. MSU recovered the fumble at the Pittsburgh 22-yard
line which led to a field goal and the final margin. The Spartans defense forced three turnovers on the day which
led to all 17 points. Saint-Dic recorded at least two sacks and two forced fumbles for the second straight game
and tops the Big Ten in both categories with five sacks and four forced fumbles through three games. The New
Jersey native picks up the first weekly accolade of his career and the first for a Spartans defender since 2003.

James Laurinaitis, Ohio State JR, LB, Hamel, Minn./Wayzata
Laurinaitis picked off a pair of passes for the first time in his career and added a team-high eight tackles, includ-
ing a crucial sack, to lead Ohio State to a road victory at previously unbeaten Washington. With the Buckeyes
holding a 3-0 lead and the Huskies facing a third-and-goal at the five-yard line, the junior linebacker recorded
his first interception to stop a potential scoring drive. After Washington took a 7-3 lead at the half, the hosts
took the opening kickoff of the third quarter and drove within field goal range. On third down at the OSU 24-
yard line, Laurinaitis picked up a five-yard sack to force a longer field goal attempt, which was blocked by the
Buckeyes. Two plays later Ohio State completed a long scoring pass to retake the lead and scored on its next
possession to build the advantage to 17-7. Washington again drove into Buckeyes territory looking to inch clos-
er, only to see Laurinaitis pick off his second pass of the day at OSU's 22-yard line. The 2006 consensus All-
American picks up the second weekly accolade of his career after being honored on Sept. 11, 2006.

BIG TEN TITLE CHASE BEGINS

The 112th season of Big Ten football kicks off on
Saturday with 10 of the 11 teams opening confer-
ence play. Parity has reigned over the Big Ten land-
scape for the last decade with eight different teams
winning the conference title either outright or as a
co-champion: lllinois ('01), lowa (‘02, '04), Michigan
('97,'98, ‘00, '03, '04), Northwestern (‘00), Ohio
State ('98, ‘02, '05, '06), Penn State ('05), Purdue
('00) and Wisconsin (‘98, ‘99). The title has been
shared by at least two teams five times in this
span, with a pair of three-team ties in 1998 and
2000 and two teams atop the standings in 2002,
2004 and 2005. Last season, the Big Ten champi-
onship was decided in the regular-season finale
between a pair of undefeated teams -- Michigan
and Ohio State. The Buckeyes edged the
Wolverines to maintain their unblemished record,
claim their first outright title since 1984 and post
back-to-back championships for the first time since
the school won six straight titles from 1972-77.
OSU picked up its 31st Big Ten crown, which ranks
second only to the 42 titles earned by Michigan.

Big Ten Tied For Conference Lead With Six Unbeaten Teams: With conference play beginning
on Saturday, the Big Ten boasts six undefeated teams with identical 3-0 records in Indiana, Michigan
State, Ohio State, Penn State, Purdue and Wisconsin. The Big Ten and Big 12 are tied for the nation-
al lead as hoth feature six unbeaten squads, followed by the Big East and SEC with five undefeated
programs each. Overall, there are only 31 teams with perfect records in the Football Bowl
Subdivision, including 28 with a 3-0 mark.

Non-Conference Success: After winning eight of 11 games in the third weekend of non-conference
play, the Big Ten has now compiled a record of 26-7 (.788), marking the third straight season the con-
ference has earned 26 or more wins through three weeks of play. The Big Ten opened with 27 wins
through three weekends in each of the last two seasons, including a mark of 27-6 in 2006 and 27-5
in 2005. With 11 non-conference games remaining (one for each team), the Big Ten has a chance to
shatter the conference’s modern era record for non-conference wins prior to bowl play. The Big Ten
produced a 33-13 mark in 2002 and equaled that win total last season with a record of 33-12, two of
only three other 12-game seasons in conference annals (30-14 in 2003). The Big Ten’s all-time
record for non-conference triumphs occurred when the conference built a 57-3-1 out-of-league mark

Buckeyes Streaking Towards Big Ten Record: Ohio State holds the longest
current winning streak in conference play as the Buckeyes wrapped up a per-
fect 2006 campaign to extend their current string of success to 14 contests.
0SU's 14-game winning streak is the school's longest string of in-conference
success since winning 15 in a row from 1979-80. OSU set a school record by
winning 17 straight Big Ten games on three different occasions, most recently
from 1974-76. Michigan is the only team to win
more consecutive conference games, setting the
all-time record with 19 straight victories from

1990-92. Wisconsin ranks second to Ohio State
with a current seven-game Big Ten winning
streak. The Badgers reeled off seven straight tri-
umphs last season after opening with a loss at
Michigan, the school's longest string of success
in Big Ten play since closing the 1999 campaign
with seven straight Big Ten wins.

Two Big Ten Debuts: Indiana’s Bill Lynch and
Minnesota’s Tim Brewster will get their first
taste of Big Ten action as a head coach on
Saturday when the Hoosiers host lllinois and the
Gophers take on Purdue. Lynch, who is leading
the Hoosiers after the untimely passing of Terry
Hoeppner during the offseason, served as an IU
assistant coach the last two seasons along with
a stint as the school’s quarterbacks coach from
1993-94. Brewster is also familiar with Big Ten
play after beginning his coaching career as a
graduate assistant with the Boilermakers in 1986
while also playing tight end at lllinois during the
1982 and 1983 campaigns. The first-year head
coach spent the past two seasons as tight ends

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coach for the Denver Broncos of the National Football League. The conference'’s
third new head coach, Michigan State’s Mark Dantonio, will look to remain
unbeaten on the year when he concludes his non-league slate on Saturday with
a road trip to Notre Dame. Dantonio, who joined the Spartans after serving as
Cincinnati's head coach for the past three seasons, also has a history in the Big
Ten with previous assistant coaching stints at Purdue (graduate assistant in
1981), Ohio State (graduate assistant from 1983-84; defensive coordinator from
2001-03) and Michigan State (defensive secondary coach from 1995-2000).

Still Perfect: Indiana’s Bill Lynch and Michigan State's Mark Dantonio remain
the only Big Ten head coaches to never suffer a defeat after both improved to
3-0 last weekend. Lynch is just the third IU leader in school history and the sec-
ond since 1906 to open with three straight triumphs along with his predecessor,
Terry Hoeppner, who began his tenure in Bloomington with a 3-0 mark in 2005,
and James Sheldon, who opened at 3-0 in 1905. No Hoosiers coach has ever
started his career with four straight victories. Dantonio is only the fourth MSU
head coach in program annals to start his time in East Lansing with at least
three straight wins and the first since Bobby Williams won his first four contests,
including the Citrus Bowl to conclude the 1999 season and a 3-0 start to the
2000 campaign. The only other Spartans mentors to open at 3-0 were George
Gauthier in 1918 and Frank Sommers in 1916. Lynch and Dantonio join two
other active conference coaches to begin their tenure at their current school
with three wins, including last year’s Big Ten Coach of the Year, Bret Bielema
of Wisconsin, who opened with three wins before leading the Badgers to their
first 12-win season in school history. Michigan’s Lloyd Carr won his first five
games with the Wolverines in 1995, the most successful opening stretch of the
Big Ten'’s active coaches.

Bielema’s Amazing Start: The 15-1 record for Wisconsin’s Bret Bielema as
head coach of the Badgers is one of the best coaching starts in Big Ten history.
Only three other coaches in conference history won at least 15 of their first 16
games -- Michigan’s Fielding Yost (55-0-1 from 1901- 05) and the Ohio State pair
of John B. Eckstrom (16-0-1 from 1899-1900) and Carroll C. Widdoes (16-1 from
1944-45). Each of these three coaches lost their next game after the records list-
ed above.

Tressel Claims 200th Win: With a victory at Washington on Saturday, Ohio
State’s Jim Tressel earned his 200th career win. In his seventh season in
Columbus and 22nd year as a head coach, Tressel boasts an overall record of
200-71-2. In other coaching landmarks, Purdue’s Joe Tiller will coach in his
200th game on Oct. 6 against Ohio State.

Paterno Passes Alvarez for Eighth in Big Ten Century Club: With a victory
over Buffalo on Saturday, Penn State’s Joe Paterno earned his 119th win since
the Nittany Lions joined the conference in 1993 to pass current Wisconsin
Director of Athletics Barry Alvarez for sole possession of eighth place in the Big
Ten century club. Paterno has built a record of 119-54 over the last 15 seasons
while Alvarez wrapped up his 16-year coaching tenure in Madison following the
2005 campaign with a record of 118-73-4. Michigan's Lloyd Carr also appears
among the group of coaches with 100 or more wins at a Big Ten school, rank-
ing 10th with a mark of 114-38 in his 13th season leading the Wolverines.

Two More Trophy Games: In a conference with 15 traditional trophy games,
two more will be on the line on Saturday when Michigan State and Notre Dame
battle for the Megaphone trophy while lowa and Wisconsin compete for the
Heartland Trophy. The Fighting Irish edged the Spartans last year to reclaim the
Megaphone but MSU has won seven of the last 10 matchups overall. The
Hawkeyes and Badgers will take part in the newest trophy game after
Wisconsin claimed the Heartland Trophy for the first time last season since the
trophy debuted in 2004.

Pre-Season Picks: Media members attending the Big Ten football media days
selected Michigan as the preseason favorite while Wisconsin was dubbed the
preseason No. 2 pick and defending conference champion Ohio State was
tabbed for third place (the Big Ten only releases a top three poll). Wolverines
running back Mike Hart was chosen as the preseason Offensive Player of the
Year while Buckeyes linebacker James Laurinaitis was named the preseason
Defensive Player of the Year.
