OFFENSE:
C.J. Bacher, Northwestern JR, QB, Sacramento, Calif./Jesuit
Bacher shattered a school record with 520 passing yards, the fifth-highest total in Big Ten history, while equal-
ing a program best with five touchdown passes to carry Northwestern to a thrilling 48-41 overtime victory on
the road against Michigan State. The junior quarterback completed an astounding 79.2 percent of his pass-
es, connecting on 38 of 48 attempts with no interceptions. Two of Bacher’s five touchdown tosses marked
the longest completions of his career, scoring strikes of 78 and 70 yards in the second half. He also connect-
ed on two other touchdown passes in regulation of a back-and-forth game in which neither team led by more
than seven points. With the score knotted at 41, Bacher completed one final scoring throw in overtime, a 12-
yard strike to running back Omar Conteh to give the Wildcats the victory. The 520-yard performance broke
the previous program best of 513 passing yards by Brett Basanez against TCU in 2004. Only four other Big
Ten signal callers have passed for more yards in a game -- Illinois’ Dave Wilson (621 yards in 1980), Iowa’s
Chuck Hartlieb (558 yards in 1988) and Purdue’s Drew Brees (522 yards in 1998) and Kyle Orton (522 yards
in 2004). Bacher’s five touchdown passes equaled the school record set by Mitch Anderson in 1973. The
California native picks up the first weekly offensive accolade of his career.

DEFENSE:
Chimdi Chekwa, Ohio State FR, CB, Clermont, Fla./East Ridge
After recording 11 tackles in his first five games with Ohio State, Chekwa set a career high with 10 tackles,
all solo stops, and added a pass breakup to lead a dominating defensive effort by the Buckeyes in a 23-7
road triumph against Purdue. OSU entered the game leading the Big Ten and ranked among the top five in
the country in scoring, rushing and total defense. The Boilermakers boasted the conference’s top offensive
attack with 45.4 points (8th nationally) and 495.8 yards (T10th nationally) per out-
ing, but were limited to only 272 total yards, four rushing yards and a single touch-
down. Chekwa collects the first weekly laurel of his career and the first for a fresh-
man Buckeye defensive player since linebacker Andy Katzenmoyer was honored
on Oct. 22, 1996.

Starr equaled a school record with four field goals to help Indiana improve to 5-1
with a victory over Minnesota. The junior kicker was a perfect four-of-four on the
day, including kicks of 47, 43, 33 and 25 yards. The 47-yarder was the second
longest of his career and put the Hoosiers ahead for good. The Indiana native has
now connected on nine straight field goal attempts, the second-longest streak in
school history just one shy of the program record. He also handled kickoff duties
and blasted three touchbacks to boost his season total to 10 touchbacks on the
year.

ILLINOIS, MICHIGAN AND OHIO STATE 
REMAIN UNBEATEN ATOP BIG TEN STANDINGS

After three weeks of Big Ten play, a trio of teams have maintained undefeat-
ed conference records with Illinois and Ohio State boasting perfect 3-0 marks
while Michigan stands at 2-0. The Fighting Ilini improved to 3-0 in Big Ten
play for the first time since the 1990 season by knocking off Wisconsin last
Saturday, ending the nation’s longest active winning streak at 14 games.
Illinois recorded its first victory over a top-five team since 1989 and defeated
back-to-back ranked opponents  for the first time since 1959. The Buckeyes
opened conference action with three straight wins for the second straight
season by earning a road triumph at Purdue last weekend. OSU also jumped
out to a 3-0 start last year on the way to a perfect 12-0 regular season and a
second consecutive Big Ten title. Michigan wrapped up non-conference play
last weekend with a triumph over Eastern Michigan after winning its first two
Big Ten contests. The Wolverines are aiming for their third 3-0 start in the last
four seasons after sprinting to a 7-0 Big Ten record during the 2006 and 2004
campaigns. On Saturday, Michigan returns to conference play at home
against the Boilermakers while Illinois faces a road test at Iowa. Ohio State
wraps up non-conference play against Kent State before returning to the Big
Ten schedule against Michigan State on Oct. 20.



Big Ten Polling Place: The Big Ten continues to feature four nationally-ranked programs, the sec-
ond-highest total among all conferences, while eight different teams are receiving votes in at least
one of the national polls. Ohio State leads the way for the conference after rising to third in the
Associated Press (AP), USA Today and Harris Interactive polls, the highest ranking for a Big Ten
school this season.  Following back-to-back wins over Top 25 teams, Illinois broke into the national
rankings at 18th in the AP and 19th in the USA Today and Harris ratings. The last time the Illini
appeared in a top 25 poll was at the conclusion of the 2001 campaign when the school was rated
12th by the AP and ESPN/USA Today rankings following the bowl games. Wisconsin fell to 15th in
the USA Today and Harris ratings and 19th in the AP poll while Purdue dropped to 24th in both the
USA Today and Harris rankings. Indiana, Michigan, Michigan State and Penn State are also
receiving votes in at least one of the national polls.

And Then There Was One: In a matchup of unbeatens in West Lafayette, defending Big Ten
Champion Ohio State smothered the Purdue offensive attack to remain the only undefeated team
in the conference at 6-0. The Boilermakers fell to 5-1 on the year, while Wisconsin also suffered its
first loss of the year at Illinois. Overall, four teams were handed their first defeat last Saturday,
including top-ranked Southern California, to leave only 11 Football Bowl Subdivision programs with
unblemished records. The Buckeyes are one of six teams with perfect 6-0 marks along with
Arizona State, Boston College, Cincinnati, Hawaii and Louisiana State. Five teams boast 5-0
records including California, Connecticut, Kansas, Missouri and South Florida. 

Familiar Territory for Buckeyes: Ohio State has sprinted to a 6-0 start for the second straight sea-
son and the third time under head coach Jim Tressel. The last two times that the Buckeyes opened
at 6-0 the team went on to produce perfect regular season marks,
including a 12-0 record last season before falling in the national cham-
pionship game and a 13-0 record in 2002 before capping a perfect 14-
0 season with a victory in the Fiesta Bowl for a national title. Ohio State
has produced back-to-back 6-0 starts for the first time since the 1995
and 1996 campaigns when the school jumped out to 11-0 and 10-0
marks, respectively.

Four Teams at 5-1: Illinois, Indiana, Purdue and Wisconsin have also
posted impressive beginnings to the 2007 campaign with five wins in six
outings. The Fighting Illini, who won only four games the last two sea-
sons combined, are off to a 5-1 start for the first time since winning the
2001 Big Ten Championship with a 10-1 regular-season record. The
Hoosiers knocked off Minnesota last Saturday to improve to 5-1 for the
first time since the 1994 campaign. With a road test at
Michigan State on Saturday, IU will aim for its first 6-1 start
since opening at 7-1 in 1993 on the way to the school’s
most recent bowl appearance. The Boilermakers have
started with five wins in six contests for the first time since
the 2004 season and are targeting their first 6-1 start since
2003. The Badgers are victorious in at least five of their
first six outings for the sixth straight season after the
school produced a program-best 12-1 record during the
2006 campaign.

Buckeyes Clinch Bowl Berth: After improving to 6-0 last
weekend, Ohio State secured a postseason bowl berth
for the eighth straight season. The Buckeyes will make
their seventh consecutive bowl under head coach Jim
Tressel, who boasts a 4-2 bowl record, including a 1-1
mark in national championship games. The Big Ten has
seven bowl tie-ins this season - the Rose Bowl/Bowl
Championship Series (BCS) game, Capital One,
Outback, Alamo, Champs Sports, Insight and Motor City
Bowls. If the Big Ten champion (or co-champion) is
ranked No. 1 or No. 2 in the final BCS rankings, then that
team will participate in the BCS National Championship
Game, to be played on Jan. 7, 2008 in New Orleans, La.

Four More Schools Near Postseason Bids: Illinois,
Indiana, Purdue and Wisconsin have all jumped out to 5-1
starts this season to stand just one win shy of bowl eligi-
bility. The Fighting Illini are aiming for their first bowl trip
under head coach Ron Zook and the first for the program
since advancing to the Sugar Bowl after winning the 2001
Big Ten Championship. Under first-year head coach Bill

Lynch, the Hoosiers are looking to end the Big Ten’s longest active bowl drought
and return to postseason play for the first time since the 1993 campaign. The
Boilermakers are targeting their second straight bowl trip and 10th postseason
appearance in Joe Tiller’s 11th year as the head coach. The Badgers are look-
ing for their sixth straight bowl trip and the second in two years under head
coach Bret Bielema. With 4-2 marks, Michigan, Michigan State and Penn State
are just two triumphs away from becoming eligible for a spot in a bowl game.

Longest Big Ten Regular-Season Win Streak Since 1949: With a win at
Purdue on Saturday, Ohio State built upon its school record with a 24th consec-
utive regular-season triumph, the longest regular-season victory streak by a Big
Ten team in more than five decades. The Buckeyes have not lost a regular-sea-
son game since dropping a 17-10 decision at Penn State on Oct. 8, 2005. The
24-game winning streak shatters the previous school mark of 21 straight triumphs
set from 1967-69. The last time a conference team won 24 straight regular sea-
son contests was when Michigan produced 24 consecutive victories from 1946-
49, including back-to-back perfect seasons in 1947 and 1948. Michigan State
won 28 straight regular-season games from 1950-53 but did not join the confer-
ence until 1953. Ohio State’s current 24-game winning streak is tied for the third-

longest string of regular-season success
in Big Ten history. The Wolverines boast
the two longest regular-season victory
streaks in conference annals, winning 28
straight games from 1901-03 and 26
consecutive  contests from 1903-05.
Those two streaks are separated only by
a 6-6 tie at Minnesota on Oct. 31, 1903,
and do not include Michigan’s victory
over Stanford in the 1902 Rose Bowl. 

Buckeyes Equal School Record with
17th Straight Big Ten Triumph: Ohio
State also holds the longest current win-
ning streak in conference play as the
Buckeyes extended their current string of
success to 17 contests with a victory
over the Boilermakers. OSU’s 17-game
winning streak matches the program
record of 17 straight Big Ten triumphs
from 1974-76, a string of success also
accomplished from 1967-69 and 1954-
56. Michigan is the only team to win
more consecutive conference games,
setting the all-time record with 19 straight
victories from 1990-92.

Packing the House: Four of the Big Ten's six games on Saturday featured sell-
out crowds as the conference neared the three million mark in all games atten-
dance for the 43rd straight year. Among the packed houses last weekend,
Purdue welcomed a season-high crowd of 65,497 fans, Illinois produced a sec-
ond-straight sellout of 57,078 patrons while Michigan and Penn State both host-
ed more than 108,000 fans in their stadiums. The Big Ten boasts 2,867,783
fans in 41 home games so far this year, including 22 sellouts, five more packed
houses compared to the same time last season. 

Trophy Games Return: After a one-week absence, another trophy will be on
the line this weekend when Indiana and Michigan State battle for the Old Brass
Spittoon. The two programs have competed for this trophy since 1950, with the
Spartans holding a 38-12-1 advantage. However, the Hoosiers snapped a four-
game losing streak in the series with a 46-21 triumph last season. The Big Ten
boasts 15 traditional trophy games between schools.

Carr Nears Alvarez for Ninth in Big Ten Century Club: With a victory over
Eastern Michigan on Saturday, Michigan’s Lloyd Carr earned his 117th triumph
in Ann Arbor to move within one victory of equaling current Wisconsin Director
of Athletics Barry Alvarez for ninth place in the Big Ten century club. In his 13th
season leading the Wolverines, Carr has built a record of 117-38 while Alvarez

wrapped up his 16-year
coaching tenure in
Madison following the
2005 campaign with a
record of 118-73-4.
Penn State’s Joe
Paterno also continued
to build on his victory
total with a win over
Iowa, improving to 120-
56 since the Nittany
Lions joined the confer-
ence in 1993. The PSU
mentor ranks eighth
among the group of
coaches with 100 or
more wins at a Big Ten
school.
