PLAY CONCLUDES FOR BIG TEN COMPETITORS AT NCAAs 

Michigan State won its second-consecutive conference title, taking top honors at
this year’s Big Ten Men's Golf Championships in East Langsing.  The Spartans
claimed the event by four strokes over last year’s co-champions Minnesota,
despite a strong surge from the Gophers in the final round.  The championship is
the fourth in Michigan State's history as the Spartans also won in 2007, 2005
and 1969.

Illinois (293-288-302-299--1182) finished third, followed by Indiana (297-295-293-
298--1183), Michigan (296-302-298-298--1194) and Northwestern (293-291-309-
303--1196) and Ohio State (293-298-313-292--1196) tied for sixth.  Rounding out
the field was Wisconsin (296-305-302-296--1199), Purdue (303-295-311-300--
1209), Iowa (304-305-301-302--1212) and Penn State (299-313-317-302--1231).

Indiana’s Jorge Campillo claimed the individual title, finishing the
Championships with a 10-under par 278.

MICHIGAN STATE REPEATS AS BIG TEN CHAMPS

Advancing to the final round of competition at the 2008 NCAA
Men’s Golf Championships was Indiana’s Jorge Campillo and
Penn State’s Kevin Foley.  After three rounds of action the top
15 squads and six individuals moved on to the fourth and final
18 holes. 

Big Ten Player of the Year Campillo tied for national runner-up
with his four-round score of (75-70-72-72) 289, which trailed
event champion Kevin Chappell of UCLA by a mere three strokes.  Campillo was one of only two golfers in the champi-
onships to record three rounds of even-par or better and was one of only five players to fire off even-par in the windy final
round.  Foley finished the championships tied-for-23rd posting a score of (75-73-74-81) 303, as an individual.  

Missing the 15-team cutoff was Illinois, Indiana and Penn State.  Illinois just missed the advancement by three strokes
to place tied-for-17th, shooting a three-round score of (302-302-312) 916.  Indiana trailed Illinois by four strokes finishing
in 21st place, recording a score of (313-310-297) 920.  Penn State placed 25th overall and turned in a final score of
(315-298-313) 926. 

Unable to move on as a top-six individual, Dan Woltman tied-for-67th place, totaling (82-71-77) 230 strokes.

Three Big Ten golfers were honored by the Golf Coaches Association of America with All-America distinction.  Campillo
received first-team accolades while Foley and Michigan State’s Ryan Brehm were named to the honorable mention
squad. 

SEVEN BIG TEN MEN'S GOLF TEAMS COMPETE AT NCAA REGIONALS

In the NCAA Central Regional, Illinois finished third with a score of 891
while Penn State closed out the weekend tied-for-eighth, posting a 898.
Indiana followed closely behind in the 10th spot shooting a 901.  Michigan
trailed Indiana by three strokes to claim the tied-for-12th position.  Ohio
State rounded out the conference contingent at tied-for-16th in the Central Regional recording 911 strokes.
Minnesota individual's Clayton Rask shot a (+11) 204, taking the tied-for-20th spot and Victor Almstrom turned in a
(+13) 226, placing tied-for-41st.  Competing in the East Regional, Michigan State posted an 851, finishing in the
11th position. Wisconsin claimed the 14th spot in the West Regional as the Badgers shot an 894.

The top 10 teams and two individuals from each regional advanced to the NCAA Championships.
