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A LOOK BACK AT THE 2005-06 BIG TEN WRESTLING SEASON

For the third-straight year, a pair of Big Ten wrestling
squads finished in the top-five at the NCAA
Championships, while a conference team earned a top-two
finish for the fourth consecutive season. Led by runner-up
Minnesota and fourth-place lowa, the league took four of
the top 10 team spots and nine of the top 25 places at this
season’s event. The Golden Gophers finished second with
84 points behind national champion Oklahoma State. The
conference has had at least one top-two finisher at the
NCAA Championships each of the past 16 years since
1990. Big Ten champion Minnesota and lowa (70 points)
were followed by Michigan (7th, 57.5) and Penn State (T-
9th, 53.5) in the top 10. Five additional squads followed in
the top 25 in Northwestern (13th, 48.5), Indiana (T-18th,
35.0), Michigan State (T-18th, 35.0), Purdue (20th, 34.0)
and lllinois (25th, 29.0).

Displaying its national dominance, the Big Ten boasted
national champions or runners-up in eight of the 10 weight
classes, including an all-Big Ten final for the 149-pound
title. Indiana’s Joe Dubuque claimed his second-straight
NCAA title at 125 pounds, while Minnesota’s Dustin
Schlatter and Cole Konrad took home the 149-pound and
heavyweight championships, respectively. Six conference
grapplers earned second-place finishes in Purdue’s Chris
Fleeger (133 pounds), lowa’s Ty Eustice (149), Michigan's
Ryan Churella (165), Northwestern's Jake Herbert (174),
Minnesota's Roger Kish (184) and Penn State’s Phil Davis
(197).

In all, Big Ten wrestling celebrated 28 All-Americans (39
percent) of the 72 competing at the NCAA Championships,
as well as 51 Academic All-Big Ten honorees this year.
Over a 17-week period, a total of 20 wrestlers earned Big
Ten Wrestler of the Week honors, while one representative
from each of the 11 institutions was named an honoree for
the Big Ten Sportsmanship Award, which will be given at
the end of the academic year.

MINNESOTA CLAIMS BIG TEN TITLE

A year after watching the team title escape by less than seven points, the Minnesota Golden Gophers claimed the 2006
Big Ten Wrestling Championship with emphatic performances from four individual title-winners to beat defending champi-
on lllinois, 138-125. The team trophy-holder for three straight seasons from 2001-2003 - a stretch that included two
national team titles and undefeated seasons - the Gophers reclaimed the top spot in one of collegiate wrestling's most
formidable conferences in a back-and-forth battle with the Illini for the top team spot.

Minnesota held a 3.5-point margin heading into the final day of competition, but Illinois took the lead by the slimmest of
margins after the consolation semifinals, edging Minnesota, 121-120, at the beginning of the championship final round.
The lllini advanced five finalists but none could muster gold-medal performances.

Big Ten dual season champion Michigan finished third with 115 points followed by Penn State in fourth (91) and
Northwestern in fifth (87.5). lowa was close behind the Wildcats with 86 points for sixth place and Wisconsin took seventh
with 76.5 points and one individual champion. Closing out the team standings is Michigan State (68), Purdue (45.5),

Indiana (43.5) and Ohio State (40).
