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Four.  The Golden Gophers, a No. 3 seed in the West
region, will play No. 14 St. Francis (Pa.) in their opening
contest at home in Williams Arena.  The winner takes on
the Virginia / Old Dominion victor in the second round.
Minnesota will be making its fifth all-time NCAA
Championship appearance and fourth straight.  Coach
Pam Borton has led the team to the tournament in each of
her three seasons at the helm.

Penn State will also return to the NCAA Championship
after narrowly missing a share of another Big Ten
Championship.  The Nittany Lions are a No. 4 seed and
will meet No. 13 Liberty in first round action in the Mideast
region at Maryland.  The winner will go on to face the vic-
tor of DePaul / Virginia Tech in the second round.  Penn
State is making its 21st NCAA Championship appearance
and seventh straight - all under the leadership of Rene
Portland.

Purdue earned the Big Ten's final NCAA Championship
bid.  The No. 9 seed Boilermakers face No. 8 New Mexico
in the East region in first round action in Knoxville, Tenn.
That winner plays the winner of Tennessee / Western
Carolina in the second round.  Purdue is making its 16th
NCAA appearance and its 12th straight, a run that
includes the national championship in 1999.  Kristy Curry
has guided Purdue to the NCAA Championship in each of
her six seasons.

Five Big Ten women's basketball teams were selected to
participate in the 2005 NCAA Division I Women's
Basketball Championship. Michigan State leads the group
as a No. 1 seed, with Ohio State, Minnesota and Penn
State also earning top four seeds.  Purdue also earned a
bid to the Tournament.

Michigan State, the Big Ten co-Champion and
Tournament champion, received the top seed in the
Midwest region and will play at Minneapolis. MSU
becomes the eighth team from the Big Ten to earn a No.1
since the NCAA Women's Basketball Championship
began in 1982. The Spartans first round game will pit
them against Alcorn State, with the victor facing the USC /
Louisville winner in the second round.  Michigan State is
making its fifth overall appearance in the NCAA
Championship and third straight under Joanne P.
McCallie.

Ohio State, the other Big Ten co-Champion, will be the
No. 2 seed in the East region.  The Buckeyes will travel to
College Park, Md., and face No. 15 Holy Cross in the first
round.  The winner of that game faces the winner of
Maryland / UW-Green Bay in the second round.  Ohio
State is making its 14th NCAA Championship appearance
and third in three years for Jim Foster.

Minnesota is back in the NCAA Championship to try to
make a second consecutive run at the Women's Final

Two Big Ten teams -- Illinois and Iowa -- were invited to
participate in the 2005 Sportsview.tv Postseason WNIT.
The Illini will travel to Terre Haute, Ind., to face Indiana
State on Wednesday at 7 p.m. ET.  The Hawkeyes will
play Creighton in the first round Friday night in Iowa City.
The game is slated for a 7 p.m. tip-off.

This will be Illinois' third trip to the WNIT. The Orange and
Blue made appearances in both 2001 and 2002, going 1-1
each year.  Iowa earned its second WNIT bid as in 2002,
the Hawkeyes defeated Saint Louis (93-64) and Marquette
(76-73) before falling to Creighton (70-64) in the quarterfi-
nals.  All three contests were played in Carver-Hawkeye
Arena.

Creighton, the defending WNIT champions, tied Indiana
State and Northern Iowa for second place in the Missouri
Valley Conference with 13-5 league records.

Second round action will take place between March 19-
21.  The winner of Illinois-Indiana State contest will meet
the winner of the Xavier-Western Kentucky matchup,
which is also set for Wednesday.  Should the Hawkeyes
defeat Creighton, which they did this season 91-82 in
overtime on December 10, they would face the winner of
the Nebraska-Marquette contest.

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SPARTANS AND BUCKEYES SHARE BIG TEN TITLE
For the ninth time in League history and the first time
since the 1996-97 season, the Big Ten regular season
title was shared by two teams.  Ohio State earned a
piece of the title in the regular season finale after a 69-58
victory over Penn State. The Buckeyes, who share the
title with Michigan State, earned their first-ever No. 1
seed in the Big Ten Tournament with the win.  Since the
inception of Big Ten women’s basketball in 1982-83, Ohio
State has captured eight regular season titles, while
Michigan State earned its second ever championship and
the first for MSU since 1997.  The Buckeyes last won a
Big Ten title in 1992-93, when OSU finished as co-cham-
pions before making a run to the national title game.

SPARTANS CAPTURE BIG TEN TOURNAMENT TITLE
Michigan State, which shared the Big Ten title this sea-
son with Ohio State, became the first team since Purdue
in 1999 to win both the regular season and Tournament
titles in the same year. Penn State also did it in 1995, the
first year of the Big Ten Tournament.

BIG TEN TOURNEY WINS BREED NCAA SUCCESS
Recent history has shown that winning in the Big Ten
Tournament breeds success for Conference teams in the
NCAA Tournament.  Since 1995, the teams that have
won the Big Ten Women's Tournament have combined to
post a 20-9 record in the NCAA Championship.  Purdue
captured the League's first-ever NCAA women's title in
1999 after winning the Big Ten Tournament as the No. 1
seed.  Penn State appeared in the 2000 NCAA Final
Four after finishing as the runner-up in that year's Big
Ten Tournament, while Purdue made an appearance in
the 2001 National Championship game after also finish-
ing second in that year's Conference Tournament.  With
the return of Lindsay Whalen after the 2004 Big Ten
Tournament, Minnesota went on to its first Final Four
appearance in school history.  All eyes will be on
Michigan State this postseason as the Spartans captured
their first-ever Tournament crown in 2005. 

BIG TEN RATES AMONG TOURNEY’S BEST
Ohio State, Northwestern and Illinois were three of the
32 teams selected to play in the first NCAA Women’s
Basketball Tournament in 1982, tipping off what would
become the Big Ten’s outstanding legacy in the event.
Since the Championship's inception, the Big Ten has
earned 95 invitations to the Big Dance. That ranks as the
third-highest total behind the SEC (147) and the ACC
(103).  Penn State is making its 21st NCAA appearance
overall and its 11th since joining the Big Ten for the
1992-93 season. Purdue will make its 16th trip to the
Tournament, while Ohio State earned its 14th bid.
Michigan State is appearing for the sixth time.
Minnesota earned a spot in the bracket for the fourth
consecutive season and the fifth time in school history.

ANOTHER “ONE” FOR THE BIG TEN 
For the second consecutive season, a Big Ten team has
earned a No. 1 seed for the NCAA Championship.
Michigan State gained its first-ever No. 1 seed this sea-
son, while Penn State was one of four top-seeds in last
year’s tournament.  The Spartans are the eighth overall
top-seed in Big Ten history.  Iowa earned the League’s
first two top-seeds in 1988 and 1992, while Ohio State
was No. 1 in 1993 and both Penn State and Purdue were
No. 1 seeds in 1994.  The Boilermakers staked claim to
the top seed in 1999 and captured the Conference’s lone
national championship.  Penn State also earned a top
seed in 1991, however that was prior to the Big Ten. 

• The Big Ten Tournament championship game featured
two teams ranked in the nation's top 15 by the
Associated Press for the fourth time in Tournament histo-
ry (No. 8 Michigan State and No. 15 Minnesota).

• The game was the second between the No. 2 seed and
No. 4 seed in Tournament history. The No. 2 seed holds
a 2-0 advantage. No. 2 Penn State defeated No. 4
Purdue, 71-69, in 1996.

• The Tournament final was the first-ever matchup
between Minnesota and Michigan State in the Big Ten
Tournament. 

• The 104 points scored in the Tournament final was the
lowest-ever point total scored in a Big Ten Tournament
championship game. The previous low was 108 in 1998
(Purdue 59, Penn State 49).

• Since 2001, the Tournament's title game has been
decided by six points or less.

• The 2005 Big Ten Tournament attendance of 30,211
was the fourth-highest total in the 11-year history of the
Tournament. It also is the fourth consecutive year the
attendance has been over 30,000.

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national final.  Purdue followed up in 1994, advancing to
it’s first Final Four, where it fell to North Carolina in the
semifinals.  The third time was the charm for the League,
as Purdue defeated Duke, 62-45, to claim the Big Ten’s
first and only national championship.  Penn State made
an appearance in 2000, bowing to eventual national
champion Connecticut in the semifinals.  The
Boilermakers made it three in a row for the Big Ten in
2001 when they fought their way to the championship
final against Notre Dame.  Purdue fell to the Irish, 68-66,
in one of the closest finishes in Tournament history.  The
game was one of five NCAA Championship finals to be
decided by two points or less.  After a two-year hiatus,
Minnesota returned the Big Ten to the national semifinals
in 2004.

ANOTHER 20-WIN TEAM?
With a win in its Big Ten Tournament opener, Iowa (20-9)
reached the 20-win plateau for the season and gave the
Big Ten four 20-win teams for the 10th time in League
history.  Should Penn State (19-10) capture a win in its
NCAA first-round game, the Lady Lions would eclipse the
20-win mark and become the fifth Conference squad to
win 20 or more games in a season.  That occurrence has
happened just four times in League history (1995-96,
1997-98, 1999-00, 2003-04).

SEVEN LEAGUE TEAMS IN ATTENDANCE TOP 30 
In the latest unofficial attendance rankings compiled by
the University of Wisconsin, seven Big Ten teams aver-
age in the nation’s top 30.  No. 5 Minnesota (8,799), No.
6 Penn State (8,655) and No. 7 Purdue (8,484) lead the
way, followed by No. 14 Michigan State (6,143) and No.
15 Wisconsin (6,047).  No. 19 Ohio State (5,143) and
No. 26 Iowa (4,062) are also among the nation’s top 30.

OSU SHATTERS BIG TEN ATTENDANCE MARK
Ohio State found a perfect way to end another exciting
Conference season this year by shattering the Big Ten
single-game attendance mark by nearly 400 on its final
regular-season game on February 27.  The sold-out
crowd of 17,525 in Value City Arena in Columbus sur-
passed the previous League record of 17,142, set on
January 20, 2002, when Wisconsin hosted Minnesota.
The game, which was also the third highest attended
game in the country this year, gave the Buckeyes a
share of the Big Ten regular season title with Michigan
State.

BIG TEN CROWNS A NEW SCORING QUEEN
Ohio State sophomore Jessica Davenport claimed the
2005 Big Ten women’s basketball scoring title, racking up
347 points in 16 games for a 21.7 points per game aver-
age.  The Buckeye center captured the title by nearly 3.0
points, as she bettered Penn State’s Tanisha Wright and
Illinois’ Angelina Williams, who averaged 18.8 ppg each.
Fourth place went to Wisconsin freshman Jolene
Anderson at 18.1 ppg -- the best average for a freshman
since Penn State’s Kelly Mazzante won the scoring title
as a newcomer at 19.7 ppg in 2000-01.  Overall,
Davenport is just the third Buckeye to win the scoring
title as Nikita Lowry won the crown in 1987-88 (23.7) and
1988-89 (18.9), and Katie Smith was the League’s top
scorer in 1993-94 (22.4) and 1994-95 (21.2).

McCARVILLE TAKES HOME REBOUND CROWN
After three-consecutive seasons of Illinois’ Cindy Dallas
being atop the League rebounding ranks, her graduation
paved the way for Minnesota’s Janel McCarville to take
over the throne as rebounding queen.  McCarville, who
led the League in caroms the majority of the season, was
nearly passed by Ohio State’s Jessica Davenport.
McCarville ended the Conference season with 10.6
boards, while Davenport posted an average of 10.5.  On
the final Sunday of the regular season, the Golden

Gopher senior posted 12 rebounds against Northwestern
for a season total of 170, while Davenport grabbed a
career-high 16 boards for a total of 168.  If Davenport
would have recorded three more rebounds, she would
have become the fifth Big Ten player and the first since
Iowa’s Amy Herrig (21.2 ppg, 11.9 rpg) to lead the
League in both scoring and rebounding in the same sea-
son.  On the year, Davenport and McCarville each had
eight double-doubles in Big Ten play, while McCarville
edged the Buckeye 12-11 in total double-double games
this season.

FOUR LEAGUE SQUADS AMONG NATION’S TOP 20 RPI
In the latest WBCA/Summerville RPI Ratings, the Big Ten
ranks third in Conference RPI average (.570) and fifth in
overall RPI (.582), while four League teams rank among
the nation’s top 20.  Michigan State holds an overall RPI
rating of .656, which is fourth best in the nation, followed
by No. 9 Ohio State (.643).  Minnesota (.625) is 14th,
while Penn State (.611) ranks 19th.  In overall strength of
schedule, Michigan is seventh at .622, Penn State (.609)
is 13th, Indiana (.608) is 15th, Purdue (.606) is 16th and
Northwestern (.604) is 19th.  

OSU’S DAVENPORT SWATS HER WAY TO 100
On the final day of the regular season, Ohio State’s
Jessica Davenport became just the third Big Ten student-
athlete to record 100 blocks in a season.  The Buckeye
sophomore has recorded 109 blocks over a 32-game
span, which equates to an average of 3.41.  Davenport is
the first Big Ten shot-blocker to hit the century mark
since League-record holder Trish Andrew of Michigan
swatted 136 shots during the 1991-92 season.
Wisconsin’s Janetta Johnson recorded 130 blocks during
the 1988-89 campaign.

COACHES CORNER:  BIG TEN BITS FROM THE WBCA
• The Women's Basketball Coaches Association (WBCA)
has selected Ebba Gebisa of the University of Wisconsin
as the winner of the Charles T. Stoner Law Scholarship
Award. The $1,000 Charles T. Stoner Law Scholarship
Award, named for and presented by Stoner, a former
legal consultant for the WBCA, is presented annually to
one female collegiate basketball player who intends to
pursue a career in law.  The West Lafayette, Ind., native
is a senior forward who has been on the dean's list every
semester but one during her collegiate career. Gebisa
will graduate this spring with a degree in Real Estate and
Urban Land Economics.

• At least four Big Ten student-athletes -- Minnesota’s
Janel McCarville, Ohio State’s Caity Matter and Penn
State’s Jess Strom and Tanisha Wright -- have been
selected for the 2005 WBCA All-Star Challenge Game.
On Saturday, April 2, the top 20 senior collegiate players
in women's basketball will showcase their talents at the
University of Indianapolis' Nicoson Hall.  This capstone
event tips-off the 24th Annual WBCA National
Convention, which takes place in Indianapolis, at the site
of this year's NCAA Women's Final Four. 

• Dave Loane has been named the winner of the 2005
Women's Basketball Coaches Association's (WBCA) Mel
Greenberg Media Award.  Named after Mel Greenberg,
the Philadelphia Inquirer sportswriter who founded the
Associated Press Top 25 women's basketball poll, the
WBCA Media Award is presented annually to a member
of the media who has best displayed a commitment to
women's basketball and to advancing the role of the
media in the women's game.  Loane is a 17-year play-
by-play reporter for Illinois athletics, which includes
women’s basketball.  Loane is also an occasional caller
of Big Ten women’s basketball and volleyball contests on
FSN Chicago.

2005 BIG TEN POSTSEASON NOTES

BIG TEN GRABS FOUR OF TOP 16 SEEDS
The Big Ten snagged four of the top 16 seeds in this
year’s NCAA Championship, which is tied for the most by
any conference (Big 12).  Michigan State earned a No. 1
seed, followed by No. 2 Ohio State, No. 3 Minnesota and
No. 4 Penn State.

FIVE FOR FIVE
For the fifth consecutive season, the Big Ten has sent five
or more teams to the NCAA Division I Women’s Basketball
Championship.  The Conference sent five teams to the
2001 and 2005 tournaments and tied the League high of
six teams the past three seasons in 2002, 2003 and 2004.  

BIG TEN TO THE WNIT:  JUST WiN IT
The Big Ten is set to field two League squads -- Illinois
and Iowa -- for the 2005 WNIT.   No teams were invited to
the WNIT last year, because all teams eligible were select-
ed to the NCAA Championship.  Last season marked the
first time since 1997 that there were no Big Ten entrants in
the Women’s National Invitation Tournament.  The post-
season WNIT is an event that the Big Ten has won three
times since 1998, most recently in 2001 when Ohio State
defeated New Mexico.

NCAA ACTION SLATED FOR WILLIAMS ARENA
For the second-straight year, Minnesota and Williams
Arena will play host to NCAA first- and second-round play
in 2005.  This season marks the second year that the
NCAA has predetermined its opening-round sites.  First
and second-round action will begin in Minneapolis, March
19 and 21, and will host Big Ten teams Michigan State and
Minnesota.  This season’s Final Four will be hosted by
Butler University and the Horizon League at the RCA
Dome in Indianapolis, Ind., April 3rd and 5th. 

LOOKING BACK AT MINNESOTA’S FINAL FOUR RUN
Minnesota defeated the No. 1, No. 2 and No. 3 seeds in
last year’s Mideast Region to earn the first NCAA Final
Four berth in school history with an 82-75 win over top-
seeded Duke, the nation’s highest-ranked program. The
Golden Gophers had never before advanced beyond the
Sweet Sixteen prior to their 2004 run.  No. 7 Minnesota
was the highest seed competing in the Final Four, and was
the highest seed to play in the national semifinals since
Arkansas made it as a No. 9 seed in 1998. For the Big
Ten, Minnesota’s success marked the League’s fourth
Final Four representative in six years and it’s first since
Purdue made an appearance in 2001. The Golden
Gophers joined Iowa, Ohio State, Penn State and Purdue
among the Conference’s all-time Final Four participants.

McCARVILLE RETURNS FOR REBOUND RECORD
Minnesota’s Janel McCarville will look to improve on her
NCAA Tournament record of 75 total rebounds when the
Golden Gophers make their run this season for a second-
consecutive Final Four.  Last season, McCarville helped
lead Minnesota to its first ever Final Four in 2003-04.  The
then-junior was honored by being selected to the All-Final
Four Team.

LEAGUE POSTS RECORD 11 NCAA TOURNEY WINS
Minnesota’s Mideast Regional Championship win over top-
ranked Duke last year, gave the Big Ten its 11th victory of
the 2004 NCAA Championship, marking the League’s all-
time best win total in the Tournament. Big Ten teams com-
bined to produce the previous record of nine wins in 1994,
when Penn State and Purdue both reached the Regional
Finals and Purdue appeared in the Final Four.

FINAL FOUR FAMILIARITY
Counting the 2004 season, Big Ten teams have competed
in four of the last six women’s Final Fours and six overall.
Ohio State and Iowa squared off against each other in the
League’s first Final Four appearance in 1993.  The
Buckeyes won that tilt before falling to Texas Tech in the
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PARK RIDGE , IL - Ohio State center Jessica Davenport
became just the fourth sophomore in League history to
be named Big Ten Player of the Year, it was announced 
March 1 by the Conference office. The All-Big Ten Teams
and postseason honors were decided following the con-
clusion of regular-season play in a vote amongst the
League's head women's basketball coaches and a panel
of selected media.

Davenport helped lead the Buckeyes to a share of the
Big Ten Championship -- Ohio State's first League crown
since the 1992-93 season. Throughout her sophomore
campaign this season, Davenport averaged 21.7 points,
10.5 rebounds and 3.8 blocks in Conference games and
currently stands tied with Penn State's Tanisha Wright for
the overall scoring lead at 19.3 points per outing.
Davenport gained her record-tying fifth Big Ten Player of
the Week honor of the season after posting 29 points, 16
rebounds and six blocks in the Buckeyes' 68-58 win over
Penn State, which clinched a share of the Conference
title for OSU. Just a week before that, she recorded the
first triple-double of her career as she posted 19 points,
13 rebounds and a Big Ten-record 12 blocks at sixth-
ranked Michigan State. Davenport, who was named the
WBCA National Player of the Month for January, is the
first sophomore to win the League's top honor since
Minnesota's Lindsay Whalen in 2002. 

In addition, Penn State's Tanisha Wright earned her third
consecutive Defensive Player of the Year award. She is
the only student-athlete in the award's six-year history to
win the honor more than once. While being assigned to
guard her opponent's top player on a nightly basis,
Wright managed to finished atop the League scoring list
at 19.6 points per game.

Wisconsin's Jolene Anderson is the fifth Badger to earn
Freshman of the Year honors and the first since Jessie
Stomski in 1999. Anderson currently ranks third in overall
scoring at 17.8 points per game, just three-tenths of a
point shy of Penn State's Kelly Mazzante's League fresh-
man mark of 18.2. Not since the 2000-01 season has a
freshman averaged 17.0 points or better in a season. 

For the first time since the 1999-2000 season, Big Ten
Coach of the Year honors were split between the
League's coaches and media. Michigan State's Joanne
P. McCallie was voted by her peers after leading her No.
8 Spartans to a share of the Big Ten title and a 25-3 reg-
ular-season record, which marked a school-record for
wins. She is only the second Spartan mentor to be hon-
ored by the League, as Karen Langeland earned the
award in 1988. Third-year head coach Jim Foster led his
Ohio State squad to as high as a No. 2 ranking this sea-
son - its highest ranking in school history - as well as the
school's first-ever No. 1 seed in the Big Ten Women's
Basketball Tournament.

BIG TEN BREAKDOWN OF NATIONAL TOP 25 POLLS  

PARK RIDGE, IL - Ohio State University has been named
the recipient of the third annual Big Ten SuperFan Cup in
recognition of its marketing and promotional campaign that
helped boost attendance at women's basketball games
over the 2004-05 season.

Ohio State increased its Conference home game atten-
dance by 81.9 percent this season as the Buckeyes wel-
comed an average of 7,259 fans to eight League contests,
compared to last year's eight-game average of 3,991
patrons per outing.  In 2004-05, the Buckeyes shattered
the Ohio State (13,320) and Big Ten (17,142) single-game
attendance mark in the final home game of the season,
when OSU sold out Value City Arena with 17,525 fans.
The previous Big Ten record was set on January 20, 2002,
when Wisconsin welcomed 17,142 fans to the Kohl Center
for a game against Minnesota.  OSU’s total was also the
third highest attendance figure in the country this year.

In the fall of 2002, the Big Ten Conference launched the
SuperFan campaign, a promotion designed to boost atten-
dance for women's basketball regular-season games.
This season's promotion, which honored the institution
with the greatest annual percentage increase in average
attendance for home Conference games, allowed each
institution within the Conference to publicize its women's
home basketball games using additional marketing tools
provided by the Big Ten.  The League distributed both
marketing and financial support to all 11 universities and
encouraged Conference schools to use the customized
materials from the SuperFan kit.  Michigan State was the
first university to be awarded the SuperFan Cup as the
Spartans generated an astounding 77 percent attendance
increase for home games during the 2002-03 season.  In
2003-04, Purdue earned the annual traveling trophy after it
ranked second in the nation for increased attendance and
fifth in average attendance in 12 home games last season.
The Boilermakers averaged 10,105 fans per game - an
increase of 3,051 per contest from 2002-03. 

In addition to the League's single-game record being shat-
tered on the final day of the regular season, the Big Ten
also had a defining attendance mark on Sunday, February
20.  Of the four League games played that day, all four
were contested in front of more than 10,000 fans for a
combined average of 13,367 patrons per game.  Ohio
State at Michigan State (14,066) and Purdue at Indiana
(10,022) were each single-game records for the home
team, while Wisconsin at Minnesota brought in 14,203
fans, which was second all-time in Golden Gopher history.
A total of 15,177 fans were on hand in State College for
Northwestern at Penn State.  

Last year, the Big Ten ranked second nationally to the Big
12 with 778,125 fans attending League home games,
shattering the previous Conference record of 685,361 set
in 2002-03.  Over the 2003-04 season, an average of
5,085 fans attended all home games at Big Ten institu-
tions, which surpassed the previous Conference record of
4,530 patrons per outing in 1998-99.  The Big Ten has led
the nation in attendance seven of the last 12 years, most
recently in 1999.  Purdue, Penn State and Minnesota
ranked among the top 10 national attendance leaders in
2003-04, as all three averaged over 9,000 fans per game.
