Ritter earned the win in all four of Michigan’s contests last week, including her fourth no-hitter of
the season with a five-inning perfect game in a 9-0 victory over Indiana. Against the Hoosiers,
she struck out nine of the 15 batters she faced and did not allow the ball to leave the infield.
Ritter then came out of the bullpen in the nightcap to toss 3.1 innings of hitless relief, fanning
eight batters and walking just one. Her other start of the week consisted of 6.0 innings of
shutout ball while striking out six for a 3-0 victory over Purdue. With a total of 218 K’s this year,
Ritter becomes only the second Wolverine to reach at least 200 strikeouts in back-to-back sea-
sons, while also tying Michigan’s single-season record with four no-hitters.
