· Before the Dayton game, he had the ® fth longest 
active streak for 10+ point scoring with 29 straight 
contests and has already tallied 20 or more 16 
times ...

    Patrick Chambers, a rising star 

in college basketball as one of the 

top assistant coaches in the country 

while working at Big East member 

Villanova, was of® cially handed the 

reigns of the Boston University men's 

basketball program on April 8, 2009, 

becoming the program's 24th head 

coach in its 101st season. During his 

® ve-year tenure with the Wildcats, he helped produce four 

NCAA Sweet 16 appearances and a berth in the 2009 Final 

Four. 

 ªWe were very deliberate during our search process in 

deciding the type of person and the caliber of coach who 

we wanted to lead our program,º commented Assistant Vice 

President and Director of Athletics Lynch. ªWe narrowed our 

national pool of candidates by determining who would provide 

our student-athletes with the best experience, be the best ® t 

for Boston University and offer us the best opportunity to win 

our conference and advance to the NCAA tournament.

 ªEach time and every way we looked at it, we arrived at 

the same conclusion: Patrick Chambers is the best person and 

the right coach to lead BU basketball to greatness,º he added. 

ªI see our athletic engine being well-oiled, but in order to 

reach our goals and expectations and take full advantage 

of the promise that each one of us on campus believes we 

have as a program, we need to add what I consider a booster 

to our engine. I see men's basketball's success providing 

that booster. This hire has wide-ranging implications for our 

program and arguably is one of our most impactful decisions 

that the department has made in the last 15 years.º

 Following the likes of Rick Pitino, Mike Jarvis and current 

Detroit Pistons head coach John Kuester in starting his head 

coaching career at Boston University, Chambers is excited 

about joining Terrier Nation.

 ªI  am thrilled to have the opportunity to lead a 

program with the type of rich basketball tradition of Boston 

University,º said Chambers. ªThere is a long line of incredible 

coaches that have coached here, and I'm privileged to be 

named with those guys. I have a great appreciation for 

institutions that offer outstanding academics and athletics, 

and that de® nes BU. I understand the demands and the 

standards that are set forth, and we look forward to keeping 

them at a high level. Our guys are in good shape and they 

will get their degrees under our leadership.º

 ªMy vision for BU basketball is we are going to play hard, 

we are going to play tough and we are going to play physical 

for 40 minutes,º said Chambers. ªA style that fans will say, 

ÁMan, do they give it up for each other.' And the other team is  

going to say, ÁI don't want to see them ever again.'

 While at Villanova, the team posted a 126-45 record 

(.737 winning percentage) in the last ® ve seasons, including 

a 2008-09 mark of 30-8, setting the school's single-season 

win total. The Wildcats advanced to the NCAA tournament all 

® ve years Chambers was on staff and posted a 56-28 (.667) 

conference record in the formidable Big East.

 Villanova has consistently peaked in March as well as any 

other program recently, achieving an 11-5 mark in the last 

® ve NCAA tournaments and is one of just three programs 

to have advanced to the Sweet 16 four times in that span 

(Memphis and North Carolina are the others). Villanova won 

at least 22 games each of the last ® ve years, and its 2009 

senior class set a school record with 126 career victories.

 Chambers' responsibilities at Villanova included recruiting, 

on-court teaching and player development. He began on the 

staff of 2009 Big East Coach of the 

Year Jay Wright in May 2004 as the 

director of basketball operations. 

He was quickly promoted after one 

season to assistant coach, a role 

he held for three years until being named 

associate head coach in June 2008.

 Prior to his ® rst start in coaching, Chambers joined the 

Philadelphia University basketball team without a scholarship 

in 1990 and would leave the team as the starting point guard 

and the school-record holder for assists. Currently seventh all-

time in steals, he helped spark the team to four NCAA Division 

II Sweet 16 appearances and two Elite Eight ® nishes.

 Following graduation with a degree in marketing in 

1994, Chambers entered the coaching community with a 

one-season stint (1995-96) as an assistant at Delaware Valley 

(Pa.) College. In 1999, he became the top varsity assistant 

at Episcopal Academy and would remain at the high school 

through 2004.

 During his tenure there, he returned to his alma mater and 

served as a special assistant (2001-04) to his former college 

coach, Herb Magee, who in March surpassed Dean Smith on 

the NCAA men's all-time wins list to move into the No. 3 

spot with 880 victories. In his role, Chambers assisted the 

coaching icon with player development off the court while 

designing off-season workouts and scouting opponents.

 The 38-year-old Chambers is married to the former 

Courtney Sullivan. Their ® rst child, Grace, was born in 

November of 2008.

University men's basketball, the athletic depart-
ment retired the No. 10 jersey of Jack Leaman 
at halftime of BU's home opener against George 
Washington on Friday, Nov. 10, 2008 while also 
recognizing his 1958-59 team ... Leaman was a 
senior co-captain on the squad that made history 
by becoming the ® rst Terrier squad to reach the 
NCAA tournament ... The 5-foot-10 point guard 
and his teammates went toe-to-toe with Jerry West 
and the West Virginia Mountaineers up until the 
last minute before faltering, 86-82, in the East 
Regional Final ... Leaman passed away on March 6, 
2004, at the age of 71 ... His wife, Rita, daughter, 
Laura and eight teammates were in attendance for 
the ceremony.

RETIRED JERSEYS
The retirement of Jack Leaman's jersey marked the 
seventh ceremony held by the men's basketball 
program ... Other honorees include Kevin Thomas 
(#4, 1953-56), Jim Hayes (#54, 1967-70), Steve 
Wright (#33, 1976-80), Arturo Brown (#44, 1979-
83), Drederick Irving (#11, 1984-88) and Tunji 
Awojobi (#12 1993-97). 

TUNJI THE GREAT
The ® rst player in New England college basketball 
history to record 2,000 points and 1,000 rebounds, 
Tunji Awojobi (1993-97) concluded his outstanding 
career as just one of ® ve Division I players to reg-
ister career totals of 2,000 points, 1,000 rebounds 
and 300 blocked shots ... He joined a select group 
composed of Alonzo Mourning (Georgetown), Per-
vis Ellison (Louisville), Derrick Coleman (Syracuse), 
and David Robinson (Navy). 

MORE ON AWOJOBI
The 6-foot-5 Nigerian guard established 13 BU 
records, including points (2,308), rebounds (1,237), 
blocked shots (302) and ® eld goals (871) ... In 
the America East, he is currently fourth all-time in 
points, second in rebounding, third in blocks and 
second in ® eld goals made ... In 1996-97, he led BU 
to a school-record 25 victories and both AE regular-
season and tournament titles ... Named 1997 AE and 
New England Division I Player of the Year, he had 
his No. 12 jersey retired in the home ® nale and was 
later inducted into the school's hall of fame in 2002.

CONFERENCE MEMBERSHIPS
· The Terriers did not hold a league af® liation in 
men's basketball until the 1972-73 season when 
they of® cially joined the Yankee Conference, which 
included Maine, Vermont, Massachusetts, New 
Hampshire, Connecticut and Rhode Island ... In 
the ® rst year, the team went 7-4 ... The league 
disbanded in basketball after the 1975-76 season.
· In 1979, BU along with Rhode Island, Canisius, 
Colgate, Holy Cross, Maine, New Hampshire, 
Niagara, Northeastern, Rhode Island and Vermont 
formed the basketball-only ECAC North ... In 1988, 
the league became the North Atlantic and then 
was renamed the America East in 1996 ... The 
conference currently sponsors 21 sports. Other 
schools that have come and gone include Drexel, 
Siena, Hofstra, Towson, Delaware and Central Con-
necticut State.

THE DYNAMIC DUO
After earning the third seed for the America East tourna-
ment, BU racked up several AE honors, led by John 
Holland and Corey Lowe. Leaders of the conference with 
a combined 1,041 points, the two men became the third 
BU duo this decade alongside Chaz Carr/Rashad Bell 
(2005) and Chaz Carr/Jason Grochowalski (2004) to earn 
First Team All-America East honors in the same season. 

MORE TERRIERS HONORED BY LEAGUE
For the ® rst time in program history and second in 
America East history, BU earned its third straight Rookie 
of the Year award. Jake O'Brien followed John Holland 
and Tyler Morris' lead by ® nishing the season top among 
freshman and 15th overall in the league for scoring (12.5 
ppg), while also ranking sixth in blocks (1.0 bpg) and 
18th in rebounding (4.6 rpg). Often plagued by injuries 
before his senior year, Matt Wolff went out on a high 
note by ending his career at BU with all-defensive team 
honors. Finishing second on the team and 12th in the 
league at 5.2 rpg, Wolff also averaged 1.4 spg.  

EXTRA TIME PLEASE
The 2008-09 season was one of highs and lows, and 
there was no better indicator of the rollercoaster ride 
than the number of overtime sessions the Terriers played 
in during the year. Setting a school record with six over-
time games and 10 extra periods, BU began and ended 
the year with overtime losses, while in between winning 
four contests. Two of those victories needed more than 
one overtime, as the Terriers defeated Stony Brook (4OT) 
and UMBC (2OT) in back-to-back games.   

A CLASSIC TO REMEMBER
It was only ® tting that the 100th season of BU basketball 
include one of the most memorable regular-season games 
in the program's history. On the day celebrating the life 
of BU graduate, Rev. Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr., the Ter-
riers outlasted Stony Brook, 99-97, in a quadruple over-
time thriller, which marked their second-ever 4OT game 
and ® rst since falling at Holy Cross on Jan. 29, 1964. 
The contest was also the ® rst in the America East since 
1996 and marked the ® rst game to go through three 

overtimes for BU since 1984. Never leaving the court in 
60 minutes of action, John Holland scored 29 points and 
was named by Jeff Goodman on his FoxSports.com's blog 
the `Stud of the Day' for his effort. After ® nishing the 
® rst half 0-for-1, Lowe scored 12 points in the second 
half and 21 total in the four overtime sessions. Scott 
Brittain was the only player to foul out, as the Terriers 
scored their most points since defeating Army, 103-83, 
on Dec. 2, 1994. 

TIME FOR A BREAK
BU entered the America East tournament as the No. 3 
seed but had run out of steam with a 79-75 overtime 
loss to UMBC after playing in a team-record 10 overtime 
sessions and without the services of two of their top six 
scorers for the last 18 games due to season-ending inju-
ries. Four players alone logged over 1,000 minutes for a 
program that had previously only once had two men ac-
complish the feat in a single season. Holland played the 
third-most amount in program history with 1,065, while 
Lowe ® nished in a tie at fourth with 1,060. Jake O'Brien 
set the freshman record by placing seventh overall with 
1,043, while Matt Wolff played 1,018.

FROM DOWNTOWN WITH LOVE ± THE SEQUEL
For the second consecutive year, the Terriers used the 
3-point shot as a major part of its offensive arsenal, 
hitting a program season-record 267 shots off a record 
740 attempts (36.1 percent) after going 232-for-696 
(.333 percent) the previous season. During the 83-75 win 
over Northeastern, they tied a school record for made 
3-pointers in a game with 15. On an individual basis, 
John Holland, Corey Lowe, and Jake O'Brien all moved 
into the top-10 for made 3-pointers in a season. Lowe 
owns the top two spots after falling short of topping his 
2007-08 season-record 92 treys with 85. He also set the 
BU career record for 3-pointers in just two and a half 
seasons, obliterating the previous record of 202 with 238 
by year's end. Holland moved into third in a season with 
80, while O'Brien ® nished tied-for-10th with 60. The Ter-
riers are riding a streak of 389 games with at least one 
made 3-pointer, a run that began following an 0-for-10 
performance against Vermont on Feb. 10, 1996.
