Tim Landis is in his sixth year
as the Bob Odell Head Coach of
Bucknell Football in 2008, and
he tied Lou Maranzana for sixth
place on Bucknell’s career games
as a head coach list Nov. 1 against
Holy Cross.

Landis’ teams have achieved
.500 or better records in three of
his st ve seasons at Bucknell, including a 7-4 campaign
in 2004.

Having already resurrected programs at Davidson and
St. Mary’s, Landis arrived at Bucknell in December 2002 to
take over a football program that was undergoing a trying
period.

As Landis’ rst spring practice approached, the Bison
were still coping with the death of legendary head coach
Tom Gadd, and they were still tasting the bitterness of a
2-9 record that ended a school-record run of seven straight
winning seasons.

But under Landis’ leadership, pride was quickly restored
in the program, and the Bison turned in two very good
seasons, rst going 6-6 in 2003 then improving to 7-4 in
2004. Bucknell placed third in the competitive Patriot League
standings both seasons.

Landis has coached hoth an All-American (DL Sean
Conover) and a pair of Academic All-Americans (OL Justin
Gibson, DB David Frisbey) during his tenure at Bucknell.

Upon his hiring, Landis, 44, brought to the Bison football
program an impressive cache of head coaching experience.
He became Bucknell’s 25 head football coach since the
program’s inception in 1883.

Following a seven-year tenure as head coach at Davidson,
Landis spent the three seasons prior to coming to Bucknell
building a solid program at St. Mary’s (Calif.). In both posi-
tions, he garnered national accolades for turning modestly
successful programs into winners.

ABOUT THE GAME

Both Bucknell and Lehigh have struggled in recent weeks and will be looking to turn things around on Saturday. The Bison are
inthe midst of their  rst three-game losing streak since last year, while the Mountain Hawks are 1-3 in their last four games
with the lone win coming against last-place Georgetown. Bucknell has been in each of its last three losses, but each time the
opponent has pulled away late. On Oct. 25, the Bison led Colgate 21-17 late inthe - rst half before the Raiders scored 35 straight
points. Two weeks ago Bucknell was up 10-0 late in the nal seconds of the  rst half, but ended up losing to Holy Cross 34-17.
Last Saturday, the Bison trailed Lafayette by a slim 24-21 margin midway through the third quarter before eventually falling
by a 38-21 score. Lehigh has su  ered some tough defeats as well. The Mountain Hawks are coming o - a heartbreaking 34-33
loss to Colgate last week and their last  ve losses have been by a total of 22 points.

Lehigh 38, Bucknell 10 (Nov. 10, 2007 - Lewishurg, Pa.)

Lehigh's Jaren Walker rushed for 94 yards and Sedale Threatt added 78 and three touchdowns as Bucknell lost its  nal home
game of the 2007 campaign 38-10 to Lehigh. The Bison trailed just 14-10 at halftime, but were forced to punt three times and
fumbled once on their four second-half possessions. Bucknell overcame three  rst-half turnovers to trail by just four points at
halftime. The Bison fell behind 14-0 in the  rst quarter as Lehigh capitalized on the turnovers with a pair of touchdowns. A
58-yard fumble return by Tim Diamond put the Mountain Hawks up 7-0 less than two minutes into the contest. Later in the
quarter, Threatt capped a 14-play, 73-yard drive that ate up nearly seven minutes with a one-yard run.

LAFAYETTE GAME RECAP

Lafayette 38, Bucknell 21 (Nov. 8, 2008 - Lewisburg, Pa.)

Inhis rstcareer start, Lafayette quarterback Marc Quilling was 17 of 26 passing for 274 yards and three touchdowns and Tyrell
Coonrushed 30 times for 169 yards as the Leopards defeated Bucknell 38-21. The Bison were plagued by three turnovers as they
lost their fourth consecutive home game. A.J. Kizekai was a bright spot for Bucknell as he broke the Bison career and single-
game records for kicko  yards. He also opened the Bison scoring with a 100-yard kicko returninthe rstquarter, breaking the
program record of 99. Kizekai totaled 210 return yards on his six returns, giving him 2,039 in his career.

The junior
was named The Sports Network National Special Teams Player of the Week, the Patriot League Special Teams Player of the Week
and the Damon’s Bison Athlete of the Week after setting aBucknell record with 210kicko  returnyards. The highlight of Kizekai's
day came the second time he touched the ball as he returned a kicko 100 yards for a new touchdown, setting a new Bucknell
record. Overall, he had six returns for 210 yards and totaled 285 all-purpose yards in the contest. Kizekai has registered at least
100 return yards in four of the last - ve games and currently owns six of the top 10 return marks in program history.

Rewriting the Bucknell kicko return record book is not all that A.J. Kizekai is doing. He is also etching his name into the all-
purpose yards ledger. The junior has totaled at least 190 all-purpose yards each of the last  ve games, including four outings
with more than 200 yards. Kizekai's 193.6 all-purpose yards per game, which rank him second nationally, place him atop the
Patriot League in that category with second-place Matt McGowan more than 60 yards behind. Kizekai, who has 789 all-purpose
yards over the last three games, posted a career-high 285 yards against Lafayette, the seventh-best mark in program history.

Michigan State transfer Connor Dixon was 30-for-47 for 429 yards
and a school-record six touchdowns at quarterback for the Dukes,
while Alex Roberson caught 11 halls for 154 yards. Of Duquesne’s
485 total yards, 357 came after halftime.

LEWISBURG, Pa. — In his rst career start, Lafayette quar-
terback Marc Quilling was 17 of 26 passing for 274 yards and three
touchdowns and Tyrell Coon rushed 30 times for 169 yards as the
Leopards defeated Bucknell 38-21. The Bison were plagued by three
turnovers as they lost their fourth consecutive home game.

A.J. Kizekai was a bright spot for Bucknell as he broke the Bison
career and single-game records for kicko yards. He also opened
the Bison scoring with a 100-yard kicko returninthe rstquarter,
breaking the program record of 99. Kizekai totaled 210 return yards
on his six returns, giving him 2,039 in his career.

Bucknell hung tight with Lafayette, which did not commit any
turnovers, despite the Leopards outgaining the Bison 474-222 in the
game. Bucknell, trailed just 24-21 midway through the third quarter,
but Lafayette added the nal two touchdowns of the game.

The Bison trailed 14-7 midway through the second quarter after
a Lafayette punt. Andrew Lair, who was making his second start of
the season, engineered a six-play, 56-yard drive that ended with him
lofting an eight-yard pass to Shaun Pasternakin the back right corner
of the endzone, tying the score at 14-all with 3:59 on the clock.

Bucknell’s defense then forced the Leopards to punt, giving
the Bison a chance to take a lead into halftime for the second time
in its last seven games. However, on the fourth play of the drive,
Lair completed a short pass across the middle to Pasternak, who
proceeded to fumble. Lafayette marched 43 yards in 73 seconds
to set up a go-ahead 20-yard eld goal for Davis Rodriguez just
before halftime.

The Leopards then opened up their biggest lead of the game to
that point on their rst drive of the second half.
