This camp will run in conjunction with the Bison Shoot-Out
and will offer your linemen the fundamentals and techniques to make them better. The Bucknell University
football staff will instruct your student-athletes. Please have your linemen bring cleats and jerseys.

We are inviting teams from Pennsylvania, New Jersey, New York, Delaware, Maryland, The District of
Columbia, Ohio and Virginia. Teams entered in the Bison Shoot-Out will play at least eight games over the
two days and champions will be crowned in both the Small and Large School Divisions. Enrollment in the
Bison Shoot-Out will be limited to the first 36 teams to register.
