TOURNAMENT FORMAT

The tournament format is a scramble. There will be three flights;
the Bud Ranck Flight at 1:00 PM on Sunday, the Tom Gadd Flight
on 8:00 AM on Monday, and the Bison Flight at 1:30 PM on Mon-
day. The initial two flights will be filled first, with the Bison Flight
serving strictly as an overflow flight.
The entry fee of $150 per person
includes golf cart, 18 holes of golf,
coffee, donuts and breakfast sand-
wiches before the AM flight, a bar-
beque lunch on Monday, beer and
refreshments during and after each
flight, a gift package, and prizes for
the top teams and specialty hole winners (hole-in-one prizes, clos-
est to the pin, and longest drive prizes).

Individuals wishing to play in more than one flight will be
charged a discounted rate of $75 ($50 for Golf Club members)
for the additional flight.

There are four ways to win, and winners will be crowned after
each flight: 1) Open Division, 2) Master’s Division, 3) Women's Di-
vision, and 4) Low Gross Division. All players in a foursome must
be 55 or older to qualify for the Master’s Division. To qualify for the
Women's Division all members of the foursome must be women.
