BUCKNELL IN THE PATRIOT LEAGUE TOURNAMENT:
The Bison have a 10-14 record all-time in the Patriot League
Tournament, which dates back to 1990.  Versus Lehigh,
Bucknell is 2-3 in league tournament play, with Lehigh win-
ning the last meeting last season, also in the league semi-
final.  Bucknell has met American only once in the league
tournament, in the 2001 semifinal, which Bucknell lost.
Bucknell has never met Army in Patriot League Tourna-
ment play.

BISON IN THE PATRIOT LEAGUE STAT RANKINGS:
Jackie Leahy ranks fourth in the league in kills with 3.93
per game, while Brandi Trapasso is seventh with 3.26.
Breean Trapasso ranks second in assists with 10.39 per
game.  Jennie Smith is one of only two players averaging
over one block per game, at 1.02.  Lehigh’s Rebecca
Gawronski averages 1.09.  Bucknell has three in the top
ten in digs, including Chelsea Anderson (second, 4.01),
Brandi Trapasso (fourth, 3.89), and Breean Trapasso
(ninth, 3.29).

HOME SWEET HOME:  The Bison went 6-1 in the Patriot
League at home and yielded a total of four games, count-
ing the one loss to American.  Lehigh, Lafayette, Army,
Holy Cross, and Navy all left Lewisburg without getting a
game off the Bison, and Colgate got only one.

WINNING IN THE LEAGUE:  Bucknell went 11-3 in the
Patriot League this year, defeating every opponent on both
chances, except for American, against whom Bucknell went
0-2, and Colgate, with whom Bucknell split.  The 11 wins
are the most in league play in Bison history, edging out the
10-2 campaign Bucknell posted in 2000, the last time
Bucknell went to the NCAA Tournament and the last year
that the Patriot League had seven volleyball teams.

FRESHMAN CONTRIBUTIONS:  Jennie Smith and Sa-
rah Groman found their way into the Bucknell starting lineup
as the Bison’s middle blocker and right-side hitter, respec-
tively, early in the season and have held on to it since.
Smith and Groman are the top two blockers on the team,
and rank third and fourth on the team, respectively, in kills
per game.

HEAD COACH CINDY OPALSKI:  In her 14th season at
Bucknell, the longest tenure of any current women’s coach
at the school, Cindy Opalski has compiled a 202-200 record
at Bucknell.  Counting her four years at Clarion University
in Pennsylvania, her record is 294-246.  Her 200th win as
Bison coach came in a sweep at Lafayette on Oct. 31.  In
1994, Bucknell had its first 20-win season in 11 years, and
followed it up with the school’s first Patriot League title in
1995.  Bucknell won two Patriot League championships, in
1998 and 2000 and went to the NCAA Tournament in both
of those years.
