PITCHER CAMP:  Pitchers will receive instruction and perform pitching drills on mechanics, approach, grips, 

fielding, holding runners, arm strengthening, arm care, injury prevention and in season as well as out of season 

throwing programs.  Each pitcher will also throw a bullpen to a catcher. 

CATCHER CAMP: Catchers will receive instruction and perform catching drills on set-up, receiving, blocking, 

throwing, and fielding as well as other aspects of playing the position. Catchers will have the opportunity to catch 

bullpens and make throws on a regulation sized infield. 

INFIELDER CAMP: Infielders will receive instruction and drill at third-base, shortstop and second-base.  The 

infielders will do their infield drills on a regulation sized turf infield. 

Once we have received your application and 

check, we will e-mail you a confirmation.  A week prior to camp, we will e-mail all of the registered campers with some 

more specific details (directions, parking, what to wear, bring, etc).
