e Mike Kelly is one of just four coaches to reach the 150-win mark by his 16th season. The
three others are in the College Football Hall of Fame - - - Barry Switzer, Tom Osborne and Joe
Paterno.

e He is also the third fastest coach to reach 200 career victories. Kelly took just 241 games to
reach the plateau behind Larry Kehres (Mt. Union) and Jake Gaither (Florida A&M,).

e Kelly is UD’s winningest football coach. He surpassed 1990 College Football Hall of Famer
Harry Baujan in 1993.

e Kelly’s departure makes Penn’s Al Bagnoli the Top Active FCS (formerly I-AA) Head Coach in
terms of winning percentage. Mike Kelly won at a rate of .819 with 246 wins in 27 seasons.
