Dayton held SMU, the top-ranked team at the time, without a shot on goal in the first half and
posted the most shots of any SMU opponent at that time but fell 1-0 Sept. 17 in a tournament at
the University of New Mexico. The Flyers held 18-14 and 5-2 advantages in shots and shots on
goal, respectively. At the time, it was just the third time this season SMU had that few shots on a
goal in a game and only the fourth time SMU had given up that many shots on goal in a game this
season.
