Since being named head coach in 2006 after three years as assistant to both the 
women and men’s golf teams, Sally Kosters has put together a roster of players 
that have the energy, focus and attitude for success both on and off the course.   
In her short term as head coach, Kosters has already changed the face of Flyers 
women’s golf.
 
With a new roster of four freshmen, six sophomores, and only one senior, 
Kosters helped the Division I Flyers move up 96 places in the national rankings 
by the end of fall 2007.  Dayton had three second place finishes the in the fall 
season and produced two tournament medalists. 
 
Academically, the women’s golf team had the best cumulative grade point 
average of any UD sport program with a 3.57 GPA.   Seven of the eleven 
players on the team made the Dean’s List, three players achieved a 4.0 GPA in 
their freshman year. In addition, Kosters coached Melissa Gaus, UD’s 2006-07 
NCAA Woman of the Year and an Honorable Mention recipient of the Wooden 
Citizenship Award. 
 
Kosters, an LPGA professional and instructor at Yankee Trace Golf Course, 
continues to draw new coaching ideas from participation in programs such as 
the renowned “Coach54” conducted by Pia Nilsson, Annika Sorenstam’s coach 
of 20 years, and LPGA coaching programs led by Linda Vollstedt,   a “Coach of 
the Century” along with acclaimed sport psychologists and golf   kinesiologists. 
Always looking for an edge, Kosters has introduced Yoga techniques to the team 
for better mental focus. 
 
Prior to her golf career, Kosters worked 12 years for AT&T, designing and 
managing new products and had a $6 billion P&L responsibility. She was a 
member and served on the board of the “Council of Leaders,” AT&T’s top two 
percent in performance. For 10 years she successfully owned and operated a 
start-up business, “The Oldwick Spa,” one of the earliest businesses of its kind 
on the East Coast. She started her work life as a rehabilitation counselor at The 
Iowa Women’s Reformatory. 
 
Familiar with the world of academics, Kosters earned an MBA from New York 
University, an MS in Rehabilitation Counseling from Drake University, and a 
BS in Psychology from Iowa State University.   Coach Kosters has played bass 
clarinet at the amateur and professional level throughout her life.   She lives 
with her husband in Centerville, Ohio. 

ELLEN CIACCHINI
Finished in 3rd place at the Pennsylvania PSWGA 
state tournament, Ciacchini arrived at UD and 
earned her place on the team as a walk-on 
shooting a 78 her first round. Already a strong 
iron player, Ciacchini looks to convert those GIR’s 
into birdies.

CARI DEANGELIS
A sports science major, natural athlete and big 
hitter, loves to compete, play out of trouble, and 
put the ball in the hole. With a low tournament 
round of 79 at NCR, DeAngelis is on the verge 
of making the travel team on a regular basis. 
DeAngelis also works with the team trainer 
leading the team in rigorous workouts twice a 
week.

KATIE DEMPSEY
Earned the Flyers’ Most Valuable Player award 
her freshman year, playing in the team’s No. 
1 spot in a total of 18 tournament rounds. On 
track to beat last season’s two low rounds of 78, 
fired a 78 in the fall’s opener and a 77 at IPFW. 
A team leader on and off the course, serves 
as team representative to the Student-Athlete 
Advisory Board.

ELAINE ENGLISH
Shot an 82 at Detroit in her college career debut 
and earned the respect of the team as a player 
and her handling of college life in general, 
achieving a 4.0 GPA her freshman year. Selected 
as Team Captain, English provides the leadership 
to take the young Flyer team to the next level.

KATIE GALLAGHER
Consistantly on the travel team as a freshman, 
hitting 72% GIR at Austin Peay, Gallagher 
stepped it up her sophomore year winning 
Individual Medalist at the UD Invitational at NCR 
with scores of 78 and a 73. One of the teams 
longest hitters off the tee, with her smooth swing 
tempo, Gallagher figures to be a significant 
contributor to UD’s assent.

HEATHER GRANT
Coming to UD after her Illinois team finished 
second at the IHSA State Championship, Grant 
showed up to play in her first college round, 
firing a 77. Steady and dependable in all aspects 
of the game, Grant is in the hunt each week to 
earn a spot on the traveling team.

MARY KANE
Team Captain and lone senior on the team, Kane 
is a role model to the young Flyers with a 3.7 GPA 
and active in the St. Vincent de Paul Society. With 
new-found length, Kane showed the young team 
how it is done, shooting a 73 at the tough NCR 
Invitational.

MEGAN KEATING
A major force in the Cincinnati area, freshman 
Keating showed the UD team she was ready for 
Division I, scoring a 79 and 81 her first rounds of 
play. Working hard in the weight room, Keating 
looks to develop her length to pair an already 
steady short game.

CASEY PETERSON
Consistently playing #2 her freshman year, 
Peterson returned stronger and longer her 
sophomore year, shooting lows of 77 and 78 in 
tournament play. Always striving for perfection, 
her 3.8 GPA, consistant strong play, and winning 
personality make for a great member of the 
Flyer team.

JULIE POULIGUEN
Medalist her first college tournament with 
rounds of 76 and 77, Pouliquen set the tone 
for the “on the move” Flyer team and played 
#1 as a freshman the entire season. Pouliquen, 
an engineering major, is the perfect example 
of success both on and off the course achieving 
a 4.0 GPA and looking to set a new standard of 
play for UD.

PAIGE SMITH
One of the team’s long ball hitters, Smith is 
seeing the results of hard work her freshman 
year. Concentrating now on her mental game 
and course management, Smith is consistently 
in the 70’s at practice and looks to bring it to 
tournament play. A natural leader, Smith serves 
as team representative to the Student-Athlete 
Advisory Board

7,055 yards of heavily-wooded rolling hills, is one 
of Golf Digest’s “Top 100” courses in the nation.  
The South  Course was the site for the 51st PGA 
Championship, the 41st U.S. Women’s Open, the 
1998 U.S. Mid-Amateur Championship and the 
2005 US Senior Open.

UD Women play at 6223 yards with a 76.6 Rating 
and 144 Slope.

NCR’s North Course, a Prairie-Links style is played at 
6075 yards with a74.4 Rating and 127 Slope. 

NCR also provides a first class practice facility 
with two driving ranges, two large putting practice 
greens, fairway and greenside bunker practice 
areas, and an area for 50 & In shots.
