
14.4.3..2.1 Six Hour Credit Requirement -  

A transfer student-athlete from a domestic two-year or  

four-year collegiate institution must compete six hours of 

academic credit during the previous term of full-time enroll-

ment regardless of when the student-athlete enrolls in the 

certifying institution.  A transfer student-athlete from a foreign 

collegiate institution is not required to complete six hours of 

academic credit in the previous term of full-time enrollment 
 

Important transfer-related interpretation: 

13.1.1.3 Four Year College Prospective Student-Athletes - 

Length of Time Four-Year Prospect Remains a Prospect for 

Purposes of Recruiting Legislation:  Once an institution grants 

permission to a student-athlete to contact another four-year 

institution regarding a possible transfer, it is not permissible 

for the institution to revoke such permission. Such permission, 

however, expires at the time that the student-athlete enrolls 

again at his or her original institution as a full-time student 

during the subsequent academic year. 

14.4.3.1.2 Transfer - 

To be eligible for competition, a transfer student-athlete 

must meet the following credit-hour requirements based on 

attendance at the previous institution(s) for the specified 

time and may use any hours of academic credit earned at 

any collegiate institution. 

 

(a) Equivalent of one semester/one quarter: six-semester 

or six-quarter hours of academic credit; 

(b) Equivalent of one academic year (e.g., two semes-

ters/three quarters): 24-semester or 36-quarter 

hours of academic credit; 

(c) Equivalent of three semesters/four quarters: 30-

semester or 42-quarter hours of academic credit; or 

(d) Equivalent of four semesters/six quarters and there-

after: six-semesters or six-quarter hours of academic 

credit during the previous term of full-time enroll-

ment.

Recruiting Telephone Call Reminders 
13.1.3.4.1 Permissible Callers: All telephone calls made to and received from a PSA (or the PSA’s 

parents, legal guardians or coaches) must be made by the head coach or one or more of the assistant 

coaches who count towards numerical limitations in Bylaw 11.7.4.  In bowl subdivision football and 

women’s rowing, such telephone calls may be made and received by a graduate assistant coach, pro-

vided the coach has successfully completed the coaches certification examination. 

13.1.3.4.1.1 Exceptions -- Prior to National Letter of Intent Signing or Other Written Commitment: Prior to a PSA signing a 

National Letter of Intent or the institution's written offer of admission and/or financial aid, the following institutional staff 

members may make telephone calls to or receive telephone calls from a PSA (or the PSA’s parents or legal guardians) as 

specified: 
 

(a) President or Chancellor/Faculty Athletics Representative/Director of Athletics/Senior Woman Administrator.  It is permis-

sible for an institution's chancellor or president, faculty athletics representative, director of athletics and senior woman ad-

ministrator to return (as opposed to initiate) telephone calls from a PSA  (or the PSA’s parents or legal guardians). Under 

such circumstances, there are no restrictions on the content of the conversation that may occur during the call; however, any 

return call is subject to any applicable limitations on the number of telephone calls that an 

institution may place to PSA. 

(b) Academic Advisors.  It is permissible for academic advisors (including academic advi-

sors within the athletics department) to make calls to or receive calls from a PSA (or the 

PSA’s parents or legal guardians) related to admissions or academic issues. 

(c) Compliance Administrators.  It is permissible for a compliance administrator to return 

telephone calls from a PSA with no limit on the timing or number of such telephone calls, 

provided the calls relate only to compliance issues. 

13.1.3.1 Time Period for Telephone Calls -- General Rule: Telephone calls to an individual 

(or his or her relatives or legal guardians) may not be made before July 1 following the 

completion of his or her junior year in high school (subject to the exceptions below); thereafter, staff members shall not 

make such telephone calls more than once per week.* 

* A recruiting one-week period is defined as 12:01 a.m. Sunday to midnight Saturday. 

13.1.3.1.6 Application of Telephone Call Limitations: Once an institution reaches the applicable limit on telephone calls to a 

PSA (or the PSA’s relatives or legal guardians) for a particular time period (e.g., one per month, one per week, two per week), 

the institution may not initiate an additional telephone call during the same time period, even if no direct conversation oc-

curs during the additional call (e.g., voicemail message).  



 

 
 

 

As the NFL postseason winds down to Super Bowl XLIV, it is important to provide a quick refresher on the NCAA’s stance on sports wagering for 

collegiate student-athletes, as well as athletics staff members. 
 

In NCAA Bylaw 10.02.1, Sports Wagering is defined as placing, accepting or soliciting a wager (on a staff member’s or student-athlete’s own be-

half or the behalf of others) of any type with any individual or organization on any intercollegiate, amateur or professional team or contest.  Exam-

ples of sports wagering include (but are not limited to): 

(a) Use of a bookmaker or parlay card; 

(b) Internet sports wagering;  

(c) Auctions in which bids are placed on teams, individuals or contests; and 

(d) Pools (e.g., NFL Playoff bracket sheets) or fantasy leagues in which an entry fee is required and 

there is an equal opportunity to win a prize. 
 

NCAA Bylaw 10.3 - Sports Wagering Activities 

Staff members of an institution’s athletics department, nonathletics department staff members who 

have responsibilities within or over the athletics department (e.g., faculty athletics representative), staff 

members of a conference office and student-athletes should not knowingly: 

(a) Provide information to individuals involved in or associated with any type of sports wagering activi-

ties concerning intercollegiate, amateur or professional athletics competition;  

(b) Solicit a bet on any intercollegiate team; 

(c) Accept a bet on any team representing the institution; 

(d) Solicit or accept a bet on any intercollegiate competition for any item (e.g., cash, shirt, dinner); or 

(e) Participate in any gambling activity that involves intercollegiate athletics or professional athletics, through a bookmaker, a parlay card or 

other method employed by organized gambling 
 

In addition, the following interpretations apply: 

Soliciting or accepting a wager for a material item:  The provisions of NCAA Bylaw 10.3 do not permit a student-athlete from soliciting or ac-

cepting a wager for a non-monetary material item (e.g., shirt, jersey, meal) that has tangible value in exchange for the possibility of gaining 

another item of value.  It should be noted, however, that institutions that compete against each other may agree to participate for a tangible 

item (e.g., governors cup), provided no student-athletes receive any tangible item.  

As reported by the Arkansas News 

 

Arkansas has self-reported a secondary NCAA rules violation stem-

ming from the appearance of three Arkansas basketball players in a 

fashion photo spread for a local magazine. 
 

However, the school said the violation will not affect the eligibility of 

players involved. 
 

Arkansas issued a statement describing its report to the Southeast-

ern Conference. The NCAA violation occurred when guards Rotnei 

Clarke, Courtney Fortson and Jeff Peterson were featured in the 

December issue of “Celebrate Arkansas” magazine. 
 

The players — along with Arkansas coach John Pelphrey — took part 

in a question-and-answer session for the magazine and donned 

clothes from local stores for a nine-page spread. The problem? The 

names of the retailers who provided the clothing for the shoot were 

included at the bottom of each photo. 
 

The fashion spread raised questions about whether it was the im-

permissible use of athletes in advertising. 
 

 

But Arkansas said the violation outlined in its report was based on 

the photo taglines only. The self-report did not “allege or include any 

impermissible activity” by athletes, coaches or staff members. 
 

“No Razorback coach, student-athlete or other athletic department 

official approved or had prior knowledge of any non-editorial use of 
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the student-athletes’ images as part of the article,” the athletic de-

partment statement read. “No compensation was provided by the 

media outlet for the article or the accompanying photos. This matter 

does not affect the eligibility of student-athletes.” 
 

Arkansas said the photo shoot was set up after a request was made 

by the magazine to the athletic department’s media relations depart-

ment. The program did not know the spread would include advertise-

ments for where the players “looks” could be found. 
 

Mari Taylor, the publisher of “Celebrate Arkansas,” told a local televi-

sion station the matter was nothing more than an “innocent and mi-

nor mistake” and that “advertising was never the intention.” She 

added that “the only possible minor violation is the very small cap-

tions on the photos which gives a courtesy credit of the clothes worn. 

There is no other possible infraction, as Celebrate Arkansas Maga-

zine was told directly by the Arkansas athletic department.” 
 

Secondary violations are common in collegiate athletics. Arkansas 

has run across its share, including a 2003 Playboy All-American 

photo shoot in which offensive tackle Shawn Andrews unknowingly 

committed an infraction by taking items from an unauthorized gift 

bag left in his room. 
 

Arkansas has forwarded the recent violation on to the NCAA and con-

siders the matter closed. 
 

The NCAA can look into the situation more if it chooses, but further 

action is not expected.
