FRESNO STATE FOCUSED ON WINNING 6TH WAC TOURNAMENT IN PAST SEVEN YEARS
The sizzling Fresno State baseball team is heading to the desert with the single focus of defend-
ing its crown and bring home its sixth Western Athletic Conference Tournament title in the past
seven years.

As the six-time defending WAC regular season or tournament champion, fifth-seeded Fresno State
(25-25) opens postseason play on Wednesday at 3 p.m. against fourth-seeded Hawai’i (30-23)
in HoHoKam Stadium, the spring training home for the Chicago Cubs since 1979.

The Bulldogs and Rainbows met in both teams’ conference opening series in Honolulu back on
April 5-7 where UH won two of the three contests.

In the three-game set, the Bulldogs beat the Rainbows 5-3 on April 6 behind a strong pitching
performance by junior Justin Haley, who tossed seven innings and fanned five to earn the win.
Fresno State sophomore outfielder Aaron Judge ripped two of his 11 doubles this year in the
series and added a pair of RBI.

The losses came in the Friday night opener by the score of 8-2 and a heartbreaking Sunday
finale, which Fresno State dropped 3-2 in ten innings after taking the lead in the top of the tenth.

A month later, the Bulldogs found the perfect temperature to cook up a tasty stretch run and
captured their final three WAC series in winning two out of three against top seed New Mexico
State, second- seeded Sacramento State and sixth-seeded Louisiana Tech. NMSU, Sacramento
State and No. 3 seed Nevada all finished conference play at 11-7 to share each school’s first
baseball regular season WAC championship.

But Fresno State is one of the hottest teams entering the tournament as winners in eight of the
past 12 games while Hawai’i has lost seven of 12 during the same span and owns just a 4-11
record away from the Islands.

The history between the two programs will add some intrigue to the opener as the Rainbows are
the only team to snatch the tournament championship and automatic NCAA bid away from the
Bulldogs in the past six years. Also, this could be the final time the 'Dogs and Rainbows meet
as conference foes with Fresno State moving to the Mountain West and Hawai'i shifts to the Big
West next season.

* In 2011, Fresno State won all three of its games and cruised through the winner’s bracket
by outscoring its opponents, 39-10. It marked the sixth straight-year the 'Dogs won either
the regular season or tournament conference crown.

* Fresno State owns a 22-3 record in the WAC Tournament games since 2006.

» Fresno State has won 33 conference baseball championships since 1922.

» Under head coach Mike Batesole, the Bulldogs are 36-13 in postseason play, including
both the WAC and NCAA Tournaments combined.

WISE CAPTURES WAC BATTING TITLE

Senior designated hitter and outfielder Kenneth Wise (Camarillo, Calif.) finished conference
play with a .434 batting average for the highest clip by any WAC baseball student-athlete.
Wise played in all 18 conference games and recorded 23 hits in 53 at-bats with 15 RBI, a
home run and three doubles for a .547 slugging percentage. Wise also earned WAC Hitter
of the Week honors for going .714 (10-for-14) from April 30 through May 5.

BULLDOG PITCHERS EARN FIVE WAC WEEKLY AWARDS

Four Fresno State pitchers - Thomas Harlan (twice), Justin Haley, Tyler Linehan and Cody
Kendall - accounted for five of the 15 Verizon WAC Pitcher of the Week awards during the
2012 season. Linehan also earned a Louisville Slugger National Pitcher of the Week on
opening weekend. As a pitching staff, the Bulldogs sported a team 3.68 earned run average
and fanned 425 batters over the course of a 50-game regular season schedule.

BATESOLE PASSES 600-WIN MILESTONE

The incredible career for Fresno State head baseball coach Mike Batesole reached a significant
milestone on April 17 when the Bulldogs rallied in the ninth for a 5-3 come-from-behind road win
at Cal Poly to hand Batesole his 600th career victory in 17 years as a Division | head coach.
Now in his tenth season at Fresno State, Batesole coached for seven years at CSU Northridge.

BULLDOGS BLAST PAST NO. 1 STANFORD, 7-4

Sophomore outfielder Aaron Judge, a preseason honorable mention All-American, launched
back-to-back home runs in his first two at-bats to help fuel Fresno State’s 7-4 victory over then-
No. 1 Stanford on March 2 at Beiden Field. Both of Judge’s homers came off Stanford ace Mark
Appel, who is widely projected as one of the top prospects for the 2012 MLB Draft. The series
between the 'Dogs and Cardinal drew a total of 9,270 fans for an average of 3,090 per game.

UNDERCLASSMEN PLAYING BIG ROLE FOR ’'DOGS

Two-time National Coach of the Year Mike Batesole knew his underclassmen would be a key
to the Bulldogs’ success this season after eight of the ten Bulldogs drafted last season signed
contracts to pursue their professional playing careers. Four freshmen (Jordan Brink, Jordan
Luplow, Chris Mariscal and Taylor Tempel) and two sophomores (Jake Alvarez and Aaron
Judge) have played in at least 40 of Fresno State’s 50 games this season.

FRESNO STATE FINISHES WAC’S BEST PROGRAM THIS PAST DECADE

With its strong commitment to superior athletic competition and academic performance,
Fresno State has clinched its third WAC Commissioner’s Cup in the past five years and will
exit the conference as the top program throughout the nine years of the award. The 'Dogs
rank first among the current WAC institutions, ahead of Nevada and Hawai'i as the top three
WAC schools. Fresno State is one of three repeat Cup winners (2007-08 & 2008-09), along
with Rice University (2003-04 & 2004-05) and Boise State University (2009-10 & 2010-11).

WELTY ACCEPTS 'DOGS INVITATION TO JOIN MOUNTAIN WEST

President John D. Welty announced in 2010 that Fresno State accepted an invitation to be-
come a member of the Mountain West Conference on July 1, 2012. The Bulldogs will leave
the Western Athletic Conference after the season to compete in baseball against Colorado

State, Nevada, New Mexico, San Diego State and UNLV.




2012 Fresno State Baseball Notes

Mike Batesole enters his 10th
season as head coach at Fresno
State. Batesole and the Bulldogs
won the program'’s sixth consec-
utive Western Athletic Confer-
ence tournament championship
last season with a 17-7 record.
Overall, the 'Dogs finished the
season 40-16 and went on to
win their fifth WAC league title.

The Bulldogs have played in ev-
ery WAC tournament champion-
ship game since the tournament format was brought back
in 2006. Every returning player under Batesole has won
a conference championship every year of their career in
the program. Fresno State finished the 2011 season at the
UCLA Regional, the team’s fifth appearance in the NCAA
tournament in the past six years. Under Batesole, the
‘Dogs have made five NCAA appearances, made it to the
regional title game three of the last six years and won the
National Championship in 2008.

Batesole coached three All-Americans in 2011. Greg Gon-
zalez and Dusty Robinson were named to the Louisville
Slugger All-American first and third teams, respectively,
while Aaron Judge was named a Louisville Slugger Fresh-
man All-American.

Nine Bulldogs were named to 2011 All-WAC teams with
Robinson, Gonzalez and Judge taking home the top hon-
ors. Robinson was named WAC Player of the Year (the
fourth straight Bulldog named top conference player), Gon-
zalez pitcher of the year and Judge freshman of the year.
The threesome were joined on the All-WAC first-team by
Jordan Ribera, Danny Muno, Garrett Weber and Austin
Wynns. Brennan Gowens and Josh Poytress were named
to the second team.

After an award filled season, it was no surprise when 10
‘Dogs were selected in the 2011 Major League Baseball
draft. In all, the Bulldogs have had 39 players drafted, 39
first-team All-WAC selections, six conference MVPs, two
Joe Kearney award winners and six freshman All-Ameri-
cans under Batesole’s watch.

Dedicated not only to excellence on the diamond but in the
classroom as well, Batesole saw eight Bulldogs earn Aca-
demic All-WAC honors in 2011. Overall, 53 Bulldogs have
earned Academic All-WAC honors under Batesole.

In 2010, he was named the WAC Coach of the Year, while
Bobby Coyle, Gonzalez, Ribera and Robinson were named
first-team All-WAC. Also earning all-conference awards that
year were Weber, Poytress and Muno. Ribera was the third
consecutive Bulldog to be named WAC Player of the Year.

Ribera led the nation in home runs under Batesole with 27
and was named an All-American by several publications,
making him the sixth Bulldog, at the time, to earn All-Ameri-
can honors since Batesole started at Fresno State.

The 'Dogs also had a multi-year Academic Progress Rate
of 976 out of 1000 in 2010.

In 2009, the Bulldogs brought back a little magic from the
2008 season and returned to the NCAA Tournament for the
32nd time in school history.

The 2008 season was a historical one for Fresno State.
After defying the odds and beating six ranked teams and
facing six elimination games, the '‘Dogs won the program’s
first-ever National Championship, defeating Georgia in the
College World Series.

The Bulldogs captured their third-consecutive WAC cham-
pionship in 2008 and finished the postseason run with an
overall record of 47-31. Six Bulldogs were drafted in the
2008 MLB draft. Batesole earned four National Coach of
the Year accolades from the American Baseball Coaches
Association, FieldTurf, the National College Baseball Writ-

ers Association and, for the second time, from Collegiate
Baseball Newspaper.

Fresno State saw five players earn first-team All-WAC hon-
ors in 2008. Under Batesole, Susdorf earned Player of the
Year, Muno was named Freshman of the Year and Schep-
pers became the Pitcher of the Year. Batesole also shared
the WAC Coach of the Year title. The 2008 postseason run
was the 'Dogs fourth appearance at the College World Se-
ries and first National Championship.

The Bulldogs took home a WAC Championship in 2007
and, for the first time in school history, won back- to-back
WAC league and tournament championships. The Bulldogs
finished with a 17-7 conference mark and a 38-29 overall
record. Fresno State captured the title in 2006, producing
one of the best records in school history at 45-18. In ad-
dition, Batesole has continued the success of producing
quality prospects.

The WAC Tournament win in 2006 was the first in the pro-
gram’s history. The Bulldogs reached the postseason for
the second time since 2001 with one win against San Diego
and another against Minnesota and two losses against Cal
State Fullerton. The 2006 Bulldog team closed out the year
with the program’s 31st-straight season at .500 or above.

Under Batesole, the Bulldogs have had two players select-
ed in the first round of the MLB draft.

Batesole earned a Bachelor’s Degree in Kinesiology from
Cal State Fullerton in 1990 and received his Master’s De-
gree in Biomechanics in 1992. During his stay at Fullerton,
Batesole became an instructor in the Department of Health
and Physical Education. His teaching experience also in-
cludes time at Cypress College, the North Orange County
Community College District and Orange Coast College.

A native of Anaheim, Calif., Batesole played shortstop for
Garden Grove High School where he earned All-Garden
Grove Conference and All-Orange County honors. Bate-
sole then was a standout player at Oral Roberts where he
finished his tenure ranked third in school history in career
home runs.

Besides his awards as a player and coach, Batesole has
also received recognition for his work in the community. He
has twice been awarded ('97 and '99) the prestigious Per-
formance Salary Step Increase Award from the California
State Board of Trustees for “meritous performance in the
area of teaching, professional accomplishments and ser-
vice to the university community.”

Batesole lives in Fresno with his wife Susie and their four
children, Kassy, Kally, Kody and Korby.
