NOTING THE SEMINOLES

Florida State leads the all-time series 3-0
against Boston College as this trip marks
the first visit to Tallahassee for the Eagles.

This is the second league series of the sea-
son for FSU as the Seminoles swept Wake
Forest last weekend.

Boston College is 4-2 in the ACC in 2007
and are playing in its third straight confer-
ence road series.  The Eagles opened their
‘07 conference schedule with a sweep over
Duke in Durham.  Last weekend they lost
two of three at Georgia Tech.

The Seminoles loss at Jacksonvil le on
Wednesday snapped FSU’s 23-game win-
ning streak, the second longest win streak in
Florida State history.  FSU had reached 22
straight wins twice in 1991 and 1996.  The
longest win streak in school history is 25
straight victories posted back in 2002. The
Clemson Tigers hold the ACC record for con-
secutive wins with 26 set in 1977.

Michael Hyde, Bryan Henry and Ryan Strauss
have posted a combined 17-0 record in 20
starts in 2007.  Hyde leads the ACC in wins
with seven and is second in the league in
ERA at 1.59.

Florida State leads the ACC in team batting
average (.384) and second in the league in
team ERA at 2.57.  Tony Thomas, Jr. leads
the league in hitting as he is the only player
in the ACC with a .500 batting average.   Tho-
mas also leads the league in six other offen-
sive categories.

A QUICK LOOK AT THE BOSTON COLLEGE SERIES
Florida State will host its second straight conference series this weekend as the
Seminoles welcome Boston College to
Dick Howser Stadium for a three-game
set.  This will be the first meeting between
the two schools in Tallahassee.  FSU
leads the all-time series 3-0 as the Semi-
noles swept the first three games of the
series in Chestnut Hill, Mass., a season
ago.  Travis Anderson hit .429 against the
Eagles registering three hits in seven at-
bats. Buster Posey, Tony Thomas and
Jack Rye each homered a season ago,
while Thomas hit a series-high six RBI's.
Bryan Henry is the only returning starter
to pitch against the Eagles last year
throwing seven shutout innings.  Five
pitchers on the current Seminole roster
threw against Boston College in 2006 as
four of those pitchers did not allow an earned run.  The Eagles are playing their third
straight league series on the road as they have posted a 4-2 mark in the ACC in 2007.
Boston College opened conferece play sweeping Duke and then winning the series
finale against Georgia Tech last Sunday.

THE EAGLES IN 2007
Boston College enters the weekend series with an overall record of 6-8-1 and a 4-2
mark in the Atlantic Coast Conference.  After a slow start saw the Eagles drop seven
of their first eight games, BC has turned things around as they are unbeaten in six of
their last eight contests.  Ten games have been decided by three runs or less with the
Eagles posting a mark of 3-6-1.  Seven of those contests have been one-run ball
games with the Eagles carrying a record of 2-5 in those games.  BC opened ACC play
with a series sweep of Duke in Durham as the Eagles outscored the Blue Devils 23-8.
The Eagles then traveled to Georgia Tech where they dropped the first two games
against the Yellow Jackets, but was able to win the series finale on Sunday, 9-2.
Johnny Ayers, a two sport star for the Eagles, leads the team in hitting with a .404
mark.  He is also the clubhouse leader in seven other offensive categories including
runs, hits, triples, RBI’s, slugging percentage, on-base percentage and walks.  Kevin
Boggan has started four games for BC and has the best ERA among starters at 2.14.
He is 2-1 on the season with 24 strikeouts.

LAST YEAR AGAINST BOSTON COLLEGE
Florida State swept the series last year in Chestnut Hill outscoring the Eagles 18-8.
In the first game between the two teams, FSU took advantage of a six-run fifth to down
BC 7-1.  Bryan Henry pitched seven shutout innings allowing just four runs as he
faced 24 batters.  The right hander struck out five and walked two.  Jimmy Marshall
closed the game working two innings giving up an unearned run while striking out two.
Travis Anderson led all players with three hits and an RBI.

Games two and three were both decided by two runs as the Seminoles won 4-2 and 7-
5, respectively.  Jack Rye and Buster Posey each hit a home run in game two.  J.
McGuire registered three hits and two RBI's to pace the Eagles.  Tyler Chambliss
earned the victory working 7.1 innings and striking out six.

In the series finale, Florida State once again took advantage of a big inning putting up
a five spot in the top of the fourth.  BC out hit the Seminoles 14-7, but committed two
more errors than FSU in the loss.  Tony Thomas hit his first career grand slam in the
fourth inning finishing the game with a team-high five RBI's.

THE PROBABLE STARTERS FOR FLORIDA STATE
FRIDAY: Senior Bryan Henry will make his eighth start of the season, all on
Friday, as Florida State welcomes Boston College to town for the first time in the
series.  Henry is 5-0 on the year with an ERA of 2.61.  He opened league play
pitching six innings against Wake Forest allowing four runs on five hits in earning
a no decision.  He allowed a career-high four walks, but did strike out seven
batters for the third straight start.  Henry is 1-0 lifetime against the Eagles getting
the game one start a year ago in Chestnut Hill.  He earned the victory pitching
seven scoreless innings striking out five.  He held the Eagles to a .182 batting
average yielding just four hits in the game.  The senior from Tallahassee, Fla.,
has allowed a run or less in five of his seven starts this season.  Against Indiana,
Henry pitched a season-high eight innings keeping the Hoosiers scoreless while
allowing six hits.  Henry has worked three games this year where he has pitched
at least six innings without issuing a free pass.  Henry has made 19 career starts
against league opponents posting a career record of 9-5 with an ERA of 2.86.  He
has registered 98 strike outs against ACC teams and just 33 walks.

SATURDAY: Senior Michael Hyde will look for his eighth win in as many starts this
season as he takes the mound on Saturday against the Eagles.  Hyde leads the
team in wins (7) and ERA (1.59), while holding opponents to a .178 batting aver-
age.  He has worked into the fifth inning in each of his seven previous starts includ-
ing three games of pitching into the sixth.  He worked a season-high 6.2 innings
against Appalachian State.  The Tallahassee, Fla., native is 15-1 in his last 18
starts for the Seminoles dating back to last year, while posting a career mark of 23-
3 as a member of the Garnet and Gold.  In last week’s victory over Wake Forest,
Hyde did not allow a run for the fourth time in seven starts as he struck out five
batters and walked just one.  The senior right hander has gone 13.2 scoreless
innings without giving up a run, a span including starts against Siena, Indiana
and Wake Forest.  This will be Hyde’s 13th start against an ACC opponent as he
has compiled a record of 7-0 with a 4.56 ERA.  This will mark Hyde’s first appear-
ance against Boston College.

SUNDAY: Junior Ryan Strauss will look to make his seventh start of the season
on Sunday against Boston College.  He has pitched at least five innings in all six
previous starts, while throwing six innings twice in back-to-back starts against
Hofstra and Appalachian State.  The Tampa, Fla., native set career-highs in in-
nings pitched (8) and strikeouts (8) against the Hoosiers.  He pitched seven solid
innings in his first ACC start giving up just one run to the Deacs in FSU’s 11-1
victory.  Although he set a career-high for walks vs. Wake with four, he did not
issue another free pass after the third and at one point he retired 12 of the last 15
batters he faced.  Strauss is 5-0 on the year with an overall ERA of 1.85.  He has
pitched two games in which he did not issue a walk.  He earned his first career
win as a starter as he pitched five solid innings against Tennessee on opening
weekend.  This will be Strauss’ second start against an ACC opponent and first
appearance against the Eagles.  He made four relief appearances in league play
in 2005 throwing six scoreless innings allowing four hits and striking out three.

IN OPENING ACC PLAY
Florida State has faired well in opening ACC play posting an all-time record of 40-
5 since joining the ACC back in 1992.  The Seminoles have never lost a series to
open league play, a string of 16 consecutive series victories.  FSU has swept the
opening series 11 times and has currently won 15 straight conference games to
open league play with the Seminoles’ last loss coming to Virginia in game one
back on March 15, 2002.  Florida State has opened league play against Wake
just once before, in 1995 with FSU taking two of three from the Deacs.  FSU has
faced Virginia the most (5) to open the league schedule.



A QUICK LOOK AT THE NORTH FLORIDA SERIES
Florida State welcomes North Florida to town for the second time this season.
The two teams met back on February 27 as the Seminoles defeated the Ospreys
16-3 at Dick Howser Stadium.  This will be the third overall meeting between the
two teams as FSU leads the all-time series 2-0.  This is the second season as
a Division I program for North Florida as the Ospreys are a member of the Atlan-
tic Sun Conference.  Last season, UNF finished with a record of 34-21, 20-10 in
conference play, good for second place in the A-Sun.  Florida State is 1-1 against
members of the A-Sun (defeated UNF, lost to JU) in 2007, while North Florida is
0-2 with losses against Virginia and the Seminoles.

THE OSPREYS IN 2007
North Florida got off to a slow start losing its first seven games and nine of their
first 11.  But the Ospreys have rebounded nicely going 8-6 over their last 14
games to run their overall record to 10-15.  UNF opened league play last week-
end at home against Stetson as the Hatters took two of three.  Jon Dandrige
leads the team in hitting with a .360 average starting in 24 games.  As a team the
Ospreys are hitting .274, while posting a season ERA of 6.19.

THIS YEAR AGAINST UNF
Florida State scored in six of the eight innings that they batted tallying multiple runs
in five of those six innings.  Sophomore Bo O'Dell got his third start of the season
and pitched five innings to run his record to 2-0.  Jack Rye collected a game-high
three hits including a two-run shot in the bottom of the first.  Rye also knocked in a
season-high six RBI's.  It was the first six-RBI performance by a Seminole since
Eddy Martinez-Esteve drove in six at Wake Forest on May 21, 2004.  Stephen
Cardullo registered his first career-hit, a three-run home run to left field in the bottom
of the eighth inning.  Caleb Graham and Casey Whitmer combined for four innings of
one-hit relief as each pitcher tallied three strikeouts a piece.  Whitmer faced the
minimum in the top of the ninth he the struck out the side.

THE PROBABLE STARTER AGAINST UNF
TUESDAY: Caleb Graham will make his second collegiate start on Tuesday
night against North Florida.  The sophomore right hander got his first start last
week against Jacksonville in a 5-3 Florida State loss.  He tied a career-high
pitching four innings against the Dolphins allowing five runs, one earned, on five
hits.  He struck out three and walked two.  Graham has appeared in nine games
this season and has pitched 17.2 innings allowing 11 runs, five earned, on 13
hits.  He has struck out 16 batters, while walking nine.  Graham is limiting
opponents to a .197 batting average on the year.  He threw against the Ospreys
in their first meeting of the season back on February 27 throwing three scoreless
innings.  He allowed just one hit and struck out three.   Graham earned his first
collegiate save in his three innings of work against Siena.  After striking out one
batter in his first four appearances, the Tampa, Fla., native has posted three
strikeouts in five consecutive games.  His last three strikeout performance came
in 4.0 innings of work against Jacksonville last Wednesday.

FSU IN MID-WEEK CONTESTS
Florida State is 2-1 in mid-week contests this season suffering its first loss of the
season at Jacksonville last Wednesday.  FSU’s two wins have come against
Florida (14-6) in Gainesville and North Florida (16-3) in Tallahassee.  After
Tuesday’s game against the Ospreys, the Seminoles will play four more mid-
weeks games including two more against JU and two more against Florida.

NO. 1 IN THE NATION
Florida State earned its first No. 1 ranking of the season as released by Colle-
giate Baseball on Monday, March 19.  The Seminoles, who opened ACC play
last weekend with a sweep of Wake Forest, jumped previous No. 1 Vanderbilt in
the poll.  With Mississippi handing the Commodores their first loss of the season
last Saturday in Nashville and Arkansas taking two of three from previously un-
beaten Kentucky, it made the Seminoles the lone undefeated team in Division I
baseball.  It’s the first time the Seminoles have been ranked No. 1 in the nation
by Collegiate Baseball since returning to the top spot back on March 14, 2006,
a position they held for six weeks.

FSU IN THE ACC
Florida State is the top hitting team in the
conference with .384 average.  The Semi-
noles are also ranked third in ACC in ERA
at 2.57

ONE IS A LONELY NUMBER
Thanks to a sweep of Wake Forest to
open ACC play and a little help from Ole
Miss and Arkansas last weekend, Florida
State remained the lone unbeaten team
in Division I baseball...that was until
Wednesday night’s contest against Jack-
sonville.  JU handed the Seminoles their
first loss of the season, snapping FSU’s
23-game winning streak to start the sea-
son.  Florida State was the last of the re-
maining undefeated teams in Division I
baseball this season.

WALK-OFF JACK
FSU played its first extra inning game of the
season on Friday against Wake Forest and
came through with a victory defeating the
Deacs 7-6 in 11 innings.  Junior Jack Rye,
who has come through in clutch situations
for the Seminoles this season, provided
FSU with its first walk-off hit of the season
singling home the winning run with two outs
in the bottom of the 11th.  Rye registered
his third RBI of the game as his single
glanced off the glove of the leaping second
baseman.  The ball trickled away just
enough to allow Rye to reach first and pinch
runner Ryan Strauss to score from third for
the game-winner.

BEST START IN SCHOOL HISTORY
Florida State’s 23-0 start was by far the best start in school his-
tory, surpassing the team’s previous best start by eight games.
The Seminoles have started a season with at least a 10-0 record
seven times in the program’s 60-year history.  In the second game
against Siena, the Seminoles moved to 16-0 with an 8-3 victory
over the Saints, breaking the school record for the best start ever.
In 1975, under then head coach Woody Woodward, Florida State
began the year 15-0.  They finished the ’75 season with a mark of
49-10 advancing to the College World Series and finishing the
season with a ranking as high as No. 7 by Collegiate Baseball.
1975 also marked the first year as an assistant coach for current
head coach Mike Martin.  This is the best start in 28 seasons
under the legendary ball coach.

EARLY NOLE GETS THE ‘W’
Florida State has managed to put runs on the scoreboard in the
early goings of the 2007 season outscoring the opposition 100-23
in the first three innings.  The Seminoles have scored 30 or more
runs in all but three innings so far this season, including the first
(35), third (37), fourth (31), sixth (38), seventh (35) and eighth (42)
innings.  Florida State has scored in every inning that they have
seen an at-bat this season, except the ninth (in all regulation games).

RUNS A-PLENTY
The Seminoles have scored 263 runs through the first 24 games
of the season, an average of 11.0 runs per game.  That run pro-
duction through the first 24 games is the fourth highest total to
start a season in the 60 years of Seminole baseball.   The school
record for most runs scored in a season is 752 set in 1982.  That
year the Seminoles advanced to the NCAA Regionals playing 74
games averaging 10.2 runs per game.  Below is a listing of the
top five seasons through the first 20 games in Seminole baseball
history:

RUNS IN BUNCHES
Sure the Seminoles have scored 263 runs through the first 24
games of the season, the fourth highest 24-game total to start a
season in school history, but what is impressive is how they are
scoring those runs.  The Seminoles have posted multiple runs in
63 innings this season and have scored at least one run in 96 of
the 197 innings they have played.

FIFTH PLACE ALL-TIME FOR #11
Chalk up yet another milestone for Florida State head
coach Mike Martin.  With the Seminoles 14-6 win
over Florida in Gainesville back on February 20, Mar-
tin moved into sole possession of fifth place on the
NCAA all-time wins list with 1,445 victories. Martin
passed former High Point and Virginia Tech head
coach Chuck Hartman on the list, who retired after 46
years as a collegiate head coach.  Martin currently
sits with 1,458 career victories.

HYDE ’N STREAK PART II
Michael Hyde is once again riding another scoreless
innings streak heading into his Saturday start against
Boston College.  The senior right hander has gone 13.2
scoreless innings without giving up a run, a span includ-
ing starts against Siena, Indiana and Wake Forest.  This
isn’t the first scoreless streak put together by Hyde this
season as he had two previous streaks of 11 or more
scoreless innings earlier in the year.  With 6.1 score-
less innings against Tennessee to start the season, Hyde
pushed his scoreless streak to 18.2 innings.  Hyde made
two postseason starts to close out the 2006 campaign
and won both games without allowing a run.  The Talla-
hassee native pitched 12 innings during postseason play
and struck out nine batters.  Unfortunately, Hyde’s streak
came to an end in his second start of the season against
UNC Asheville.  He then put together a span of 11.2
innings without giving up a run starting with 0.1 inning
against UNC Asheville, five against Hofstra and 6.1 in-
nings against App. State.

TWO OUT RUNS
When it comes to two out run production Florida State
has produced so far this season.  Through the first 24
games, the Seminoles have scored 113 runs with two
outs.  That’s 43.0% of their run production in 2007 com-
ing with two outs.  FSU scored a season-high 11 runs
with two outs in the series finale against UNC Asheville,
a game the Seminoles won 15-1.  Against the Gators,
FSU scored nine runs on two outs including four in the
first two innings.  The Seminoles scored another nine
runs on two outs in a 10-2 win over Appalachian State
in game two of that series.  In the Seminoles first ACC
series in 2007, Florida State outscored Wake Forest
22-10 as 12 of the 22 runs recorded came on two outs.

AND TWO OUT HITS
Yes, you can say the Seminoles are off to their best
start in school history and you can point to a lot of
reasons why this has happened.  But probably the most
overlooked stat is what the team is doing with two outs
in an inning.  FSU is batting .371 as a team posting
109 hits in 294 two-out opportunities.  Seven Semi-
noles are batting .400 or better, six have registered 10
or more hits and five have tallied 10 or more RBI’s.
Junior Jack Rye leads the team with two out RBI’s as
20 of his 28 runs batted in have come in that situation.

SWINGING A HOT STICK
The Seminoles have been sizzling from the plate
to start the season hitting a scorching .384 as a
team through the first 24 games.  Four Semi-
noles, who have started at least 20 games in
2007, are hitting over .400, while Tony Thomas,
Jr. leads the team with a .500 batting average.
Four of five starters with at least 16 or more starts,
are all batting over .300.  Sure it’s too early to
compare this year’s average with the all-time
school record with 32 games left on the 2007
schedule, but what fun would it be if we didn’t
compare?  In 1980, Florida State hit .337, setting
the school record during a 63-game schedule.

A PERFECT FEBRUARY
Florida State posted a perfect 14-0 record in
the month of February for just the fifth time in
the 60-year history of Seminole baseball.  It
was the first time the Seminoles went unde-
feated in the first month of the season since
1979 when the Garnet and Gold went 2-0.  The
previous record for the best undefeated mark
in the month of February was 5-0 registered
back in 1976.

WHO NEEDS THE LONG BALL?
Florida State has scored 263 runs on 338 hits
through the first 24 games of the 2007 season,
good for an overall team batting average of .384.
Of the 338 hits registered by the Seminole hit-
ters, 95 have gone for extra bases including 10
triples and 10 home runs.  Tony Thomas, Jr.
leads the team in triples with four, while Mark
Hallberg and D’Vontrey Richardson have each
hit three.  Junior Jack Rye leads the team with
three home runs, while freshman Jason
Stidham and Thomas each have two.  Three
others have each hit one.  Thomas continues
to lead the team in doubles with 16.

THROWING BLANKS
Florida State’s starting rotation of Bryan Henry,
Michael Hyde and Ryan Strauss did not allow
a run in the Seminoles three-game sweep of
Indiana.  The three combined for 21 scoreless
innings allowing 13 hits, two for doubles, in 74
at-bats holding the Hoosiers to a team batting
average of .176.  The trio struck out 22 batters
on the weekend while allowing just one free
pass.

FROM CATCHER TO PITCHER
Sophomore Buster Posey made his much an-
ticipated pitching debut at Florida State in the
third game of the series against UNC Asheville.
Posey went from behind the plate to the mound
in the top of the fifth and pitched a scoreless
inning.  The Leesburg, Ga., native induced a pair
of groundball outs including an inning ending 6-
4-3 double play.

DOUBLE-DIGIT RUNS & HITS
The Seminoles have been hot at the plate through the first 24 games of the
2007 season.  So hot that they have scored double-digit runs in 14 of their
first 24 games.  FSU had a string of eight straight double-digit run games
earlier this year.  In the 60-year history of Seminole baseball, Florida State
has registered double-digit runs in eight consecutive games just twice,
the last time coming in 2003 when the Seminoles strung together nine
straight games of 10+ runs.

FSU has also posted double-digit hits in 20 of its first 24 games including a
streak of 16 straight at one point in the season.  Since 1996, the Seminoles
have had a streak of eight or more double-digit hit games nine times.  This
year’s 16 straight double-digit hit games are the longest of record dating
back to 1996.  The previous best was 10 straight posted back in 2003.

SEEING DOUBLE
Florida State has come out of the gate swinging in 2007, hitting .384 as a
team, while scoring 263 runs on 338 hits.  Of the 338 hits, 95 have gone
for extra bases including 75 doubles, that’s an average of 3.1 doubles per
game.  If the Seminoles continue on their current doubles pace, they could
hit 175 doubles, just under the school record of 182 hit in 72 games back
in 1990, an average of 2.5 doubles per game that year.

SERIES STATS VS. ‘07 OPPONENTS
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SAVING THE DAY
Sophomore Danny Rosen registered the first two Seminole saves
of the season during FSU’s three-game set against Appalachian
State.  The saves also marked the first two of Rosen’s career.  Rosen
got the final two outs in the eighth and pitched the ninth in game
one against the Mountaineers for his first save as a Seminole and
the first save recorded by Florida State this year.   Then in game
three with two outs and the bases loaded, the Mountaineers sent
the tying run to the plate.  FSU brought in Rosen once again to
close the door on ASU as he got the batter to fly out to Mark Gildea
in centerfield for the final out and a 12-8 victory. It was Rosen’s
second save of the season and second of the weekend.

Rosen registered save number three in 2007 against Wake For-
est.  In game two, the junior walk-on faced four batters in the ninth
striking out the last two to preserve the one-run victory.

Caleb Graham worked three effective innings in a game-one vic-
tory over Siena to earn his first collegiate save.  Graham replaced
starter Bryan Henry and finished the game working three innings
allowing just one earned run on three hits, while striking out three.

FIRST COLLEGIATE HOME RUNS
D’Vontrey Richardson and Jason Stidham each hit their first colle-
giate home run against the Florida Gators in the Seminoles 14-6
victory in Gainesville.  Stidham connected on a solo shot in the
top of the fifth off reliever Josh Edmondson.  The freshman third
baseman sent a 1-2 offering over the wall in right for his first digger
of the season.

Richardson hit a three-run shot in the top of the eighth to put a
stamp on the Seminole victory.  The freshman center fielder sent
a rocket shot that cleared the bleacher seats in left for his first
career round tripper.

Stephen Cardullo got in on the action as he hit his first collegiate
home run against North Florida.  The freshman from Coral Springs,
Fla., took the first offering he saw from Osprey reliever Paul Morales
and sent the ball over the wall in left center for a three-run shot.

THREE-RUN SHOTS
Florida State has not relied on the home run too much this sea-
son to produce a lot of its scoring in 2007.  Of the 331 hits tallied
so far this season, only 10 have been home runs.  Of course every
home run hit is a big one for any team, but for the Seminoles five
of their 10 round trippers this year have been three-run shots.  Six
different FSU players have registered a home run, while Jack Rye
has three, two of the three-run variety.  Strangely enough, seven of
the 10 home runs have been hit from the fourth inning on.

DOUBLE H
The one, two punch of Henry and Hyde worked to perfection in the
first two games of the series opener against Tennessee as the
two senior right-handers were a major reason for the Seminoles
sweeping the Volunteers.  The two Tallahassee, Fla., natives com-
bined to throw 12.1 innings of shutout baseball allowing just six
hits, two for extra bases, two walks and one hit by pitch while
striking out 21.  It was the first time in the last two seasons that
two Seminole pitchers threw double-digit strikeouts in back-to-
back games.  The 11 strikeouts by Henry were one shy of his
career-high set last year against Duke, while Hyde matched his
previous career-high of seven by the end of the fourth-inning.  He
would finish the game with 10.  Henry and Hyde have started a
combined 71 games over the last three years with the Seminoles
winning 78.9 percent of those contests (56-15).

§ Florida State leads the ACC in team batting average (.384)

and third in the league in team ERA at 2.57.  Tony Thomas,
Jr. leads the league in hitting as he is the only player in the
ACC hitting over .500 with an average right at .500.  Tho-
mas also leads the league is six other offensive categories
including hits per game, runs scored per game, double per
game, total bases per game, on base percentage and
slugging percentage.

§ Buster Posey is the league leader in RBI’s with 32, while
sitting second in the ACC in RBI’s per game at 1.33.

§ Senior Michael Hyde leads all pitchers in the ACC with
seven victories, while his overall ERA of 1.59 ranks second
behind Miami freshman Eric Erickson (1.54).

§ Bryan Henry was recognized by the College Baseball
Foundation National Honor Roll for his performance against
Indiana.  The senior tossed a season-high eight innings,
shutting out the Hoosiers to earn his fifth win in six starts.

§ Junior Ryan Strauss set career-highs in innings pitched (8)
and strike outs (8) last weekend against Indiana.

§ Florida State had not trailed all season in a single inning
until the bottom of the first in Sunday’s contest against
Siena as the Saints held a 1-0 lead.  The span covered 144
consecutive innings without trailing.

§ Tony Thomas, Jr. earned his second ACC Baseball Player
of the Week honor as he helped the Seminoles to a 4-0
mark last week with wins over North Florida and Siena.  His
first league accolade came on the first selection of the
season as the junior second baseman hit .727 in FSU’s
three-game sweep over UNC Asheville.

§ Head Coach Mike Martin sits fifth all-time on the NCAA
career wins list with 1,458 victories.

§ Florida State will chase its 29th consecutive NCAA Re-
gional appearance this season.

§ The Seminoles played in the program’s 28th consecutive
NCAA Tournament last season.

§ The 2007 roster features just two players that were on the
team when FSU last won an ACC Championship in 2004.

§ The only Seminole who has played in each of the last three
seasons is relief pitcher Brian Chambers.  Chambers has
made a team-high 13 relief appearances this season
pitching 17.1 innings.

§ The last time FSU began a season with just one fourth-year
senior on the roster was 2004.

§ Eight teams that played in the 2006 NCAA Baseball
Tournament are on the Seminoles’ schedule in 2007.

§ Half of the 2006 College World Series field was made up of
ACC teams and FSU will play weekend series with all four
of those squads.

§ Florida State has hit 55 or more homers for 12 straight
seasons.

§ For the fourth time in the last five seasons, the Seminoles
fielded .964 or better.  Through the first 24 games of 2007,
Florida State has posted a fielding percentage of .968
committing 30 errors in 945 total chances.

§ The 2005 and 2006 squads rank as two of the top five best
defensive teams in FSU history.

§ Bryan Henry has a chance to become the first three-time
All-ACC first team selection in school history.

TOP 10 IN THE LAST 10
Florida State’s position among the nation’s elite
baseball programs is secure. The Seminole baseball
program has the second-highest all-time winning
percentage, is second in average wins per season,
second in consecutive NCAA Regionals and has more
wins than any school since 2000. Since 1990 FSU
has more 50-win seasons than any school and more
Top 10 finishes in the Collegiate Baseball poll. The
Seminoles have been ranked by that organization for
the past 319 polls. Since 1990 only two schools have
been to more College World Series and only two have
a higher winning percentage as well. FSU’s baseball
history is glorious but that just doesn’t take into
account the past 59 years. In the January 29th issue
of Baseball America magazine, FSU was rated the
seventh-best program in the nation over the past 10
years. The magazine compiled the top 64 teams since
the NCAA moved to a 64 team postseason in 1996.
The Seminoles finished ahead of all the original
members of the ACC in the rankings and only two
southern schools rated better according to the
magazine’s formula.

HIGH EXPECTATIONS
With the move of 2006 Freshman All-American Buster
Posey from shortstop to catcher, there was a big void
in the middle of the Seminole infield. Along came Mark
Hallberg. The Illinois-Chicago transfer has opened a lot
of eyes around Mike Martin Field but also in the na-
tional media as well. Baseball America rated Hallberg
No. 15 on its list of America’s top 25 transfers. Hallberg
is rated the third-best player to transfer to an ACC
school. Hallberg was the hardest player in America to
strikeout last season as he fanned just six times in
217 at bats. In his career, Hallberg struck out just 17
times in 454 at bats. He was named a Louisville Slug-
ger Freshman All-American in 2005 and chose to transfer
to Florida State over LSU this past fall.

HALLBERG HONORED
In the series finale against Tennessee, junior short-
stop Mark Hallberg was honored in the top of the sec-
ond inning by the NCAA as the nation’s toughest bat-
ter to strikeout last season.  Before transferring to
Florida State from Illinois-Chicago, Hallberg was re-
tired just six times on strikes all season in 217 at-
bats, an average of one strikeout per 36 at-bats.   The
Wisconsin native was an all-conference first team se-
lection with the Flames last year where he batted .373
and hit over .400 in league play.

WEEKLY RANKINGS
Florida State remains unbeaten after six weeks of
competition and currently ranks in the top five in four
major polls.  The Seminoles stayed at No. 2 in Colle-
giate Baseball, behind No. 1 Vanderbilt who contin-
ues to roll in 2007 at 18-0.  The Garnet and Gold jumped
South Carolina last weekend moving to No. 3 in the
NCBWA poll.  FSU moved up a spot in two of the
other polls sitting at No. 4 in Baseball America and
the ESPN/USA Today Coaches Poll.  Florida State
also climbed the latter in the Rivals.com national poll
vaulting two spots to No. 5.



ACC PRESEASON POLL
Florida State was picked to finish second in the Atlantic Division behind 2006 College
World Series team Clemson in the 2007 ACC Coaches Pre-Season Poll. FSU
received one first place vote and had the fourth-most total votes from the conference
coaches. While
Clemson was
the runaway
winner for overall
votes and as the
predicted ACC
C h a m p i o n ,
Florida State,
Miami and North
Carolina were all
bunched very
close together for
the 2-4 spots.
The Tar Heels
barely edged the
Hurricanes as
the predicted
winner of the
Coastal Division.
Four schools received first place votes in the Coastal where three teams advanced
to the 2006 CWS including UNC, which was the National Champion runner-up. The
Seminoles were selected as a solid second place team in the Atlantic with 55
points trailing Clemson’s 71. NC State (48) was predicted to finish third followed by
Wake Forest (40), Boston College (20) and Maryland (18).

ABCA HALL OF FAME
Legendary Florida State baseball
coach Mike Martin has been hon-
ored in almost every way imaginable
in his 28-year career as the FSU
baseball head coach. He is a 10-
time conference coach of the year.
He has led his FSU teams to 27 con-
secutive NCAA Regionals, coached
in 12 College World Series and won
15 conference championships. Hun-
dreds of his players have won all-
conference and All-American honors
and 13 have been first round draft
picks. As proud as he is of all those
accomplishments, his induction into
the American Baseball Coaches
Association Hall of Fame in Janu-
ary of 2007 may have topped them
all. Martin was enshrined in the
ABCA/Louisville Slugger Hall of
Fame at the annual convention held
this year in Orlando. The Seminole
coach was one of nine men en-
shrined in the hall this year. Martin
was joined by his family and friends
at the induction ceremony.

“It was a very humbling experience,”
said Martin of his enshrinement. “I
was overwhelmed with joy. I got a
chance to see people I haven’t seen
in a long time. It was very exciting.
Rod Delmonico from Tennessee was
there. I saw Duane Banks from Iowa
who is a retired coach. It makes you
reflect on so many things. This job
has been an unbelievable blessing
for me and my family. It has to do
with the relationships I have accu-
mulated over the years and it seems
all are in the area of baseball.”

ACC’S BEST FACILITY
Florida State players were not the only ones being honored this preseason. In SEBaseball’s 2007 ACC Preview, Dick
Howser Stadium was named the best facility in the conference. The home of the Seminoles finished ahead of Georgia Tech
and Virginia’s facilities. The facility recently underwent a $12 million renovation and there have been new upgrades each
year since the project was completed in 2004. Located on the campus of Florida State University, the stadium has provided
over two million fans with the feeling of having “the best seat in the house” to watch the finest in college baseball action.
Florida State’s players and coaches enjoy the convenience and luxury of a clubhouse and locker room currently located
behind the Seminole dugout. The Griffin Family Clubhouse was moved to the first base side for the 2004 season as the
construction process was completed. The main locker room was described by former Seminole and 2004 World Series
Champion Doug Mientkiewicz as being ‘better than 95% of the big league clubhouses’ he has seen. The locker room
contains a personalized wooden locker for each player, a separate locker room for the Seminole coaches and trainers, and
a video area where FSU players and coaches can watch film. The stadium also houses all of the baseball offices. The
coaches’ offices look over the stadium behind home plate. There is also a weight room and training area adjacent to the
clubhouse. Each of the areas were expanded and improved during the renovation process.

HE GOT IT
Mike Martin crossed another milestone off his to do list with his team’s sweep of Minne-
sota last season. With the 12-4 win in the second game of the series, Martin became
only the eighth coach in NCAA history to reach the 1,400 win-plateau and only the sixth
active coach to do so. Of the eight coaches with 1,400 wins Martin has the fourth-best
winning percentage and the second-highest winning percentage among active Division
I coaches. Of the top 10 coaches across all divisions for wins, only four coaches have
a winning percentage above .700 and Mike Martin is among that group. Martin passed
another legend with FSU’s 14-6 win over Florida in Gainesville as he moved into fifth
place all-time passing former High Point and Virginia Tech head skipper Chuck Hartman.
Overall, Martin ranks third in the DI 1,400-win club behind Stephenson and former Texas
coaching legend Cliff Gustafson for winning percentage.
