The Set-up
 Florida State welcomes North Carolina State to Doak Campbell Stadium for a key ACC 
Atlantic Division game on homecoming weekend. Fresh off  their fi rst league victory of  the 
season at North Carolina, the Seminoles will try and string together consecutive league wins 
and keep their divisional title hopes alive.
 This is the 30th meeting between the schools and the 18th as ACC rivals. 
 Idle last week, N.C. State will try and snap a three-game losing streak at the Seminoles’ 
expense. The Wolfpack have an ACC-leading fi ve victories against the Seminoles, including 
three triumphs at Doak Campbell Stadium. Third-year N.C. State coach Tom O’Brien is still 
looking for his fi rst win over the Seminoles at the Raleigh school, though he did lead Boston 
College to a 2006 win in Tallahassee.

SEMINOLES TOTAL OFFENSE
Florida State enters Saturday’s game against N.C. State averaging an 
ACC leading 427.7 yards of  total offense per game (311.4 yards pass-
ing and 116.3 yards rushing).  Not only is junior All-ACC candidate 
Christian Ponder the ACC leader in total offense (330.4 yards per 
game) but he is the leader of  the ACC’s top offense.  The Ponder-led 
offense of  2009 is gaining more yards per game than Florida State’s 
1999 National Championship team that fi nished with a perfect 12-0 
record.  The Seminoles’ 2009 offense is the fourth most prolifi c in 
terms of  total offense since the 1995 season.

SEMINOLES SECOND HALF SCORING OUTBURST
Florida State scored 27 of  the fi nal 34 points of  the game and 24 
of  the 34 points scored in the second half  of  its victory over North 
Carolina. It marked the third time this season the Seminoles have 
scored 24 points in the second half  of  a game and fi fth time in seven 
games that Florida State has outscored their opponent over the fi nal 
30 minutes of  the game.

Florida State has gained at least 400 yards of  total offense in six 
of  seven games and has surpassed the 500-yard mark in its victory 
against then No. 7 Brigham Young (512) and against No. 22 Georgia 
Tech (539). The Seminoles have outgained and out-passed fi ve of  
their seven opponents and out-rushed both nationally ranked Miami 
and Brigham Young.

SEMINOLES PERFECT IN THE RED ZONE
Florida State was a perfect three of  three in the red zone with two 
touchdowns and one fi eld goal against North Carolina. The Semi-
noles have now converted on each of  their last eight red zone chanc-

es as they were a perfect fi ve of  fi ve against Georgia Tech and three 
of  three against North Carolina.  

PONDER LOOKING TO SET SCHOOL RECORD
All-ACC candidate Christian Ponder enters Saturday’s game against 
N.C. State looking to become the fi rst quarterback in school history 
to pass for 300 or more yards in four consecutive games.  He has 
thrown for a total of  1,095 yards in the last three games (341 against 
Boston College; 359 against Georgia Tech; 395 against North Caro-
lina) and is only the sixth quarterback in school history to throw for 
at least 300 yards in three consecutive games. Chris Rix (2001) was 
the last FSU quarterback to string together three consecutive 300-
yard games. 

PONDER BY THE NUMBERS
Ponder completed each of  his last 16 pass attempts – 16 of  16 for 
236 yards and three touchdowns – in the Seminoles’ 30-27 victory 
over North Carolina. He was a perfect seven of  seven for 77 yards 
in the fourth quarter alone in helping the Seminoles outscore the Tar 
Heels, 24-10 to gain the victory.

PONDER’S POSITIVE RUSHING YARDS
Ponder rushed for 14 yards on 12 carries against North Carolina 
last week, marking the seventh time in the last eight games and 16th 
time in the 20 career starts that he has rushed for positive yards.  The 
Seminoles have won each of  their last seven games when Ponder has 
rushed for at least 29 net yards and the Ponder-directed offense aver-
ages 43.9 points per game in those seven games. Included in that set 
of  seven games is a 2009 season-high 77 yards rushing in the Semi-
noles’ 54-28 win over Brigham Young earlier this season.

PONDER TOPS IN THE ACC
Through seven games Ponder is making a strong case for All-ACC 
honors. He leads the league in passing yards (2,176), completions 
(180), attempts (257), completion percentage (70.0), passing yards 
per game (310.9), total offense (330.4 ypg) and interception avoid-
ance. Ponder ranks in the top 10 nationally in total offense (4th), 
passing yards per game (5th), total passing yards (6th), completions 
per game (7th) and passing effi ciency (9th, 155.8). 

PONDER PASSES TO MOVE THE CHAINS
Ponder has a knack for making his passes count. Of  his 33 pass 
completions against North Carolina, 12 went for fi rst downs. The 
Seminoles managed 20 fi rst downs against the Tar Heels, marking 
the fi fth time in seven games he’s passed for 60 percent of  the team’s 
fi rst downs.

PONDER’S PICK-FREE STREAK
While Christian Ponder has found his receivers, he has avoided op-
posing defenders, with just one interception through seven games 
of  the 2009 campaign. He enters the N.C. State game with an ACC-
leading 237 consecutive pass attempts without an interception, which 
ranks as the third longest streak in ACC history. His last (and only) 
interception of  the 2009 season came on his fi nal pass of  the second 
quarter against Miami. Ponder was intercepted 13 times last season. 
The FSU record for pass attempts without an interception is 270, set 
by Drew Weatherford in 2007. The ACC record is held by current 
N.C. State quarterback Russell Wilson (379).

PONDER APPROACHING ALL-TIME TOP 10
With 2,176 passing yards in seven games, Ponder has rocketed up the 
chart for Florida State career passing yardage leaders. He began the 
season 21st in school history and now ranks 11th, just 104 yards from 
supplanting Peter Tom Willis for 10th all-time.

Ponder threw for a career-high fi ve touchdowns against Georgia 
Tech. His passing touchdown total is tied for the third highest single-
game total in school history.  The last quarterback to throw for fi ve 
touchdowns in a single game was Chris Rix against Maryland in a 
52-31 victory (Oct. 27, 2001). Ponder became only the sixth quarter-
back in FSU history to pass for fi ve or more touchdowns in a single 
game.

incredible return to the fi eld against Miami - less than seven months 
after the injury - in the Seminoles’ season opener with two catches 
for 21 yards and one touchdown and one kickoff  return for 19 yards.  
Through seven games FSU’s leading receiver in 2008 has collected 
20 receptions for 237 yards and two touchdowns. His 6-yard scor-
ing grab against UNC sparked the Seminoles’ rally from an 18-point 
defi cit.

SEMINOLE TIGHT ENDS FINDING THE ENDZONE
Florida State’s tight ends have caught four touchdown passes in the 
fi rst seven games of  the 2009 season. The Seminoles have more 
touchdown catches by their tight ends this season than they had in 
the past fi ve seasons combined (three). The two touchdown catches 
by both Caz Piurowski (injured - out for the season) and Beau Reli-
ford equal the total by Matt Henshaw during the 2003 season.

RELIFORD FINDS THE END ZONE – AGAIN
Sophomore tight end Beau Reliford scored Florida State’s game-win-
ning touchdown in the Seminoles’ 30-27 victory over North Carolina.  
He caught an 18-yard pass from All-ACC candidate Christian Ponder 
with 6:20 remaining for the fi nal score of  the game. It marked the 
second touchdown of  the season for the tight end. Reliford has more 
touchdown receptions this season (two) than he had total receptions 
(one) as a freshman in 2008.  

PIUROWSKI IN ELITE TIGHT END COMPANY
Piurowski caught a single-season career-high 13 passes in the fi rst 
six games of  the 2009 season before suffering a season-ending knee 
injury against Georgia Tech.  He was enjoying one of  the top 10 
receiving seasons of  any Seminole tight end since 1990. Seven of  his 
receptions resulted in fi rst downs and eight came on scoring drives. 
He also shares the team lead with two TD receptions. Piurowski’s 53-
yard reception against Jacksonville State is the longest of  the season 
for an FSU player and the longest by an FSU tight end since Lonnie 
Johnson (78 yds. vs. Clemson, 1993).

PONDER KEEPING STABLE OF RECEIVERS HAPPY
Junior All-ACC candidate Christian Ponder has thrown touchdown 
passes to seven different receivers this season including six differ-
ent receivers in the last two games. He has thrown scoring passes 
to senior wide receiver Rod Owens (one each against Georgia Tech 
and North Carolina), sophomore tight end Beau Reliford (one each 
against Georgia Tech and North Carolina), sophomore wide receiver 
Taiwan Easterling (one against North Carolina), sophomore wide 
receiver Jarmon Fortson (one against Georgia Tech), senior wide re-
ceiver Richard Goodman (one against Georgia Tech) and sophomore 
running back Jermaine Thomas (one against Georgia Tech).

FIVE WITH AT LEAST 20 CATCHES
Five of  Florida State’s wide receivers – Bert Reed (36-438), Rod 
Owens (29-425), Richard Goodman (27-355), Jarmon Fortson (24-
300) and Taiwan Easterling (20-237) – all have at least 20 receptions 
through the fi rst seven games of  the season. It marks the fourth time 
in the last fi ve seasons that at least fi ve Seminoles have caught at least 
20 passes in a single season, but it is the fi rst time since the 1992 
season that all fi ve played wide receiver, excluding running backs and 
tight ends.  

OWENS NEARLY REACHES 200-YARD MARK
Senior wide receiver Rod Owens caught a career-high nine passes for 
a career-high 199 yards in the Seminoles’ victory over North Caro-
lina – the 10th highest single game receiving yards total in school 
history. His total included a school record-tying 98-yard touchdown 
reception in the third quarter of  the game which drew the Seminoles 
to within four points. Owens came within one yard of  the much 
coveted 200-yard mark on his personal best night. The last Seminole 
receiver to eclipse the 200-yard receiving mark in a game was Cra-
phonso Thorpe (217 yards) against Notre Dame on Nov. 1, 2003.

OWENS ENJOYING BEST SEASON
Senior wide receiver Rod Owens has already established single-sea-
son career bests for receptions (29) and yardage (425) through seven 
games. His previous highs came last season with 15 receptions for 153 
yards. Owens is the Seminoles’ second-leading receiver. His 13-yard, 
fourth quarter touchdown reception against Georgia Tech was his 
fi rst scoring reception since Sept. 10, 2005 against The Citadel. That 
5-yard touchdown catch was FSU’s fi rst of  the season and the fi rst of  
former quarterback Drew Weatherford’s 37 career TD passes.

REED PUTTING UP CAREER NUMBERS
Sophomore wide receiver Bert Reed maintained his team lead in re-
ceptions by collecting eight catches for 74 yards in the win over North 
Carolina. He leads the Seminoles with a career-high 36 receptions for 
438 yards. With consecutive 100-yard games against USF and Boston 
College, Reed is the only Seminole with multiple 100-yard receiving 
games and the fi rst since Greg Carr in 2007 (against N.C. State and 
Wake Forest) to have consecutive 100-yard receiving games. De’Cody 
Fagg and Carr each had multiple 100-yard games in 2007.

EASTERLING MAKES INCREDIBLE RECOVERY
The amazing comeback campaign of  redshirt sophomore wide re-
ceiver Taiwan Easterling added a new chapter against Georgia Tech 
when he registered his fi rst career 100-yard receiving game (5-104). 
Easterling tore his Achilles tendon during off-season conditioning 
drills on Feb. 12 and underwent surgery on Feb. 21. He made an

TIGHT ENDS FEAST AT BYU
Florida State quarterbacks completed seven passes to three different 
tight ends in the Seminoles’ victory over Brigham Young.  Christian 
Ponder completed fi ve passes for 38 yards and one touchdown to 
Caz Piurowski and one pass for six yards for Beau Reliford.  In the 
fourth quarter, redshirt freshman quarterback EJ Manuel completed 
the fi rst pass of  his career to sophomore Ja’Baris Little who lined 
up at the tight end position on the play which resulted in a four-yard 
gain.  It marked the fi rst time since Nov. 10, 1990 against Cincinnati 
that three Seminole tight ends (Reggie Johnson, Warren Hart and 
Dave Roberts) caught a pass in the same game.

THOMAS ENJOYS JACKETS’ OUTING ... AGAIN
Sophomore running back Jermaine Thomas gained 98 yards on 19 
carries against Georgia Tech as the second-year running back contin-
ued his mastery of  the Yellow Jackets’ defense.  In two career games 
against Georgia Tech he has gained 228 yards on 28 carries for an 8.1 
yards per carry average.  Thomas actually eclipsed the 100-yard mark 
but lost seven yards on two, second half  carries to drop his rushing 
total to 98 yards.  He gained his career-high of  130 yards against the 
Yellow Jackets in 2008.

THOMAS ROLLS UP 140 ALL-PURPOSE
Sophomore running back Jermaine Thomas led the Seminoles with 
a career-high 142 all-purpose yards against Georgia Tech.  It marked 
the second consecutive season that he had accumulated more than 
100 all-purpose yards against the Yellow Jackets.  Thomas has totaled 
better than 90 all-purpose yards in four games during his career.

Last season’s 9-4 record extended 
the program’s streak of  consecutive win-
ning seasons to 32 under his watch.

BOWDEN’S 500th GAME AGAINST COLORADO
Florida State’s Bobby Bowden reached a milestone against Colora-
do in 2008 by coaching his 500th career collegiate football game. 
Bowden is only the third coach in college football history to coach in 
500 or more games - joining the legendary Amos Alonzo Stagg (last 
coached at Pacifi c in 1946) and Penn State’s Joe Paterno (currently 
active) who coached the 500th game of  his Penn State career when 
he led his Nittany Lions into the Alamo Bowl in 2007. After Bowden 
and Paterno, the closest active coach is Virginia Tech’s Frank Beamer, 
who has coached 335 games so far in his career. Bowden reached 
another milestone later last year, when he logged his 400th game at 
Florida State in a win over Clemson. ... Bowden was also at the helm 
when the Seminoles played their 700th game Saturday at BYU. It was 
his 407th game on the FSU sideline.

FLORIDA STATE’S RUSHING TOUCHDOWNS
FSU scored at least one rushing touchdown in each of  the fi rst six 
games of  the 2009 season, and in nine consecutive games dating back 
to the Seminoles’ 37-3 victory over Maryland on Nov. 22, 2008. The 
streak ended at North Carolina

FIRST TIME TOUCHDOWN MAKERS
Sophomore tight end Beau Reliford’s 11-yard touchdown reception 
in the fi rst quarter against Georgia Tech was the fi rst of  his career. 
A total of  seven Seminoles have registered their fi rst touchdowns 
through seven games of  the 2009 season. The list of  fi rst-timers 
also includes: Louis Givens (rushing against Boston College), Lon-
nie Pryor (two rushing touchdowns), Greg Reid (interception return 
against Brigham Young), Markus White (interception return against 
Miami), Kevin McNeil (fumble return against Jacksonville State). Of  
the 14 Seminoles who have scored at least one touchdown so far this 
season, exactly half  of  those scores have “found the paint” for the 
fi rst time in their careers.

FSU CLOCKS BYU 2:1
Florida State enjoyed nearly a 2:1 time of  possession advantage in its 
victory over Brigham Young.  The Seminoles held the ball for 39:51 
of  the 60 minutes (65.8 percent of  the game) as compared to the 
Cougars 20:09 time of  possession (34.2 percent of  the game).  The 
Seminoles’ overwhelming time of  possession advantage led to the 
Cougars running only 53 offensive plays.  It was the fewest offensive 
plays allowed by the Seminoles’ defense since limiting Duke to 50 in 
a 25-6 Florida State victory over Duke on Oct. 27, 2007.

PASS DEFENSE GROUNDS UNC
Florida State’s defense, which entered the game against North Caro-
lina ranked eighth in the ACC in pass defense, held the Tar Heels to 
95 yards passing on 13 completed passes. The Seminoles’ defense 
limited the Tar Heel passers to a .481 completion percentage (13 
of  27) and allowed only four completed passes after the fi rst quar-
ter of  the game. The Tar Heels completed nine passes and held a 
commanding 14-3 lead after the fi rst quarter; they completed four 
passes and scored 10 points during the remaining three quarters of  
the game.  It marked the fi rst time since Nov. 1, 2008 against Georgia 
Tech (55 yards passing) that Florida State allowed less than 100 pass-
ing yards in a game.

DEFENSE WITH EIGHT INTERCEPTIONS
When senior Jamie Robinson intercepted North Carolina’s T.J. Yates 
in the third quarter of  the Seminoles’ victory North Carolina, it was 
the eighth interception of  the season for FSU’s defense. The Sem-
inoles have eight interceptions by six different players in the fi rst 
seven games of  the 2009 season after totaling nine interceptions by 
eight different players during the 2008 season. Robinson now has 
two career interceptions with both coming in wins – against North 
Carolina and in 2008 against Colorado in Jacksonville.  

KENDALL SMITH RACKS UP TACKLES
Junior linebacker Kendall Smith registered a career-high 10 total tack-
les in the Seminoles’ victory over North Carolina. It marked the sec-
ond consecutive game (also against Georgia Tech) and third time this 
season (also against Jacksonville State) that he has earned 10 tackles 
in a game. Smith has a total of  20 tackles in the last two games and 
enters Saturday’s game against NC State as the Seminoles’ leader with 
50 tackles. He has more tackles this season (50) than he had in the 
fi rst two seasons of  his career (38).  

SMITH MATCHES CAREER SACK TOTAL VS. UNC
Smith matched his career-high of  2.0 sacks in the Seminoles’ victory 
over North Carolina as he enjoyed one of  the best all-around games 
of  his career. He recorded a career-high 10 tackles – including a ca-
reer-high 3.5 tackles for minus yardage and 2.0 sacks. Smith entered 
the game against the Tar Heels with a total of  2.0 quarterback sacks 
and a total of  6.0 total tackles for minus yardage in the fi rst 32 games 
of  his career. He nearly doubled his career totals in both categories 
in the Seminoles’ victory over North Carolina.

REID TIED FOR TEAM LEAD IN INTERCEPTIONS
Florida State freshman cornerback Greg Reid is tied for the team lead 
with two interceptions and leads the team with 63 interception return 
yards. He returned an interception by Brigham Young quarterback 
Max Hall 63 yards for his fi rst career touchdown; a game-changing 
play on the Cougars’ opening drive of  the second half. That play 
helped him earn ACC Defensive Back of  the Week honors. Reid, a 
contender for ACC Defensive Rookie of  the Year, has seen most of  
his action as a fi fth defensive back in the Seminoles’ nickel package 
and plays behind senior All-American candidate Patrick Robinson.  

JENIJE GRABS FIRST TWO CAREER INTERCEPTIONS
Jenije did something in the third quarter against USF that he had not 
done in the fi rst 27 games of  his career – intercept a pass.  He quickly 
gained the second interception of  his career in the fourth quarter 
against the Bulls. He became the fi rst Seminole to earn two intercep-
tions in the same game since Tony Carter snared a pair against Miami 
on Oct. 4, 2008 in a 41-39 victory at Dolphin Stadium.

MCNEIL TOPS ACC IN FUMBLE RECOVERIES
Senior defensive end Kevin McNeil pounced on his third fumble 
of  the season against Georgia Tech, continuing his big-play produc-
tivity. McNeil, who made his second consecutive start against the 
home-state Yellow Jackets, shares the ACC lead in fumble recoveries. 
Despite seeing limited action in the fi rst three games, he has recorded 
three tackles for loss, two sacks a pass break-up and a blocked fi eld 
goal. McNeil also had a game-clinching, fumble return for a touch-
down against Jacksonville State.  
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WATSON IS THE SEMINOLES’ SACK MASTER
All-ACC candidate Dekoda Watson, who ranks fourth on the team 
with 32 total tackles, is the Seminoles’ leader in tackles for loss (7.5) 
and quarterback sacks (4.5) through six games this season.

Led by senior linebacker Dekoda Watson’s career-high 3.5 sacks the 
Seminoles’ defense earned a season-high seven total sacks in its vic-
tory over Jacksonville State.

ACC Rookie of  the Year candidate Greg Reid has quickly gained the 
reputation as one of  the most feared kickoff  return men in all of  
college football.  USF head coach Jim Leavitt called Reid the “No. 
1 concern” when the Bulls were formulating their game plan. Reid 
averages 22.8 yards per return with 387 yards on 17 returns. He has 
returned six kicks for at least 25 yards, three kicks for at least 35 yards 
and has a season-long of  51 against Miami.

RANKED TEAMS BRING OUT THE BEST 
Florida State is now 6-11 against Top 10 teams since losing to No. 
1 Oklahoma 13-2 on Jan. 3, 2001 in the BCS Orange Bowl national 
championship game. The Seminoles, however, have been no push-
overs. Of  those defeats, six have been decided by 8 points or fewer, 
including a one-point loss at No. 1 Miami (2002), a two-point loss to 
No. 10 Miami (2004 Orange Bowl) and a three-point loss to No. 3 
Penn State, 26-23 (2006 Orange Bowl) in triple-overtime.

HUDSON: EVERYBODY’S ALL-AMERICAN
Junior left guard Rodney Hudson is well on his way to becoming the 
most decorated offensive lineman in Florida State history. After earn-
ing Freshman All-American honors in 2007, Hudson gained some 
national attention as a sophomore, after earning fi rst-team All-ACC 
honors. Entering his third season as a starter, the Mobile, Ala. native 
has been a consensus fi rst-team All-American in the preseason pub-
lications. College Football News rates him as the No. 1 guard in the 
country. As a result, Hudson is a candidate for the Lombardi Award, 
presented to the nation’s lineman of  the year. 

PONDER THE SCHOLAR
Redshirt junior quarterback Christian Ponder’s star is rising on the 
football fi eld, but his academic prowess is already in the “other-world-
ly” class. After earning his bachelor’s degree in fi nance (3.72 gpa, 
Magna Cum Laude) in the summer of  2008, Ponder began working 
on his MBA and will graduate in May. He is currently carrying a 3.72 
gpa in the post-graduate program. In a span of  4 ½ years Ponder will 
have completed his undergraduate and graduate degrees, with a year 
of  athletic eligibility remaining. A three-time ACC Academic Honor 
Roll member, he has been on the Dean’s List at Florida State four 
times and posted a 4.0 GPA last fall as a graduate student.

Five current Seminoles have already picked up their degrees, headed 
by Ponder, one of  three players already in a graduate school program.
