If you are a runner, 
or would like to be one, the Department 
of Health and Exercise Science’s FIRST 
program is a way to sustain you or get 
you started. One-on-one consults and 
group exercises keep you first in fitness. 
Membership in the Fitness Center at 
Furman’s Lay Physical Activities Center 
is open to the public; amenities include a 
weight room, gym and heated pool.

Corporate connections ~ Furman’s 
Corporate and Professional Develop-
ment program offers a broad portfolio 
of education, training and consulting 
services tailored to meet the needs of 
area organizations. With the resources of
