Entering her fifth year as Furman’s head coach, Jenkins herself was a four-year starter at shortstop and two-year team cap-
tain. Jenkins still holds the Lady Paladin record for career assists with 440, and was a member of Furman's 1994 and 1995
Southern Conference Championship teams. The Paladins have steadily improved since Jenkins’ return to Furman, winning
the Southern Conference Tournament in 2007. They traveled to Knoxville to face then-number one Tennessee and finished
the season with a 21-36 record. With Jenkins at the helm, the team has begun rewriting the record books, breaking records

such as runs scored, RBI’s and home runs.
