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George Lidster — Co-director of the Elite Team Camp - Coach
Lidster's wealth of experience is unparalleled. His efforts both as
a Division 1 Head Coach and as a Professional Soccer Player lay
the foundation for a great understanding of youth development
and how it translates to the college and professional game.
George Lidster, the winningest coach in the 41-year history
of GW men’s soccer, enters his 20th season at the helm of the
Colonials program. Lidster added to his legacy of success at GW
in 2004, guiding his team to its second Atlantic 10 Championship
in three years and the school’s second-ever NCAA Tournament
victory. Lidster has amassed a school record 156 victories in
his 18 seasons and boasts a career mark of 156-144-41 (.516).
Under Lidster’s direction, the Colonials have made three trips
to the NCAA Tournament (1989, 2002, 2004) and 10 Atlantic 10
Conference Tournament appearances, including winning league
tournament titles in 2002 and 2004 and the 1992 reqular-season
championship. A native of Durham, England, Lidster began his
playing career with Newcastle United and Darlington FC. Along
with his work coaching collegiately, Lidster continued coaching
during a year-long sabbatical in England from June 1997 until
July 1998, working in the community schemes of Milwall FCand
Chelsea FC of the English Premier League.

Bryan Davis — Co-director of the Elite Team Camp -Bryan Davis is
the Assistant Coach at the George Washington University. Davis
came to Foggy Bottom from Milwaukee where he served as the
head coach of Waukesha West High School from 2003-04. Under
his guidance, Waukesha West earned a top-five state ranking in
2004 and a ranking of 12th in the region. Davis also has coaching
experience with several Olympic Development Programs. He was
a coach for the Wisconsin ODP in 2004 and ODP Region Il in 2005
and has been on staff with the Virginia ODP for the last two years.
In addition, Davis serves as the Co-director of the Elite Team Camp
and the Elite Goalkeeper Academy. He holds NSCAA National and
Advanced National Diplomas and a USSF National “B” License and
USSF National Goalkeeper License to go along with NSCAA Level |
and Il Goalkeeper Diplomas.

Neel Bhattacharjee - (pronounced “BAT-uh-CHARGE-ee”) Co-
director for the Elite Goalkeeper Academy. Bhattacharjee is in
his second season as assistant coach for women’s soccer at The
George Washington University. He has spent the past year as a USA
goalkeeping staff coach for the Under-21 Women's National Team
during their trip to England and Scotland. Prior to coming
to GW, he worked with the Arizona Futbol Club and the Arizona
girls Olympic Development Program as the head goalkeeper
trainer for the past three years. Neel holds a USSF“B” License and
Goalkeeper License.
