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GW ENDS TIGER-FILLED WEEKEND WITH PRINCETON SUNDAY
George Washington hosts Princeton in the sixth all-time meeting between the two pro-
grams, but the first match-up in better than 11 years.  The series dates back to the 1977-
78 season, GWʼs third as a varsity womenʼs basketball program.  The Colonials dropped
the first two meetings in 1978 and 1979, but have won the last three meetings in the se-
ries by an average of 18.7 points.

GW last hosted Princeton during a 1996-97 season in which the Colonials advanced to
the NCAA Elite Eight.  That victory was the second of an eventual 22-game winning
streak which led to a school-record 28 victories that season.

The Colonials are playing their sixth of a program-long seven consecutive home games
against the Tigers Sunday.  The record homestand concludes with Loyola (MD) Satur-
day, Dec. 27.

LAVENDER SLATED TO MAKE MUCH-ANTICIPATED DEBUT
Senior Yolanda Lavender, who transferred to George Washington from Wake Forest midway through the 2007-08 sea-
son, is slated to make her season debut Sunday afternoon as the Colonials host Princeton.  Lavender, who has prac-
ticed with the team since enrolling at GW last year, was an honorable mention All-ACC selection after averaging 17.0
points for the Demon Deacons during the 2006-07 season.

GW RALLY FALLS SHORT AGAINST 10TH-RANKED AUBURN
After falling behind by 19 points in the first half, GW rallied to within 54-51 with 4:46 remaining, but No. 10/10 Auburn
closed the game with 11 straight points to avoid an upset at Smith Center with  65-51 victory Dec. 19.  Seniors Antelia
Parrish and Jessica Adair combined for 24 points, including 17 in the second half, but the Colonials couldnʼt overcome
DeWanna Bonnerʼs 30-point, 16-rebound double-double for the Tigers.  Auburn was GWʼs second Top 10 opponent
in three games after battling No. 7/9 Tennessee Dec. 2.  It was the Colonialsʼ first loss to the Tigers in four meetings,
all of which occurred within the past three seasons.

TOUGH ROAD AHEAD
GW is in the midst of seven-game swing in which it will face four ranked opponents, potentially including three Top 10
programs.  The Colonials have already posted rallying losses against No. 7/9 Tennessee and No. 10/10 Auburn, and
will travel to face No. 14/13 Rutgers and No. 4/3 Texas A&M after concluding their seven-game homestand with Prince-
ton and Loyola (MD).  It could mark the fourth time in program history the Colonials have faced three Top 10 teams
during the regular season (2006-07, 1994-95, 1990-91).

VERSUS THE IVIES
GW is 10-4 all-time against teams from the Ivy League, with a combined 7-4 record against Princeton and Yale (4-2).
The Colonials other Ivy victories have come against Harvard (2-0) and Brown, which dropped a 98-22 decision at
Smith Center last season.  GW shot a school-record 66.7 percent from the field (36-of-54) against the Bears, while the
76-point margin of victory set a program- and Atlantic 10-record.

TIDBITS VERSUS TOP 25, TOP 10
The Colonials are 24-85 all-time against ranked opponents over 33 seasons, including a 15-27 mark against ranked
foes at Smith Center.  However, since its Elite 8 season in 1996-97, GW is 12-9 against Top 25 teams at home.  The
Colonials are 7-43 all-time against Top 10 teams, with two of those victories coming last season - last-second thrillers
versus No. 10/10 Texas A&M at Smith Center and No. 10/8 Cal in Stanford, CA.  GW has beaten at least one ranked
opponent in each of the past six seasons, in nine of the last 10 years, and 10 of the last 12.

THE OTHER SISTER
While Jessica Adair ranks second on the team in scoring at 12.1 points per game, twin sister Jazmine Adair has
stepped up her contributions on the offensive end so far this season.  After struggling with a 1-for-8 shooting effort and
three points in a season-opening victory over UMBC, Jazmine has averaged 9.6 points and 46.6 percent (34-of-73)
shooting in just under 20 mpg over the last eight games.

LADY VOLS ESCAPE UPSET-MINDED COLONIALS, SNAP SMITH CENTER STREAK
The sixth largest women's basketball crowd (3,459) in Charles E. Smith Center history saw George Washington come
within a possession of taking the lead with less than five minutes to play, but #7/9 Tennessee used a 15-5 game-
ending run to escape with a 71-59 victory Dec. 2.  The loss snapped GWʼs 17-game home court winning streak, which
ranked ninth-best in the nation at the time and is the fourth-longest in school history.

GW HOSTS ANOTHER THANKSGIVING FEAST
Behind Tournament MVP Jessica Adairʼs 17.0 ppg and 15-of-20 shooting, GW captured the title of its own Thanks-
giving Classic with victories over South Alabama (64-59) and Hartford (67-65) Nov. 28 & 29.  The Colonials again won
both games at their second annual Classic with seniors Jessica and Jazmine Adair and Antelia Parrish leading the
way.  All-Tourney selection Parrish averaged 13.0 points and 7.0 rebounds in the two games, while Jazmine Adair hit
a pair of clutch free throws with six seconds left to cap GWʼs game-ending 7-0 run in its title-game comeback victory
over Hartford.

HOME SWEET HOME
Despite having its 17-game homecourt streak snapped by #7/9 Tennessee on Dec. 2, GW still boasts tremendous suc-
cess on the Charles E. Smith Center hardwood.  The Colonials, who had a 15-game home streak snapped by nationally
ranked Rutgers last season, have won 33 of their last 36 games in Foggy Bottom, nearly 90 percent (133-of-150) of
their home games over the past decade and 77.4 percent (342-100) in the facilityʼs 33 seasons.  The University is cur-
rently in the process of a $15 million fundraising initiative to add to the Smith and Kogod familiesʼ generous $10 million
gift for renovations to the Charles E. Smith Center.  Part I of a three-step renovation plan is slated to begin at the com-
pletion of the 2008-09 basketball seasons.

BLUEGRASS BLUES
GW dropped back-to-back games for just the third time in four calendar years in road losses at Western Kentucky (72-
64) Nov. 21 and Kentucky (67-48) Nov. 23.  It marked the first time since Dec. 2002 that the Colonials lost consecutive
games against true road opponents.  GW combined to shoot just 34.9 percent (38-for-109) during the two-game road
swing, including 28.6 percent in Sundayʼs loss at Kentucky - the teamʼs worst shooting performance since a 13-for-59
effort (22.0 percent) in last yearʼs 67-42 home loss to #6/7 Rutgers.

BENCH BEATS COPPIN
First-year head coach Mike Bozeman planned on “shortening the rotation” in GWʼs Nov. 17 outing against Coppin
State Nov. 17.  That plan didnʼt last long as the Colonials jumped out to a 20-point lead just over 11 minutes into the
game and cruised to a 77-36 victory in which their bench outscored both the Eagles (45-36) and own starting five (45-
32).  Freshman Kay-Kay Allums led with 12 points in 24 minutes off the bench, while senior Jazmine Adair hit her
first five shots for 10 points, all in the first half.

A Closer Look at...Princeton
Princeton (4-6) dropped is second straight game and lost for the fifth time in its last six games with a
59-44 loss at American Friday night.  Addie Micir hit four 3-pointers and was the lone Tigersʼ player
to finish in double-figures with 14 points.  PU shot just 31 percent overall and made just 9-of-35 shots
(25.7 percent) from inside the arc in the loss to the Eagles.  Micir leads the Tigers in scoring at 12.1
points per game and ranks in the Top 100 in the nation in both free throw percentage (24th, .893) and
three-point field goal shooting (77th, .400).  As a team, Princeton ranks 10th in the nation in free throw
shooting at 77.9 percent.  After winning a school-record 21 games and tying for the Ivy League title in
2006, the Tigers won 13 games in 2007 and seven last season.

GRAND OPENING
GW improved to 19-15 all-time in season openers - 12-
2 in openers at Smith Center - with a 75-56 victory over
UMBC in first-year head coach Mike Bozemanʼs debut
Nov. 15.  The Colonials fell behind by 15 points just over
eight minutes into the game, but closed the first half on
a 27-9 run and trailed only briefly in the second half to
post their third straight season-opening victory over the
Retrievers.  Senior Antelia Parrish narrowly missed just
the third triple-double in school history with 19 points, 10
rebounds and six assists.  Rookie Tara Booker added
13 points, the most for a true GW freshman since Ugo
Oha scored 14 in her debut in Nov. 2000.

BOZEMAN ERA BEGINS AT GW
The 2008-09 season marks a new era in George Wash-
ington womenʼs basketball as for the first time in nearly
two decades a new head coach will appear on the Colo-
nialsʼ bench.  First-year head coach Mike Bozeman
takes over the reins of the program after three seasons
as an assistant under Joe McKeown, who assumed
head coaching duties at Northwestern this offseason
after 19 years in Foggy Bottom.  The eighth head coach
in the 34-year history of the GW program, Bozeman
helped GW to a 78-20 overall record, three NCAA Tour-
nament appearances and a pair of trips to the Sweet 16
in 2007 and 2008 during his three seasons as assistant
coach.  Bozeman is no stranger to handling the main du-
ties for GW.  He served as interim head coach three
times during the 2006-07 season, including an upset of
#11/10 Georgia and a win over host San Diego State to
claim the Surf ʻN Slam Classic in Dec. 2006.

NEW LOOK, SAME GW
GW lost three starters from last season - Kimberly Beck,
Sarah-Jo Lawrence and Whitney Allen - to graduation,
but return senior starters Jessica Adair and Antelia
Parrish as well as six other letterwinners for the 2008-09
campaign. The Colonials also welcome seven newcom-
ers - six freshmen and Wake Forest transfer Yolanda
Lavender - to their lineup.  Despite the roster and coach-
ing staff makeovers, GW was still picked to finish second
in the Atlantic 10 this season, behind two-time defending
conference tournament champion Xavier.

JESSICA ADAIR ON WOODEN WATCH
Senior center Jessica Adair was named one of 30 pre-
season candidates for the 2008-09 Womenʼs Wooden
Award All-American Team on Nov. 5.  The two-time All-
Conference First Team selection led GW in scoring (15.2
ppg), field-goal percentage (.520) and blocks (1.2 bpg)
and was second on the team in rebounding (6.1 rpg).
She entered the 2008-09 season with 1,049 career
points -- 21st all-time at GW -- and is on pace to enter the
programʼs career Top 10 in both scoring and rebound-
ing.

rough start, first-year George Washington women's
basketball head coach Mike Bozeman's debut was
a resounding success as the Colonials overcame a

UK converted 21-of-24 free
throws in the second half, including a streak of 11 to
stem the tide during its five-minute field-goal drought.
Parrishʼs third 3-pointer cut the deficit to 11 with 4:49 to

play, but Victoria Dunlap, who posted a 13-point, 14-re-
bound double-double, made the next three baskets as
UK closed the game on a 13-5 run to cap its first victory
over GW in three meetings.

Senior Jessica Adair was held to just one field goal -
a three-point play that ended GWʼs near five-minute
span without a basket with 5:47 left – and finished with
nine points.

WASHINGTON, DC (Nov. 28, 2008) – Seniors Jessica
Adair and Antelia Parrish combined for 33 points and
56 percent shooting to lead the George Washington
womenʼs basketball team past South Alabama, 64-59,
and into Saturdayʼs championship game of its Thanks-
giving Classic at Charles E. Smith Center Friday
evening.

Erica Rivera and senior Jazmine Adair hit four straight
free throws in the final minute to help George Washing-
ton post a 63-61 come-from-behind victory over Troy at
Charles E. Smith Center Tuesday night.
GW (5-3) avoided the upset by scoring six points in the

final 55 seconds after letting a lead it held since the
18:26 mark of the first half slip away with 2:12 left.
