Rookie of the Week

NC State senior Leigha Hancock was 
named today the EAGL Gymnast of the 
Week.  Hancock, a senior from Suffield, 
Conn., won the all-around with a 39.200 
score in a quad meet that included LSU, 
GWU and UNC. She also won floor with a 
9.875 mark. In addition, Hancock posted a 
9.900, a season-high, to finish second on 
beam.  This is the second week in a row 
that Hancock has earned this honor and the 
third time overall of the season.

In a quad meet against No. 4 Michigan, 
Pittsburgh and Temple, Brenner earned a 
career-high score of  9.90 on floor.  She 
tied for first on floor with Michigan’s Katie 
Lieberman.

Amy Bieski, WVU, Freshman 
(Nanticoke, Pa.)

Bieski won the floor exercise with a 9.875 
and the all-around with a career-high 
39.275 points in a quad meet with #24 
Minnesota, UNH and Rutgers. She also 
tied her career-high on vault (9.825).  This 
is the fifth time of the season that Bieski 
has received this honor.

 The George Washington Colonials scored 192.550 
points to finish fourth in a quad meet at NC State Friday 
night.  McKenzie Parrack scored at least a 9.7 in all 
three of her events: vault (9.700), bars (9.700) and floor 
(9.775).  Tied or defeated UNC (who finished third) 
in three of four events.  GW hosts Towson on Senior 
Night on Tuesday, March 18 in the last home meet for 
Parrack, Gillian Coleman, and Carolyn Marckesano. 
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Led by sophomore Christine Nguyen, the University of 
North Carolinagymnastics team scored a season-best 
49.225 on the balance beam to finish with a third-place 
score of 193.500 at NC State quad meet. LSU won the 
meet with a 196.500, NC State was second at 194.850 
and George Washington placed fourth at 192.550.

Leigha Hancock paced the No. 18 NC State to a 
second place finish behind No. 5 LSU on Senior 
Night. The Pack scored a 194.850 and has hit 
195.000 or higher in six of the last eight meets. The 
Tigers used a team score of 196.500 to take first in 
the meet, with North Carolina (193.500) and George 
Washington (192.550) rounding out the field. 
Hancock won the all-around (39.200) and the floor 
(9.875), while Taylor Seaman won bars with a score 
of 9.825 and tied for fourth on floor with a 9.800.

Pittsburgh tallied a team score of 191.600 Saturday 
afternoon, good enough for third place in a quad-
meet with host-Maryland, Michigan and Temple. The 
Panthers’ night was highlighted by two gymnasts 
achieving career-high marks. Molly Moyer scored a 
career-best 9.725 on beam, while Krista Rubini posted 
a career-best 9.700 on floor. Pitt began its night on 
beam, nailing seven out of seven performances. 
Samantha DeBone led the Panthers with a 9.775. 
Croop notched her second-highest marks of the season 
on bars with a 9.775.
 

No Report Submitted. West Virginia posted its best score in four years 
with 196.175 points to top No. 24 Minnesota, New 
Hampshire and Rutgers on March 15, at the WVU 
Coliseum … the score was the highest since WVU 
totaled 197.050 points to win the 2004 EAGL 
Championships in Pittsburgh and was the 16th best 
score in school history … Minnesota took second with 
195.375 points, while New Hampshire claimed 193.400 
points and Rutgers was fourth with 188.575 points … 

New Hampshire took third place in a quad meet at 
West Virginia on Saturday, posting a score of 193.4. 
West Virginia won the meet with a team total of 
196.175, followed by Minnesota and fourth-place 
Rutgers. Several UNH gymnasts posted strong 
individual efforts and the Wildcats were led by Justine 
Turner who made a strong bid for EAGL Gymnast of 
the Week with scores of 9.85 in the vault, 9.775 in the 
floor exercise and 9.7 on beam. Her 9.85 score on 
vault was good enough for her to finish in a tie for third 
with teammate Helena Diodati.

Maryland team scored a season-best of 194.250 at a 
home quad meet Saturday in the Comcast Pavilion. 
The Terrapins finished second behind the University of 
Michigan, which won the team competition at 196.150
mark. On floor, sophomore Michele Brenner earned a 
career-best of 9.90 to tie for first place.  Sophomore 
Brandi George matched her beam career-best mark of 
9.875 for first place on the event.
