Gonzaga has appeared in post-season play for 14 of the last 15 years, including 11 trips to the NCAA Tournament in 1995, 1999 (Elite Eight), 2000 (Sweet 16),
2001 (Sweet 16), 2002 (First Round), 2003 (Second Round), 2004 (Second Round), 2005 (Second Round), 2006 (Sweet Sixteen), 2007 (First Round) and
2008 (First Round), and three trips to the NIT in 1994 (Second Round), 1996 (First Round) and 1998 (Second Round).

Gonzaga head coach Mark Few is tied for 13" on the NCAA Most Consecutive Division | 20-Win Seasons list with nine. He's knotted with Rick Barnes,
University of Texas, and Stew Morrill, Utah State University who extended their streaks last season.

There’s no place like home, and the McCarthey Athletic Center has become quite the home for Gonzaga since it opened for the 2004-05 season. The Bulldogs
are 52-2 in the new facility, winning its first 38 games in the McCarthey Athletic Center. Santa Clara University halted the streak with an 84-73 victory Feb. 12,
2007. That loss also snapped a 50-game home winning streak for the Bulldogs, at the time the longest streak in the nation, as Gonzaga left the old Kennel with
12 straight home victories.

Think Gonzaga University didn’t play a tough schedule in 2008? The combined record of the teams that handed Gonzaga its eight losses was 201-65 for a
winning percentage of 75.6.

Head coach Mark Few picked up his 225" career victory Jan. 19, 2008, against the University of San Diego. With 236 victories, Few is third on the all-time Gonzaga
victories chart behind Hank Anderson (290-275 in 21 seasons) and Dan Fitzgerald (252-171 in 15 seasons). Few is the active winningest coach in West Coast
Conference games at 113-13, moving ahead of Fitzgerald (112-88) on the all-time wins list. He finished third in victories for a 9‘“-year head coach in the history of the
NCAA with 236, moving ahead of Denny Crum while trailing Roy Williams (247, Kansas) and Everett Case (241, North Carolina State).

Bulldogs — Gonzaga has posted a 405-134 record for a .751
winning percentage. UCLA (.717) and Stanford (.701) are the only
other West Coast schools to crack the .700 plateau.

The 2008 season saw the Bulldogs win or share their eighth
straight West Coast Conference title and their 10" in the last 11
years; advance to the WCC Tournament title game for the 11"
straight season, and earn their 10" straight trip to the NCAA

Tournament. GU finished the season 24" in the Associated Press
Top 25. In nine seasons Few and the Bulldogs have posted a
236-60 record. He finished his ninth season as head coach third on the all-time NCAA Division | wins list for 9-year head
coaches, trailing only the legendary Roy Williams (247 wins at Kansas from 1989-97) and Everett Case (241 wins at North
Carolina State from 1947-55). His 236 wins already place him sixth for wins by a 10-year head coach entering the 2008-09
season, Williams (282) and Case (265) also holding the top two spots. His career victory total also ranks in the Top 100
among active coaches, and his .797 career winning percentage is second among active coaches behind Williams .807. Few
has yet to win less than 20 games in a season — 24 in 2003 his lowest win total — and the Bulldogs have lost double-digit
games just once (23-11 in 2007) in his nine previous years as head coach as he is averaging just 6.7 losses/season.

With Few at the helm, the 2006 season marked the best campaign in the 100-plus year history of Bulldog basketball, the
squad rolling to a 29-4 record, including a second 14-0 WCC campaign in three seasons. With national Player of the Year
candidate Adam Morrison leading the nation in scoring, Few and the Bulldogs finished fifth in the final Associated Press Top
25in ‘06, claimed a No. 3 seed into the NCAA Tournament and advanced to the Sweet 16 for the third time since Few took
the reigns for the 2000 season and the fourth time overall with Few a part of the coaching staff.

All of that came following the 2005 season in which Few guided the Bulldogs to 10" in the final AP Top 25.

Few, in just nine years in the head seat on the Bulldog bench, has three Sweet 16 and three NCAA Second Round
appearances in his nine trips to the tourney. He is one of only two coaches to lead a team into the Sweet Sixteen in



their first two years as a head coach since the bracket
was expanded to 64 teams in 1985.

While Few has continued Gonzaga's string of post-
season success, there are some individual player honors
he looks to with pride. Morrison, recognized as much for
his diabetes as for his ability to score, became the first
Bulldog since Frank Burgess in 1961 to lead the nation in
scoring at 28.1 ppg. Morrison was a household name
across the country and he was up for every major Player
of the Year award in the country. Morrison shared the
Oscar Robertson Trophy with Duke University’'s J.J.
Redick, was named the CBS Chevrolet Player of the
Year and was a close runner-up to Redick in the
Associated Press, Naismith Award and John R. Wooden
Award balloting for Player of the Year. He was a
unanimous All-America selection on the AP first team.

Morrison was taken as the third pick in the 2006 NBA
Draft, the Charlotte Bobcats making Morrison the highest
Gonzaga player ever drafted and validating the job Few

and his staff did in developing Morrison’s skills.

Ronny Turiaf is another Few looks to with pride as Turiaf
earned his second straight AP honorable mention accolade in 2005 and joined with then-sophomore Morrison to give
the Bulldogs two players with AP All-America recognition in the same season for the second straight season. Blake
Stepp was a second-team AP All-American in 2004 in addition to being a John R. Wooden Award Top 10 All-America
pick.

Few, who in such a relatively young career as a head coach is mentioned in the same breath with some of the more
veteran coaches patrolling the sidelines, has also accomplished plenty of “firsts” since taking over the reigns for the
1999-00 season. Dan Dickau became Gonzaga's inaugural selection to the Associated Press All-America first team in
2002, and also was tabbed Gonzaga'’s first John R. Wooden Award Top Five All-American. The Bulldogs also cracked
the Top 10 in the national polls for the first time in school history in 2002, finishing the season ranked sixth in the
Associated Press Top 25. Gonzaga's 29-4 record also set a single-season mark for victories which was matched in
2006.

A 10-year Gonzaga assistant head coach, Few was named head coach July 26, 1999, following Dan Monson's
departure for the University of Minnesota.

Few joined the Bulldogs for the 1989-90 season as a graduate assistant under former head coach Dan Fitzgerald, then
was promoted to a fulltime assistant for the 1991-92 season. He had been named associate head coach in April of 1999
following a season in which the Bulldogs became the basketball darlings of the nation on their March run which saw
Gonzaga come within a few ticks of the clock of advancing to the Final Four. A loss to eventual national champion
University of Connecticut in the West Regional Finals in Phoenix, Ariz., ended the Cinderella story that captured
basketball fans from coast to coast.

Gonzaga University President Robert J. Spitzer, S.J., and director of athletics Mike Roth didn't hesitate in rewarding
Few for his long loyalty to Gonzaga.

"We are extremely fortunate to have a coach of Mark's caliber right here on our staff," Spitzer said. "He is a gifted
strategist, and a man who buys into the University's mission 100 percent.”

"Mark had been an integral part of Gonzaga's success the last decade,” Roth said. "I think that speaks well for the
program when you can say your last two head coaches were promoted from within. It displays the loyalty they have had

as assistants. We didn't give Mark the job, he earned it."

Few’s contract assures his presence on the Bulldog bench through 2018, his long-term agreement reflecting the
university's commitment to Few and his commitment to Gonzaga. This will allow Few to continue to build on success he
has enjoyed at Gonzaga.

Few has always been known for getting the most out of players both and off the court. He is committed to total player
development.

Since Few arrived on the Gonzaga staff, the Bulldogs have produced 54 All-West Conference selections, 10 WCC
Player of the Year recipients and six Academic All-Americans.

"When a young man enters the Bulldog basketball program, | believe it is our responsibility as coaches to help them
reach their potential in every facet of their lives,” Few said. "Our commitment to the players will always go far beyond the
basketball court with a goal of producing the complete individual, one that Gonzaga University will be proud of long after
their playing days."

Through the efforts of Mark, his wife Marcy, and assistant coach’s wives Robin Rice and Chanelle Lloyd, the inaugural
Coaches vs. Cancer Golf Tournament and Gala was held in September of 2002. The event has continued to grow and
in the fall of 2005 surpassed the $1 million mark and in 2007 eclipsed the $2 million barrier to benefit the American
Cancer Society. It is the second largest Coaches vs. Cancer event in the country behind Coach Jim Boeheim of
Syracuse University.

Few and Marcy, married June 11, 1994, became parents with the arrival of Austin James (A.J.) Few on Jan. 18, 2000,
followed by the arrival of Joseph Dillon on June 11, 2002, the Few’'s eighth wedding anniversary, and Julia Ann
Elizabeth on June 25, 2006. The Few’s wedding was more special because Rev. Norm Few, father of the groom,
officiated. Rev. Few also married Bulldog assistant Leon Rice and wife Robin.

LEON RICE, (11-25-63), Washington State
University '86, didn’'t hesitate when head coach
Mark Few called and asked Rice to come to
Gonzaga University.

Rice’s hiring on July 30, 1999, completed Few’s
inaugural staff, and on April 12, 2007, Rice was
named associate head coach.

And since becoming a Bulldog, Rice has
contributed to the wildest ride in Gonzaga'’s storied
basketball history. In his eight seasons Rice has
been a major part of the Bulldogs’ NCAA Sweet 16
berths in 2000, 2001, and 2006; a NCAA berth in
2002 and 2007; a 2003 NCAA second-round
appearance that ended with a thrilling, albeit
disappointing, 96-95 double-overtime loss to top-
seeded University of Arizona and second-round
rides again in 2004 and '05. The Bulldogs finished
the 2004 season ranked third in the final
Associated Press Top 25, and followed that with a
No. 10 ranking in 2005 and a No. 5 spot in the final
2006 AP poll.

"Leon has been a fantastic addition to our staff. To
be able to get someone with as much experience
as Leon has recruiting on the road and knowing the
ins and outs of the Northwest was a big advantage
for us," Few said. "Plus, he was a great fit for our
staff and our team. We didn't miss a beat with him
joining our program. He has a high level of
enthusiasm and is very positive."

Gonzaga is 236-60 in Rice’s tenure, including a
school-best 29-4 record in 2002 — a record that was
matched in 2006 — and a No. 6 ranking in the final
Associated Press Top 25 poll and a berth in the
NCAA Tournament. The Bulldogs received their
best-ever seed into the 2004 NCAA Tournament at
No. 2.

Rice joined the Bulldogs from Yakima Valley
College where he served two seasons as an
assistant coach and one as co-head coach with the
legendary Dean Nicholson, then served as head
coach for the 1998-99 campaign. YVC went from

worst to first in the first season of the Rice-
Nicholson partnership, and in 1999 YVC went 31-2
in capturing its fourth straight Northwest Athletic
Association of Community Colleges (NWAACC)
Eastern Region title. The 31 wins were a school
record and came four seasons after Rice and
Nicholson inherited a program which had gone 3-20
overall during the 1994-95 season. YVC went a
perfect 12-0 in the NWAACC in 1999 and Rice
earned his second straight Eastern Region Coach
of the Year honor.

The duo coached YVC to a 103-26 overall record
and 40-8 league record in four seasons. Rice has
coached 18 student-athletes who have gone on to
play basketball at 4-year schools, including the
Bulldogs' Quentin Hall who was a 1999 Gonzaga
senior. YVC had six players from the 1999 squad
who joined 4-year programs.

Few and Rice have known each other for 16 years,
the two of them becoming acquainted when Rice
was on Don Monson's staff at the University of
Oregon and the two worked Monson's camp
together.

"He's definitely someone you'd want your son to
play for. I've always had a tremendous amount of
respect for Mark," Rice said. "He has the character
and values of someone I'd like to work for."

Rice received his B.A. in physical education from
Washington State University in 1986 and his M.A.
in athletic administration, management and
program development from Oregon in 1991. After
one year of high school coaching, he began his
collegiate career as a graduate assistant coach at
Oregon in 1989, then served two seasons as a
fulltime assistant coach for the Ducks. He was the
head assistant coach at the University of Northern
Colorado in Greeley for three seasons prior to
going to YVC.

Rice and his wife, Robin, have three sons, Brock
(7-19-97), Max (8-2-99) and Kade (6-18-03).



TOMMY LLOYD (12-21-74), joined head coach Mark
Few's staff for the 2001-02 season after serving as
an administrative assistant the previous season.

A 1993 graduate of Kelso, Wash., High, Lloyd
attended Walla Walla Community College for two
seasons and graduated from Whitman College in
Walla Walla, Wash., in 1998.

While at WWCC he was an All-Northwest Athletic
Association of Community College (NWAACC) All-
Easton Region selection in 1995. He set the WWCC
single-game scoring record with 52 points against
Treasure Valley CC. He was also the leading scorer
in the NWAACC All-Star game with 22 points his
sophomore season.

Following graduation from WWCC he finished his
career at Whitman College, playing for Gonzaga
alum Skip Molitor. He earned a degree in biology and
a secondary teaching credential.

Lloyd also played two seasons overseas, playing in

Brisbane, Australia, in 1997 and Dusseldorf,
Germany, in 1999.

Lloyd’'s knowledge of the European game has been
instrumental in placing Gonzaga players overseas to
continue their basketball careers, as well as nurturing
his contacts in recruiting circles as Gonzaga’s
recruiting base has extended worldwide.

His main responsibilities at Gonzaga are game
preparation, recruiting and player development. He
also plays a major role in organizing Gonzaga’'s
basketball camps.

Lloyd and his wife Chanelle were married June 14,
1997. They have three children — Liam (12-8-01),
Sophia Marie (1-28-04) and Maria Alexis (5-10-07).
Sophia Marie’s birth coincided with the ESPN
documentary “The Season” that chronicled Gonzaga
basketball and one segment centered on Tommy
and Chanelle at the hospital leading up to the birth
and following the birth.



When Gonzaga University head coach Mark Few
had an opening on his staff in the spring of 2007 he
didn't waste any time summoning RAY
GIACOLETTI to become a Bulldog.

Giacoletti is no stranger to Gonzaga or the Pacific
Northwest.

A native of Peoria, Ill., Giacoletti went 69-50 in four
seasons at EWU, the best mark of any coach in the
school's NCAA Division | history. He led the Eagles
to their inaugural NCAA Tournament appearance in
2004, as well as the Big Sky Conference regular-
season and tournament titles. In each of
Giacoletti's first three years the Eagles placed
second in the Big Sky during the regular season
and advanced to the tournament championship
game. In 2002-03, Giacoletti led EWU to the NIT for
the program's first postseason bid since 1947 when
it was a NAIA member.

Named the 2004 Big Sky Conference Coach of the
Year, Giacoletti directed EWU to a 17-13 overall
record and an 11-3 mark in conference play. The
Eagles won 14 of their last 18 games on their way
to winning the Big Sky Tournament. In the first
round of the NCAA Tournament, EWU fell to
eventual Final Four participant Oklahoma State
University after playing the Cowboys to a 36-36
draw after one half.

Giacoletti led EWU to 41-17 record in Big Sky
Conference games for a .707 winning percentage,
seventh in the league’s 41-year history. HE ranked
ahead of such coaches as Don Monson, Mike
Montgomery, Tim Floyd and Larry Eustachy.

Giacoletti assumed the Utah reigns March 31,
2004.

Giacoletti led the 2005 Utes to a 29-6 record, tying
the third-most wins in a season in school history.
He also had the best record among NCAA Division
| first-year head coaches. Utah claimed the
Mountain  West Conference regular-season
championship outright and advanced to the Sweet
16 of the NCAA Tournament. As a result, Giacoletti
was named the NABC District 13, USBWA District
8, and Mountain West Conference Coach of the
Year. Sophomore center Andrew Bogut became

Utah's inaugural consensus national Player of the
Year, winning the John R. Wooden Award,
Naismith, National Association of Basketball
Coaches and Associated Press Player of the Year
honors.

After starting out 5-3, the Utes reeled off 18
consecutive wins to tie the second-longest winning
streak in school history. The Runnin' Utes won the
MWC title with the best record in the league's six-
year history at 13-1. Giacoletti then directed the
Utes to the championship game of the MWC
Tournament, marking the fifth straight season that
Giacoletti led his team (Utah or EWU) to the
conference tournament title game. Giacoletti went
54-40 in his three years at Utah.

Giacoletti's first head coaching job was a three-year
stint (1998-2000) at NCAA Division Il North Dakota
State University in Fargo, N.D., where he went 48-
33. His 10-year record as a head coach is 171-123.

Before becoming a head coach, Giacoletti was an
assistant for four years at both lllinois State
University (1990-93) and the University of
Washington (1994-97) under Bob Bender.

Giacoletti graduated from Minot State University in
North Dakota with a degree in physical education in
1985. He was a 4-year letterman, started three
seasons and served as team captain twice. He got
his start in coaching as a student assistant coach at
Minot State in 1984-85 while he finished his
degree. Giacoletti was a graduate assistant coach
at Western lllinois University in 1985-86. He was an
assistant at Oral Roberts University in 1986-87.

Giacoletti was an assistant coach and director of
player personnel for the Fresno Flames of the
World Basketball League from 1988-89.

“Ray brought a wealth of knowledge and
experience to this program,” Few said. “He did a
great job as both a head coach and assistant coach
at the Division | level and he continued that
professionalism and success in his first year at
Gonzaga. There was no hesitation to make Ray a
part of this staff. He was excited about returning to
this area and we were excited he accepted the
opportunity to become a Zag.”



JERRY KRAUSE returned for his second stint with
Gonzaga University's men's basketball program in
the summer of 2001, this time as Director of Men's
Basketball Operations.

His first stint with the Bulldogs was an 8-season run
from 1985-92 when he served as a part-time
assistant coach. He returned in the summer of 2001
from a 5-year civilian term at the U.S. Military
Academy at West Point where he was a professor of
sport philosophy and director of instruction for the
department of physical education.

Krause is no stranger to basketball in the Inland
Pacific Northwest. He had a 17-year career as head
coach at Eastern Washington University. During that
span, Eagle teams posted a 262-196 record for a
.572 winning percentage. He took a sabbatical from
EWU to assist the late Ralph Miller at Oregon State
University from 1982-83, then returned to EWU to
lead the Eagles from the NAIA and into the NCAA
Division | ranks. He was inducted into the EWU
Athletic Hall of Fame on Oct. 1, 2005.

Prior to becoming head coach at EWU, Krause had
been an assistant at Northern Colorado for three
years, and also had stints at Loveland, Colo.,
High and Adair-Casey Community High in lowa.

Krause was a long-standing member of the NCAA
Rules Committee, was on the Board of Directors of
the National Association of Basketball Coaches and
served on the Selection Committee of the National
Basketball Hall of Fame. He still serves as Research
Chair of the NABC. He is also a member of the NAIA
Basketball Coaches and National Association for

Director of Men's Basketball Operations

Sports and Physical Education Halls of Fame.

He received his bachelor's degree from Wayne
State College (Neb.) in 1959. He received his
master's degree in 1965 and his doctorate degree in
1967, both from Northern Colorado. In 2001 he was
honored by UNC with an Alumni Achievement award
for Contribution to Sport. The award is for alumni
who have excelled in mentorship or role modeling
while working with students in sports.

The NABC also honored him at the 2003 Final Four
with its Guardians of the Game for Advocacy award
for his research in developing a standardized rim
testing program. In 1998 he received the NABC'S
Cliff Wells Appreciation Award.

In December, 2006, Krause was honored with the
Baden Battle in Seattle basketball award. Gonzaga
and Northwest Sports, promoter of the Seattle
event, has chosen to use the annual Battle in
Seattle event as a platform each year to honor a
person who has made lifelong contributions to
basketball in Washington and the Pacific
Northwest.

Krause has authored more than 30 books on
coaching basketball, produced 31 instructional
videos, six DVD’s, two CD’s and serves as a
consultant to many athletic organizations. He is the
most widely published coach in basketball history,
surpassing the legendary Clair Bee.

Among his duties at Gonzaga are to oversee the
day-to-day operations of the men's basketball office;
scheduling; player, team and program evaluations,
and video operations.



JENNIFER NYLAND is in her 10" year as part of
Gonzaga University’s sports medicine staff, but she
is in her fifth season as the lead trainer for the men’s
basketball team.

Gonzaga head trainer Steve Delong relinquished
the role for the 2004-05 season after 25 years to
devote more time to other aspects of the Bulldogs
sports medicine operation.

Nyland joined the Bulldogs from the Community
Colleges of Spokane in August, 1999. The 1998
graduate of Washington State University has been
the primary trainer for Gonzaga’'s women’s volleyball
and rowing teams, as well as assisting with the
overall operation of Gonzaga’s staff of four fulltime
sports medicine specialists.

At CCS she provided treatment and medical
coverage for the men’s and women'’s soccer teams;
men’s basketball, men’s and women’s track and
field, and the Sasquatch men’s and women'’s tennis

teams. She also supervised and assisted in the
clinical education of student athletic trainers.

While a student at WSU, Nyland was a student
athletic trainer with primary sport responsibilities
including men’s basketball;, men’'s and women’s
track and field, and spring football. She also
accompanied the WSU sports medicine team to the
1998 Rose Bowl. During her three years as a
student trainer she also assisted with a variety of
other sports.

He background included weight training, where she
served as an instructor as CCS, and fast fitness,
supervising the CCS fitness center and providing
instruction on the appropriate use of equipment.

She is certified by the National Athletic Trainers
Association and the Washington State Trainers
Association. Nyland is also certified in Adult CPR
and Standard First Aid by the American Red Cross.

Zags Have Depth In 2009

Solid corps of veterans to blend with newcomers

Depth.

It's the dream of every
coach.

For Gonzaga University
head coach Mark Few, he can
live the dream this season.

With 10 veterans — including
six of the top seven returning
scorers from a year ago — and
three talented newcomers, the
Bulldogs may be as deep — and
talented — as any past team.

While none of the returnees
have gaudy scoring numbers,
there is strength in numbers
and the Bulldogs have a lot of
offensive weapons.

Junior guard Matt Bouldin
paced the club in scoring a year
ago at 12.6 ppg, followed
closely by senior guard Jeremy
Pargo (12.1), sophomore swing
man Austin Daye (10.5) and
senior forward Josh Heytvelt
(10.3). Sophomore
sharpshooter Steven Gray (8.1
ppg) and long range threat
Micah Downs (7.9) also return.

In addition, sophomore
center Robert Sacre, senior
forward Ira Brown, junior center
Will Foster and senior guard
Andrew Sorenson will provide
additional depth.

“The depth on this team is
as good as any we've had,”
Few said. “This will truly be a
‘team’ much along the lines of
what we did a year ago.”

Last season the Bulldogs
had seven players with double-

digit starts, and Heytvelt started
nine of his 22 appearances.
Nine players averaged double-
digit minutes and the then-
freshman Sacre was close
behind at 9.6 minutes/game.

The Bulldogs received good
news in June when Pargo
announced he would not keep
his name in the NBA Dratft, the
2008 West Coast Conference
Player of the Year and
Associated Press honorable
mention All-America selection
opting instead to return for his
senior season.

In addition to his 12.1 ppg,
Pargo averaged 6.0 assists and
1.4 steals per game.

“Having Jeremy come back
was great news,” Few said in
an obvious understatement.
“He is the heart and sole of this
team in so many ways, and is
an excellent leader both on and
off the court.”

Bouldin was an All-WCC
pick a year ago, shooting 4.62
percent from the field and 36.5
percent from 3-point range
while leading the team in 3-
pointers made (36) and
attempts (126).

“We look for a big year from
Matt,” Few said. “He’s got great
court awareness and has really
improved his knowledge of the
collegiate game. He needs to
take charge a little bit more, be
a little more aggressive and

become more of a leader on
this team.”

Heytvelt missed the first 11
games of the season while
recovering from foot surgery to
insert two screws, but came on
to shoot 50.0 percent from the
field (78-for-156) and lead the
Bulldogs in rebounding with 4.9
rpg.
Heytvelt had surgery again
this past spring to repair the
same right foot after it did not
heal as well as doctors would
have liked following the 2007
surgery. He is expected to be at
full strength when practice
officially begins Oct. 17.

“I'm not certain Josh was
every fully healthy and able to
play to his true abilities last
year,” Few said. “He should be
a strong inside force for us this
season and return to the form
he showed early in his
sophomore season. He is one
of the best returning big men in
the country and we look for him
to prove that day in and day
out.”

Daye and Gray had solid
freshmen campaigns, both
earning WCC All-Freshman
honors.

Daye appeared in all 33
games, averaging 18.5
minutes/game. He shot 47.5
percent from the field, 41.3
percent from 3-point range and
was one of the nation’s top free
throw shooters at 88.1 percent



on 89-for-101. His 4.7 rpg were
second on the team behind
Heytvelt and he had a team-
leading 1.6 blocks/game.

Gray suffered a fractured
wrist in a pre-season game and
missed the first 10 games of the
regular season. He started 19
of his 23 appearances and
became known best for his long
range shooting, connecting on
37-0f-80 shots from beyond the
arc for 46.3 percent. He also
averaged 1.5 assists and 1.0
steals per game.

“We knew those two
freshmen were going to be
something special in this
program and | don’t think they
disappointed us. It's unfortunate
Steven missed the early part of
the season, but when he
returned from the injury he
wasted little time in becoming
an impact player.

“Austin is another player
who we knew would be ready to
contribute immediately. He is a
handful for opponents to
guard,” Few said of last year’s
talented freshmen.

Sacre and Brown may also
be ready for breakout seasons,
according to Few.

Sacre appeared in 28
games with 10 starts, while
Brown saw action in 23 games
in a reserve role.

“Robert came in and did
everything asked of him. He
accepted his role as well as
anybody in our program. We
look for him to continue to
elevate his game and become
one of the dominant big men on
the West Coast if not
throughout the country. If he
continues to work hard and
improve his game as he has
this past off-season, he will be a
force to be reckoned with for
years to come.”

Few also looks for Brown to
have a bigger role this season.

“It's usually a bigger
adjustment for junior college
transfers. I think Ira was kind of
adjusting to the speed of the
major college game at first, but
once he slowed down and was
able to grasp the situation he
became more comfortable and
made bigger contributions late
in the season,” Few said.

Foster and Sorenson could
also become important role
players. Foster appeared in 14
games last season, Sorenson
15.

“Will is getting a better feel
all the time,” Few said. “He has
been working hard on his post
play since last season ended
and he could become a guy
who could give us some big
minutes off the bench
depending on the situation.”

Sorenson is one of the
emotional leaders on the
squad.

“Every team needs an
Andrew Sorenson,” Few said.
“He is one of the most upbeat,
positive players | have ever
been around. His work ethic is
second to none. His senior
leadership is something that will
be hard to replace after he’s
gone.”

Chris Pontarolo-Maag is a
returning junior walk-on who
made the team last season in
his third try through the walk-on
tryout process.

As for the newcomers, the
Bulldogs will welcome three
talented newcomers into the
fold.

Grant Gibbs is a 6-5, 190-
pound freshman guard out of
Linn-Mar High in Marion, lowa,
who looks to be another in a
long line of sharpshooting
guards to don a Zag uniform.

He sat out half of his senior
season after taking a hard fall
that resulted in a fractured wrist
and nine stitches over his right
eye. He returned late in the
regular season and was a
factor in the post-season as
Linn-Mar captured the
consolation championship of
the lowa State 4A Tournament
after falling to eventual
champion lowa City in the
semifinals.

Gibbs’ fall away trey at the
buzzer had given the squad a
67-64 quarterfinal victory over
Kennedy, capping a perfect 7-
for-7 night from the field. He
came back to go 10-for-12 from
the floor in the consolation
championship. He was a first-
team utility pick by the lowa
Newspaper Association and
was ranked as the 19" best
point guard and 96" best player
overall in the country by one
scouting service.

“Grant is a dynamic guard,”
Few said. “He has tremendous
ability to set up his teammates,
but he can also score himself.
He is very much in the (former
Bulldog) Blake Stepp mold.”

Demetri Goodson, a 6-0,
175-pound freshman from Klein
Collins High in Houston, Texas,
is more in the mold of a true
point guard but nonetheless
has scoring ability.



An All-Greater Houston
Team selection as a senior, he
averaged 16.7 ppg and 7.7
assists/game in leading the
Tigers to a 31-5 record. He shot
51 percent from the floor,
including 38 percent from
beyond the arc. He was rated
the number one point guard in
the state of Texas by Mike
Kunstadt's Texas Basketball
Review.”

“Demetri is a game breaking
guard because of his speed
and athleticism,” Few said. “He
has great court awareness and
instincts.”

The “big man” of the
incoming class is 6-11, 230-
pound forward Andy Poling out
of Westview High in Portland,
Ore. He poured in 1,661 career
points and ranked ninth in the
state in scoring his senior year
at 17.5 ppg. He was a second
team All-State 6A selection as a
senior.

“Andy is a skilled big man
with ability to play inside and
out. He has a great feel for the
game,” Few said.

How the three will fit into the
plans for the 2009 season
remains to be seen.

“We never make any
decisions prior to the start of the
season,” Few said. “With the
new rule instituted a couple of
years ago that allows players to
participate in exhibition games
and still redshirt it gives
coaches a better opportunity to
evaluate player progress.
Seeing a guy in practice every
day isn't a true reflection of how
they will perform in a game.

“And we always try to leave
it up to the player as much as
possible. We'll sit them down
and explain where they stand,
how much they can anticipate
playing and so forth and kind of
let them make the decision.”

Another tough schedule
faces the Bulldogs this season
as four Top 25 teams from a
year ago already dot the
schedule, and Gonzaga could
meet as many as six Top 25
teams from last season.

Gonzaga will get an early-
season test of where it stands
when the Bulldogs compete in
the 2008 Old Spice Classic in
Orlando, Fla. Four other NCAA
Tournament teams from 2007
will join the Bulldogs in the field
— Michigan State University,
University of Tennessee,
Georgetown University and
Siena College. In addition, 2007
NIT participants University of
Maryland and Oklahoma State
University are in the elite field.

Gonzaga also has games
against the University of
Memphis, University of
Connecticut, Washington State
University and Tennessee — all
2007 NCAA Tournament teams
— on tap for the upcoming
season.

“We have another tough
non-conference schedule,” Few
said. “But perhaps more than
ever, this team will be up to the
challenge. We have a veteran
team. And the newcomers have
played in some big games in
front of some big crowds. This
schedule will not only test us,
but will once again prepare us
for what we hope will be
another March run.”

Gonzaga will be aiming for
an 11" straight trip to the NCAA
Tournament. For only the
second time in their current 10-
year streak the Bulldogs had to
use the at-large road to get in
last year.

“Obviously we had a pretty
good feeling we were in the
tournament even though we
lost our conference
tournament,” Few said. “That
confidence came not only

because of our record (25-7
heading into the NCAA
Tournament) but because of
who we played. We schedule
with the NCAA Tournament in
mind.”

Last season the Bulldogs
played the likes of Tennessee
and Memphis, each ranked No.
1 at some point in the season
and having a mid-season
meeting when Memphis was
ranked No. 1 and Tennessee
was No. 2. Gonzaga also won a
tough road game at Saint
Joseph’s University last season
and downed UConn in the
Boston Garden.

“People also don't realize
how tough our conference is,”
Few said. “This schedule also
prepares for some hostile road
games in our conference. | think
the WCC made some great
strides toward parity last
season when you look at what
Saint Mary’s and USD did, and
both of those teams return
everybody. It's going to be
another war in our conference.”

Saint Mary’s and San Diego
were both in the WCC title hunt
until late in the season when
Gonzaga downed SMC on the
final weekend of the regular
season. The Bulldogs finished a
game ahead of the Gaels and
two up on San Diego.

Few thinks the pieces of the
puzzle are in place for this team
to have an outstanding season.

“This could be a special
season, but we have to
maintain our focus. Our teams
have always done a good job of
buying into our system. This
team is no different.

“We have the players who
are committed to take this
program to the next level, and
the newcomers will adapt well
into what we are trying to
accomplish at Gonzaga.”

It's all about depth.
