Directions to Laker Indoor Turf Building: 

Directions from the south:  

From 131 North, take I-196 West to exit 75 Lake MI Drive. Stay on Lake 
MI Dr. for 15 minutes. GV will be on your left hand side. Turn into 
campus staying in the right hand lane. Curve around to the right and turn 
left at the first street. Come to the first stop sign and you will see the 
Laker Turf on your right hand side. Park in the lot to your left. 

Directions from the north: 

From 131 South, take I-196 West to exit 75 Lake MI Drive. Stay on Lake 
MI Dr. for 15 minutes. GV will be on your left hand side. Turn into 
campus staying in the right hand lane. Curve around to the right and turn 
left at the first street. Come to the first stop sign and you will see the 
Laker Turf on your right hand side. Park in the lot to your left. 

Directions from the east: 

96 West to I-196 West to exit 75 MI Drive. Stay on Lake MI Dr. for 15 
minutes. GV will be on your left hand side. Turn into campus staying in 
the right hand lane. Curve around to the right and turn left at the first 
street. Come to the first stop sign and you will see the Laker Turf on 
your right hand side. Park in the lot to your left. 

Directions from the west: 

I-196 East to exit 55 (Zeeland). Turn left off the exit. Continue following 
signs to Grand Valley State University. Turn right on Chicago Drive. 
Turn left on 48th Ave. Continue on 48th for approx. 10 minutes. Turn 
right into campus (golf course on left hand side). Come to the stop lights 
and turn left. The indoor facility will be on your left hand side. Park in 
the lots to your right.
