MSTATE 88-65 AGAINST CONFERENCE USA FOES

Entering Saturday's showdown against Houston, the Bulldogs are 88-
65 against the 12 teams that currently comprise Conference USA. The
Bulldogs have faced nine of the league foes and have never squared off
against Central Florida, SMU and UTEP.

The last time MSU battled a C-USA member was last year in the sec-
ond round of the NCAA Tournamaent when it dropped a hardd-fought 77-
74 decision to eventual runner-up Memphis in Little Rock, Ark.

The most common team out of C-USA MSU has faced is Tulane. The
Bulldogs are 54-37 against the Green Wave, but the two haven't played
sinc Dec. 27, 2003, when State claimed a 72-50 victory in New Orleans

MSU AIMS FOR CONTINUED NON-CONFERENCE SUCCESS

Including last year's 11-7 ledger against non-conference foes,
Mississippi State has now compiled a dominant 119-38 (.758) record
against non-conference opponents during the Rick Stansbury era (since
1998-99), including a 111-30 (.787) regular-season mark versus non-
league foes.

DECEMBER AND HOME DOMINANCE UNDER STANSBURY

Including last year's 5-2 December record, the Bulldogs are 64-15
(-810) in the month of December since Rick Stansbury was named head
coach.

Dating back to the 1987-88 season when Richard Williams was over-
seeing the program, Mississippi State owns a composite ledger of 122-39
(-758) in December.

At home, MSU has put together a 128-30 (.810) mark at Humphrey
Coliseum under Stanshury's guidance, including a 60-20 (.750) SEC
record and 68-10 (.872) ledger at home against non-conference foes.

The Bulldogs, who are 6-2 this year, had their nine-game winning streak
at the Hump last week against Charlotte but have still won 14 out of the
last 17. Prior to the setback against the 49ers, MSU's last loss on its home
floor came on Feb. 2, 2008, against Tennessee, 76-71. The Volunteers
entered the game 18-2 and ranked No. 7 nationally.

MISSISSIPPI STATE’S RECORD WHEN . . .

During the Rick Stansbury era of Mississippi State hoops, the
Bulldogs are: 173-25 when leading at halftime (8-0 this year); 153-31
when shooting 45 percent or better from the field (7-1); 178-57 when the
opposition shoots less than 45 percent from the field (8-4); 179-67 when
out-rebounding or tying the opponent (6-1); and 133-25 when holding the
opponent to 65 points or less (5-2).

NOW THAT HAS A FAMILIAR RING

Last year, the Bulldogs led the Southeastern Conference in scoring
defense (65.5), field goal percentage defense (.370), rebounding offense
(40.7) and blocked shots (7.85).

Compared to their 13 games this season, the statistical numbers are
quite similiar. So far, MSU is yielding just 64.5 points on just 36.7 percent
shooting from the floor and grabbing 40.5 rebounds to go along with its
128 hlocked shots. Jarvis Varnado, who led the nation a year ago with a
school-record 157 blocks, has 78.

MSU’S HIGHS VERSUS THE REST OF THE SEC

There are several ‘high total marks’ Mississippi State finds itself ranked
in the Top 5 in the SEC.

The Bulldogs’ 102 points against North Alabama is fourth best, with
Tennessee tops with its 114 it put up against Chattanooga. State’s 41-
point margin of victory against the Lions is fifth. South Carolina is first
thanks to its 90-43 thumping of N.C. Central.

And while LSU’s 16 blocked shots against Alcorn State leads the SEC,
the Bulldogs own the next four spots with 15 against Centenary and
Fairleigh Dickinson, 13 against North Alabama and the 12 they collected
against Louisiana-Monroe.

W Mississippi State played in its
first overtime game of the season
last Tuesday against San Diego,
losing 64-61. Last year, the
Bulldogs were 2-1 in OT affairs,
beating South Carolina and
Alabama and losing to Vanderbilt.
The win against Alabama came in
the quarterfinals of the SEC
Tournament in Atlanta, which was
interrupted due to a tornado that
struck the Georgia Dome.
M The Bulldogs have already suf-
fered two home losses this sea-
son (Charlotte and San Diego),
nearly matching last year’s total of
three. The most home losses with
Rick Stansbury at the helm came
in the 2005-06 season when State
had five. The fewest came in
2001-02 when MSU had just one
- Georgia (86-68). State hasn't
lost two straight at home since los-
ing to Florida and South Carolina
in 2006-07.
M Winning games that are tele-
vised has been cumbersome for
Mississippi State this season, as it
has lost all four outings. The
Bulldogs are on the tube again
Saturday against Houston, as well
as on Monday when Western
Kentucky visits. Both will be aired
by CSS. Their SEC opener at
Arkansas will also be on TV, Fox
Sports South. All-time, MSU is
157-190 in televised games.
W There have been 56 double-
doubles recorded so far in the
SEC this year. Mississippi State’s
Jarvis Varnado has accounted for
five, the third-most in the SEC.
Kentucky's  Patrick Patterson
leads the league with eight, while
Arkansas’ Michael Washington is
second with six.
B On a national scene, MSU
ranks 12th in FG percentage
defense (36.2) and tops in
blocked shots per game (10.2).
Individually, Varnado leads the
country in blocked shots (6.0), is
10th in FG percentage (64.8) and
20th in rebounds per game (10.1).
W There have been 59 double-
doubles recorded in the SEC and
Jarvis Varnado is third with five.
Kentucky's Patrick Patterson is
tops with eight, while Arkansas’
Michael Washington is second
with six.

In the 2008 Southeastern Conference media poll, Mississippi
State, the two-time defending Western Division champions,
was picked to finish fourth in the West behind Alabama, LSU
and Ole Miss, respectively. From an individual standpoint,
Bulldogs junior forward Jarvis Varnado was named first-team
All-SEC by the league coaches, while the media voted him
second-team back in October. Nationally, true freshman Dee
Bost of Concord, N.C., was tabbed honorable mention fresh-
man All-American by CollegeHoops.net.

In the season’s first of two exhibition contests,
Mississippi State rode a double-double performance from
junior Jarvis Varnado to take care of visiting Montevallo 88-
59 at Humphrey Coliseum.

Varnado, the reigning National Defensive Player of the
Year, recorded 17 points on 7-0f-9 shooting from the floor to
go along with his game-high 12 rebounds. He also blocked
eight shots after leading the nation in blocked shots a year
ago with 157. Sophomore Ravern Johnson led all scorers
on the night with an 8-0f-14 performance from the field for
a total of 19 points, while freshman Romero Osby pitched
in the team’s second double-double with 10 points and 11
boards. Dee Bost scored 13 points and handed out seven
assists to just three turnovers in the win.

Junior guards Marcus Lancaster and Freddy Little led
Montevallo in scoring with 10 points apiece on a collective
8-0f-25 shooting performance, while junior forward Nate
Flowers led the squad in rebounding with nine boards.

Ranking second nationally in team field-goal percentage
defense last year, the Bulldogs followed suit by holding
Montevallo to just 23-of-71 shooting from the floor for a
32.6% mark. Also specializing in blocks as a team by rank-
ing second nationally in that category a year ago, MSU
swatted 13 shots on the evening.
