Houston’s 19 regular-season victories are the most regular season victories since
the 1989-90 season.

The Cougars also completed an undefeated season at home going 13-0. The last
time Houston went unbeaten at home was a 12-0 mark registered during the 1989-
90 season.

Houston has a 19-12 (.613) record all-time in the Conference USA Tournament.
The Cougars lone league championship came in 1998 when the tournament was
held in Houston.

The Cougars have won its last five opening matches at the tournament and have
made the semifinals in each of the last three seasons.

Kami Miller is No. 7 all-time in program history in career singles victories. She
enters the Conference USA Tournament with a 95-35 mark and is two wins shy of
moving into the No. 6 hole.

Miller is 27-6 this season and has registered a .818 winning percentage. That’s
good enough for No. 4 all-time in program history.

In doubles action, Miller teams with Yolandi Terblanche. The duo has gone 13-1
in the spring with its lone setback coming at LSU on March 1.

Miller and Terblanche opened the season by winning the Flight #1 Doubles title at
the FSU Fall Classic. The .941 winning percentage is the best in program history.
The Cougars have won the doubles point in 17 of 22 matches in which doubles
were played.
