Advisement Fact Sheet

1. Summer and Fall 2011 Registration for student-athletes begins March 29.

2. ALL student-athletes must see their college/major advisor.

3. Athletic advisement with the people listed below (or any other advisor in
your college) can start the fourth week of the semester. You can see your
advisor any time after the fourth week. You MUST see an advisor by March
18™ . Sheets must be returned to your athletic advisor or the coach by this
date (3/18).

4. 1f you plan to take summer classes at another school, see Sam or
Shannon BEFORE signing up for classes at that school.

5. When calling to make the appointment for Advising, identify yourself as a
student-athlete.

6. Call your college today to make an appointment.

7. On Monday, March 28, a registration hold will be put on any athlete’s record
who has not returned the advising sheet.

8. The hold will be removed when the athlete meets with the advisor.

9. If you are in one college and plan to switch to another college, you
MUST see Shannon or Sam. Your athletic eligibility could be at stake.

10. Contact Sam (3-4303) or Shannon (3-9745) if you have any questions.
