HEAD COACH
JIMMY COLLINS

Head Coach Jimmy Collins is in his sixth
season at the helm of the UIC men’s
basketball program. During his tenure with
the Flames, Collins has compiled a record of
85-91 and earned co-conference coach of
the year honors in 1997, his first season at
UIC. Collins, who previously served 13 years
as an assistant coach under Lou Henson at
Illinois where he helped lead the Illini to the
1989 Final Four, guided the Flames to their
most successful season in school history in
1998. During the campaign, UIC posted 22
wins en route to a share of the conference
regular season title and its first-ever
appearance in the NCAA Tournament. Collins,
a former first-round pick of the Chicago Bulls,
enjoyed a standout playing career at New
Mexico State where he averaged 20.1 ppg
as an Aggie. He earned All-American honors
as a senior after leading New Mexico State
to the Final Four.

FOLLOWING THE FLAMES:
UIC made it an all-Chicago final on Sunday night with its 79-68 triumph over #2
Detroit in the semifinals of the 2002 Horizon League Championship. The Flames
came out of the lockeroom soaring, jumping out to a quick 16-3 lead behind 10
points from senior Jordan Kardos and six from senior Cory Little. The Titans
would never get any closer than six as UIC held them to just 33% shooting
from the field. Kardos led the Flames with a game-high 24 points while Little
collected his second career double-double with 11 points and a career-high 11
rebounds. Sophomore Cedrick Banks, who did a stellar job in defending Detroit’s
Greg Grays, also chipped in with 17 points and five rebounds. The Flames will
now make their first title game appearance since 1997.

A FIRST FOR TWO FAMILIAR TEAMS:
The 2002 Horizon League Tournament title meeting between UIC and Loyola
marks the first time the two teams have ever met in the postseason.

FLAMES IN THE POSTSEASON:
With its two wins so far in the tourney,  UIC now owns a 17-17 all-time record
in postseason conference tournament action. Under sixth-year head coach Jimmy
Collins, the Flames are 5-4 in tournament action, including a trip to the tournament
final in 1997 - a game UIC lost to Butler, 69-68.

LIFE AS THE SIXTH SEED:
When UIC downed Detroit, 79-68, on Sunday night in the 2002 Horizon League
Tournament semifinals, they became just the second sixth-seed to advance to
the title game in the 23 years of the event. In 1988, sixth-seeded Detroit upset
#3 Saint Louis, 69-66, then took out #2 Evansville in the semifinals, 75-74, to
reach the title game. The Titans, however, fell to #1 Xavier in the championship
game, 122-96.

POSTSEASON RECOGNITION:
UIC’s prized rookie duo of Cedrick Banks and Martell Bailey were both honored
on Wednesday morning as the Horizon League announced its all-league teams.
Banks earned a spot on the All-Horizon League Second Team and Horizon League
All-Newcomer Team. Bailey, meanwhile, joined Banks by garnering all-newcomer
team accolades. The team leader in scoring (13.9 ppg), Banks ranks third on
the squad in rebounding (4.6 rpg) and assists (2.0 apg). He broke double figures
in scoring in 22 of UIC’s 31 games and went over the 20-point plateau on seven
occasions. Bailey enjoyed a standout newcomer season at the point guard
position, averaging a team-best 4.8 assists per game. He ranked second in the
Horizon League in category and his 152 helpers is the 10th-best effort in UIC
single-season history.

Outlook:
Predicted to finish in the cellar in the Horizon League this season, Loyola has
proved the prognosticators wrong by finishing fourth in the league and advanacing
all the way to the title game of the postseason tournament. On the floor, the
Ramblers are paced by junior David Bailey, older brother of UIC’s Martell Bailey.
David, an All-Horizon League First Team member, is averaging over 20 points
per game while he also leads the team in assists and steals. Loyola also gets
plenty of help on the boards from Ryan Blankson, who is averaging over 10
rebounds per contest.

THE SERIES:
(UIC leads 16-8)
UIC, which split the regular season series with Loyola, still owns the edge in the
all-time series, having taken 16 of the 24 prior meetings between the two
schools. The Flames have done well versus the Ramblers under head coach
Jimmy Collins, going 9-3 against Loyola under his guidance.

LAST TIME WE MET:
UIC 76, Loyola 63
Feb. 12, 2002 * UIC Pavilion
Sophomore Cedrick Banks scored all of his team-high 20 points in the second
half to UIC  to a 76-63  victory over cross-town rival Loyola in front of a season-
best 5,793 at the UIC Pavilion. Banks, who was 5-of-6 from the field with four
three-pointers after intermission, paced a key 17-3 UIC run in the second half,
tallying nine points and two assists in the spurt that gave the Flames a 16-point
lead, 57-41, with 7:33 remaining. The Flames went to another level on the
boards as well, outrebounding the Ramblers 54-41, including gathering 20
offensive boards. Senior Thor Solverson led the way with a career-high tying
12 while fellow senior Cory Little posted his first career double-double with 13
points and 10 caroms. Sophomore Martell Bailey (10 points, 8 assists) and
Jon-Pierre Mitchom (10 points, 4 rebounds) also had strong outings for UIC.

BANKS LOVES LOYOLA:
While the brother match-up of David and Martell has gotten most of the publicity
in the two prior tilts between UIC and Loyola, it has actually been Flames
sophomore Cedrick Banks, a former teammate of both at Westinghouse High
School, that has done most of the damage. In the regular season meetings,
Banks has averaged 26.0 points, 8.0 rebounds at 2.5 assists per game while
shooting 64% from the field and 78% from three-point range.

CB’S TAKING OVER:
Sophomore Cedrick Banks has been UIC’s offensive go-to guy all season and
has truly shown it in his last five outings, averaging 20.2 points and 6.6 rebounds
per game. He tabbed team highs with 20 points and nine rebounds in the
Flames’ win over UWM on Saturday, then he backed that up with a 17-point,
five-rebound effort in UIC’s triumph over Detroit in the tournament semifinals.
Banks leads the team in scoring at 13.9 ppg while he is third in rebounding at
4.6 rpg.

COLLINS AMONG UIC’S BEST:
With the Flames’ win over Youngstown State on Jan. 21, UIC Head Coach
Jimmy Collins moved into fourth in the UIC record books for career coaching
victories with 78, passing former Flames coach Tom Meyer (1977-83).

The 6-foot-8, 215-pound wing player helped the
Jaguars to the 2001 Region 24 championship and a fourth-place finish in the
NJCAA Nation Tournament. Petrusic (6-foot-10, 240lb.) is at Treasure Valley
Community College in Ontario, Ore., where he averaged 12 points and eight
rebounds per game last season.

     Chicago, Ill. - Preseason expectations were high
for head coach Jimmy Collins and the UIC men’s
basketball team.

- On the eve of Thanksgiving,
the UIC men’s basketball team feasted on St.
Joseph’s (Ind.) College, carving up the Pumas
for a 96-53 victory in front of 2,215 fans at
the UIC Pavilion.
     Sophomore forward Armond Williams led
UIC with 14 points and seven rebounds, while
teammates Jonathan Schneiderman (11 points,
3-for-3 3PT FG) and Jordan Kardos  (10 points,
2-for-2 3PT FG) each turned in solid
performances.
     With the win, the Flames improve to 2-0
on the season while the Pumas, the 20th
ranked team in Division II, fall to 0-2. This is
the first time UIC has enjoyed a 2-0 start to a
campaign since the 1997-98 season in which
the Flames started 3-0 and eventually earned
a share of the conference regular-season title
and their first-ever trip to the NCAA
Tournament.

     UIC’s 43-point triumph was its most
lopsided since the 1987-88 season when they
downed Northeastern Illinois, 108-66. Each
player on the roster, including the walk-ons,
scored for the Flames on Wednesday night.
     “We’ve been on the other side of games
like this before,” UIC head coach Jimmy Collins
said. “It was nice that we were able to give
everyone a chance to play tonight.”

     Chicago, Illinois - Much of the preseason hype
this year regarding the UIC men’s basketball team
has revolved around prized recruits, sophomores
Cedrick Banks and Martell Bailey.
      On this night, though, it was two of head coach
Jimmy Collins’ original recruits, senior’s Cory Little
and Thor Solverson, that helped guide the Flames
to a nail-biting 64-61 victory over Evansville in front
of 2,509 at the UIC Pavilion.

     The Flames (3-0) trailed the Purple Aces (1-3)
by six points, 59-53, with 4:54 left when Little took
control.
     The 6-foot-5 forward splashed in a jumper to
pull UIC to within four. Then after Solverson split a
pair of free throws to cut the lead to three, Little
scored five unanswered points, giving the Flames a
61-59 advantage.
     Evansville would narrow the lead down again on
a pair of free throws by Clint Cuffle, but Solverson
got the Flames back up by four, turning a nifty pass
from Jonathan Schneiderman into a three-point play
for a 64-61 lead that would stand.
     The Purple Aces would get one final look at the
basket, as Jordan Watson, who had made five
previous three-pointers, saw his trifecta attempt go
long as time expired.
     Watson led Evansville with a game-high 17 points
while Clint Cuffle added 14 and Ian Hanavan
chippped in with 11.
     Banks was the other Flame to finish in double
figures, recording 11 points on the night. Martell
Bailey was limited to just 12 minutes of action after
injuring his tailbone in the second half.
   “Tonight’s game was one of those games you learn
a lot from,” Collins said after the contest. “I guess
you play a well coached team with players that come
out and play hard, to win is good.”
     With the win, UIC is now 3-0 for the first time
since the 1997-98 season in which the Flames
shared the regular-season conference title and made
their first-ever NCAA Tournament appearance.

     Carbondale, Ill. – The UIC men’s basketball team
found life away from the Pavilion to be less than
hospitable Thursday night, falling 76-68 in its road
debut at Southern Illinois.
     In front of 3,592 hostile fans at SIU Arena, the
Flames (3-1) fell behind early and never took the
lead from the Salukis (5-1), shooting a season-low

    Norfolk, Va. – The UIC men’s basketball team
held Old Dominion leading scorer Ricardo Marsh to
just two points through the first 27 minutes of
Saturday night’s game at ODU Fieldhouse.

    Chicago, Ill. – After a week of hitting the books
for final exams, the UIC men’s basketball team was
back on the floor Saturday afternoon as they rolled
to a 93-53 victory over North Central College (Ill.)

Chicago, Ill. – The University of Illinois at
Chicago men’s basketball team struggled through a
physical Horizon League tilt at the UIC Pavilion
Saturday afternoon, falling 83-69 to visiting
Cleveland State.

Banks
wasn’t alone in his struggles, though, as back-up
guards Jon-Pierre Mitchom and Aaron Carr were also
held scoreless, combining to go 0-for-11 from the
field.

Cleveland State held UIC to a season-low 30%
shooting in the contest, while the Vikings finished
at a 57% shooting clip, including a blistering 73%
from the field in the second stanza.

25-12 over the final 10 minutes, though, to take a
30-25 lead into intermission.

After Loyola had built an eight-point cushion
midway though the second half, Collins’ crew would
pull to within a basket, 50-48, following a one-man
6-0 run by Cedrick Banks.

That would be as close as the Flames would
get, though, as a quick 11-2 spurt by the Ramblers,
keyed by six points from David Bailey and a technical
foul on UIC’s Jordan Kardos, put Loyola ahead to
stay, 63-52, with 6:04 remaining.

     Detroit, Mich. – The UIC men’s basketball team
fell short in its bid to snap Detroit’s NCAA-best home
court winning streak on Thursday night, falling to
the host Titans, 74-67.
     The win was Detroit’s 39th-straight at Calihan
Hall and improved the Titans to 12-9 overall this
season, 6-3 in the Horizon League. The Flames
dropped to 13-10, 4-5 in league play with the loss.
     Greg Grays and Willie Green proved to be a deadly
one-two punch for UDM with the duo combining
for 49 points and 12 rebounds. The tandem
seemingly took turns attacking the Flames’ defense
as Grays tallied 17 of his game-high 28 points in
the first half, before Green hit for 14 of his 21 points
in the second stanza to pace the Titans.
     UIC, which entered the game as the second-best
three-point shooting team in the country, used the
trifecta to stay within striking distance of UDM. The
Flames splashed in a season-best 13 three-pointers
in the game while shooting 48% from behind the
arc.
     Senior Cory Little, who finished with a career-
high 18 points, led UIC’s outside barrage, knocking
down a six-pack of triples while senior Jordan Kardos
(20 points) netted five three-pointers. Sophomore
Martell Bailey set up the Flames’ attack, finishing
with a career-high 13 assists.
     UIC’s hot shooting helped them erase a seven-
point halftime deficit to tie the game 43-43 with
15:43 left on a trey by Kardos.
     The Titans would put the clamps down on the
Flames, though, going on a 14-2 run over the next
six minutes to take a commanding 57-45 lead. Green
paced the spurt with 10 of Detroit’s 14 points.
     UIC did welcome the return of senior center Thor
Solverson to the lineup after missing two games
with a sprained knee. Solverson was limited in his
effectiveness, being held scoreless and without a
rebound in 29 minutes. Sophomore Cedrick Banks
would lead the Flames, who were outrebounded 38-
21 in the game, with seven boards.
     UIC Head Coach Jimmy Collins did not make
the trip to Detroit due to illness. Associate Head
Coach Mark Coomes directed the Flames versus the
Titans on Thursday.

     Cleveland, Ohio – The UIC men’s basketball team
dug itself a hole it could never climb out of on
Saturday afternoon, falling 76-70 to host Cleveland
State in a physical Horizon League match-up.
     After trailing by as many as 17 points in the first
10 minutes of the game, the Flames (13-11, 4-6
Horizon League) would twice trim the lead to three
in the second half, but would get no closer as the
Vikings staved off the comeback bid.
     “We dug ourselves a hole and expended a lot of
energy just trying to dig ourselves out” UIC Head
Coach Jimmy Collins said after the game.
     “You can’t beat a team when they shoot 54
percent and you shoot 35.”
     UIC senior Jordan Kardos did his best to carry
his team back versus the Vikings, scoring 21 of his
career-high 27 points in the second half.

     Chicago, Ill. - UIC’s contest with UW-Green Bay
on Saturday afternoon had all the makings of what
college coaches and fans fear most, the let down
game.
     The Flames were coming in off a buzzer-beater
triumph over league-leading UW-Milwaukee on
Thursday night and hosting a Phoenix squad they
had rolled past a month earlier on the road.
    Three minutes into the game things definitely
seemed to be pointed in UWGB’s favor as they came
out firing to a quick 11-2 lead.

     Despite shooting a paltry 28 percent in the first-
half, UIC closed out the opening frame with a 28-

   UW-Green Bay center Greg Babcock scored a
game-high 21 points for the Phoenix, while Aaron
Jessup (13 points) and Devante Blanks (12 points)
each turned in impressive efforts for the Phoenix.

     Indianapolis, Ind. - Hinkle Fieldhouse continued
to be a house of horrors for the UIC men’s basketball
team on Saturday afternoon as they dropped their
ninth straight decision in the arena with an 85-61
loss to host Butler.

The Flames wrapped up the regular season with
a Horizon League record of 8-8, 17-13 overall, which
will make them the sixth-seed at next weekend’s
league tournament in Cleveland, Ohio. The Bulldogs
(25-4, 12-4 Horizon League), meanwhile, will be the
top seed after securing their third-straight regular-
season league title.

Senior Rylan Hainje drove four Butler starters in
double figures with a game-high 21 points. Fellow
senior Thomas Jackson added 12 points, seven
rebounds and seven assists for the Bulldogs, who
shot 50% from the field in the contest.

UIC was paced by sophomores Cedrick Banks
and Martell Bailey. Banks tallied a team-high 19 points
and seven rebounds while Bailey chipped in with 15
points, 14 of which came in the second half.

Banks actually had the Flames rolling early,
scoring 12 points in the first six minutes to stake
UIC to a 14-12 lead at the 14:02 mark.

Butler would turn up the defensive pressure,
though, holding UIC without a field goal for the next
11:20. The Flames would trail by five, 32-27 with
2:40 remaining in the half when Jonathan
Schneiderman ended the drought with a long three-
pointer.

Unfortunately for UIC, they would not tally
another field goal the rest of the period as the
Bulldogs closed the half on a 8-1 run to take a 12-
point lead (40-28) into intermission. Hainje capped
the surge with a fall-away three-pointer at the first-
half horn.

Butler then put the game out of reach in the
first two minutes of the second half, going on a 9-2
spurt to take a 19-point lead they would never
relinquish.

   Cleveland, Ohio – The sixth-seeded UIC men’s
basketball team continued a day of upsets at the
2002 Horizon League Championship as they took
out #3 UW-Milwaukee, 75-63, in the final quarterfinal
fame of the day at the CSU Convocation Center.
     With the win, the Flames (18-13) advanced to
tomorrow’s semifinal round where they will meet

     “It was a great win for us,” UIC Head Coach
Jimmy Collins stated after the game. “We played
very well down the stretch to beat a good ballclub.”
     UIC trailed the Panthers by nine (58-49) with
7:38 left, but the Flames would close out the game
on a 25-6 run to earn the win.
     Cedrick Banks, who was one of eight different
players to score in the final surge, gave UIC its first
lead of the second half, 62-61, with a left-handed
floater with 1:55 left. Following a Panther misfire,
junior Jonathan Schneiderman hit perhaps the shot
of the game with a three-pointer from the right
baseline to give the Flames a four-point lead with
90 seconds remaining.
     UIC would then hold off any UWM comeback
hopes by converting all eight of their free throw
attempts in the final minute.
     Banks led the Flames with a game-high 20 points
and nine rebounds. Sophomore Martell Bailey added
12 points while senior Jon-Pierre Mitchom chipped
in with 10.
     UIC’s biggest spark, though, came off the bench
from junior Kyle Kickert. In 18 minutes on the floor,
Kickert tallied seven points and corralled nine boards,
including six offensive rebounds. His inside play

     Cleveland, Ohio -It’s an All-Chicago showdown
in the Horizon League Men’s Basketball Finals.
     The University of Illinois at Chicago men’s
basketball team defeated Detroit, 79-68, in the
Horizon League semifinals on Sunday evening at the
Cleveland State Convocation Center.
     The victory will mark UIC’s first appearance in
the conference finals since the 1997 season when
Butler edged the Flames, 63-62, in head coach
Jimmy Collins’ first season.

The Flames also received solid performances from
sophomores forward Cedrick Banks (17 points, 5
rebounds) and Martell Bailey (13 points, 7 assists).
     UIC shot a blistering 51 percent (23-for-45) from
the field, while Detroit (18-13) was held to 33
percent (23-for-70). The Titans’ potent trio of Willie
Green (17 points), Terrell Riggs (16 points, 11
rebounds) and Greg Grays (10 points) shot a
combined 15-for-51 from the field.
     Kardos (10 points) and Little (6 points) got things
rolling for UIC early on as they combined for 16
points to give the Flames a 16-3 lead at the 14:39
mark of the first half. UIC extended that lead to 39-
25 as they headed into the intermission.
     “Tonight Martell (Bailey) was penetrating and I
think Detroit just fell asleep,” Kardos said. “I just
got some good looks and I pulled the trigger.”
    Detroit would not go away quietly as Green scored
six points to lead a 13-3 run by the Titans as they
pulled to within 50-44 with 10:25 left in the ball
game.
     UIC, however, countered with a 9-1 run of their
own, which was capped off with a clutch three-
pointer from Little at the top of the key to give the
Flames a 57-45 lead and put the game out of reach
for Detroit.
