Rambler Notes: Loyola will seek its fourth straight trip to the Horizon League Tournament semifinals. The Ram-
blers advanced to the quarterfinals after defeating Milwaukee, 57-51, in a first round game at the Panthers’ U.S.
Cellular Arena on Tuesday night. Junior guard J.R. Blount, who scored a game-high 23 points on Tuesday against
Milwaukee, is the Horizon League's fifth-best scorer at 15.4 points per game.

UIC AND LOYOLA, THE SERIES:

UIC leads the all-time series over Loyola, 26-13. The Flames have won four of the last five against the Ramblers,
including both regular season meetings this year. Loyola holds a 2-1 advantage in conference tournament games
against UIC after defeating the Flames in their two quarterfinal meetings in the last three years.

SEASON SERIES RECAP:

UIC 78, Loyola 68 (20T) - Jan. 12, 2008 (UIC Pavilion)

Another classic tooth-and-nail battle between UIC and Loyola took place on Jan. 12, as the two crosstown rivals
needed a pair of overtime periods before the Flames pulled away with a 78-68 victory at the UIC Pavilion. Josh
Mayo scored a team-high 20 points, followed by 19 points from Karl White Jr. Scott VanderMeer notched a
double-double with 13 points and 15 rebounds to go along with four blocks in 46 minutes of work for the 7-foot
center. The Ramblers led throughout the first half, as J.R. Blount scored 15 points on 6-for-10 shooting in the first
20 minutes of the contest to take a 25-23 advantage into intermission. The Flames, who shot just 34.5 percent
(10-for-29) before the break, battled back behind the offensive efforts of White, who scored 13 of his 19 points in
the final period before fouling out. UIC used a 7-2 run, capped by a Tori Boyd three from the top of the arc, to go
ahead 47-41 with 7:45 remaining. The Flames nursed their advantage through most of what remained in regula-
tion, holding a 56-53 lead with 16 seconds left. Blount would then hit a game-tying trey with just a few ticks left
that sent the game to overtime. The first overtime period did nothing to break the deadlock, but a 7-0 run by the
Flames, rounded out by Robert Bush'’s three-point shot, in the first 2:49 of the second 0T gave UIC the lead for
good.

UIC 60, Loyola 55 - Feb. 9, 2008 (Gentile Center)

Josh Mayo scored 18 of his game-high 21 points in the second half as UIC held on for a 60-55 Horizon League
victory over Loyola at the Gentile Center.The Flames led most of the game, taking their largest lead after Mayo hit
a three with 47 seconds left in the opening period to put UIC up 28-17 heading into halftime. Loyola twice pulled
within three points late in the second stanza, the last time on Andy Polka’s tip-in to cut UIC’s margin to 50-47
with 3:08 left. Spencer Stewart answered with a three-pointer, and the Flames went 7-for-8 from the free throw
line in the final 1:09 to hold on for the victory. Karl White Jr. had 11 points off the bench, while Scott VanderMeer
pulled down 14 rebounds.

HOW WE GOT HERE:

2008 Horizon League Tournament First Round

UIC 70, Youngstown State 59 - Mar. 4, 2008 (UIC Pavilion)

UIC rode a hot-shooting first half to build a lead it would never relinquish in a 70-59 victory over Youngstown
State in the first round of the 2008 Horizon League Tournament at the UIC Pavilion on Tuesday night. UIC shot
58.3 percent (14-for-24) from the field in the opening period, using a 10-0 run that took less than two minutes in
the early stages of the game to build a lead that would expand to as much as 16 entering the break. The Flames
would lead by as many as 19 points just four minutes into the second half before Youngstown State would begin
to chip away. The Penguins chopped their deficit to nine with just under four minutes remaining, but UIC pulled
away with a 7-2 spurt that quelled the YSU comeback attempt. Robert Bush scored a team-high 14 points, while
Scott VanderMeer had his third double-digit rebounding effort against the Penguins with 13 boards.

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WHAT'S UP NEXT:
A UIC win on Friday would send the Flames to a semifinal showdown with top-seeded Butler at Hinkle Fieldhouse
on Saturday, March 8 at 6:30 p.m. EST.

FIRST ROUND SUCCESS:

After UIC's 70-59 win over Youngstown State on March 4, the Flames moved to 4-0 all-time in opening round
games in the Horizon League Tournament since their inception in 2003. The Flames defeated Cleveland State
(84-65) in 2005, Wright State (77-64) in 2006 and Milwaukee (83-77) in 2007. All four of UIC's first round games
have heen played at the UIC Pavilion.

A COMMON THEME:

UIC has won at least one game in each of the last seven Horizon League Tournaments (2002-2008), tied for the
longest active streak in the league. The only other team to have won a game in each year during that span is
Loyola.

UIC AND LOYOLA IN THE POSTSEASON:
The Flames and the Ramblers have met in the Horizon League Tournament on three prior occasions:
2002 Horizon League Tournament Championship (Cleveland, Ohio) - No. 6 UIC 76, No. 5 Loyola 75 (OT)

2007 Horizon League Tournament Quarterfinals (Dayton, Ohio) - No. 3 Loyola 66, No. 6 UIC 62

KEEP THE WINS COMING:

UIC’s win over Youngstown on March 4 gave the Flames their 17th victory of the year, the most wins since a
24-8 campaign in 2003-04. It also ensures that the Flames will finish at least two games above .500, giving UIC
its sixth winning season in the last seven years.

MAYO AN ALL-HORIZON LEAGUE FIRST TEAMER:

It was no surprise that junior guard Josh Mayo was chosen for the All-Horizon League First Team that was
unveiled on Monday, Mar. 3. The UIC standout has been one of the Horizon League’s best players all season

long, scoring 17.5 points per game to rank second on the league’s scoring charts and hitting 48.4 percent of his
three-point field goal attempts to stand fifth in the country in three-point accuracy. He is also sixth in the league in
assists per game (3.35 apg), eighth in steals (1.26 spg) and third in free throw percentage (84.3 percent).

VANDERMEER IS VERY DEFENSIVE:

For the second straight season junior center Scott VanderMeer was named to the Horizon League’s All-Defensive
Team. Last year VanderMeer set the school and league records for blocked shots with 111 swatted attempts,
and this year the 7-footer has continued his ways of rejection with 82 blocks in 31 games, breaking the school’s
career blocks record in the process at 193 and counting. He is averaging a league-leading 2.65 blocked shots per
game. VanderMeer has had at least two blocks in each of the last three games.

ONE OF THE BEST BEYOND THE ARC:

UIC remains one of the nation’s most accurate three-point shooting teams according to the most recent NCAA
Division | statistical rankings released on Monday, Mar. 3. The Flames own the country’s 12th-best percentage
from behind the three-point line at 40.0 percent (228-for-570).

JOSH NEAR THE TOP OF THE NATIONAL CHARTS:

UIC's main deep threat is junior guard Josh Mayo. Mayo currently ranks fifth among all NCAA Division | players
in individual three-point field goal percentage, making 48.4 percent (92-for-190) of his attempts from downtown.
Mayo led the nation in three-point accuracy for six straight weeks from Jan. 10 until Feb. 21.

THE THREE-BALL A GOOD GAUGE FOR SUCCESS:

Much of UIC’s success in the win-loss column has been contingent on its success shooting the basketball from be-
yond the three-point arc. In 17 wins the Flames have shot 46.3 percent (138-for-298) from behind the three-point
line, while UIC has posted a 33.1 (90-for-272) three-point field goal percentage in 14 defeats.

SCOTT A DOUBLE DIPPER:

Scott VanderMeer has dabbled in the art of the double-double this season. On Saturday the junior center regis-
tered his sixth double-double of the season with 17 points and 13 rebounds against Milwaukee. One of his double-
doubles came against Loyola when he scored 13 points and grabbed 15 rebounds in a UIC win on Jan. 12.

WHITE A SECOND-HALF HERO:

Senior guard Karl White Jr. gave big offensive performances after intermission in both of the Flames’ last two
regular season games. Against Green Bay on Feb. 28, White scored 11 of his 13 total points in the second half,
including five in the final 18 seconds of the game to help the Flames erase a seven-point deficit with under a min-
ute remaining. On Mar. 1 at Milwaukee, White tallied all 14 of his points in the final stanza. Of the 13.5 ppg he
averaged in UIC’s pair of contests last week, White averaged 12.5 of those points in the game’s final 20 minutes.

THREE YEARS OF DOUBLE-DIGIT PRODUCTION IN ONE SEASON:

Karl White Jr. entered the 2007-08 season with a career-high point output of 17 that was set as a rookie in the
2004-05 campaign. White had only scored in double figures on 12 occasions in 70 games prior to this year. He
has already scored in double figures 12 times through 29 games this season, including nine times in his last 19
appearances, and has posted 19 or more points on four occasions.

FLAMES IN CONFERENCE TOURNAMENTS:
UIC is 25-21 all-time in conference tournament play and 14-11 all-time in the Horizon League Tournament.

MAYO CLIMBING UIC'S CAREER SCORING LIST:

Josh Mayo became the 19th member of UIC’s 1,000 career point club after hitting a jumper at the 15:56 mark
of the first half in UIC’s win over Cleveland State on Jan. 31. The third-year guard now stands at 1,185 career
points, good for 13th place in school history.

JOSH ON A DOUBLE-DIGIT STREAK:

Josh Mayo has scored in double figures in 26 consecutive games, the longest active streak in the Horizon League
and the longest stretch of double-digit scoring performances in his career. He has scored in double figures in all
but one game this season.

DAILEY IMPACT:

Jermaine Dailey is unleashing his best for last as his college career winds down. In seven games since returning
to the starting lineup on Feb. 14, Dailey is averaging 8.0 points, 6.0 rebounds and 75.8 percent (25-for-33) shoot-
ing from the floor.

IF WE MAKE HALF OF OUR SHOTS, WE WIN:
The formula for success has been pretty simple for UIC this season: shooting 50 percent or better from the field
equals a victory. The Flames are a perfect 11-0 when hitting at a clip of 50 percent or better from the floor.

SCOTT'S NEW YEAR'S REBOUNDING RESOLUTION:

Scott VanderMeer’s rebounding numbers have jumped since the start of the new year. In 18 games since the
calendar switched to 2008, VanderMeer is averaging 8.8 rebounds per game with eight double-digit rebounding
games under his belt during that span. In 13 games this season that took place at the end of the calendar year
2007, the junior center was pulling down just 5.8 rebounds per contest and rebounded in double figures just once.

SPENCER LENDS A HELPING HAND (WHETHER IT WAS BROKEN OR NOT):

Spencer Stewart has helped ignite the Flames’ offense since returning from a six-game hiatus on Jan. 24 after
recovering from a broken left hand. Since handing out a career-high nine helpers against Youngstown State on
Feb. 2, Stewart has averaged 5.2 apg in the last 10 games. In UIC’s last eight games Stewart has had no less
than four assists. The second-year point man has an assist-to-turnover ratio of 1.95 during the Flames’ last eight
contests.

ROBO NOT PLAYING LIKE A ROOKIE:

True freshman Robert Kreps has not looked like a first-year player, with plenty of notable performances to prove
it. “Robo” scored in double figures in seven consecutive games from Dec. 1 through Dec. 29, reaching a career-
high 19 points twice and averaging 14.4 ppg on 58.1 percent (36-for-62) shooting during that span. The more
Kreps shoots, the more UIC wins; the Flames are 6-2 when he takes eight or more shot attempts.

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FLASHING THE “D” DURING THE STRETCH RUN:

UIC has allowed an average of 58.6 points per game in nine contests since giving up 72 points to Youngstown
State on Feb. 2. The Flames gave up 70-plus points just once during that recent nine-game stretch. In the
Flames’ previous 22 outings, UIC gave up an average of 68.2 points per contest. UIC's opponents were also
cooled from the field by the Flames” “D” during the last eight games, as UIC's last nine opponents shot just 38.1
percent (189-for-496). Compare that to the 43.0 percent UIC allowed opponents to shoot prior to that stretch.

A CHARITY CASE:

The Flames have been making more frequent trips to the free throw line lately. In the last three games UIC has
made a combined 74 attempts from the charity stripe, averaging 24.7 foul shots a game and shooting 73.0
percent (54-for-74) from the line. UIC averaged 16.4 free throw shots per contest before the surge that occurred
in the last trio of contests. 57 of UIC's 74 free throws in the last three games were taken in the second half.

HOME AND AWAY LIKE NIGHT AND DAY:

It's seems like there have been two UIC teams in 2007-08: a nearly invincible home team and an unpredictable
squad on the road. Here are UIC’s numbers in 14 home games, 14 true road games and 17 games away from the
Pavilion (12 road games and three neutral site contests):

UIC AND BUTLER, THE SERIES:
Butler leads the all-time series over the Flames, 24-11. UIC has lost the last three in the series. The Flames have
won two of the three postseason meetings between the two schools.

A BANNER NIGHT ON THE BOARDS:

Scott VanderMeer's 21-rebound night at Valparaiso on Jan. 24 marked many a milestone. The career-high perfor-
mance for the Flames’ junior center matched Chuck Lambert’s 21-rebound game against Northeastern lllinois on
Dec. 6, 1974 for the third-most rebounds in a single game by a UIC player. It was also the most in a single game
by a Horizon League player this season and the second-best amount all-time by a league player during a league
game. The showing is tied for the fourth-most rebounds all-time in a single game (league or non-conference) by a
player in the Horizon League.

UIC SIGNS POSTON, NEELY:

The first two official additions to the 2008-09 UIC men’s basketball team have been announced as 6-foot-7
forward Jelani Poston (Chicago, lll./Harmony Community School [Cincinnati]) and 6-foot-1 guard Zavion Neely
(Chicago, lll./John Hope College Prep) signed National Letters of Intent to play for the Flames beginning next year.
Poston averaged 18 points and 11 rebounds per game as a junior at Chicago’s Boys to Men Academy in 2006-07
and is considered by Rivals.com as the Horizon League’s top power forward prospect. Neely is a highly-acclaimed
combo guard at Hope, where he is considered one of the best players coming out of the Chicago Public League’s
competitive Red Central.

BUSH BREAKS OUT IN BRACKETBUSTER AGAINST NORTHERN IOWA:

After a fine 11-game stretch from Dec. 22 through Feb. 2 in which he averaged 10.1 ppg and 4.1 rpg while shoot-
ing 40.7 percent (22-for-54) from three-point range, senior Robert Bush had recently suffered through a five-game
slump in which the senior forward averaged 3.4 points, 3.2 rebounds and shot 21.4 percent (3-for-14) from
downtown. However, Bush broke out of his dry spell in the early moments of UIC’s game at Northern lowa on Feb.
23, scoring 13 of his team-high 16 points in the first half on 4-for-5 shooting from the field and 3-for-3 shooting
from beyond the arc in the game’s first 20 minutes. Since the BracketBuster game Bush is averaging 11.8 points
and has hit eight of his last 16 three-point attempts during UIC's last four contests.

AN ELITE GROUP:

Josh Mayo is approaching a unique milestone at UIC as he enters Friday’s game with 1,185 career points, 267
career assists and 106 career steals. The only Flames to ever score over 1,000 points, hand out over 300 assists
and pilfer at least 100 steals are Craig Lathen (1981-85) and Kenny Williams (1990-94).

ALL-LEAGUE STREAK:
With Josh Mayo's All-Horizon League First Team selection this season, UIC has now had at least one player on an
all-conference first or second team for seven consecutive seasons since 2000-01.

COLLINS IN CONFERENCE TOURNAMENTS:
UIC is 12-8 in league tournament games with Jimmy Collins on the bench.

Jimmy Collins
(193-170, 12th season)

Head Coach Jimmy Collins is in his 13th season at the helm of the UIC men’s basketball program. The veteran
mentor is not only the winningest coach in school history with 192 career wins, but is also the longest tenured Division |
men’s basketball coach in the state of lllinois. He has captured a conference regular season title (1998) and two league
tournament crowns (2002, 2004) during his tenure, and has guided the Flames to three 20-win seasons in the last five
years, including a school-record 24 victories in 2003-04.

Named co-conference coach of the year after his first season with the Flames, Collins has also guided UIC to its
only three NCAA Tournament appearances in school history, taking the team to the Big Dance in 1998 , 2002 and 2004.
He also guided the Flames to their first-ever NIT bid in 2003.

Collins, who served as an assistant coach at lllinois for 13 years prior to his arrival at UIC, earned All-American
honors as a player at New Mexico State, averaging 20.1 ppg while leading the Aggies to the Final Four during his senior
season.
