PANTHER NOTES:
UW-Milwaukee enters Saturday afternoon’s tilt with the Flames having won nine of its last
10 games and in first place in the Horizon League with a 9-2 mark, 16-5 overall. The
Panthers boast the league’s top scoring offense, averaging 73.2 points per game while also
owning one of the league’s top defenses, as UWM holds opponents to a league-low 41%
shooting and a meager 61.8 points per outing, which rates second in the league. On the
floor, the Panthers are led in their three-guard attack by senior Ed McCants. The Marion,
Ohio native is averaging 17.0 points per game and leads the team with 69 three-pointers
made. Junior Adrian Tigert is UWM’s presence in the post, tallying 9.1 points and a team-
best 6.9 rebounds per game.

UIC vs. UWM SERIES SNIPITS:
* UW-Milwaukee leads the all-time series 28-17 while the two teams have split the last four
meetings.
* These two squads have split their 10 meetings since the start of the 2001-02 campaign.
* UIC and UW-Milwaukee have taken turns knocking each other out of the Horizon League
   Tournament the last three years and have met in each round of the event with the
   Flames besting the Panthers in the quarterfinals in 2002, UWM edging UIC in the
   semifinals in 2003 and the Flames taking the title from the Panthers last season.
* UWM guard Boo Davis and UIC forward Justin Bowen were former teamates at Chicago’s
   Marshall High School.

EXCITING TIMES IN THE SERIES DURING THE COLLINS/PEARL ERA:
UIC Head Coach Jimmy Collins and UW-Milwaukee Head Coach Bruce Pearl have split their
10 all-time meetings. Here are just five memorable games in the series.
February 7, 2002 * UIC Pavilion
UIC 73, UWM 71
Flames erase nine-point deficit in the final two minutes capped by Martell Bailey’s 35-foot,
game-winning, buzzer beater.
March 2, 2002 * CSU Convocation Center
UIC 75, UW-Milwaukee 63
Flames and Panthers tangle in the Horizon League Tournament quarterfinals with UIC
erasing a nine-point deficit in the final seven minutes to knock off UWM.
March 8, 2003 * US Cellular Arena
UWM 75, UIC 73
The Panthers bump the Flames from the Horizon League Tournament in a nip-and-tuck
semifinal affair. UW-Milwaukee rallies from five points down in the final three minutes to
earn the win en route to the eventual tournament title.
March 9, 2004 * US Cellular Arena
UIC 65, UWM 62
The two teams meet in the Horizon League Tournament title game on the Panthers’ home
floor with the Flames pulling off the upset, 65-62. Cedrick Banks leads UIC with 14 points
while Armond Williams tabs a double-double with 10 points and 10 rebounds.

LAST TIME WE MET:
UW-Milwaukee 75, UIC 67
Saturday, December 12, 2004 * UIC Pavilion
UIC had its two-game winning streak snapped on Dec. 12th with a 75-67 loss to UW-Milwau-
kee in the Horizon League opener for both schools at the UIC Pavilion. The Flames owned a
63-61 lead with 6:04 remaining, but the Panthers closed the game on a 14-4 run, converting
seven straight free throws to pull out the victory. Senior Cedrick Banks led the Flames with 16



points and four assists while senior Armond Williams, who made his return to the UIC lineup
after missing the first four games while completing coursework for his degree, finished with
12 points and eight rebounds.  Junior Adrian Tigert sparked UW-Milwaukee with a double-
double of 15 points and a game-high 10 rebounds. Chicago native Chris Hill was one of three
other Panthers in double-figures with 18, joining Joah Tucker (17 points) and Boo Davis (10
points).

BANKS HEATS UP FOR UW-MILWAUKEE:
UIC senior Cedrick Banks will take on UW-Milwaukee for the 11th time in his career on Satur-
day, owning a 5-5 record in 10 prior meetings. Versus the Panthers, Banks is averaging 20.6
points and 5.6 rebounds per game while shooting 47% from the field. His 206 career points
scored versus UW-Milwaukee is his highest point total versus any opponent.

LAST TIME OUT FOR THE FLAMES:
UIC 73, Butler 49
January 29, 2005 * UIC Pavilion
UIC enjoyed its best shooting night of the season and hounded visiting Butler on the
defensive end en route to a 73-49 triumph over the Bulldogs at the Pavilion. The Flames
were red-hot from the field, netting a season-high 67% of its overall attempts and 50% of
its three-point shots. UIC was just as strong on the defensive end, forcing Butler into a
season-high 17 turnovers, which turned into 22 points for the Flames. UIC also limited the
Bulldogs to just 18 points in the second half on 25% shooting. Junior guard Rocky Collum
sparked UIC’s strong performance with a career-high 20 points, seven assists and three
steals. The Racine, Wis., native did not commit a turnover and was 7-for-9 from the field,
including five three-pointers. The final 24-point margin was the largest ever in a UIC
victory over Butler.

FROM 5-4 TO 12-4 WE HAVE DONE THAT BEFORE:
UIC finds itself in a familiar position with seven Horizon League games left on the slate.
Just like last season, the Flames own a 5-4 league record and are bunched in the middle of
the pack of a tight race for a top-tier finish in the league. Last year, UIC won each of its last
seven games to finish at 12-4 and in sole possession of second place.

BANKS PUTTING UP STRONG ALL-AROUND NUMBERS:
Senior Cedrick Banks has not only proven to be a deadly scorer for the Flames this season,
averaging a team-best 15.5 points per game, but has led the team in other areas of the
floor as well. The 6-foot-2 guard is the team leader in total assists (52) and steals (29) while
he is fourth in total rebounds with 91.

A ROCK AT POINT GUARD:
Junior point guard Rocky Collum, who missed the first six weeks of the season with a torn
left MCL, has started to find his niche in the Flames’ offense. Over the last five games,
Collum is averaging 14.0 points and 4.8 assists per outing while netting 55% of his three-
point attempts. He also is running the team effectively, boasting a 3-to-1 assist-to-turnover
ratio. All in all, UIC is 7-3 since Collum’s return from injury.

KEEPING THEM UNDER 70 IS THE KEY:
Keeping its opponent under 70 has proven to be the key to victory for UIC this season as
the Flames are 0-6 when teams top the 70-point plateau. UIC is 10-3 when opponents
score less than 70 points.

THE KIND OF PERFORMANCE UIC IS LOOKING FOR FROM BOWEN OFF THE BENCH:
After starting the first 14 games of the season, it took junior Justin Bowen some time to
adjust to coming off the bench. The 6-foot-6 forward averaged just 2.3 points in his first
three games as a reserve. Bowen had a breakthrough effort versus Butler in the Flames’
last outing, though, tallying 10 points, four rebounds and two assists.

THE SCOREBOARD WITH 5:00 LEFT IN THE GAME TELLS THE STORY:
UIC is 9-0 this season when they are in the lead at the five-minute mark of the second half
and 1-9 when trailing at that time.

ROCKY CAN HIT THE TRIFECTA:
Junior Rocky Collum has hit at least a trio of three-pointers in each of his last four games,
including a career-high five triples versus Butler on Jan. 29th. Over the last four outings,
Collum is shooting 56% from three-point range.

BANKS CAN PLAY ALL DAY, AND HE HAS:
UIC has counted on senior Cedrick Banks to log heavy minutes this season, and the senior
has, logging a Horizon League-best 37.8 minutes per game. Banks has gone the entire way
eight times this year and has played in all but 42 of the Flames’ 760 minutes of action.

ROCKY 20:
Junior Rocky Collum enjoyed a near-perfect outing the Flames’ 73-49 triumph over Butler
on Jan.29th. The 5-foot-10 guard netted a career-high 20 points while dishing out a
personal best seven assists while not committing a turnover. He also pilfered three steals.
Collum was 7-for-9 from the field and 5-for-6 from three-point range versus the Bulldogs.

ARMOND MAKES HISTORY:
Senior forward Armond Williams etched out his own spot in the UIC record books on Jan.
22nd at UW-Green Bay. With his two steals versus the Phoenix, Williams is now the only
player in school history to have reached or surpassed 1,000 points, 600 rebounds and 150
steals in a career. In 108 games, Williams now owns 1,138 points, 637 rebounds and 155
steals. He ranks in the top 10 all-time in rebounds (9th) and steals (4th) while he ranks 12th
on the school’s all-time scoring list.

BANKS LOOKING TO MAKE HISTORY OF HIS OWN:
UIC senior Cedrick Banks is on pace to become the first player in school history to lead the
team in scoring in each of his four seasons with the team. Former Flames Mark Miller and
John Ellis were the past three-time scoring leaders.

DOUBLE-DIPPING:
Elliott Poole recorded his third career double-double on Saturday, Jan. 15th, versus
Cleveland State with a career-high tying 16 points and 12 rebounds. It was his second this
season and the fifth by a UIC player in 2004-05.

HIS HALFS MAKE A WHOLE:
Many players never reach 20 points in a game during a season. But with his 23-point
second half versus Detroit on Dec. 30th, UIC senior guard Cedrick Banks has now scored 20
or more points in a single half on 11 occasions during his career.



JOVAN WAS ON:
Sophomore Jovan Stefanov had a career-high scoring night in the Flames’ loss at Wright
State on Jan. 26th, tallying a team-high 20 points. The 6-foot-9 forward netted 19 of those
points in the first half, converting seven straight shots, including back-to-back three-
pointers, in one stretch. Stefanov’s high-water outing now has him averaging 10.4 points
per game this season, way up from the 2.7 points per outing he netted a year ago.

COLLINS UIC’S CAREER COACHING LEADER:
UIC headmaster Jimmy Collins became the program’s all-time winningest coach on Sunday,
Dec. 12th, with the Flames’ 76-67 victory at UNC Wilmington. It was career win No. 134 for
Collins, pushing him past Bob Hallberg (1987-96). In his ninth season as head coach, Collins
now owns an overall record of 141-117.

SCORING CHAMP:
Senior Cedrick Banks has his eye on leaving UIC as the school’s all-time scoring leader. The

UIC HEAD COACH
Jimmy Collins

(141-117, 9th season)

Head Coach Jimmy Collins is in his ninth season at the helm of the UIC men’s basket-
ball program. The veteran mentor has compiled a current record of 141-117 making him
the program’s all-time winningest coach. Collins collected career win No. 134, which pushed
him past former headmaster Bob Hallberg (1987-96) for the top spot, on Dec. 12th at UNC
Wilmington.

He has captured a conference regular season title (1998) and two league tournament
crowns (2002, 2004) during his tenure, and has guided the Flames to three straight 20-win
seasons, including a school record 24 victories last year.

Named co-conference coach of the year after his first season with the Flames, Collins
has also guided UIC to its only three NCAA Tournament appearances in school history,
taking the team to the Big Dance in 1998, 2002 and 2004. He also guided the Flames to
their first-ever NIT bid in 2003.

Collins, who served as an assistant coach at Illinois for 13 years prior to his arrival at
UIC, earned All-American honors as a player at New Mexico State, averaging 20.1 ppg while
leading the Aggies to the Final Four during his senior season.

JIMMY COLLINS FAST FACTS

* Jimmy Collins was introduced as the ninth head coach in UIC history on March 27, 1996.

* Collins has propelled UIC to its first three NCAA Tournament bids (1998, 2002, 2004) and
first NIT berth (2003) in school history.

* Collins has led UIC to four 20-win seasons in his eight years on the sidelines: 22 (1997-98);
20 (2001-02); 21 (2002-03); 24 (2003-04).

* Collins is the program’s all-time winningest coach with 141 career victories.

* Collins has guided UIC to a league regular-season (1998) and two league tournament
titles (2002, 2004) during his tenure.

* Collins is the second-longest tenured coach in the Horizon League behind Perry Watson
of Detroit.

* Collins has posted a record of 83-31 (.728) at home during his career at UIC.

* Collins was an assistant coach at the University of Illinois under Lou Henson for 13 years,
including the 1989 season in which the Fighting Illini advanced to the Final Four.

* As Illinois’ top recruiter,  Collins’ high-profile Illini signees included: Kendall Gill, Nick
Anderson, Marcus Liberty, Deon Thomas, Kiwane Garris and Lowell Hamilton.

* Collins is the co-chairman of the Chicago Special Olympics.

* Collins, as well as the rest of his 1970 New Mexico State Final Four squad, was inducted
into the school’s Hall of Fame on Feb. 7th, 2004.

* Collins is a former first-round draft pick of the Chicago Bulls (1970).

* Collins served as a hearing officer for the Cook County Probation Department prior to
his appointment as an assistant coach at Illinois.
