UIC’s 30-point victory (66-36) over Detroit on
Feb. 2 marked the largest winning margin
since the Flames downed Alabama State,
84-39, on Nov. 20, 2005.

RINALDI DRAINS THE THREE:

Senior Nicole Rinaldi drained her first career
three-pointer against Detroit on Feb. 2

at the Pavilion. The last time the center
attempted a three-pointer was against Mis-
sissippi on Dec. 4, 2004.

HOME GAMES:

UIC has picked up wins in seven of its nine
home games this season. The Flames have
also won three straight at the Pavilion. UIC
has outscored its opponents, 560-516. UIC
has forced 169 turnovers (18.4 turnovers
per game), picked up 19 more steals than
its opponents (81-62) and totaled 39 blocks.
In nine home games, UIC is averaging 9.0
steals and 4.3 blocks per game.

QUICK HITS:

The Flames are 7-2 at home, 8-1 when lead-
ing with 5:00 minutes remaining in regula-
tion and 5-2 when holding their opponents
to under 60 points.

Sophomore Jessie Miller ranks ninth overall
in the league with 13.5 points per game,
while Hinkle is 13th with 12.5 points per
game. Hinkle also ranks third with 2.2 steals
per game. Miller ranks 11th in assists (3.1)
and is sixth in three-point field goals made
(2.0). Sophomore Cassie Johnson ranks third
in blocked shots (1.1). Junior Nikki Grob-
becker is sixth in total rebounds (6.3) and
owns ninth in defensive rebounds (4.0) and
offensive boards (2.0).

JUMPIN’ JOHNSON:

Sophomore Cassie Johnson has totaled
five or more rebounds in 11 contests.
Johnson has totaled eight rebounds in two
of UIC’s three games. Johnson notched a
career-high ten boards on Jan. 10 against
Valparaiso.

MAKING AN IMPRESSION:

Freshman Taylor Manley continues to earn
significant playing time as a rookie since
scoring a season- and team-high 18 points
off the bench versus Valparaiso on Jan. 10.
She has received a starting nod in UIC’s last
seven contests. As a starter, the guard is
averaging 7.3 points per game.

HEAD COACH LISA RYCKBOSCH:

There seems to be a few common traits that tie together those
people who call themselves Chicagoans; a blue-collar work ethic, a
family orientated attitude and a passion for the city’s sports teams.
It's these traits that have made Chicago such a destination for people
looking to find a new place to call home. And it’s these same traits
that are the reason why many Chicago natives never want to leave.
For UIC Head Women's Basketball Coach Lisa Ryckbosch, who was
born in this city, grew up in this city and has over 20 years of basket-
ball coaching experience in this city, Chicago has always been her
kind of town.

The UIC women's basketball program has been the benefactor of
Ryckbosch’s hometown tutelage, as the Flames have made huge
strides as a program under her direction since she was hired on April
25,2002.

In her sixth season, Ryckbosch is just four wins away from becoming
the winningest coach in school history (86-82/.511). She has pro-
duced 86 wins and guided the squad to their highest-ever Horizon
League finish (2nd - 2003, 2006). Ryckbosch has also steered the
Flames to their first-ever Horizon League Tournament title game (2005)
and first-ever postseason appearance at the WNIT last season.

She has developed 11 all-league performers during her tenure with
those players helping UIC set single-season team records in most
points scored (2,184, 2006-07), three-pointers made (200, 2005-06),
most steals (344, 2002-03) most assists (492, 2006-07) and consecutive
victories (11, 2006-07).

The Flames also broke the school record of most wins in a season (19,
2006-07), while also receiving their first-ever vote in the Associated
Press Top 25 poll (Nov. 2002) during her tenure. Last season, Ryckbosch
watched her hard work pay off as seniors LaShonda Grant, Krystal
Hugelier and Jacquay Holmes each hit the 1,000 career-point plateau.
Ryckbosch has built UIC into a successful program by attracting top
student-athletes.

Her extensive knowledge of the "Windy’ City, has allowed her to lay
down the recruiting groundwork to keep the top recruits from the tal-
ent-rich Chicagoland area close to home.

Ryckbosch enjoyed a great start to her UIC head coaching career as the Flames posted 17 wins in 2002-03,
which was the second-most in school history and the most victories since the 1995-96 campaign. The team
also tied the school-record for Horizon League wins with 11 during her rookie campaign, on the way to the
Flames' first-ever, second-place conference finish in 2002-03.

Ryckbosch came to UIC after spending 11 seasons on the coaching staff at DePaul University, where she
served most recently as associate head coach under Doug Bruno. She had been instrumental in bringing
top Chicagoland and national talent to the Blue Demons’ successful women'’s basketball program, includ-
ing five players that competed in the WNBA. While at DePaul, Ryckbosch helped guide the Blue Demons to
five NCAA Tournament appearances and three WNIT berths. DePaul owned a record of 186-140 during her
tenure, while winning a pair of Great Midwest Conference titles (1989; 1991) and the first-ever Conference
USA regular-season championship in 1996.

Prior to her stint with the Blue Demons, Ryckbosch, ironically, got her collegiate coaching start as a mem-
ber of the UIC staff in 1990-91, serving under then-head coach Eileen McMahon.

Ryckbosch began her coaching career at Hillcrest High School in Country Club Hills, Ill., where she served
as the Head Girls'Varsity Basketball Coach and Math teacher for three years.

Ryckbosch enjoyed a standout collegiate career at Loyola (IIl.). She was a four-year starter and two-time
team captain for the Ramblers from 1980-84 and still ranks sixth on the school’s all-time scoring (1,296) and
third on the rebounding (765) charts.

She played an instrumental role in leading Loyola to a school-record 23 wins and the inaugural North Star
Championship - now the Horizon League - in 1984. Ryckbosch was inducted into the Loyola University
Athletics Hall of Fame in 2006 and the Girls Catholic Athletic Conference (GCAC) Hall of Fame in 2007.
Ryckbosch is married with two children. Her husband Bart, a native of Belgium, is the Archivist at the Art In-
stitute of Chicago. Ryckbosch’s oldest son, Steven, is a a freshman at Georgetown University, while Peter is
an eighth grader. The Ryckbosch family makes their residence in the Old Irving neighborhood on Chicago's
Northside.
