
BREAST CANCER AWARENESS:
The UIC softball team will raise breast cancer 
awareness on Wednesday night in conjunc-
tion with its matchup against No. 20 DePaul at 
Flames Field. There will be literature avail-
able  during the game and a breast cancer 
survivor will make a short speech prior to the 
first pitch. 

RED OUT:
In addition to raising breast cancer aware-
ness on Wednesday night, the contest against 
the crosstown rival also marks the RED OUT 
game. The first 100 UIC students (with valid 
I-Card) attending will receive a RED OUT 
game T-shirt. 

NATIONALLY-RANKED:
Sophomore Brooke Frydendall is tied for 49th in the na-
tion as one of the toughest batters to strikeout. She has 
only been fanned seven times in 118 at bats. The team 
is tied for 34th in the nation with 1.43 doubles per game. 
The Flames have totaled 68 on the season. 

MOST IMPROVED AWARD GOES TO....
Sophomore Brooke Frydendall has made adjustments in 
her swing and improved her batting average from a .169 
in non-conference games to a .489 in Horizon League 
contests. Frydendall totaled 23 hits, eight runs, eight 
doubles, eight RBI and one home run in 15 league con-
tests. Frydendall batted a team-best .727 last weekend (8-for-11) in a three-game series 
against Wright State. 

IMPRESSIVE WEEKEND:
Not only did Melissa Marinacci drill her fifth home run of the season against Detroit in 
game two of a three-game set last weekend against Wright State, but the junior also re-
corded a .583 batting average (7-for-12) with five runs, one double and four RBI. 

12-GAME HITTING LEAGUE STREAK:
Junior Sarah Clynes has a 12-game Horizon League hitting streak that started on April 5 
against Youngstown State. In those 12 games, Clynes has recorded a .595 batting aver-
age (25-for-42) with 16 runs, four doubles, 18 RBI and five home runs. 

LEAGUE ROAD SUCCESS:
UIC is 9-2 in Horizon League road games. The Flames’ two losses came to Butler on 
March 29 and Loyola on April 16. UIC has outscored its opponents, 71-19. The Flames 
(.347) own a .139 higher batting average than their foes (.208). UIC has totaled 64 more 
hits (123-59), 13 more doubles (22-9) and 47 more RBI (66-19) than its road opponents. 

TICK, TICK, TICK:
The Horizon League Tournament is less than one week away. This year’s tournament is 
hosted by Loyola University in Rogers Park from May 8-10. A final game at Loyola Softball 
Park will be played on May 11, if necessary. The Flames enter this week’s action in third 
place. The top three seeds in the tournament get a first round bye and will not play until 
Friday, May 9. 

MAKING A RUN:
Junior Sarah Clynes is making a run for 2008 Horizon League Player of the Year with a 
.492 league batting average. Clynes has drilled 31 hits with 21 runs, six doubles, 23 RBI

DePaul topped the Flames, 5-0, last week at Cacciatore Stadium. UIC beat Wright State, 
2-1, in a three-game series on May 5 and 6 in 2007 at Flames Field. 

SEASON-HIGH:
Junior Sarah Clynes totaled a season-high nine strikeouts in 8.1 innings pitched. UIC went 
on to beat Detroit, 11-2, in 10 innings on April 27 which completed a three-games series 
sweep over the Titans. 

UIC RECORD BOOK:
Junior Sarah Clynes is tied for seventh place in the UIC career record book with 22 home 
runs. Clynes is also currently ranked seventh in the UIC single-season record book with 12 
homers in 2008. 

IN THE LEAGUE:
Junior Sarah Clynes ranks second in the league in total bases (107), slugging percentage 
(.667), walks (28) and home runs (12). Clynes also owns third in runs scored (38) and hits 
(58). Senior Ashlee Ackerman ranks sixth in hits (51). Freshman Alicia Abbott ranks tenth 
with 10 doubles and owns ninth with 45 hits.

PLAYER OF THE WEEK:
The Flames have received Horizon League Player of the Week accolades and Pitcher 
of the Week honors on once occasion this season. Junior Melissa Marinacci was named 
Player of the Week on March 25 after recording a .500 batting average (3-for-6) in two 
games against Louisville and Indiana in the IU Classic. Junior Sarah Clynes was named 
Pitcher of the Week on March 31 when she recorded a 2-0 mark in UIC’s opening weekend 
of Horizon League action at Butler. The junior fanned 12 batters in 14.0 innings of work. 
Clynes allowed just five hits in two complete games. 

MAKING A MARK:
The Flames tied the school record with seven doubles on April 2 against Green Bay at 
home. The previous record was set last season versus Detroit on April 24. Clynes broke 
the school record with five hits versus Youngstown State in the series finale on April 6. The 
previous record was held by numerous players with four hits. UIC has totaled a season-
high 19 hits on two occasions this season.     

SCOUTING THE OPPONENTS:.  

No. 20 DePaul (42-14) - The Blue Demons are coming off two wins over No. 1 Alabama 
and No. 11 Northwestern at the DePaul Invitational on April 29 at Cacciatore Stadium. De-
Paul is led by Amber Patton with a .391 batting average. Patton has totaled a team-best 31 
runs and 66 hits. Sandy Vojik owns a team-high seven doubles, three triples, 26 RBI and 
nine home runs. Becca Heteniak (1.21) is 25-6 in the circle. She has totaled 225 strikeouts 
in 197.1 innings of work. 

Wright State (25-23, 10-17) -  The Raiders split with Valparaiso on April 24. Wright State 
plays a non-conference doubleheader against IPFW on April 30 before its three-game set 
against UIC this weekend. Jherica Williams leads the squad with a .479 batting average. 
Williams has totaled 48 runs, 70 hits, 16 doubles, five triples, 63 RBI and 13 home runs 
in 2008. Sharon Palma (11-9) guides the team in the circle with 95 strikeouts in 126.1 in-
nings pitched. The Raiders enter the final weekend of regular season action in fourth place 
behind UIC in the Horizon League.
