
NATIONALLY-RANKED:
UIC is tied for 26th in the nation with 1.46 
doubles per game. The Flames have totaled 
57 on the season.

HOME RUN MANIA:
Junior Sarah Clynes is just one home run 
shy of surpassing her combined home run 
total from 2006 and 2007. The 2007 Horizon 
League Co-Player of the Year has tallied 
nine home runs in 39 games in 2008. Clynes 
notched five homers in both her rookie and 
sophomore campaign. Clynes also owns 
over half of UIC’s total home runs on the season with 9 
of UIC’s 17. The junior hurler has drilled six of the of her 
nine home runs in UIC’s last 14 contests. Clynes leads 
the Flames with a .648 slugging percentage, ranking sixth 
in the league. The junior ranks second in the league with 
nine homers on the season. Clynes is one home run short 
of making the UIC single-season record book (10-three 
players) and UIC career record book (20 - two players). 

ROAD SUCCESS:
UIC is 5-1 in Horizon League road games. The Flames 
only loss came to Butler in their opening weekend of 
league play on April 29. UIC has outscored its opponents, 
38-13. The Flames owns a .324 batting average with 13 doubles, five home runs and 35 
RBI in those six away games. 

HORIZON LEAGUE TOURNAMENT:
The Horizon League Tournament is four weeks away. This year’s tournament is hosted by 
Loyola University in Rogers Park from May 8-10. A final game at Loyola Softball Park will 
be played on May 11 if necessary. 

ACKERMAN HITS WHEN IT COUNTS:
Senior Ashlee Ackerman not only ranks in the top three on the squad in batting (.339), but 
the centerfielder also hits when it counts. Ackerman owns a .406 (28-for-69) batting aver-
age when runners are on base for the Flames. She is 2-for-4 (.500) with the bases loaded 
and 12-for-25 (.480) as the leadoff hitter. 

HOT AT THE PLATE:
Despite falling two games to Valparaiso at home before the series finale was canceled 
due to inclement weather, junior Sarah Clynes was once again consistent at the plate. The 
junior was 5-for-6 (.833) with three runs, one home run and one RBI. The pitcher/
designated player recorded a 1.333 slugging percentage and a .857 on-base percentage 
against the Crusaders.  

STUDZINSKI STEPPIN’ IN:
Senior Mallory Studzinski owns a .333 (3-for-9) batting average when pinch hitting for the 
Flames. She has notched two doubles in two of those three at bats. 

FRESHMAN FIREPOWER:
Freshman Christie Seddon has improved her batting average from .111 in non-conference 
games to a .444 average in Horizon League contests. The freshman has progressively 
continued to get more playing time as starters has suffered some minor injuries in recent 
games. Seddon has totaled five runs and one RBI in eight league appearances.

IN THE LEAGUE:
Junior Sarah Clynes ranks third in the Horizon League with 29 runs, followed by Ashlee 
Ackerman with 26 (5th). Clynes and freshman Alicia Abbott are tied for fifth with nine

The Flames tied the school record with seven doubles on April 2 against Green Bay at 
home. The previous record was set last season versus Detroit on April 24. 

UNSTOPPABLE WEEKEND:
The Flames outscored Youngstown State in a three-game series sweep on April 5 and 6, 
29-6. UIC totaled 36 hits, nine doubles, 26 RBI and two home runs in three contests. The 
Flames had 10 players bat over .300. Freshman Brittany Wilson was 3-for-7 with four runs. 
Senior Ashlee Ackerman posted a .300 batting average (3-for-10) with two runs and four 
RBI. Sophomore Stephanie Chavez drilled her first home run of the season in game one. 

CLYNES NAMED PITCHER OF THE WEEK:
Sarah Clynes was named Horizon League Player of the Week after recording a 2-0 mark 
in UIC’s opening weekend of league action against Butler in Indianapolis on March 31. 
The junior fanned 12 batters in 14.0 innings of work and recorded her fourth shutout of the 
season with two over the weekend. Clynes allowed just five hits in two complete games.     

SCOUTING THE OPPONENTS:. 
Loyola (11-15, 5-3) -  The Ramblers are coming off two wins over Valparaiso and Northern 
Illinois on April 6 and 8. Loyola topped the Crusaders, 1-0, to avoid the three-game sweep 
on the road in Indiana. Loyola faces nationally-ranked DePaul before hosting the Flames 
on Wednesday. Ellen Kresl leads Loyola in Horizon League games with a .435 batting 
average. Kresl has totaled 10 hits and four runs. Krista Crosson owns a 0.58 ERA with 26 
strikeouts in 24.0 innings pitched.
