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MEDIA SERVICES

PRESS BOX

Entrance to Press Box (GATE 18): Enter the press box via the press
elevator located midway at the base of the west side of Memorial
Stadium (press box side of the field). The elevator will go to all levels
of the press box. Credentials that are not mailed may be picked up
at the “Press Will Call” at the box office of the Assembly Hall. Will
Call opens two hours before kickoff. Persons picking up credentials
will be required to provide photo identification. All credentials are
non-transferable.

WORKING PRESS DECK (level 1): This level is reserved for print media,
non-originating radio, TV reporters and sports information
personnel only. Several charge-a-call telephones are located on this
level. Wireless internet is also available free of charge to working
media. If you have concerns about meeting tight deadlines, we
strongly encourage you to order your own telephone (see
“Telephones” section).

PHOTO DECK (level 2): This deck offers a limited area for all broadcast
video photographers who are covering the game. This area also will
be used for video-taping by both coaching staffs. Additionally, the
photo deck includes booth space for home and visiting radio and
TV networks. This level contains the food service area for the press
box.

SPECIAL GUESTS (level 3): This level contains individual booths for
visiting athletic directors, University of Illinois special guests and
separate booths for home and visiting coaching staffs. Level 3 is not
open to the media.

Smoking is not permitted in Memorial Stadium.

SIDELINES
The University of Illinois follows NCAA and Big Ten rules

regarding media representatives on the sidelines. Photographers are
not permitted to shoot between the 25-yard lines and they must
wear both a sideline credential and a photo armband at all times.
Violators of the policy will be escorted from the stadium.

HOME-GAME CREDENTIALS

Media and photography credential and parking applications will be
accepted on-line at fightingillini.com/media. Season credential
requests should be made by Friday, August 17. Single-game
credential requests should be made two weeks prior to each game to
ensure mail delivery or no later than Monday before each game for
will call or pre-game day pickup. Illinois sports information staff
will review each application and individuals will receive an e-mail
notification following that review. Please note that in the event of
heavy demand for credentials for a particular game, requests will be
prioritized according to published circulation numbers. Spouses,
dates, non-workers and children will not be permitted in the press
box. Media agencies violating this policy will not be issued
credentials for future games. The press box is open to the media four

hours prior to kickoff.

SIDELINE: Photographers with game-day sideline credentials must
enter through the press box entrance on the west side of Memorial
Stadium. To secure an armband, photographers must go through
the Great West Hall into the stadium, down the steps, onto the
playing field and proceed directly to the photo tent located under
the southeast stands. Your game credential alone will not gain
admittance to the sidelines during the game. You must have a game
armband! Refreshments are available for photographers in the
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photo tent before each game and at
halftime.

ROAD-GAME CREDENTIALS

Media credential requests for Fighting
Illini road games should be addressed
to the sports information director of
the host institution. Be specific when
requesting the type of credential
needed. Opponent SID telephone
numbers are listed on page 203 of this
media guide.

WEB SITES

Media credentials are issued only for
individuals who are affiliated with web
sites for national or regional television
and news media organizations, e.g.
USA Today Online, ESPN, CNN/SI,
CBS Sportsline, etc., for institutions
that are conference members and non-
conference opponents, and for the Big
Ten Conference. The University of
Ilinois reserves the right to deny media

credentials to any individual whose web
site is not affiliated with an official
news-gathering organization.

PARKING

Media parking is located in the
Southwest Assembly Hall lot, south of
Memorial Stadium. Entrance to the
parking lot is from First Street. Should
the Southwest lot fill up, pass holders
may be directed to another lot. Parking
credentials should be requested at the

Coach Ron Zook and selected Illinois
players will be available approximately 10-15
minutes after the conclusion of the game and
will be brought to the interview room (located
on the ground floor of the football facility in the
northeast corner of Memorial Stadium). A
member of the UI SID staff will escort media
members to the Illinois interview area and will
leave the press box with approximately five
minutes remaining in the game.

BRIAN BARNHART
Play-By-Play

The 49-station Illini Sports Network brings Illinois
football to fans across the state and Midwest with
Brian Barnhart, Kurt Kittner and Steve Kelly calling
the action.

Barnhart begins his sixth season as the "Voice of the
Illini" after a long stint in professional baseball,
including two years as the play-by-play voice of the
Anaheim Angels. Barnhart serves as the voice of the
Hlini Sports Network, providing play-by-play
coverage of football and men's basketball and as the
host of the statewide "Ron Zook Show" call-in
program every Thursday night at 7:05 p.m.

A native of nearby Tolono, Barnhart graduated from
Unity High School and Liberty University before
beginning a 15-year career in professional baseball in
1986. He served as the play-by-play voice of the
Lynchburg Mets and Salem Buccaneers before
moving up to the Oklahoma City 89ers, the Class
AAA affiliate of the Texas Rangers, from 1988-94.
Barnhart did high school football and other sport
play-by-play for 11 years and was also the voice for
Oklahoma Baptist basketball from 1992-94 and
Oklahoma City Blazers minor league hockey in 1993.
From 1996-98, he handled news, sports and play-by-
play at WWLS in Oklahoma City.

In 1998, Barnhart was named the play-by-play
announcer for the Angels and spent two full seasons
with the American League club before returning to
the Champaign-Urbana area in 2000. He currently is
a news and sports announcer at WDWS-AM 1400 in
Champaign.

Former Illini quarterback All-American Kurt Kittner
joins the Illini Sports Network in his first season as
expert analyst. Kittner lettered at Illinois from 1998-
2001, leading the Illini to a the Big Ten tide, a 10-
win season and a trip to the BCS in 2001. The three-
time team MVP was the signal caller for the most
proficient offenses in school history. During his time
under center, Illinois posted the two highest scoring

seasons with 32.5 ppg in 2001 and 32.3 in 1999.
Kittner still holds school records for career total
offense (8,880), single-season (27) and career (70)
touchdown passes thrown.

Kittner was the starting quarterback as a sophomore
for the Illini in 1999 when the Illini mounted two
upset road victories at ninth-ranked Michigan and at
Ohio State. That season, Illinois went on to romp
Virginia 63-21 in the Micronpc.com Bowl, where the
squad broke 22 records.

Kittner was a two-time All-Big Ten selection, won 24
games in an Illinois jersey, finished 12th in the
Heisman Trophy voting in 2001 and was a finalist for
the Johnny Unitas National Quarterback Award. The
Schaumburg, Ill. native was a fifth-round draft pick
by the Adanta Falcons and started four games during
the 2003 season.

Along with Barnhart and Kittner on the broadcast
again this fall is Kelly, veteran Illini sportscaster, who
handles pre-game, halftime and post-game host
duties. Kelly has covered Illini athletics for two
decades on television and radio. He hosts the popular
“Sports Talk” show on WDWS-AM 1400 in
Champaign and also hosts "Gameday" extended
coverage of Illini athletics on WDWS and Lite Rock
97.5.

The statewide Illini Sports Network is managed by
the Division of Intercollegiate Athletics, including
distribution, sales operations, affiliate relations and
programming. ISN programming includes Illinois
football, men's and women's basketball, volleyball
and baseball, along with the "Illini Today" series. The
"Ron Zook Show" can be heard statewide on the
Illini Sports Network every Thursday beginning Aug.
30 at 7:05 p.m.
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THE BIG TEN CONFERENCE

The Big Ten Conference is an association of 11 world-class universities whose member institutions share a common mission of research, graduate, professional and

undergraduate teaching and public service. Intercollegiate athletics has an important place within the mission.

Founded in 1896, the Big Ten has sustained a comprehensive set of shared practices and policies that enforce the priority of academics in student-athletes' lives and
emphasize the values of integrity, faimess and competitiveness. Big Ten universities provide in excess of $89 million in athletic scholarship aid to more than 8,400 men
and women student-athletes who compete for 25 championships, 12 for men and 13 for women. In 2005-06, the Big Ten distributed over $117 million in revenues to its

11 member institutions.

On Jan. 11, 1895, seven Midwest university
presidents met at the Palmer House in Chicago
under the leadership of Purdue's James H.
Smart, establishing the principles for which the
Intercollegiate Faculty
Representatives, more popularly known as the
Big Ten Conference, would be founded.

At that meeting, the presidents mapped out a
blueprint for governance of intercollegiate
athletics that still holds true for the Big Ten in
the 21st century, including "restricting eligibility
for athletics to bonafide, full-time students who
were not delinquent in their studies,”
eliminating professional athletes from college
sports. Less than a year later, the faculty
representatives from each of the seven schools
met and officially established the "Intercollegiate
Conference of Faculty Representatives" or
"Western Conference” or "Big Ten Conference.”

As early as 19006, the faculty representatives had
approved eligibility requirements for incoming
student-athletes and made freshmen and transfer
students ineligible for one season, banned
training tables and living quarters for athletes
and charged institutions with hiring full-time
coaches "at modest salaries."

Football and baseball were originally the most
popular Big Ten sports with the league hosting
its first official championship at the 1906

Outdoor Track and Field Championships. In
1981, the Big Ten began sanctioning women's
intercollegiate athletics and today sponsors 12
men's and 13 women's championship sports.

Jim Delany, one of the nation's foremost athletic
administrators, begins his 18th year as the
commissioner of the Big Ten, just the fifth
person to hold the position.

Delany, a former captain and three-year
basketball letterwinner at North Carolina, has
overseen the expansion of the Big Ten from 10 to
11 schools, increased league bowl tie-ins to
seven, negotiated a model long-term agreements
with ABC, CBS and ESPN added five league
championship events, overseen record revenue
distributions to member institutions, created the
Big Ten men's basketball post-season
tournament and assisted in the adoption of he
league-wide
male/female participation in intercollegiate
athletics, resulting in a 53/47 ratio. He has also
been the leader in the creation of the first
national conference-owned television network

1895 - The “Original 7" Big Ten institutions: University of Chicago,
University of Illinois, University of Michigan, University of
Minnesota, Northwestern University, Purdue University and
University of Wisconsin.

1899 - The Big Ten Conference adds Indiana University and
the University of lowa.

1912 - The Ohio State University joins the Big Ten Conference.

1946 - The University of Chicago withdraws from the Big Ten.

1949 - Michigan State University joins the Big Ten Conference.

1990 - The Big Ten welcomes Penn State University as its
11th member school.
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THE BIG TEN CONFERENCE

e Big Ten Universities are members of the nation’s only
conference whose constituency is entirely composed of
institutions that are members of the AAU, a prestigious
association of major academic and research institutions in
the United States and Canada.

e Big Ten Universities have more than four million living
alumni and over 300,000 undergraduate students attending
Big Ten universities.

e Big Ten Universities house on their campuses 10 of the
nation’s 35 largest academic libraries. Collectively,
conference libraries hold nearly 70 million bound volumes
and the institutions work collaboratively to build and share
their resources with other league members.

e Qver the past two years, the Big Ten has reached a
series of milestone media agreements to provide the
conference with its greatest television exposure ever,
including extensions with CBS (for basketball) and
ABC/ESPN (for football, basketball and volleyball) and the
creation of the Big Ten Network, a national network devoted
to Big Ten athletic and academic programs. The Big Ten
Network will operate 24 hours a day, 365 days a year and
launched in August of 2007. It will showcase a wide array of
sports as well as original programming produced by
conference institutions and represents a 20-year
partnership between the Big Ten and Fox. The conference’s
new media agreements will result in the broadcast of more
than 500 events nationally and regionally beginning with
the 2007-08 academic year, compared to 300 events in the
final year of the previous agreements.

e Since 1992, the Big Ten has created in excess of 2,000
new opportunities for women student-athletes and
established 28 new female teams.

e The NCAA collects two types of graduation rates — the
federal graduation rate, which accounts for all entering
freshmen who receive aid and graduate within six years, and
the Graduation Success Rate (GSR), which reflects the
mobility of student-athletes by accounting for transfers.
Based on the most recent federal graduation rate average
for the 1996-99 entering freshmen classes, Big Ten student-
athletes graduated at 71 percent. In comparison, the
student body at conference institutions graduated at 73
percent while all Division | student-athletes graduated at 62
percent. The Big Ten's GSR was 82 percent compared to the
Division | average of 77 percent.

e The Big Ten recognized 2,018 Academic All-Big Ten
honorees during the 2006-07 academic year, the highest
total in the last decade. Over the past five years, the
Conference has annually acknowledged more than 1,800
student-athletes as Academic All-Conference honorees.

e The Big Ten claimed seven team national
championships during the 2006-07 season, just one shy of
the conference record of eight national titles established
during the 1955-56 campaign, while also finishing as the
runner-up in five other sports. The Big Ten has earned at
least four national crowns in eight of the last 10 full
seasons. Big Ten national champions in 2006-07 included
Michigan State men’s ice hockey, Minnesota wrestling,
Northwestern women’s lacrosse, Penn State fencing and

men’s gymnastics and Wisconsin women’s ice hockey and
men’s indoor track and field. The conference has also
produced team national crowns in the sports of basketball,
cross country, field hockey, football, golf, soccer, softball,
synchronized swimming, tennis and volleyball over the last
decade.

e Big Ten Conference schools are among the national
attendance leaders in football, men’s and women’s
basketball and women’s volleyball. During 2006—07, more
than 8.7 million fans attended Big Ten home contests in
those sports.
