THE OPENING TIP
The Indiana men’s basketball team is ranked ninth in the AP Poll and 10th in the ESPN/USA Today 
Coaches Poll and will begin a three-game homestand when it hosts Penn State.  IU has won its last 
11 games, the longest winning streak during Kelvin Sampson’s two-year tenure, and is coming off 
a 65-60 win at Minnesota.  The Nittany Lions are coming off an 80-55 loss at home to Wisconsin.  
The Hoosiers have an 11-game winning streak or better for the 16th time in school history and 
are enjoying their longest continuous string of success since they won 13 in a row in the 1992-93 
season.  Indiana is 4-0 in the Big Ten for the first time since 2001-02, when it started 4-0 in con-
ference play en route to a national championship game appearance that season.  Indiana’s 15-1 
start is the best run to open a season since the 1990-91 team opened the year with a 16-1 mark.  
The Hoosiers own the fourth longest home court winning streak in the nation at 27 and are 14-0 
against Penn State in Assembly Hall.  Last year, Indiana defeated Penn State, 94-63 at home and 
84-74 in University Park.

THE COACHES
Two-time National Coach of the Year Kelvin Sampson was named the 26th head coach in Indiana 
University history on March 29, 2006 and is in his second year with the Hoosiers and 25th as a 
collegiate head coach.  He has notched 16 20-plus win seasons and is 491-269 (.645), which ranks 
20th in victories among active NCAA Division I coaches. He is 36-12 (.750) in two seasons and is 
25-0 at Assembly Hall, tying Branch McCracken who held the record for most consecutive wins at 
home to start a career with 25 from 1938-41.  Both of Sampson’s Hoosier teams have been nation-
ally ranked.  This year, the Hoosiers have been ranked as high as eighth in the country, while last 
year, they climbed to #19.  

Coach Ed Dechellis is in his fifth year at Penn State.  The Nittany Lions are 2-0 on the road this 
season in Big Ten play with wins at Northwestern and Illinois.

White was the first player since Steve Downing in 1972 to collect 15 re-
bounds or more in three straight games (Chicago State, Iowa, Michigan).  
White has had 62 rebounds in the last four games. 

1,000 points/500 rebounds
White is now the 15th player in Hoosier history to record more than 1,000 
points (1,141) and 500 rebounds (580) during their career.  He is the first 
player to accomplish the feat since Jeff Newton had 1,203 points and 737 
rebounds from 2000-2003.

Pan-Am Games Experience Helped
White became the eighth player in Indiana basketball history to suit up 
for Team USA in the Pan American Games this past summer for Villanova 
Coach Jay Wright and was the top performer for the squad after averag-
ing 16.8 points (4th in the tournament) and 8.6 rebounds (3rd in the event) 
in five games.  He shot 59.3% from the field.  

ELLIS SETS THE TONE

Junior Jamarcus Ellis made quite a first impression in his first Big Ten 
game.  He had 15 points, seven rebounds, seven assists and five steals.  In 
addition, he tied the score just before halftime with an off-balance jumper, 
and had six straight points in a key second half stretch which saw the 
Hoosiers rally from a four-point deficit against Iowa.

For the season, he is averaging 7.6 points, 7.5 rebounds (6th in the Big Ten), 
4.5 assists (4th in the Big Ten) and is second on the team with 16 blocked 
shots and leads the club with 22 steals.  His nickname, Tone, is short for 
his middle name, Antonio.

The Chicago native was a teammate of current Hoosier DeAndre Thomas 
at Westinghouse High School and Chipola Junior College.

CRAWFORD CONTRIBUTES AS A FROSH

Freshman Jordan Crawford has emerged as a strong candidate for the Big 
Ten’s All-Freshman team and Sixth Man of the Year Award.  He is fourth 
among rookies in scoring in the league averaging 13.0 points.  Combined 
with Gordon, they make up one of the strongest young backcourts in the 
nation averaging 35.3 points per game or 44.0 percent of the Hoosiers 
scoring attack.  Usually the first option off the bench, unless there is an 
injury, he has scored in double figures in 10 of 13 games this season.

His most memorable performance of the season came when he started 
against his brother, Joe, when the Hoosiers battled Kentucky.  Playing 
39 minutes in his first career start, he had 20 points, two assists and two 
steals as the Hoosiers got the best of the Wildcats, 70-51.  He is coming off 
his best Big Ten performance with 16 points off the bench at Minnesota.  
He drained a career-high four triples in that game.

In the last 12 games, senior D.J. White is averaging 18.5 points, 13.0 re-
bounds, 2.1 blocks and is shooting 62.1% from the floor.  He has had dou-
ble-doubles in 11 of those games.
 
White was named Big Ten Men’s Basketball Player of the Week for the third 
time this year (January 14)  after averaging 18 points and 16 rebounds in 
wins over Michigan and Illinois.  He had 15 points and 10 rebounds against 
Illinois and 21 points and 22 boards against Michigan, the first player since 
Alan Henderson in 1995 against Minnesota to post a 20/20 effort.

He also won the honor in consecutive weeks (December 3 and 10) and 
was named National Player of the Week by Rivals.com on December 10.  
Since the conference began giving the honor in 1981-82, White is the first 
Hoosier to receive the league Player of the Week honors in back-to-back 
weeks.  For his career, he has been honored four times.

• Indiana’s 15-1 start is the best run to open a season since the 1990-91 
team opened the year with a 16-1 mark.

• IU has reeled off 11 consecutive victories, its longest string since win-
ning 13 straight during the 1992-93 campaign.

• The Hoosiers now lead the all-time series over the Golden Gophers 87-63, 
including victories in the last two meetings. The last time Indiana earned a 
victory in Minneapolis came on Jan. 24, 2004, an 86-81 overtime triumph.

• With its victory over Minnesota, Indiana is a perfect 4-0 to kick off Big 
Ten play. It marks the first time a Hoosier team has started 4-0 since the 
2001-02 team also won its first four ballgames en route to a national cham-
pionship game appearance.

• The Hoosiers have won their first three Big Ten road games for the first 
time since the 1992-93 squad reeled off six straight to open conference 
play. That team finished the league road season with an 8-1 mark.

• Indiana is a perfect 4-0 overall on the road and dating back to last sea-
son, it has captured five straight away from Bloomington and its last four 
league games.

• Senior forward D.J. White secured his 11th double-double in 12 games 
with a game-high 17 points and 10 rebounds in 30 minutes. White shot 
7-of-12 from the field and added a pair of blocks. He came into the game 
averaging 16.6 points and 10.6 rebounds.

• Trailing 27-21 with 6:36 remaining in the first half, the Hoosiers ran off the 
next 17 points over a 4:20 stretch to build a 38-27 advantage. Indiana took 
a 40-32 edge into the break.

• IU scored the game’s final seven points. Minnesota held a 60-58 lead with 
1:49 remaining before senior forward Lance Stemler nailed a game-win-
ning trey at the 1:28 mark. Freshman guard Eric Gordon and Stemler each 
nailed a pair from the charity stripe to cap the run and seal the victory.
 
• The Hoosiers are now 12-0 when entering halftime with a lead.

• Freshman guard Jordan Crawford reached the double-digit mark for the 
10th time this season. Crawford poured in 16 points, including a career-
best four three-pointers, and added six rebounds. The Detroit native hit all 
four trifectas and scored 14 of his points in the first stanza.

• Junior guard Jamarcus Ellis nearly joined D.J. White with double figure 
rebounds, pulling down a Big Ten career-high nine.

• Freshman guard Eric Gordon reached double digits for the 15th time in 16 
games, scoring 12 points despite picking up two fouls in the first 2:28 and 
playing only nine first-half minutes.

• Although Indiana attempted only 14 free throws, it hit 12 of those at-
tempts (85.7 percent). The Hoosiers are now 11-1 when besting 70 percent 
from the charity stripe. In contrast, the Golden Gophers missed 10 of their 
21 attempts, shooting 52.4 percent.

• The Hoosiers outshot the Golden Gophers from the floor 46.8-39.7 and 
held a decisive advantage on the boards 42-26. Indiana is 11-1 when out-
rebounding its opponent and a perfect 14-0 when shooting over 40 percent 
from the floor.

• Indiana shot 40.9 percent from behind the arc, knocking down 9-of-22 
treys. IU is 7-0 when sinking at least eight threes this season. 

The Hoosiers are dominating the boards, winning the battle 41.5 to 29.0 
since the Georgia Tech game.

Indiana is averaging 77.7 points, while holding opponents to 60.7 points 
per game and Hoosier opponents are shooting just 31.1% from three-point 
range.

The Hoosiers have made 221 free throws, while IU’s opponents have made 
just 115 during that same time frame.

• The Hoosiers posted a 2.89 grade point average during the fall semester.  Seven players 
earned grade point averages above 3.0 including D.J. White, A.J. Ratliff, Lance Stemler, Ja-
marcus Ellis, Brett Finkelmeier, Adam Ahlfeld and Kyle Taber.

•  Chicago State went 0 for 5 from the free throw line, the first Hoosier opponent since at 
least 1970 to not make at least one free throw during a game against Indiana.  San Francisco 
went 1 for 1 on free throw attempts against Indiana in Assembly Hall on December 20, 1998.
On December 3, 1991, the Hoosiers did not make a free throw in a 78-46 win over Notre Dame 
at home.

• Freshman Eric Gordon had 31 points against Illinois State, his third 30+ point effort of the 
season. Only one other freshman in school history, Mike Woodson in 1976-77, has scored 30 
or more points three times in their freshman year.

BASKETBALL DEVELOPMENT CENTER

IU held its official groundbreaking ceremony June 19 to signify the beginning of construction of 
several major athletic facilities including the North Endzone Facility, Basketball Development 
Center, Baseball Stadium, Softball Stadium and The Academic Resource Center. The $55 million 
plan was approved by trustees on Sept. 22, 2006.

Architectural plans call for the Indiana basketball teams to have a new facility to call home. 
The Indiana Basketball Development Center will serve as the daily headquarters for the men’s 
and women’s programs, featuring practice courts, locker rooms, coach’s offices and meeting 
rooms for each team, as well as a training room and strength development area. The addition of 
the center will alleviate overcrowding issues encountered in the current facility.  In addition, a 
leagacy area will be developed to honor the history of Indiana basketball.

The Student Development and Compliance unit at Indiana University (target move-in is spring 
2009) will relocate as a part of the facilities plan, moving from a modest 2,500 square foot space 
in Assembly Hall to a spacious and renovated 18,000 square foot area located on the east side 
of Memorial Stadium. Classrooms, private tutoring space, study areas, computer labs  and staff 
offices will all be housed in the Academic Center for Excellence.

BLOOMINGTON, INDIANA--Overcoming a slow start, No. 8 Indiana (1-0) came back 
with a dominating second-half performance for a 99-79 win over Chattanooga (1-1) 
at Assembly Hall in Bloomington.

Making his official collegiate debut, freshman Eric Gordon led all scorers with 33 
points. Gordon was 9 of 15 on the court and made a staggering seven of 11 three-
point attempts. It is the most points scored by a Hoosier player in his IU debut. The 
previous record of 26 was set by George McGinnis on December 1, 1970 against 
Eastern Michigan.

After turning the ball over 10 times in the first half the Hoosiers gave up the ball 
just three times in the second period while forcing eight Chattanooga giveaways. 
Indiana shot 60 percent (18-30) from the field in the second half, including 6 of 10 on 
three-point attempts.

With the Mocs shooting at a blistering 57 percent in the first half, the Indiana de-
fense clamped down in the second period allowing just 29 points on 10 field goals.

Trailing 50-46 at the half the Hoosiers came out of the locker room fired up, punctu-
ated by a dunk from Gordon that brought the crowd to its feet and made it a 50-all 
contest.

Indiana went back on top with a D.J. White jumper at 17:50 to make it 52-50 and 
slowly pulled away to an eight-point advantage (65-57).

The Hoosiers finished with five players in double figures as Armon Bassett con-
tributed 20 points and White added 17. Jamarcus Ellis was the top IU rebounder 
with nine.

BLOOMINGTON, INDIANA--The No. 8 Indiana Hoosiers shot 59 percent from the 
field, including 61 percent from three-point range in a 100-49 victory over Longwood 
at Assembly Hall in the first round of the Chicago Invitational Challenge.

Indiana (2-0) led by as many as 56 points (97-41) and finished with six players scor-
ing in double figures for the first time since 1998.  For the second time in as many 
games freshman Eric Gordon led all scorers with 21 points in just 26 minutes of play, 
hitting five of eight three-point attempts. Junior guard Jamarcus Ellis had a season-
high 11 rebounds and just missed out on a double-double with nine points. Indiana 
won the rebounding battle, 46-33.

Gordon’s two-game total of 54 points betters the IU record of 52 points scored in the 
first two games of a career set by George McGinnis in  1970-71.

The Hoosiers’ defense smothered the Lancers’ attack as Longwood shot just 26 
percent for the game, including 17 percent (5 of 29) in the second half.  After a 
layup from Danny Wilson cut the IU lead to one at 7-6, Indiana rattled off a 14-2 
run that was punctuated by a Gordon dunk for a 21-8 advantage with 13:15 to play. 
Longwood would get no closer than eight (21-13) for the remainder of the game as 
the Hoosiers closed the half on a 24-11 run to take a 54-30 lead into the lockerroom 
at the break.

Freshman Jordan Crawford made his sixth basket in as many attempts with 9:42 left 
in the game to put Indiana ahead 79-41. The freshman finished with 16 points on 70 
percent (7-10) shooting.

Senior D.J. White played just 21 minutes as head coach Kelvin Sampson turned to 
his bench early in the second half. White was 4-of-5 from the field and 4-of-5 from 
the charity stripe for 12 points, while guard Armon Bassett added 14 points and five 
assists in 23 minutes of action.along with Crawford’s 16.

On a night when Eric Gordon scored 30 points and five Hoosiers finished in double 
figures, it was a relentless defensive effort that overshadowed everything and al-
lowed No. 8 Indiana to rout North Carolina-Wilmington 95-71 in the second round of 
the Chicago Invitational Challenge.

For the Hoosiers (3-0), it was actually a well-rounded night.

They shot 60.4 percent from the field, the highest percentage since Sampson took 
over as coach last year. They forced 26 turnovers and allowed UNCW to shoot only 
44.4 percent after it started by making seven of its first nine shots.

Gordon was his usual self, connecting on 8-of-12 shots and making 12-of-13 free 
throws, and when he started going to the basket it opened things up for his team-
mates.  The result: Armon Bassett scored 19 points, Jordan Crawford 15, D.J. White 
12 and DeAndre Thomas 11.

Indiana flirted with the 100-point mark for the third straight game and produced 
its 20th consecutive regular-season home win.  The Seahawks were led by Todd 
Hendley with 20 points and Chad Tomko with 17 but couldn’t keep up with Indiana’s 
scorers, depth or defensive pressure, and again, Gordon, a freshman, proved the 
difference. The Hoosiers went on a 9-0 run to take their first lead, 27-24, when Bas-
sett completed a three-point play with 7:42 left in the half, and then the defensive 
pressure changed everything in the final 10 minutes.

With Gordon continually forcing UNCW to go to other players, the turnovers mount-
ed. By halftime, they had 17 turnovers and the Hoosiers were running away with 
easy baskets that produced a 12-0 spurt and a 39-26 lead. By halftime it was 52-32, 
and Gordon and Bassett had already combined for as many points as the entire 
UNCW team.

HOFFMAN ESTATES, ILLINOIS--Freshman Eric Gordon scored 31 points, the third 
time in four games he’s hit for at least 30, and No. 8 Indiana held off a second-half 
charge to beat Illinois State 70-57 in the Chicago Invitational Challenge.

Gordon showed off the dazzling skills that allowed him to average 28 points in the 
first three games of his freshman career.  He scored 20 in the first half on 8-of-11 
shooting. He had 11 straight Indiana points during one stretch to help the Hoosiers 
build a 38-28 halftime lead.  Illinois State (3-1), seeking its first victory over a Top 10 
opponent since the 1983-84 season, gave Indiana its first real test in its first road 
game.

Gordon made his first basket of the second half an emphatic one, driving down the 
lane for a thunderous dunk with 13:05 left, bringing a large contingent of Hoosiers 
fans at the Sears Center to their feet as Indiana went up by 11.  But Levi Dyer, who 
had 18 points, hit a pair of 3-pointers as the scrappy Redbirds ran off nine straight 
points to cut the lead to 50-48 with just over 10 minutes remaining.

But another freshman, Jordan Crawford, scored six points to spark a late 10-2 run 
for Indiana that put the Hoosiers up by 11 with about three minutes to go.  Crawford 
finished with 13 points, 10 in the second half. 

Gordon helped the Hoosiers built a 13-point lead in the first half by scoring 11 
straight Indiana points. He lost a dribble on a fastbreak but quickly retrieved it and 
hit a lauyup. And then moments after hitting two free throws, he sneaked free on an 
inbounds pass for a layup to make it 25-16.

A pair of Gordon free throws, resulting in some breathing room at 68-60, followed a 
defensive stand.  Indiana’s largest lead of the game came with 3:37 remaining when 
a triple from Gordon made it 75-65.

Gordon, the Big Ten’s leading scorer, topped 20 points for the eighth time this sea-
son and came within two baskets of breaking Mike Woodson’s freshman mark for 
most 30-point games in a season (three).

WCU shot 34.5 percent from the field, committed 24 fouls and 21 turnovers and was 
outrebounded 50-24.

More troubling was the lack of a supporting cast. Michael Porrini scored 20 points 
and Arnold Gore 16, but no other Western Carolina player had more than six. In fact, 
until Jake Robinson completed a three-point play with 3:49 left in the first half, no 
other Catamount had scored.

Gordon had no trouble with his shooting touch, finishing 8-of-13 and 6-of-11 from 
3-point range, and the Hoosiers had no problem getting back in sync with their 
dazzling freshman.

White opened the game with back-to-back three-point plays, an ominous sign of 
what was to come for the Catamounts.

By halftime, Indiana had already strung together runs of 8-0, 8-0, 11-0 and 7-0, then 
used a 15-0 spurt early in the second half to close out their 24th consecutive home 
victory. That’s the fourth longest streak in the country, and Sampson is now 22-0 at 
Assembly Hall since taking over as coach last season.

Indiana shot just 38 percent (19-49) for the game, just 
the second time it has dipped below 40 percent for the season.

All 11 of 
Bassett’s points came in the second half.

The Illini opened up a 37-30 lead at the outset of the second half before Gordon 
drove in the lane at the 17:39 mark for just his second basket of the afternoon. 

A three from A.J. Ratliff put IU back within one at 31-30 with just over a minute to 
go, but the Illini responded with their own three from McCamey for a 34-30 halftime 
advantage.

If the first year is any indication of how the 
merger of one of the NCAA’s most tradition-
rich basketball programs with a coach who has 
notched 16 20-plus win seasons, then Hoosier 
fans should be excited about things to come.

What Indiana fans respect most about Sampson 
is his energy, intensity, and his commitment to 
building a program an entire state can call its 
own. In  his 25th season as a head coach, Samp-
son is 491-269 (.645). In his first year with the 
Cream and Crimson, Sampson’s squad finished 
21-11 and tied a school record by going 15-0 at 
Assembly Hall. 

The Hoosiers earned their 34th NCAA Tourna-
ment bid, advanced to the second round of the 
West Regional after defeating Gonzaga, 70-57, 
in the first round, and were ranked as high as 
19th in the country during the regular season.

As a team, the Hoosiers led the Big Ten in three-
point field goal percentage (38.1) and three-
point defense (31.0). Individually, junior D.J. 
White earned second-team All-Big Ten honors, 
senior Roderick Wilmont was a third-team All-
League pick, and senior Earl Calloway was an 
honorable mention choice.  In addition, Samp-
son’s first IU recruiting class was consistently 
ranked among the nation’s best by several noted 
experts.

THE BEST IN THE BIG XII
Sampson came to IU after a 12-year run at 
Oklahoma which saw him post a 279-109 record 
overall and a 128-60 mark combined in the Big 8 
and Big XII. His 111 regular season Big XII vic-
tories when he left OU were the most in league 
history at the time. 

He was 111-49 (.694) in conference play since the 
league formed in 1996-97 and his 128 triumphs 
combined in regular season and league tourna-
ment play also were conference standards. In 
addition, he was 239-87 during that 10-year span 
which also was the most wins by a single coach 

overall in that conference over that period.

With a 20-9 record in 2005-06, Sampson coached 
OU to its ninth consecutive 20-win season. 
Sampson’s club was productive on the court 
and in the classroom. The squad posted a 3.14 
grade point average (GPA) for the 2005 fall se-
mester, setting a single-semester record for the 
12-year Sampson era. 

Eight of the 12 team members recorded a GPA of 
3.0 or higher. Under Sampson’s leadership, Okla-
homa enjoyed one of the most successful three-
year runs in school history from 2000-03. The 
Sooners were 84-19 (.816), won three-straight 
Big 12 Tournament titles and advanced to the 
2002 NCAA Final Four (before losing to Indiana 
in the national semifinals) and the 2003 NCAA 
Elite Eight.

SAMPSON IN THE PAC-10
Sampson left quite a mark in his seven-year 
stint at Washington State. One of only four men 
to win 20 or more games in a single season in 
Washington State history, Sampson directed 
the 22-11 Cougars to the 1992 National Invitation 
Tournament (NIT), and earned Pac-10 Coach of 
the Year honors in the process. Sampson con-
cluded his stay in Pullman by leading Washing-
ton State to a 20-11 mark and the 1994 NCAA 
Tournament, the Cougars’ first NCAA Tourna-
ment appearance in 11 years. Sampson served 
as an assistant coach at WSU from 1985-87.

AT MONTANA TECH
He began his head coaching career at the helm 
of the Montana Tech program from 1981-85. 
After spending the 1981-82 campaign as the in-
terim head coach, Sampson led the Orediggers 
to a 73-45 mark in his final four years. Montana 
Tech had won just 17 games in the three years 
combined prior to Sampson’s arrival. He closed 
his Montana Tech tenure with three-straight 
Frontier League titles.

PERSONAL
Sampson was born on Oct. 5, 1955, in Laurin-
burg, N.C. He was raised in Pembroke, N.C., 
and was an all-league three-sport star (foot-
ball, basketball and baseball) at Pembroke High 
School. He captained his high school basketball 
team for two years, coached by his father, John 
W. “Ned” Sampson. Sampson enrolled at Pem-
broke State University (now UNC Pembroke) 
where he earned four letters in basketball and 
three in baseball. He was a Dean’s List student 
and received the Gregory Lowe Memorial Award 
as the school’s outstanding physical education 
major as a senior.

Sampson received bachelor’s degrees in health 
and physical education and political science in 
1978 and his master’s degree in coaching and 
administration from Michigan State in 1980. 
During his stay in East Lansing, he served as a 
graduate assistant to Jud Heathcote. 

Sampson, who was inducted into the Montana 
Tech Hall of Fame in 1996 and the Pembroke 
State Hall of Fame in 1998, is married to the 
former Karen Lowery. They have one daughter, 
Lauren, and one son, Kellen. Lauren is in phar-
maceutical sales for AstraZeneca in Blooming-
ton, while Kellen, who recently graduated from 
Oklahoma after playing four years of basketball 
for the Sooners, is a graduate manager for the 
Hoosiers.
