LOWA IN THE NIT

This year marks lowa’s sixth appearance in the NIT and first since 2004. lowa also ap-
peared in the 1995, 1998, 2002, 2003 and 2004 tournaments. The Hawkeyes best finish
in the NIT was in 1995 when lowa advanced to the quarterfinals.

Sunday will be only lowa’s second ever true road game in the NIT. lowa beat lowa
State, 54-53, in Ames in 2003. The Hawkeyes beat DePaul, 96-87, in the Quad Cities in
1995 and lost to Saint Louis, 70-69, in St. Charles, Mo. on neutral courts.

The Hawkeyes have played 10 games all-time in the NIT and hold a record of 5-5.
lowa’s 10 NIT games have all been decided by nine points or less; its five NIT losses have
come by a total of 14 points and the five victories have come by a total of 25 points.
lowa has had two wins by nine points (DePaul in 1995 and Dayton in 2012; one by four
points (Ohio in 1995), one by two points (Valparaiso in 2003); and one by one points
(lowa State in 2003).

NITEAST BREAKS
e Tickets for Sunday’s game are $13 and $21 (depending on seat location).

e Sunday will mark lowa’s 35th game of the season, equaling the most games any lowa
team has played in a single season (1986-87, 2000-01 and 2001-02).

* lowa’s win over Dayton Tuesday was lowa’s first postseason win since beating lowa
State (54-53) on March 21, 2003 in the NIT first round.

* The winner of the lowa-Oregon second round game will meet Washington or North-
western in the quarterfinals. The date, time and TV information will be released at a
later date. If lowa beat Oregon, it would be the road team in the quarterfinals.

* lowa, as the seventh seed, was the lowest seed to host a 2012 first round NIT game.
Dayton was unable to host due to it hosting the NCAA First Four.

¢ lowa and Oregon have played one common opponent this season: Nebraska. Oregon
beat the Huskers, 83-76, in Lincoln, Neb. on Nov. 23. lowa split a pair of games against
Nebraska, losing at home, 79-73, on Jan. 26. but winning in Lincoln, 62-53, on Feb. 29.
® This marks the seventh time lowa coach Fran McCaffery has taken a team to the post-
season as a head coach, including the second time in the NIT. McCaffery’s UNC Greens-
boro squad in 2002 lost in the NIT first round at Memphis. McCaffery took his 1988 Lehigh
team, 2001 Greensboro squad, and 2008, 2009 and 2010 Siena teams to the NCAA Tour-
nament. He also was an assistant coach at Notre Dame when the Irish advanced to the NIT
finals in 1992.

Head Coach Fran McCaffery McCaffery File

Fran McCaffery is in his second season as
the head basketball coach at the Univer-
sity of lowa and his 16th year overall as a
college head coach. McCaffery spent five
seasons (2005-10) as the head coach at
Siena, six years at UNC-Greensboro (1999-
2005) and three seasons at Lehigh (1985-
88) before joining the Hawkeyes.

McCaffery has nearly three decades of
Division | coaching experience. He com-
pleted his 29th season as a collegiate coach in 2011, which in-
cludes 15 years as a head coach and 14 as an assistant.

McCaffery, 52, holds a career mark of 280-213 (.568) and
guided his teams to six postseason appearances (five NCAA,
one NIT). He is 29-36 (.446) at lowa.

McCaffery’s five years at Siena were the best in its 70-year
history. He led the Saints on an incredible run that ended with
three straight Metro Atlantic Athletic Conference champion-
ships and NCAA Tournament appearances. In so doing, Siena
became the only program in the country to win its regular sea-
son and postseason title the last three years.

McCaffery’s Saints owned a 112-51 (.687) record in his five
years with the program. He guided the Saints to four consecu-
tive 20-win seasons, something that has never been accom-
plished before at the Siena.

The 2009 MAAC Coach of the Year and 2010 District | Coach of
the Year is the third winningest coach, by percentage, in league
history (68-22, .756). He is the only coach to guide a MAAC pro-
gram to two NCAA Tournament wins. McCaffery led his 2008
and 2009 teams to first round NCAA Tournament victories over
Vanderbilt and Ohio State, respectively.

In his final two seasons at Siena, he coached the Saints to
back-to-back 27-win campaigns and boasted a combined 39-3
(.929) record against MAAC opponents, which included MAAC
Tournament contests.

McCaffery began his coaching career as an assistant at Penn
(1982-83) and Lehigh (1983-85). Then at age 26, he became the
nation’s youngest Division | head coach when hired by Lehigh in
1985. After three seasons as head coach at Lehigh, he spent 11
seasons as an assistant at Notre Dame (1988-99).

McCaffery played basketball at Wake Forest his freshman
year (1977-78) and then concluded his collegiate playing career
at Penn his final three seasons (1979-82).

He earned his B.S. degree in Economics from The Wharton
School (Penn) in 1982. McCaffery also earned a Master of Edu-
cation from Lehigh in 1985.

lowa has played Oregon five times before, winning all five. Sunday will be lowa’s first
game against Oregon since 1962. The Hawkeyes won that game 62-48 on Dec. 27 in
Pullman, Wa., in the Far West Classic.

lowa is 3-0 in games played in Eugene. The Hawkeyes beat the Ducks, 86-57, on
Dec. 26, 1952 in their last visit to Eugene. lowa and Oregon have played one overtime
contest before. The Hawkeyes edged the Ducks, 70-69, in overtime on Dec. 30, 1949 in
Eugene.

lowa’s last matchup against a Pac-12 opponent came during the 2006-07 season.
lowa was defeated at Arizona State, 67-64, on Nov. 25, 2006. lowa is 41-28 (.594) all-
time against current members of the Pac-12.

SCOUTING OREGON

e Oregon enters Sunday’s game against the Hawkeyes with a 23-9 overall record and
13-5 mark in the Pac-12. The Ducks tied California for second in their league.

e Oregon did not lose two straight games all season. All nine of their losses were scat-
tered throughout the season. The Ducks won four consecutive games four times this
season.

e The Ducks have won 12 of their last 16 games. Oregon was edged by Colorado, 63-
62, in the Pac-12 Tournament.

e Oregon has played a number of close games this season. The Ducks are 12-4 in
games decided by 10 points or fewer. The four losses were all by five points or less.

¢ Oregon is 16-3 in home games this season, winning its last five. The Ducks’ last home
loss came to rival Oregon State, 76-71, on Jan. 29. Oregon’s other two losses came to
California, 77-60, on Jan. 8 and Virginia, 67-54, on Dec. 18.

¢ Oregon averages 7,694 fans in its 19 home games this season. The Ducks announced
a paid attendance of 5,158 for its NIT first round game against LSU.

e Oregon beat LSU, 96-76, Tuesday night in Eugene. The Ducks shot 57.6 percent (34-
of-59) from the field and collected 10 steals en route to victory over the Tigers. Six
Ducks scored in double figures, led by senior Devoe Joseph’s 25 points. Garrett Sim had
15 points, while Tony Woods contributed 14 points.

¢ Senior Devoe Joseph averages a team-best 17 points per game, junior E.J. Singler av-
erages 13 points, while senior Garrett Sim averages 12.3 points. Singler also leads the
team in rebounding (5.4) and free throw percentage (.909).

e Oregon has posted 20+ wins in back-to-back seasons (2011 and 2012). It marks the
13th time in school history that Oregon has won 20+ contests.

¢ Oregon is coached by Dana Altman, who is in his second year at Oregon. Prior to
coaching the Ducks, he spent 11 seasons as head coach at Creighton. Altman is 2-1
all-time against lowa as a head coach. Altman and the Creighton Bluejays beat lowa in
1998 in lowa City (75-73) and 1999 in Omaha (85-76). lowa beat Altman and Creighton,
69-56, in the first round of the 2001 NCAA Tournament in Long Island, N.Y.

LOWA, OREGON TIP-INS

e Both lowa and Oregon average better than 72 points per game. The Ducks average
72.9 points, while lowa averages 72.3.

¢ Neither lowa or Oregon have played an overtime contest this season.

¢ |owa has gone 7-5 since Feb. 1, including notching wins over No. 15 Wisconsin and
No. 18 Indiana. The Hawkeyes have alternated wins and losses their last seven games.
e Sunday marks coach McCaffery’s fourth game on the West Coast as a head coach. His
2009-10 Siena team lost to 10th-ranked Purdue in the first round of the NCAA Tournament
in Spokane, Wa. His 2006-07 Siena squad lost at Stanford to open the regular season. His
2000-01 UNC Greensboro team also lost to second-ranked Stanford in the first round of
the 2001 NCAA Tournament in San Diego, Calif. McCaffery also visited the West Coast
numerous times as an assistant coach on Notre Dame from 1988-99.

* |owa assistant coach Sherman Dillard spent three years on the West Coast as an as-
sistant coach at California (1985-88).

Cartwright is a senior transfer and hails from Compton, Calif.

¢ Matt Gatens, a second team All-Big Ten honoree for the Hawkeyes, has scored 155
points the last eight games (19.4 ppg).

¢ Senior Devoe Joseph played three years at Minnesota before transferring to Oregon.
Joseph played three games against the Hawkeyes while wearing a Gopher uniform. In
2009, he played scored no points in 11 minutes of action. He had 12 points and five as-
sists on Jan. 2, 2010 in lowa City and netted 17 points on March 7, 2010 in Minneapolis.
¢ Senior Olu Ashaolu transferred to Oregon to play his final season after playing his
first three seasons at Louisiana Tech. Ashaolu posted a double-double, 18 points and
11 rebounds, in a 77-58 loss to the Hawkeyes on Dec. 21, 2010.

¢ lowa’s attendance numbers are up again this season, after a 20 percent bump a year
ago. Last season, lowa averaged 11,096 fans. Hosting 20 home games this season, the
Hawkeyes averaged 11,908.

¢ Oregon has one of the nation’s top free throw shooters on the roster. E.J. Singler has
made 100-0f-110 free throws (.909), which is the second best in the country.

¢ lowa had six regular-season wins over teams that reached the Big Ten Tournament
quarterfinals. The six wins ties Michigan as the fourth most in the league. Michi-
gan State had 10, while Indiana and Ohio State had seven. Wisconsin had five, while
Purdue had four and Minnesota only had one.

¢ lowa ranks first in the Big Ten in steals (7.5); third in scoring offense (72.3); fourth in
3-point field goal accuracy (.369); and fifth in free throw percentage (.718).

¢ |lowaranks 36thin assist/turnover ratio (1.2); 44th in the countryin assists (14.8);52nd
in fewest turnovers (16.6); and 69th in steals (7.5). Individually, Matt Gatens is 41st in
free throw percentage (.854), Roy Devyn Marble is 83rd in assist/turnover ratio (2.0),
while Bryce Cartwright is 83rd in assists (4.6).

¢ lowa won five games in February, the most since the 1997-98 season (5).

¢ lowa is 10-1 when scoring 80 points or more, the last two seasons. The Hawkeyes are
14-0 when holding opponents to fewer than 60 points, the last two years.

¢ lowa is the only Big Ten team with two players with 45+ steals (Roy Devyn Marble
-- 53 and Matt Gatens -- 48). As a team, the Hawkeyes have amassed 256 steals, which
are the most by an lowa team since collecting 268 during the 1998-99 season.

¢ lowa was 4-4 against ranked Big Ten teams and 5-7 versus unranked conference foes.
¢ lowa’s second (Roy Devyn Marble, 10.9), third (Aaron White, 10.8), fourth (Melsahn
Basabe, 7.9), fifth (Zach McCabe, 7.8) and sixth (Josh Oglesby 6.8) leading scorers are
all underclassmen.

¢ Freshman Aaron White has netted 367 points this season, which ranks fifth best by
an lowa rookie.

e Matt Gatens’ 1,254 career field goal attempts rank fifth most by a Hawkeye. Acie Earl
(1990-93) ranks fourth with 1,265 attempts.

HAWKEYES GROUND FLYERS IN NIT FIRST ROUND
The lowa Hawkeyes beat Dayton, 84-75, Tuesday night in the first round of the NIT

on Mediacom Court at Carver-Hawkeye Arena. lowa, a seventh seed, played at home
against the No. 2 Dayton due to the Flyers hosting the NCAA First Four. lowa played in
front of 13,190 fans, the most of any first round NIT site Tuesday or Wednesday.

Freshman Aaron White, and sophomores Zach McCabe and Melsahn Basabe com-
bined to score 60 of lowa’s 84 points. White netted a career-high 25 points to go along
with a game-high 11 rebounds for his fourth double-double of the season. McCabe tal-
lied 20 points, bolstered by a perfect 9-of-9 from the field and 1-of-2 from the foul line.
Basabe contributed 15 points (6-0f-9 from the field and 3-3 from the free throw line) off
the bench.

lowa shot 57 percent from the field (33-0f-58) and had assists on 23 of 33 field goals.
The Hawkeyes have shot 50 percent of better nine times this season (5-4 record in those
contests), including two of the last four games (.550 vs. Northwestern on March 3).

Both teams shot the ball extremely well from the free throw line. lowa made 80 per-
cent (12-of-15), while Dayton drained 78 percent (14-0f-18) of their free throws.

lowa made 24 baskets in the paint, scoring 48 paint points, which is the second most
this season for the Hawkeyes (64 vs. Central Arkansas).

an NIT game. Bowen had 11 boards vs. Georgia on March 11, 1998.

¢ lowa’s 56.9 percent shooting is a school record for best percentage in an NIT contest.
e Aaron White, Melsahn Basabe and Zach McCabe combined to shoot 25-0f-33 (.758)
from the field against the Flyers.

e Zach McCabe had the second 9-for-9 performance by a Big Ten player this season.

¢ lowa’s 10 triples against Michigan State in the quarterfinals is a school record for
most 3-pointers in a Big Ten Tournament game.

¢ lowa’s 64-61 win over lllinois on March 8 snapped a five-game losing streak in Big Ten
Tournament games. The Hawkeyes’ previous last victory in a conference tournament
game was against Ohio State in the 2006 title game.

¢ Bryce Cartwright amassed 19 assists in three career tournament games (2011 and
2012), which are the fourth most by a Hawkeye in Big Ten Tournament career action.

¢ lowa’s 75 points against Michigan State tie for the fourth most by an lowa teamin a
Big Ten Tournament game. lowa also scored 75 against Ohio State on March 9, 2001.
e Matt Gatens scored a game-high 20 points vs. lllinois, marking the ninth time this
year and 18th time in his career that the lowa City native posted 20 points or more.

¢ lowa’s 16 offensive rebounds versus Illinois in the first round are the second most by
a Hawkeye team in a Big Ten Tournament game.

¢ The seven blocks by the Hawkeyes against the Spartans tie as the second most by an
lowa team in a conference tournament contest.

¢ Matt Gatens’ 20 points versus lllinois in the Big Ten Tournament first round is the
most by a Hawkeye in a Big Ten Tournament game since Cully Payne had 25 against
Michigan in 2010.

¢ Aaron White tied a career high with three steals against lllinois on March 8. White
also grabbed a game-high nine rebounds against the Illini, marking the first time a
freshman led lowa in rebounding at a Big Ten Tournament game since Tyler Smith had
seven in 2007 vs. Purdue.

¢ |owa trailed with 14:14 in the lllinois game (44-37) and went on an 18-4 spurt to lead
the lllini by seven (55-48) with 9:42 left and never looked back.

QWA POSTING BIG WINS

lowa has posted eight wins against teams ranked in the top 100 of the RPI, including
four inside the top 25. The Hawkeyes have registered victories over Michigan (13),
Indiana (17), Dayton (81) and two wins each over Wisconsin (23) and Minnesota (90).
The Hawkeyes have four wins over top 25 teams; only Michigan State (seven), Ohio
State (six) and Michigan (five) have more.
Overall, lowa has won seven of its 12 games, including four over top 100 teams, two
of which are ranked in the top 25 (No. 16 Indiana and No. 22 Wisconsin).

GATENS MAKES HISTORY

Senior Matt Gatens becomes the first Hawkeye to lead the team in free throw percent-
age four consecutive seasons. Also, he becomes only the seventh Hawkeye since 1939,
and the first to do so since Acie Earl (1991-93), to lead the team in scoring three straight
seasons. Other former Hawkeyes leading the squad in scoring three consecutive years
include: Dick Ives (1944-46); Bill Logan (1954-56); Dave Gunther (1957-59); Don Nelson
(1960-62); Greg Stokes (1983-85); Acie Earl (1991-93).
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GAIENS AND WHITE HONORED BY BIG TEN

Senior Matt Gatens and freshman Aaron White earned postsea-
son all-conference recognition by the Big Ten. Gatens was named
to the second team by the media voting panel and was a third
team pick by the coaches. He was also named lowa men'’s bas-
ketball's Sportsmanship Award honoree. White was named to
the coaches’ all-Freshman team and earned honorable mention
recognition by the media. Gatens becomes the first Hawkeye
since Tony Freeman earned third team honors in 2008 to be
named to a first, second or third team. Adam Haluska was a first
team selection in 2007.

The all-Big Ten honor was the first of Gatens’ career. He was
honorable mention in 2010 and was named to the all-Freshman
team in 2009. White becomes the fourth Hawkeye to be named
to the all-Freshman team the last four years (Gatens in 2009; Eric
May in 2010; Melsahn Basabe in 2011; and White in 2012).

Gatens leads the team in scoring (15.7), 3-pointers (72), free
throws (110); ranks second in steals (48); and third in assists (62).
White ranks first in team rebounding (5.5); second in blocks (23);
and third in scoring (10.4) and steals (30).

REBOUNDING KEY IN OUTCOMES
In lowa’s nine wins over Big Ten competition, it posted a +3.6
rebounding margin advantage. However, in its 11 losses against
Big Ten competition, lowa was outrebounded by 5.1 boards.
Overall, lowa is 13-3 in games this season when having the
edge on the glass. The two losses when the Hawkeyes had a
positive rebounding margin came on the road at lowa State and
Northwestern, and in the home finale against Northwestern.

HAWKEYES POSTING IMPRESSIVE POSTSEASON NUMBERS

Five Hawkeyes are averaging double figures in scoring the last
three games (two Big Ten Tournament contests and one NIT
game).

Aaron White averages 15 points and 7.7 rebounds the last
three games, followed by Zach McCabe (12.7 points and 6.7 re-
bounds), Matt Gatens (12.3 points), Josh Oglesby (10.3 points)
and Melsahn Basabe (10.0 points).

Bryce Cartwright is only averaging 3.3 points, but averaging a
staggering eight assists the last three games.

ESPN.COM RANKS NATION’S TOP FRESHMEN
ESPN.com released a midseason report on the nation’s top
freshmen. Included in the list is lowa’s Aaron White. White is
ranked No. 15. Indiana’s Cody Zeller is second and Trey Burke of
Michigan is seventh.

White ranks third in lowa scoring (10.8) and first in rebounding
(5.6).

All three were named to the all-Big Ten Freshman team. Zeller
was named Big Ten Freshman of the Year by the league coaches,
while Burke earned the award by the conference’s media panel.

FRESHMEN CONTRIBUTIONS

Freshmen Aaron White and Josh Oglesby have combined for
13 games of scoring 15 or more points this season. White has
scored in double figures in 15 of the last 24 contests, including
netting 15 points or more in nine of those outings.

HAWKEYES SURGED IN FEBRUARY

lowa won five of its eight February games, including winning two
of the last four against ranked opponents (No. 18 Indiana and
No. 15 Wisconsin). The five victories in February marked the
most by a Hawkeye team since the 1997-98 campaign.

lowa held seven of its eight February opponents to fewer than
70 points and four of those below 40 percent from the field. The
previous six teams the Hawkeyes faced averaged 81.2 points and
50.4 percent shooting.

In eight February games, Matt Gatens averaged 21.6 points,
bolstered by 34-0f-58 (.586) shooting from long distance. The
21.6 February scoring average ranks third behind Northwestern’s
John Shurna (22.8) and Tim Frazier (21.8) of Penn State. Aaron
White averaged 11.9 points and 7.6 rebounds, while Roy Devyn
Marble averaged 10.3 points, 4.9 rebounds and 4.6 assists.

GATENS DELIVERS SECOND HALF OUTBURSTS

Matt Gatens put up big numbers in the second half in eight of
the last 10 games against Big Ten competition. Gatens scored in
bunches down the stretch to help lowa post some big victories
in the month of February. The senior scored 22 points in the
second half vs. Indiana; 19 at Penn State; 15 vs. Wisconsin; 11 at
Nebraska; 10 vs. Northwestern; and 11 vs. lllinois.

3-pointers made chart. Gatens enters Sunday’s game at Oregon
with 238 treys. Jeff Horner (2003-06) is the record holder with
262.

Gatens, who was voted by the league’s media panel second
team all-Big Ten, is one of only two players in school history to
have 1,600+ points, 450+ rebounds, 250+ assists and 125+ steals.
The senior has 1,628 points, 454 rebounds, 295 assists and 141
thefts. Roy Marble (1986-89) had 2,116 points, 668 rebounds,
288 assists and 183 steals.

Gatens is only three steals from cracking the top 10 in career
thefts at lowa. He will finish his career in the top 15 in scoring
and steals and top five in free throw percentage and 3-pointers.

WHITE EARNS STARTING SPOT

Aaron White, who has been named to the coaches’ all-Big Ten
Freshman team, was lowa’s most productive player off the bench
the first 21 games, but has started the last 13. As a starter, he is
averaging 12.5 points and 6.8 rebounds.

White earned his first career start at No. 16 Indiana on Jan.
31. He stuffed the stat sheet with 17 points, nine rebounds, four
assists, three blocks and two steals in lowa’s triumph over Penn
State (Feb. 4). His efforts earned him Big Ten co-Freshman of the
Week accolades, which is the third time (Nov. 14, Dec. 26 and
Feb. 6) he earned the weekly distinction.

White has scored in double digits 16 times, including 15 of the
last 24 games. White has led the team in rebounding nine of the
last 14 contests. For the season he has amassed a team-best
191 boards, which are the fourth most by an lowa freshman in
a single season. He is 10 boards from matching Michael Payne
(1981-82) for fifth with 201.

Overall, White is averaging 10.8 points in 34 games. The 367
points that he has scored rank as the fifth most by a Hawkeye
rookie. His 23 blocks tie Michael Payne (1981-82) and Kenyon
Murray (1992-93) for eighth by an lowa freshman.

White’s numbers the last 10 games have been impressive, av-
eraging 12.8 points and 7.1 rebounds. He posted consecutive
doubles at Northwestern (Feb. 9) and Penn State (Feb. 16). The
rookie scored 17 points (7-of-10 FG, 2-of-3 3-pt FG) and corralled
a personal-best 12 boards against the Wildcats. White totaled
16 points and a game-high 10 rebounds to go along with career-
best three rejections at Penn State. He notched his fourth dou-
ble-double of the year Tuesday night against Dayton when he
scored a career-high 25 points (10-of-15 FG and 4-of-4 FT) to go
along with 11 rebounds.

The 6-foot-8 wing player has scored 15 points or more nine
times, which is the third most by a Big Ten rookie this season.

White was named Big Ten co-Freshman of the Week after his
performance in lowa’s victory over Chicago State (Nov. 11). The
native of Strongsville, Ohio, shined in his Hawkeye debut, lead-
ing all scorers and rebounders with a personal-best 19 points
and 10 boards.

The 19 points are the most by an lowa freshman in an open-
er, equaling Dick Ives’ 19 scored against Nebraska in his debut
on Dec. 10, 1943. Furthermore, White’s performance marked
the first time a Hawkeye posted a double-double, in a season
opener, since Dean Oliver had 10 points and 12 assists in a vic-
tory over Chicago State in 1997. It was the first time a Hawkeye
freshman had a double-double, points and rebounds, since Jess
Settles had 13 points and 11 rebounds versus Drake in 1993.

OGLESBY HAS CAREER GAME

Freshman Josh Oglesby had three of his best games of the sea-
son against ranked opposition: two against Indiana and the oth-
er versus Michigan State in the Big Ten Tournament.

Oglesby came off the bench to score a career-best 24 points at
Indiana on Jan. 29. He made six triples, which tie for the 15th-
most in a single game for the Hawkeyes.

In the return game against the Hoosiers (Feb. 19), Oglesby net-
ted 11 points. On March 9 against Michigan State, Oglesby tal-
lied a team-best 20 points, bolstered by 7-o0f-9 shooting from the
field and 5-of-7 from long distance.

Oglesby started his first career game at Penn State (Feb. 16).

He tallied nine second-half points at lllinois (Feb. 26), netted
eight points in lowa’s victory at Nebraska (Feb. 29) and had five
points, four rebounds and three assists in the regular season
finale versus Northwestern (March 3). He contributed eight
points and four rebounds in lowa’s win over lllinais in the first
round of the Big Ten Tournament (March 8).

The native of Cedar Rapids is averaging 6.6 points in 34 games.

Oglesby has made 45 triples, which ranks third by a Hawkeye
freshman at lowa. Matt Gatens holds the record with 52 (2009).
Oglesby is shooting 37 percent beyond the arc, which currently
ranks as the sixth best percentage in a season by an lowa rookie.

Sixty percent of Oglesby’s scoring production has come from
3-point territory (135-0f-223 points), which ranks third amongst
Big Ten players. Oglesby has led the team in scoring five times
(Northern lllinois, Creighton, Clemson, Indiana and Michigan
State).
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STAT SHEET STUFFER

Since landing a spot in the starting rotation on Dec. 6 at North-
ern lowa, Roy Devyn Marble’s level of play has been stellar. The
sophomore has averaged 12 points, 4.1 rebounds and 3.8 assists
as a starter the last 26 games. Also, he is shooting 43 percent
from the field and 71 percent from the foul line during the 26-
game stretch.

He has amassed a solid assist-to-turnover ratio this season.
He has 121 assists to only 61 turnovers, ranking fifth in the Big
Ten (2.0) and 83rd nationally.

Marble has been credited with four assists or more 16 times
this season, including collecting six or more four of the last nine
games (six at Penn State, seven vs. Indiana; a career-best eight
against Wisconsin and six at Illinois).

Last season, Marble averaged 5.7 points, 2.4 rebounds, and
was credited with 41 assists and 21 steals in 31 contests. He
started the last six games of 2010-11. Also, he shot 53 percent
from the free throw line (35-of-66).

This year, Marble has seen improved numbers, averaging 10.9
points, 3.8 rebounds, and has collected 121 assists and a team-
best 53 steals. He has started the last 26 contests. From the foul
line this season, the sophomore has seen significant improve-
ment, shooting 71.5 percent (98-o0f-137).

The Hawkeyes
won at Michigan on Jan. 31, 2007 (69-62) and at Minnesota on
Feb. 7 (91-78). lowa beat Indiana at home on Feb. 3 (81-75) in
between those two road victories. The last time lowa won con-
secutive road games in back-to-back games was 1998, beating
Ohio State (61-46) on Jan. 14 and Minnesota (82-69) on Jan. 18.

e lowa has had five players score in double figures three
times (North Carolina A&T, Drake and Central Arkansas). The
Hawkeyes had five players score 12 points or more in its win over
North Carolina A&T (Nov. 14).

Anthony Clemmons, Mike Gesell, Patrick Ingram, Kyle Meyer and Adam Woodbury have signed national letter of intents to attend the University of lowa.

“I’'m very excited about this class,” said McCaffery. “We started working immediately upon arrival, in particular, on this group. | want to give particular
recognition to how hard each and every one of my assistant coaches has worked. | believe we’ve addressed specific needs and attracted not only quality,
but student-athletes who will fit with what we already have here to ultimately make us a better team.”

lowa’s five-member 2012 recruiting class is ranked 19th by ESPN.com and Scout.com.
Paul Biancardi, who is ESPN’s national recruiting director, had nothing but praise to say about lowa’s recruiting class and coach McCaffery.

“I’'m very impressed, but not surprised, with the class coach McCaffery signed,” said Biancardi. “This is a national statement class. Coach McCaffery and
his staff have sold the vision and the plan for lowa basketball in a big time way. It should get the fans of lowa very excited not only right now but in the fu-
ture. To be successful in this business you have to be able to recruit, and Fran’s a proven recruiter. This is a class, that as it grows and develops together,
will be the foundation for lowa basketball. It will propel the Hawkeyes to the next step, which is the upper half of the Big Ten and NCAA Tournament.”

ADAM WOODBURY (7-1, 230)

Woodbury is an All-State center from Sioux City, lowa. The 7-foot-1, 230-pound was named the Most Valuable Player at the 2011 NBA Players Associa-
tion Top 100 Camp. Woodbury is the No. 41 ranked player in the Class of 2012 by ESPN.com, No. 42 by Rivals.com and No. 47 by Scout.com. He enters
his senior season ranked fourth in career scoring and first in rebounding at East High School. He led the Black Raiders to a combined 59-16 record the last
three seasons, including back-to-back conference championships and three consecutive state tournament appearances. Woodbury is a two-time first
team All-State, All-Missouri River Conference, All-Northwest lowa and All-City honoree. As a junior, Woodbury averaged a double-double (18.5 points
and 12 rebounds). He averaged 17.4 points and grabbed a school single-season record 315 rebounds (12.1 avg.) his sophomore campaign. Woodbury
also participated in the Nike LeBron James Skills Academy and Amare Stoudemire Skills Academy in 2011. He played AAU for Martin Brothers and All-
lowa Attack from seventh through 11th grade. Fellow recruit Mike Gesell was an AAU teammate of Woodbury. Woodbury becomes lowa’s first seven-
footer since Seth Gorney (2005-08) and is the tallest Hawkeye since Antonio Ramos (1999), who stood 7-foot-2.

MIKE GESELL (6-1, 180)

Gesell is a three-time first team All-State, All- Conference and All-Metro honoree for South Sioux City High School. Gesell is the No. 73 ranked player
in the Class of 2012 by ESPN.com, No. 89 by Scout.com and No. 96 by Rivals.com. As a junior, he averaged 25.2 points, 8.2 assists, 5.5 rebounds and
2.9 steals while being honored as the Nebraska Gatorade Basketball Player of the Year. As a sophomore, Gesell averaged 19.9 points, 6.4 assists, 7.7
rebounds and 3.3 steals. He made 82 percent (158-193) of his free throw attempts as a junior and 79 percent (125-158) as a sophomore. The 6-foot-1,
180-pound guard was a Basketball Super State and All-State Class B Team Captain recipient his sophomore and junior seasons. He holds single season
school records for scoring (655), assists (212) and steals (79), career scoring (1,446) and single-game steals (8) and assists (13). Gessell, who is a Wendy’s
High School Heisman state finalist and will be the team’s captain this year, also excels in the classroom, ranking in the top five percent of his class while
earning Gold Honor Roll distinction all four years. He also is a three-time Academic All-Conference and NSAA Academic All-State honoree. Fellow recruit
Adam Woodbury was a teammate of Gesell on Martin Brothers and the All-lowa Attack AAU squads.

ANTHONY CLEMMONS (6-1, 185)

Clemmons is a native of Lansing, Mich., and has started the last two years for Sexton High School. The 6-foot-1, 185-pound point guard helped his team
to back-to-back conference championships and a Class B state title a year ago. Sexton finished as state runner-up his sophomore season. Clemmons is
a two-time All-Conference honoree and was an All-State and All-Area selection in 2011. Clemmons averaged 12.3 points, 4.6 rebounds, 4.1 assists and
3.2 steals his junior year. He will serve as a team co-captain his senior campaign. Clemmons played AAU basketball the last two years with the Michigan
Mustangs. He also played football his freshman through junior years at Sexton, earning all-conference honors in 2010, playing fullback, linebacker and
safety.

PATRICK INGRAM (6-2, 190)

Ingram is a 6-foot-2, 190-pound guard from Indianapolis. He is a two-year starter and helped North Central High School win back-to-back conference
championships and the Class 4A state championship in 2010. His high school team boasted a combined 70-8 record his first three seasons. Ingram aver-
aged 10.4 points, 5.0 rebounds and 2.0 assists his junior campaign. He shot 55.5 percent from the field and 33-percent from beyond the arc. A captain
on this year’s team, Ingram also played on the AAU circuit for the Eric Gordon All-Stars. His team won the Walt Disney World tournament, Eric Gordon
Shootout and the IndyBall Tournament. Ingram was tabbed MVP of the Walt Disney World tournament.

KYLE MEYER (6-10, 220)

Meyer is a 6-foot-10, 220-pound forward from Alpharetta, Ga. Meyer averaged 15 points, 11 rebounds, 3.5 blocks and 2.6 assists for Northview High
School as a junior. He earned All-Region and co-MVP accolades as a junior, and was also recognized on the 2010 Pickens All-Tournament team. Meyer,
who attends the same high school as Minnesota senior Ralph Sampson Ill, is a three-year starter. He averaged 10 points, 9.5 rebounds and 2.2 blocks,
and earned the team’s Coaches Award his sophomore campaign. Meyer garnered all-tournament laurels at the Chattahoochee Tournament as a fresh-
man. Meyer also played AAU basketball for the Atlanta Celtics.
